One Million
For Cable

British Columbia Government
Makes an Unparalieled Offer
to the Dominion.

Will Contribute One Ninth of
Total Cost of Pacific
Cable

‘Ministers Confirm the Announce-
ment--Enormous Benefit
Will Acerue.

Ottawa, May 5.—(Special.)— The gov-
ernment has received a telegraphic offer
from the Provincial Government of Brit-
ish Columbia to subscribe one million
dollars towards the construction of the
all-British Pacific ‘cable. - The offer was
received on Thursday, but not made pub-
lic until to-night. It comes as a surprise
to friends of the 'administration. Sir
Sandford Fleming,C.E., has wired the
British Columbia government econgratu-
lations upon the offer:.

This news, coming on- the top of the
somewhat lukewgrm correspondence
from the Imperial Government, is, the
subject of conversation of the hour, and
has resulted in the attitude of the Secre-
tary of State for the Colomes being
criticized. The offer of the British Co-
lumbia government is to contribute two-
eignteenths ($1,000,000) of the total cost,
$9,000,000, in :addition to the five-eigh-
teenths ($2,500,000) to be contributed by
the Dominion. The governments of New
South Wales, Vietosia, Queensland and
New Zealand have each offered to con-
tribute one-ninth of the eost, or $4,000
000 in all, thus leaving $4,000,000 to be

Premier Semlin and Finance Minister

Cotton were interviewed by a Times. re-
porter this morning and confirmed fully
the news received from the Oftawa cor-
respondent of this paper last eveming.

Several
seizures were also made on the White
Pass, one of a big assortment of dry
good and general merchandise valued at
between $500 and $600, another of a
pile of supplies and several smaller
seizures. In one case at least an at-
tempt to bribe the custom’s officers was
made, but: the official .was not to be
bought, and the goods were confiscated.

People have spoken of officers being
bribed and goods going in without pay-
ment of duty, but this is far from be-
ing the truth. The officers are rigidly
enforcing the customs laws, and as for
accepting bribes, it is said there is not
the slightest ground for that belief, The
officers are watching everything that
in, and the smuggler who suc-
ceeds in getting contraband goods into
the Canadian territory would meed the
wiles of a Hermann or a Kellar to evade
the watchful Canadian: officers.

The majority of the seizures made
were consequent upon the efforts by the
importers to hide their goods and the
payment of duty. In one case, that
when the horses and sled were seized,
the owner defied the ecustoms. He re-
fused to pay duty and forced his way
towards Bennett. The police at the
back of the officers were, however, too
much of an argument for the would-be
free importer and the equines and sled
were confiscated.

Valvuable Hints to Persons in Search of
Mineral Treasure.

J. P. Wallace writing in the Baker
C:ity Republican, says:
“Even with the best of management

| it iy an exceptionally good prospect that

will pay cost of development.
“Prospecting should be a business to
itself, and those engaged in it should be
educated and trained for the work.
Prospeciing’ companics would do well to
equip and send into the field only tlwse

tion. faults, ores, minerals and assaying.

“Pay ore is ore that will leave profit !

after mining, milling, transportation and
other expenses are deducted from.the av-
erage saving, Ore is said to be ‘in
sight’ when it is blocked out into patches
of moderate size and exposed to view on
three sides. If one side only of the ore
body is shown no ore can be counted,
but where two adjoining sides are ex-
posed tc view a triangulnvr body may be
safely calculated as ‘in sight’ A single
tunmel driven through ore for a consider-
able. distance,: but with: no openings in
the floor or roof, affords only presumptive
evidence of the continnance of the ore
body much aboye or below the tunnel.

“Mining properties of all kinds are val-
uable only for the ore they contain.

“If the ore is too low grade fo pay, or
i§ in quantity too small for a profitable
-working. the:mine has no real value; so,
alsa. 'if the property is undeveloped and
shows no ore ‘in sight’ it has no real or
true:value, - Surface ore exposures. are
valuable only for what they promise or
for what they are supposed to reveal.
Fhe revelations of outcrops are different-
Iy interpreted by -different-persons; there
is no infallible guide to their meaning.
Herein iz the element of risk in the pur-
chase of prospects. It is different with
ore ‘in sight.’ A property is always
worth the net valne of ore blocked out,
plus its presumplive or estimated value.
The latter is the value of ore which may
be found. berond the present working
and which is supposed to be available for
mining. = The estimated value is to be de-

the mine, as well as of the district in
general, and is largely a question of opin-
fon.

“Pollowing are some of the factorn to
be considered in deciding a mine’s value
and its ability-to pay a_profit,-viz.: Pur:

covered. - Immense chambers *of aggre-
gate deposits, the existence of which had
never been suspected, have been opened
{ up by cross- cuting. Every mineral-
stained seam or decomposed portion of a
vein wail should be 'ooked upon with
suspicion, carefully examined and pos-
sibly drifted om.

