T the Grand Lodge of Ontario, 1.0.0.F. :

GRAND OFFICERS AND REPRESENTATIVES,—Again we are
permitted to assemble at our annual convention to review the
work of the year that has gone since we last met, and by our
deliberations endeavor to promote the, general interest and wel-
fare of our Order.

I,—CONGRATULATIONS.

It is a matter for much congratulation that to-day we
have representatives present from almost every subordinate
lodge in the jurisdiction, and to know that we have made
material progress both financially and numerically. By the

V.—DECISIONS.

L. If a brother is in arrears and not entitled to sick benefits
he is only entitled to attentive benefits, and the lodge fund can-
not be drawn upon to pay for nurse hire.

2. Where By-law states « Op the decease of a brother in
ood standing the sum of thirty dollars, shall be allowed as a
uneral benefit,” the brother having paid his dues on September

3oth, although not entitled to any benefits for sickness com-
mencing while under disabilities, would become il good standing,
under By-law stated, as to funera] benefits, .

3. Alodge not having sent in returns for the last two terms
under our regulations is virtually defunct.

4. Should any regular meeting fall upon any holiday the lodge
may, by resolution passed at the preceding regular meeting,
omit such meeting, and any business that should by law or
resolution be.transacted at that time shall be taken up at the

regular meeting following, Special session may be called on
notice,

.5. The fact of omitting a meeting would not in any way
affect the time when dues would be payable,

6. Q.—Whether by reason of reinstatement of a suspended .
member is the lodge liable for benefits, i.e nursing for sickness
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during time of suspension? A.—No. No brother shall be
entitled to any benefit for sickness commenced while under
disabilities,

7. There is no provision, nor have I a}ly discretion to admit
any person under twenty-one years of age to membership in a
lodge.

8. A Grand Lodge cannot confer-upon Rebekah Assemblies
power to institute and charter Rebekah Lodges.

9. A member suspended or dropped for non-payment of dues
wishing to regain membership in another jurisdiction than that
in which he was stispended or dropped shall be entitled to
receive, and the lodge to which he belonged shall grant, upon
proper application, a dismissal certificate fpon the receipt of
one dollar,

1o. It is not legal to use the General Fund of the lodge in
the purchase of Veteran Jewels. Lodges have a right to form
a contingent fund to which they may apply a proportion of the
dues, not exceeding five per cent., from which payment for
Jewels might be made. | :

11, Q.—If a new charter is obtained will the Grand Lodge
transfer the furniture and other effects of the defunct lodge to
the new lodge without charge ? A.—Yes, :

12. Q.—The old lodge being indebted to the sum of $75 for -

rent, and the landlord threatening legal proceedings to collect
the same, may the D.D.G.M make a loan giving the furniture
as security and pay off this indebtedness ? A.— Yes,

13. The Gavel is always’ used in opening and closing the
lodge.

14. A lodge cannot vote money out of the Geueral Fund to
any church or any person for the use of their sheds for. the
brothers to put their horses in when they come to lodge. It
would be an improper expenditure from the Contingent Fund.

15.  Q.—Can the members of a lodge attend .the funeral of
a brother’s daughter and wear the badges of the Order, the
Bro. (father) being in good standing ?  A.—The funeral regalia
of the Order is to be worn only at the funeral of a member of
the Order. It may be worn at the funeral of a Daughter of
Rebekah, provided, etc. (See White's Digest, 1889, sec. 43L.)

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16. A member suspended or dropped from membership for
non-payment of dues may be reinstated within one year after
suspension on payment of one year's dues, Asto reinstatement
after one year, see White's Digest, 1889, sec. 730.

18. In the event of any lodge failing to meet for three months
it shall then become extinct,

19. Q.—ould a member of the old lodge, even though his
dues were paid up @ the time that the lodge became defunct,
demand readmittance into the new lodge? A.—No.

20. A brother is eligible for representative to the Grand
Lodge when he hag completed his term as Noble Grand and
was installed as Sitting Past Grand,

2I. Reinstatement of a member into a lodge, after suspension
for one year, would debar him of the right to be granted a
veteran jewelon the expiry of twenty.five years from hisinitiation,

22. A brother who has attained the third degree and is in

good standing is eligible for any elective office except that of
Noble Grand or Vice Grand.

