"Thd commissioner of agriculture re-
ceived advices today of the sale of
trial shipments on Ontario fattened
poultry sent from ©St. John to Liver-
pool about a month ago. ‘The birds
met a ready sale in Liwerpool at 16
cents per pound, wholesale. The chick-
ens were sent plucked but not drawn,
and weighed an average of 51-2 pounds
ezioch.  The whelesale price therefore
was equal to $1.76 per pair. The
¢hickens when put up to fatten were
worth' 50 oents per pair. The food
consumeéed per pair during the fatten~
ing cost 31 cents, making a total cost
of 81 cents per pair, without allowing
anything for the labor of attending
them. The packing cases cost at the
rate of three cents per pair, and the
transportation and selling charges
would cost, in the usual counse of busi-

re-organization ;

22 cents per pair, a total of $1.06, leav-
ing 70 cents per pair for the labor and
rrofit.

This gentleman says eithier the eity or
the -C. F. R. should, efore &pﬁb‘g',
have plans prepared  for additfonal
wharves and have the structures com:
rleted and ready ‘for use early
next fall. There is a great deal in ‘this
gentleman’s coatention, and it is Hke-
ly the coun-cil will deal with the mat-
ter at an early day. Already they have
taken steps to ascertain what-the’ C.
F. R. are willing to do and the report
of the gentlemen appointed. to inter-¢
view the railway management -is anx.
iously lookel for. Hundreds of peo-
ple visited the wharves yesterday and
waitcned vith great interest the small
armmy of workmen =ngaged in the dis-
ctarging and loading of the various
boats. In addition to these laborers,
there is quite a gang of men in con-
nection with the new elevator and its
conveyors, The conveyor leading up-to
No. 4 berth is almost corapleted. An-
other one is to be extended along the
front of the wmnarves and down to fthe
C. P. R. berth. The old coal shed and
hoisting aoparatus on the C. P. R.
wharf is being removed. It is said
that whea all the conveyors are com-
pleted, their length will aggregate
about 2,500 feet, or nearly half a mile.,

In his early
life he was a clerk in the customs
here, but went to New York nearly
ihirty years ago. He was for a num-
ber of years chairman of the Consol-
idated Stock and Petroleum Exchangsg,
a position to which he was annually
elected year after year, and was very
popular among the large mem-
bership of that body. Mr. Peters
identified himself with _ the = de-
mocratic party in New York
and held office on several occasions
in its managing committees. ‘When
Greater New York was founded he
was elected by a, great majority chair-
man of the borough of Manhattan, a
position which he was to hold for
three years. He was a very active
member of the Masonic fraternity and
was the represemtative at New York
of the Grand Royal Arch Chapter of
New Brunswick. A man of fine pre-
sence, of a kind and gemial nature, a
warm temperament, ke had hosts of
friehds. Announcement of his death
was a sad shock to hils brother and sis-
ters in St. John, as there was no inti-
mation of any illness, and there will
be mach sympathy felt for ‘them.

ON GALLOWS TREE.

Execution of Benjamin R, Willis for
2 Murder, ®
: 3
The Youngest Prisoner Ever _Han'ge’d; in
‘ Connecticut—Story of the Crime.

HARTFORD, Comm., Dec. 30.—Benj.
R. Willis, aged 23, was hanged at the
state prison, Wetherfield, at 12.20
tkis mofning for the murder of David
S. R. Lambert of Wilton, his former
teacher, Dec,. 17, 1897. Willis was the
youngest person ever ha.nged in the
prison. He was t;he seventh person
hanged by the so-called awmtomatic
galloys, and as on all previous odca-
sions, the gallows operated. perfectly.
The .drop fell at 12.20 .and heé was kill-
ed instantlly. Eight minutes later the
body. was cut. do“n

The crime lor wh‘ch .Bema;nm R Vhlhs
was hanged was commtted in the town Of
Wiltcn, Conn., on the night of Dec. 17, 1897.
The wictim of the tragedy, wnich was one

of the most horridle. in-the. history of Con-
necticut, was .David 8. R. Lambert, aged 47

young men for college, On the  night in
question two maskzd men entered the Lam-
bert . resrldem‘e long kpnowyr ae -“The Old
Acad-em) It was vcarly in the evening and
Mr. Lambert hai ‘not returned .from .the
neighboring .4ty of South Norwalk. Mrs,
Lambert responded to a knock. on the door
and was immediataly seized, bound; gagged
and . chloroformed. = Then men_ _ ‘then ran-
sacked the house for plunder. While they
were engaged; in 'this work Mr. Lambert re-
turned; and: he Lmd ‘1o :8coner entered. the
héuse then he was shot at by the men, who
emptied two revolvers.- He fell {o the flcor
unconscious, and died the next day. The
robbers and .murderers then calmly with-
drew the shells from their revolvers, re-
loaded the weapens, and appropriating Mr.
Lambert’'s team, drove away. Two hours
later Mrs. Lambert suzceeded in f{reeing
herself and gave the ‘alarm. The woman
speedily expressed fthe opinion that one of
the muiderers was ‘‘Bem' Willis,”” a former
pupil of the academy. The guilty inen €lud-
ed the capture until March 9, 1898, when
Fredrick M. Breckhaus, a friend of Willis’,
supected of pdrticipation in the ciime, was
captured in Chicago. He admitted that he
wa8 one of the two men implicated and
named Willis as the ofher. The apprehen-
sien of Willis ‘was the work of but a few
days, and uitimately the itwo mien Wwere
broight tack to Connectient, where. in the
Fairfield ‘ecunty superior court, Willis was
placed on trial, found guilty ot murder in
the first degree and sewtenoed  to -death.

Breckhaus is still awafting trial in the
county jail ait Bridgeport.

VANCOUVER, Dec. 21.—It is mnot
cften that Vancouver people are start-
led by a sensationail suicide, but this
morning ‘the said death of a young wo-
ran under peculiarly tragic circum-
stances was the talk of the city.

On the flat surface
was written in a feminine hand, dis-
guised  to .cause the impression that
the writing was domne by a man, the
address: “Mr. Harry Cornish, Knick-
erbocker - club, Madison avenue and
4bth street, New York city.” The
rackage had been mailed at the gen-
eral delivery office, -down town, In
the wrapper of manila paper was a.
pasteboard box marked ‘Tiffany’’;’

contents was placed in Cornish’s room.
