The work of réscue began with a will,
children afd nurses were carried from
the building all in an unconscious con-
dition, some dead. Ambulances from
this city, St. Mazys’ homeopathic and
Hahnemann hospital were summoneéd
and the victims were removed to the
several institutions.

There were 109 children at-the hos-
pital. and a cerps. of about 30 nurses
and attendants. Two of the women
- attendants were among the dead.

The origin of the fire is not: known
at this time.

Philip-D. Armour Passed Away Yes- |

terday at His Home in
Chicago.

Fought Death for Two Years —Was Worth
Between Ten and Twenty-five
Million Dollars.

CHICAGO, Jan. 6.—Philip D. Ar-
mour died at his residence in this city
tonight. The end came after two years
of illness, during which time Mr. JAT-

mour visited German baths, passed
' the cold months in Southern Califor-

nia, and devoted himself largely to an
‘attempt to restore his health. For
. several weeks the millionaire had been
living at the family home, the usual
. trip to Southern California not hav-
- ing been taken this winter. He came
down to the office in the Home In-
surance building but seldom, and as
_the cold increased he did mot come at
- all. It was understood in thé of
: but it was given out mno
later than a week ago ‘hat he was on
the road to recovery. {If was noted,
however, that the constant attendance
of .Dr. Frank Billings, the family
[ physician, at the bedside of the sick
man, did not corroberate the favorable
reports .at the down towm office. For
peveral days death had been feared
as the outcome by the close assoclates
of the great captain of ndustry. They
realized that the decline frem day to
day did not cease, and that death was
near. When death came his grand-
ehildren were at the family residence,
as was J. Ogden Armour, the surviv-
ing son,
Mr. Armour had lost strength stead-
jly from day to day since the com-
. mencement of the winter. The pneu-
monia, was checked, but strength was
not regained. The firm grip he had so
long maintained upen the business of
Armour & Co., whether at the office or
thousands of miles away, slowly re-
laxed. Reports no longer interested’
Rim as they did@ during the first
months of his declining health. The
sudden death of his som and name-
sake mearly a year ags, hung heavily
en him during the closing meonths of
his life. In fact he never recovered
from the shock he experienced from
that event. It stopped his progress
toward recovery in his winter home
at Pasadena and its serrow remained
fresh until the end. ;
His treadmill of work and his firm
grip on affairs were maintained until
' the spring of 1899. Then the machine
began to show signs of breaking. Mr.
Armour was reported to be a sick
man, and these reports were. confirm-
ed when he sailed for Germany to

Home Insurance building and was re-
ceiving constant reports of the gen-
eral drift of his business.

After the death of Philip D. Ar-
mour, jr., the vast interests of Ar-
mour & Co., which had been carried
on as a co-partnership, were incor-
porated under the old name of Am-
mour & Co. This was to provide
greater stability in case of death and
made no change in the practical own-
ership of the property. &Some years
pefore the grain department had been
incorporated under the title of the
Armour Elevating Co. The death of
Simeon B. Armour at Kansas City in
March, 1899, caused no particular

. ehange in the Armour interests there,

' as they were operated as a stock com-
pany.

. future been made that the death of
Mr, Armour will have little effect on
the outward working of the great en-
terprise with which he had been 80
closely identified.

BOSTON, Jan. 3.—The opening of
the new year finds general business
<conditions throughout this section of
the United States wsuch more satis-
factory than was the case one year
ago. Here in Boeton at that time
things were in a semi-panicky state,
due to a crash among the banks and
jarge business houses, which piled up
nearly $20,000,000 of Habilities for a
score and more receivers and as-
signees to gettle. The balance sheets
when made up this time showed that
there had besn evidences of more
eareful management in financial af-
fairs during the year, and thus far no
eoncern of consequence has found it-
self unable to meet all bills. - About
ene year and a half ago Boston busi-
ness men realized that they had too
many banks, and a general reform
movement was set in meotion which re-
sulted in the voluntary liquidation of
some sixteen of the financial institu-
tijons. Two of the lame ducks, how-
ever, were not included in the reform-
ation, and later they went to the wail
for about $10,000,000. Of late general
trade has been satisfactory all ove:r
the eastern states with the exception
of Baltimore, where three of the
banks failed the other day. The only
failures in ‘New Emgland of import-
ance of late were in Lawrence, where
two woollen mille aasigned, because
they could not compete svith the wool-
jen goods .trust.

