The savages soon cleared 
every obstacle, killing every limn they 
cnme.ncmss, mid making prisoners of the 
wometv and children. The unfortunate 
victims were dragged ft mu their houses ; 
and while held down by the legs and 
arms, to prevent resistance, savagely but- 
cberevl with tomahawks. Quarters and 
1 ends of men lay scattered about in every 
direction ; while the exulting yells hf the 
conquering party added, if possible, to the 
snrmtmdiiTg horrors. 1’his party had also, 
on their way to Maketn, Fallen in with 
thirteen of another liostile trihp, eleven of 
whom they murdered, and feasted on then 
flesh, whiejt they baked in ovens. Thv 
establishment of Mr. Scott had also licvh 
plundered of'a considerable qnatifity of 
clotliing and cooking utensils, hy a\pnrty 
of 'Vouranga natives.