‘“The age of rock formatlon in itself
considered is not maverial to the deposi-
tion of valuable ore deposits. Formerly
the oldest rocks were thought to be.the
only bearers of true mineral veins, but
the occurrence of many such veins in the
younge~ rocks has taughi us that tne
chief conditions governing ore depositions
are entirely independent of  the age of
rocks, and:that no formations are exclud-
ed from ore-bearing possibilities.

Bishop Christie,
Archbishop elect, courteously informed
thé newspaper man that he had received

same' to Very Rév. ¥. X. Blanchet, ad-
ministrator of Oregon.

The new Archbishop will take charge
of the archdiocese of Oregon on June

15th, but in conversation this morning |

he said that he would spend a large
portion of his time during the first few

months after his formal installation, in |

Victoria, journeying to and fro between
here and Bortland a good deal until a
successor to the bishopric be appointed.

The news of the high *honor being |

conferred upon His Lordship, while ot
course a soiirce of gratification to au

who know: him, will neverthelegs  give |

rise to sincere -expressions of regret
His appointment to the bishopric of
Vancouver Island is of so recent date,
and the good work he has dome in the

short, interval has been so extemsive, |

that his Temoval is regreitable, and to
all who have had the good fortume to
come within the sphere of his influence,
and particularly to those to whom has
been given the favor
quaintance with him, the new appoint-
ment, rendering inevitable a lessening of
his connection with the diocese, will be

regarded as a great and well-nigh ir- .

reparable loss.

Rt. Rev. Alexander Christie was born
in Vermont forty-six years ago. When

a child he came with his parefts to the |

West, settling first in Winsconsin, where
the family remained until the close of
the civil war. After the war they re-
moved to MMnesota, set;tlin_g at Austin,
where the future bishop attex;ded school.
Afterwards, having decided to study. for
the priesthood, he went to St. John’s
college; Stearas county, in charge of the
Benedictine Fathers,: wheré he made -his
classical course. ©  He'then took the
the Grand Seminary, Montreal, where
he was ordained a priest, about twenty
. years age, for the diocese of St. Paul.

Returning to Minnesota, his first pas- |

toral appointment was
where he remained twelve years, build-
ing up a magnificent parish. He was
next called to Minneapolis to take
eharge of the new Ascension parish in
that city. Here his work was algo
marked ‘with energy and success. His
next appointment was to the large and
3mportant parish of St. Stephen’s, where
he remained until his consecration as
Pishop of Vancouver Island last June.

He took charge of the diocese in the
month of August. With quick percep-
tion it was not long before he took hold
of the situation: /' what had been
done and what was to be done. He im-
mediately secured from the Catholic In-
dian ' commission at Washington as
much as could be expected from th:}t
source to help him to commence his
‘wwork of improvement.

His next step was to send Rev.
Father Nicolaye to Central America to
inquire into the details of the death of
his predecessor, the
Temmens. and to secure, if possible, the
fruits of his labor and economy in these
missionary countries,

Then, realizing that he had but scanty |

resources .to depend upon in his diocese
to carry on the work that necessity and
zeal demanded of him, he sent another
of his .devoted vriests. Rey, Father A_lt-
hoff, to Furope, to appeal to.the charity
of such societies as would lend support
to his undertaking.

And, last Januvary, facing the storm
of the severest winter ever experienced
$n this country. he crossed the continent
of America and went to Ottawa, to try
and Secure from  the ‘Canadian parﬂ_n-
ment some appropriation for the mis-
sions on the west coast of Vancouver
Tslahd.

Now that everything was in readiness
for the work that he had contemplated,
the news comes from Rome tha_t l}e has,
been  eclevated to the high dignity of
Archbishop of Oregon.

Bishop Christie is a learned ‘and zeal-
ops prelate and an eloquent preacher,
and hiz eminently suecessful career is
regarded by all as an-earnest promise'orf
tike results in the higher work which
will now be committed to him.

The archdiocese of Oregon City, to
which Rt. Rev. Alexander Christie }g_ns
been appointed, was created. in 1850.
Tt comprises the entire state of Oregon.
The former Archbishops of the see were
Most Rev. Francis N. Blanchet, D. D.,
1850-1880: Most Rev. Charles J. Seg-
hers, 1880-1884: Most Rey. William H.
Gross, 1885-1898. The archdiocese, ac-
cording to the last Catholic directory,
has 80 churches and' chapels, 2 semin-
aries. 2 colleges for boys, 12 academies
for girls, 23 parish  schools. 2 orPhan
asylums. and '8 charitable institutions.
“The Catholie population of the archdio-
cexe is 35.000. ;