23. Any member holding a Visiting Card in force, shall have
the privilege of applying for: membership in any lodge, without
first applying for a Withdrawal Card from the lodge in which
membership is held, :

24. I am of the opinion that it would not be a contravention
of the regulations requiring lodges loaning funds to members, by
making a loan to the wife of a member, on the security of mort-
8age on real estate owned by her ; although I question the ad-
visability of so doing, as it might give rise to questions of diverse
interest in the event of default being made in payment,

25. O.—Is a man who owns a building used as a hote] eligible

for membership whether he conducts the business himself or
not? A,—Yes,

26. Q.—If he attends his own bar occasionally, is he eligible ?
A.—Yes. I tHink ifa man’s business or occupation is that of a
bartender or saloon-keeper he is excluded, but the restriction does
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not apply where the business or occupation is occasional only.
The enactment being new, there is a wide field for difference of
opinion on its interpretation, !

27. Sustained decision of John H, Dickinson, D.D.G.M., of
District No. 26, a casemaker y trade, but at present a bartender
in a hotel, is not eligible for membership.

28, Q.—Can an Encampment member sit in a suberdinate
lodge with only Encampment regalia on, or is it necessary for
him to wear subordinate lodge regalia? A.—A brother may
wear the Encampment regalia and jewel of the highest degree he
has taken. It is not the duty of members to wear such regalia
and jewel, but they may do so at their option.

VIL.—DEFUNCT LODGE.

I had report from Bro. Wm. Glover, D.D.G.M., of District
No. 10, that after visiting Sheard Lodge, No. 276, at New Dun-
dee, and using his best endeavors to have the lodge continue, it
was found not practicable to do so. The lodge had a struggling
existence since 1893 and could not be longer maintained. T had
to conclude that there was no alternative but to recall the
charter and effects, and instructed accordingly, and they are now
with the Grand Secretary,
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There is happily no other instance of a like nature to record
this year.

VIII.—ASSESSMENT SYSTEM.

A resolution was adopted at the last session of the Grand
Lodge that endeavors should be made to have it unnecessary
that the words ¢ Assessment System ” should be printed on ail
our papers. Grand Treasurer Badenach and myself waited

the views and wishes of the Grand Lodgesin regard thereto.
Dr. ]. Howard Hunter, Registrar of Frien y Societies, was

present at the interview. The whole subject was pleasantly
discussed in all its bearings and our request noted. Sub-
sequently the following reply was received, from which it will
be observed that the words objected to cannot be dispensed
with: -

Any friendly society applying for registry or for renewal of
registry should, I think, show by its Constitution or By-laws
+ that the society, or, if its lodges are the contractors, then that
the lodges have made some i i
meeting benefit obligations arising during the term of registry
then commencing, The only two methods known to the Statute
of finding ways and means for such obligations are (1) collect-
ing at stated intervals such premiums as when accumulated at
compound interest will, without other or further calls, discharge
the benefit liabilities of the society or lodge; (2) collecting
smaller premiums with the liability of the members being
assessed for further sums if necessary. The second of these’
methods i$ known as the Assessment System,” and in order
to enable every person to see at a glance upon which method
the society or company transacts business, the Statute requires
in the second case all documents touching the benefit contract
to be stamped with the words « Assessment System,” Now the
sole question is : * Upon which of the two systems the Independ-

’
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ent Order of Odd Fellows proceeds, On referring to the Con-
stitution of the Subordinate Lodges minder the Jurisdiction of
the Grand Lodge of Ontario as adcé:ed at Toronto, August ,
14th, 1890, I find that Clause 50 enacts as follows: ¢ Clause
50.—Whenever the available cash assets of this lodge shall
be reduced below an amount equal to ten dollars for each un-
suspended member, the lodge may, either by by-law or'by re-
solution adopted after two weeks’ notice, assess its members
equally in a sum sufficient to increase the funds to the amount
required to make up the deficiency.” -

I find also that the By-laws oty the several lodges very pro-
perly provide for assessing the members when the funds other-
wise collectable are insufficient to meet the benefit obligations
of the lodge. For example, the By-Laws of Gore Lodge, No.
34, Brantford, enact in Section 40 as follows :

‘“ ASSESSMENTS,

' 40.—Whenever any benefit or benefits may become due
and payable, from either of the funds of this lodge in the course
of any one quarter, if the books of the lodge do not show a
sufficient amount to the credit of such fund to meet the benefit,
then the P. S, shall forthwith raise, in aid of such fund, by an
assessment to be laid in equal proportions upon all the members
of the lodge, the amount necessary to meet such benefit or
benefits.”

From the fo}egoing, I think it quite clear that the Independ-
ent Order of Oddfellows proceeds upon the method of assess- .
ment, and that therefore -the words Assessment System ”

* should be stamped upon all their documents which relate to

benefit contracts or undertakings.

ime, I have deferred further action until I wonld submit the
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case for. your consideration. As I understand it, the action of
Gilliard vs. Sydenham Valley Lodge is almost an analogous
case. Judgment was given by udge Bell in the County Court
of the County of Kent against the lodge, and an appeal has been
entered by the lodge against that decision, and the appeal is to
be heardsat the next sitting of the Court of Appeal in Toronto.