This being the off season for street
watering carts, and the weather ex-
perts failing te previde Boston with
any snow this winter, citizens are
eomplaining of = the dust nuisance,
which seems to be greater than ever.

. DEATH OF JOSEPH SALTER.

Monctoﬁ's First Mayor Under Old In-
corporation Act.

(Moncton Times, 4th.)

Joseph Salter, a former well known
and prominent citizen of Moncton,
passed away at his home in North
Sydney-on New Year's day. Mr. Salt-

er was well known to the older citi-
zens of Moncton, having been a cen-
tral figure in the Moncton of forty-
six years ago. He was the first mayor
of the town under the ald ‘incorpora-
tion act, and from 1849 to 1859 he car-
ried on a flourishing shipbuilding
business here, being associated in the
enterprise with rhis brother, George
Salter, who did business at that time
in St. John. Mr. Salter. removed to
the “Bend” in 1849 and commenced
shipbuilding din the old ship yard at
the foot of what is now Mechanic
street. During the period he carried
on this industry, which was the prin-
cipal business of the place, he launch-
ed same twenty vessels, averaging
about a thousand tons each. - The
vessels were all built of hacmatac and
took the highest classification for
British North American build. Be-
pides vessels built in their own yard,
Mr. Salters firm had built for them

Messrs. Harris, Cochrane and

several vessels of large ton-
nage. Mr. Salter’s firm, mainly
through losses in England, failed, and
as ehipbuilding was the omnly labor
employing enterprise at that time, the
town recelved a serious set back, from
which it did not recover until the ex-
tension of the Intercolonial railwaz’
began to be pushed. .

"An incidént in Mr. Salters’ business
career ‘in Monoton worth recalling was
the reduction of the hours ¢f labor.
In the early days of shipbuilding the
hours of labor were from sunrise to
sunset in the summer and from day-
light till dark during the winter sea-
son. Finlly tHe men asked for a ten
hour day. Mr, Salter was approached
in the maitter, and the concession was
at once granted. The event was cele-
brated by a demc—=stration in the form
of a parade.

Mr. Salter removed to Nova Scotia
about thirty years ago, where he has
lived ever since. He was about 84
years of age, and for some iime past
fhad been in failing health. He was
born in Hants Co., N. 8., in June, 1816.
Peceased was a prother-in-law of
Teo.

Terrible Tragedy in the Harvard
Hotel at Mirneapolis.

NOVA SCOTIA NEWS.:

HALIFAX, N. 8., Dec. 31.—The
statement of the failures in Nova
Scotia and Newfoundland shows the
failures in Nova Scotia as represent-

ing $478,775 liabilities, with assets of
less than half that amount. The year
before the liabilities were $588,107. In
the city of Halifax there were 24 fail-
ures, with liabilities of" $173,614.

The recent assignment of G. A. Pyke
& Son has swelled the liabilities of
Halifax failures by $60,000.

The failures in Newfoundland for
the year numbered six, with liabilities
of $11,400, and assets nominally of
$3,250.

The receipts at the Halifax Custom
House during the year were $1,361,460,
an increase of $153,448 over the pre-
vious year. The shipping registered at
the port of Halifax is 21,600 tons,
which is 1800 tons less than the year
before.

HALIFAX, Jan. 1.—The mew cen-
tury was celebrated here by the troops
in garrison turning out with bugle
bands.