Ifit is a fact that the by-laws of our subordinate lodges, as
at present framed, are not to be aliowed as binding on the repres
sentatives of deceased members, it certainlyis advisable that we
know it and have them made so that the infentions of the parties
contracting may be carried out as they have been construed
heretofore, and 1 submit them for your careful consideration.

X.—REPORTS OF DISTRICTS.

I have been favored with reports from the majority of the
District Deputies. Only:in a very few instances have ‘the
responsibilities of the office been avoided, Many of them have
been untiring in their efforts, and have devoted not only their
time and attention, but I should judge have been placed at con-
siderable personal sacrifice in performing the duties they were
called upon to assume, The reports for the year I shall hand
over to my successor for reference and information,

X1,—RECOMMENDATIONS FROM DISTRICTS.

While the reports as a rule convey the information” as to
progress and standing of the respective lodges, and express
satisfaction generally with the growth and welfare of the Order,
yet suggestions are made for improvement by certain changes
that might be made.

From District No. 1—The Committee would recdmmend
that ten cents per mile one way and no per diem be the fee for
each delegate attending the District meeting.—Adopted. - This
Committee recommend that it is advisable in the best interests
of the Order in this jurisdiction that the payment of benefits be
made pro rata on the membership of this jurisdiction. Benefit
to be such an average sum as may be agreed on.—Lost. Unani-
mously resolved that the delegates to the District meeting shoild
receive the same mileage amdg per diem as representatives to the
Grand Lodge, the D.D.G.M., Bro. Ryall, stating the opinion
that owing to many lodges refusing to pay their representatiyes,
unless remedied, it woufd disrupt the whole District system.

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From District No, 8—A resolution was passed requesting
the Grand Lodge to furnish the*District Deputies with a Book
of Forms and a Digest.

From District No. 11—It was resolved that it is the opinion
of this District, as éxpressed at this session, that the membership
of the Grand Lodge of Ontario has arrived at such a standard
that in our opinion we should now endow an institution for the
‘care and education of the homeless widows and orphans of our
Order, and also a home for brothers who have by some unforseen
dispensation of Divine Providence been reduced to penury and
helplessneess, That the Grand Lodge should devise “some
means by which Bro. Koeler, who was a member of Bissel
Lodge, now defunct, can hold membership in another lodge.

From District No. 13—The very keen competition of the
various societies and the scarcity of money in this District make
it difficult to get new members

From District No, 2—The D.D.G.M. reported on the claim
of the widow of the late Bro. Gillard for funeral and widow’s
benefits which had been decided in favor of Sydenham Valley
Lodge, No. 129, by the authorities of the Okder, but which was
reversed by Judge Bell in the County, Court. He thought the
matter should come up before this meeting of the District, to
decide whether it should be appealed to a higher court, for if,
as Judge Bell said, our By-laws are not worth the paper they
are written on, the sooner we know it the better. And it was
resolved that this matter be laid before the Grand Master, asking
his approval to this action, and also his intercession with the
Grand Lodge at its next session, even to the extent of asking
the Grand Lodge to bear the cost of this appeal. :

This appeal has been entered by the solicitors for the lodge.

From District No, 26—With a view of effecting a saving in
the expenses of the lodges consequent upon holding District
meetings—Resolved, That Section 102 of the By-laws of the
Grand Lodge of Ontario be not acted upon, but that the
D.D.G.M. of the District call the Committee together at such
times and places as the business before the Committee seem to

demand, and that & copy of this report be forwarded to the
Grand Master, ;

From District No. 33—A lodge in this District—viz.,
Otonabeé, No. 13—reduces their weekly benefits at the end of
six months from four to two dollars per week on the strength of
report of Committee on Judiciary atGrand Lodge, held at Niagara,
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1893, said report being adopted at that time and the Report of
the Committee on Laws of Subordinates adopted at Hamilton
last year conflicts with such decision. Will you kindly have the
matter brought up before the Grand Lodge at the ensuing
session and advise as to the correct interpretation of Clause 52
of the Constitution. Norwood Lodge, No. 264, is holding their
own as to numbers, but going back financially.

From District No. 50—The D.D.G.M. referred to the efforts
that had been made to institute a new lodge of the Order at
Winchester, but so far without success. It was decided to
await a more favorable time, as the town was overrun with
societies.

]

District No. 27—C. P. Stocking, D.D.G.M., in his report
states that Midland Lodge, No. 274, has had a decrease in mem- .
bership by reason of several members leaving the town, falling
in arrears of dues and being suspended in consequence, This
lodge is not progressing as I would like to see it, for the reason
that there are many counter attractions of a similar kind in
Midland. It will take the greatest care and energy to place this
lodge in a flourishing condition.