Captain Geo. Long has received the
following letter from S. . Wells, the
keeper of the Ilife-saving station at
Wallis Sands, New Hampshire, con-
cerning the wrecked schooner Ad-
vance, in which his son Moody was
mate :

“Dear Sir—In reply to yours of 17th
December, -would say that what is-
lands there are arouad this vicinity
are  inhabited, someone  going over
them all the time and the caves and
beaches around here have ‘been
searched, but nothing of any nature
has been found of the missing crew
of the wrecked schr. Advance. When
first sighted, only the .top?of Hhouse
was out of water, with the sea break--
ing all over her. There was a tremen-
dous heavy sea at the time. The
masts  were
stops, not broken off at deck. . Noth-

mer posts on top. Everything was
washed away. When before coming
ashore the rigging was all around her,
the sails had 'been reefed, but  all
‘torm to shreds. No trunks or boxes
came on shore. The dayits were bent
dewn; there was no boat, no lumber.
Nothing but the wrecked hull and:fish
in hold came on shore. . The boat and
. some lumber was picked up on Plum
Island,’ Mass., twelve. to fifteen miles
westward. of station. . It looked to
me as if the schooner had been eap-
gized at: sea, somewhere on the east-
ern coast, rollod over, rigglzg parted,
masts came out, then schooner right-
ed and the heavy sea washed every-
thing away. That is my opinion. Upon
being capsized, crew was washed into
the sea, powerless to help themselves.”

THE FARMHOUSE.

Superb British Deggedness.

e

How D _Wet Met His Greatest
Defeat.

¢ il

A superb story of the battle of Both-
aville, when Colonel Le Gallais defeat-
ed De Wet, causing him a loss of 25
killed, 30 wounded, 100 prigoners, and
seven guns, and fell himse in the mo-
ment of victory, is forwarded by Reu-
ter's correspondent from Kroonstad,
under date of November 19

Le Gallais had been hard at work,
in conjunction with other columns,
trackipg De Wet. A small preliminary
skirmish took place at the village of
Bothaville, and then, "at 430 on the
morning of November 6, Le Gallais's
little force moved off in his indefati-
gable chase. .

BOER QUTPOST SURPRISED.
The country to our front was open,
and undulating, and there weré no
kopjes to afford a hiding place to the
enemy. The bGth Mounted Infantry,
under Major Lean, moved, rapidly for-
ward, taking every precaution against
accidents. Suddenly they came upon

and continued to carry their beloved

suddenly Le Gallais appeared from an-
other room to see what was the mat-
ter, and was immediately hit. The
bullet entered his left breast, traversed
his body, and came out on hig left side
He sank to the ground with a groan,
and was quiczkly put under cover.

He was conscious g 1' the time, and
never seemed to vhink about his
wound, but kept asking questions
about the progress of the fight.

THE WOUNDED FILLED THE
RIFLES.

For five hours these gallant men
forming our front held their- ground
against an overwhelming fire. Man
after man was shot, killed, or wound-
ed, but the others continued firing
calmly and steadily.

The wounded men' in several cases
filled the magazines for their ocom-
rades still fighting, and handed up the
full rifles to them. ‘

It wanted courage of a very high or-
der to hold the position. Not omnly
were 200 Boers firing with terrible ra-
pidity at short range, but 800 were
threatening to cut them off. -But the
men, with bull-dog tenacity, would
not yield, and never flinched. !

As one of the men said afterwards,
“We . could see their guns, and we
wasn't going to lose them.” And sa
the fight went on. - 2 REL

On our right flank the Boers had
made an attempt to get in, but the

a gma.fl picket of the enemy lying fast
asleep. Around hem their horses,;
firmly. knee-haltered, wera peacefully ;
grazing. ¢

In a moment they were awakened
and after rubbing their eyes found
themselves prisoners. The impontance,
of this capture was not lost on Major
Lean, for with the command of “Gal-.
Jop” his little force rode straight for-:
ward towards the next rise. i

What they saw from it was sufficient
to delight the heart of any man.