*District No. 14—Bro. ]. W. Smith, D.D.G.M., in his report
states that"about all the business that came before the meeting
was the election of D.D.G.M. There seems to be very little
interest taken in District meetings under the present system.
1t may work all right in cities and Districts where the lodges
are close together, but when the representatives have to go ten
or twelve miles they seem to think the business that would
come before the meeting is not worth the expense of travel,

District No 31—Bro. P. McMillan, jr., D.D.G.M., reports
that there are excellent openings for new lodges in the District.
One at Fenelon Falls, he believes, could be instituted, as there
is plenty of material there.

District No. 41—The matter of defraying the expenses of
the D D.G.M. and delegates to District meeting was discussed,
and it was found that a tax of five cents per member in the sub-
ordinate lodges would be sufficient, and it was carried that a tax -
to that amount be levied on each lodge per member.

District No. 16—Bro. John Ball, D.D.G.M., in a full report
states that the District is flourishing, with the exception of
Naomi Lodge, No, 116, Markham, which requires an effort to
be put forth by its members tokeepit in good position, although
they are not financially weak, :
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District No. 15—Bro, H. B. Chant, D.D.G.M,, reports that
Fidelity Lodge, Seaforth, which for some years had not made

XVI.—NEW DIGEST.

A new digest of our laws has been compiled under the
authority of the Sovereign Grand Lodge by Grand Sire Steb-
bins, embracing all enactments and decisions up to 1895 session.
I think it is essential that every lodge in the jurisdiction should
have one. Reference to it would save an almost endless amount
of correspondence. Time would be saved and frequent disputa-
tions avoided by having it; and the cost, $3.50, should not be a
question with any lodge.

XVII,-—DOMINION ODD FELLOW.

I observe from remarks from some Districts that there is a
difference of opinion as to the utility of the paper. Some favor
while others do not. Personally I think that it should be
encouraged by the individual members  Almost every associa-
tion of a similar character to ours has its official paper. And its
columns being at all times open to those who have suggestions
to make or news to communicate of the doings of the Order,
affords an excellent medium of communication on all matters of
interest to our Brotherhood. And in this connection I might
mention that it occurs to me if greater publicity were given,
through the papers, to matters connected with our Order, which
are of a public nature, it would result to our benefit and advance-
ment. ;

XVIIL—VETERAN JEWELS,

The recommendation of the Grand Lodge to recognize the
services of those who for a quarter of a century have been con-
nected with the Order, has been carried out in several cases,
and veteran jewels have been presented during the year, A list
of those issued will appear in the report of the Grand Secretary.

XIX.—GRAND LODGE CARDS.

Grand Lodge cards have been granted, in accordance with
our regulations, to several members of defunct lodges, to enable

As directed by resolution of Grand Lodge a circular was
sent out, giving the present by-laws of Grand Lodge in regard
to Rebekah Assembly with explanations as to changes in the
government, and the Journtl of the Grand Lodge was furnished
to Rebekah lodges as heretofore. The resolution ordering the
Journal to be sent out (Journal of 1895, page 6120) limited the
turnishing of it for that session. The question arose whether
the Grand Lodge intended that the proceedings of the Assembly
should be included in the Journal, but it was finally agreed to
do so. It will be necessary to give directions as to course to be
f pursued this year. As the change to the Assembly placed the

I was then under the impression that the
matter was not thoroughly understood by the Representatives
when the report on the Same was presented, and therefore not
fully considered. I do not claim that general expenditure for
like purposes would be advisable, but think that the special

circumstances of the case would warrant a reconsideratién of
the matter.

XXXIV,—CHANGE OF MEETING,

I have been requested .by several members to ask the Grand
Lodge to consider as to the advisability of changing the time of
meeting of the Grand Lodge.

an abstract of all the transactions of the Subordinate Lodges
and the Grand*Lodge.

Had a copy of
this booklet been in his hand to ans er the question;»no doubt
our ranks would have been greatly i cr(é:ed This is the main
object in preparing this booklet, "If it (s approved by the Grand
Lodge, I would suggest that the Comnilttes on General Purposes
be directed™to have, say, 20,000 copi8s printed; ea¢h Lodge
to have a judicious supply ; the Finan Committee to say if
they should be supplied free (a plan I Would approve), or if
cost price should be required.

The booklet can be printed in a 20,000 lot for $107.50, or
a little over half a cent per copy. I feel dssured that the ex-
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penditure of this amount in this manner would be a wise invest-
ment,

In reply to an enquiry, Bro, T, A. Ross, Grand Secretary of
the Sovereign Grand Lodge, informed me that special permission