The enemy’s lasger .lay within 300
yards of ‘Him, and beneath him guns,:
wagons, and horses, all contained in a
small space of a few hundred- yards
square. Immediately despatching a
messenger with.the news, Major Lean
dismounted his men and fired volley
after volley into the thick of them.
Then arose. such a panic as perhaps
the Boers had never before experi-
enced. :

Steyn and De Wet fled incontinently
in a Cape .cart. Those burghers who .
had horses at hand leaped on thelir |
packs and galloped away, leaving
everything—guns, ammunition, and
wagons. Only those who could not get
their horses remained and ' fought,
principally from a strong stone enclos-
ure and a stone wall adjoining, with
the courage of despairing men.

SIXTY AGAINST 200.

Up to the present we only had gixty
men, which was all that Lean had with
®im. The Boers numbered fully 200,
but the unequal fight was kept up with
vigor by our men.. At this stage of the
fight our front was formed as follows:

On our left front, where the 8th
Mounted Infantry had taken up a po-
sition in echelon, stood a Kaffir kraal.
where lay fourteen men of the Oxford
Light Infantry (Mounted Infantry)

under Captain ‘Maurice, ‘Le Gallais's

galloper, who took ' command when
Captain Colvile was hit. ¢

In the centre ten men of the Oxford
Light Infantry (Mounted Infantry)
Reld a farm house, while twenty Buffs
and Royal Irish Mounted ' Infantry
under Captain Engelbach, who was
killed, held a piece of the wall on the
right of the farm house.

Further to the right twenty of the
Worcester Mounted Infantry, under
@aptain Holland, had secured and held
a .bit of good ground. <

Later on tweniy men of the Royal
Srish, under Captain Brush, held a
similar position on our extreme right
front. ;

Le Gallais and = Ross, hearing the
firing, galloped forward to see how
things were going. They reached the
farmhouse and, leaving their horses
outside, entered the building, whence
a good view of the position could be
obtained. Le Gallais perceived that
about 800 Boers, who had fled at the
first volley, had formed up and were
working round both our flanks. Le
€allais thereupon ordered Major
Hickie, his staff officer, to ride back
to the hellograph, and order Major
Welsh, who was in charge of the bag-
gage escort, to pack his baggage be-
tween the two kopjes and send every

man available to the left flank. This’

order was promptly obeyed. The Cape
cart drivers,, mostly .men who had lost
their horses, outspanned and held the
kopjes, while Major Welsh took the
rest of the 7th Mounted Infantry up
towarde our left wing. At the same

time the 17th end 18th companies of

the Imperial Yeomanry were ordered
to move to.the right flank. This re-
lieved the situation somewhat, but still
it was a difficult position, requiring
great coolness and courage to face it.

A PERFECT CHARNEL-HOUSE.

Major Hickle Met;g%;o the farm
house, and was greeted by a hail of
bullets, five of ‘which hit his ‘horse anc
killed it. He, however, was® luckily
unhurt, and immediately :entered: the
house. Y "

It was a terrible sight that met his
eyes. 3

The gallant Le “Gallais lay mortally

wounded. Roes, in another room, was
stretched on the floor, with his jaw
and a portion of his throat shot away
Captain Williams lay dead.. and Lieu-
tenant Percy Smith of the Middlesex
Regiment wounded, together with four
men. . s ; ;
. Omtside the house  fourteen dead
horses. testifiad ‘to: the  terrible nature
of the Boer fire, It had become & per-
feot charnel-house, for it was a splen-
did mark for the Boers.

I1f anything can console a mother for
the loss of such a gallant son, it is the
olast words he uttered feebly to his
staff officer, Major Hickie, “If-I die,
tell my mother that 1 died bhappy, &8
we got the guns.”
