' FOLLOWED BY A PANIC

Saturday Marked by Two Shocks which were
Most Severe Since Awful San Francisco Dis-
aster of 1906--~Very Little Damage Done, but
Disturbances Covered Wide Area--People Fear-

ing Recurrence of Former Terrible Quake

Badly Frightened.

San Francisco, Cal, July 1.—Two

earthquake shocks, the heaviest since
the big shake off 1906, and separated
by only a few seconds, jarred the cen-
tral portion of California and Western
Nevada today. The first sharp shock
experienced at 2,01 o'clock was fol-
lowed In a few seconds by one of
similar intensity, each lasting about
five seconds. Only trivial damage
has been reported from any section,
but in San Francisco and other cit-
fes In the affected area panic seized
upon crowds in stores and restaur-
ants and there was a pell mell exo-
dua from the large buildings.
One peculiar feature of the earth-
uake was that it did not appear to
follow the old “fanlt” in the earth's
crust, which hag been the playground
of tremblers in the past, but extend-
ed from the seacoast eastward to the
Sierras, including hitherto exempt
mountain areas. It was feit to the
northward of Sacramento in the Pa-
cific valley, Southward as far as
Fresno and to the coast to Carson
and Reno, Ney., the former place ex:
periencing the heaviest shock in its
history.

Some slight damage was done to
buildings in San Franclsco. Heavy
stones in the cornice of the Mecharg
ics’ Bank bullding were moved slight-
ly out of alignment, superficial cracks

WHAT STRAWBERRY GROWERS MAY EXPECT.

The Fruit Grower, published at Grimsby, Ont., says
enough evidence has been forthcoming in the strawberry
season of this year to prove that Reciprocity will ruin
strawberry growing in Canada. It points out that in
anticipation of Reciprocity, American shippers have been
over-running the Candadian market in different lines, one
of these belng strawberries. At the beginning of the
Canadian season, Ontario shippers found competing with
them in the larger city market carload lots of United
States strawberries. The price at Montreal at the
outset ‘'was four and five cents a box, the result being
ghat instead of the shipper .getting.a good price as

“a duty coming in simultaneously with the Canadian

The same authority states that strawberries are not
the only Canadian farm product to have suffered in price
lately.  Butter, ¢ggs and lambs have also dropped in
prices, it says, not because there was much of these
products placed on the market by Canadian farmers,
and not because the demand for these products was
any less, but bécause more American products have been
shipped over the border during the past five months in
these lines than has been the case in any of the same
five months in any year for the past decade.

The Fruit Grower thus comments further upon the
situation: “This proves that the American shippers
“are alive to the situation and are hard after the Cana-
‘dian market, and are pot willing to wait until Recipro-
city passes in order to capture it. They have already
‘started to ship across the line, even if to do so they
“have to pay a high daty. l-‘ux‘ulen:s. who actually be-

lieved that Reciprocity would benefit the prices for their

“butter, eggs, lambs and strawberries, have found out
“by actual experience that the American products coming
“in and payviug the duty have already lowered the prices
‘of these articles in the Canadian markets, and it is
“beginning to dawn upon thém that if the Canadian mar-
‘kets can be injured under tariff, that it would be utter-
“ly ruiwed under Reciprocity.”

The report that United States commission men were
in Uanada seeking to purchase strawberries is charac-
terized as a scheme intended to deceive the Canadians
jinto acceptance of Reciprocity.

GENSUS TAKING 5
TROUBLESOME J08

Enumerators Encounter Many
Obstacles and Work is Not
Being Completed as Soon
as Had Been Hoped.

——

Although it was expected that the
census enumerators would complete
their work in a month, the conimis-
sioner for the St. John district, Geo.
K. Berton stated last evening that
they were  hardly three-quarters
through in this city. Owing to the
great number of questions which are
asked, the work of the enumerators
is much heavier than in previous
census-takings, and notwithstanding
that they have an inducement to hur-
ry up the work in the fact that they
are paid on the basis of the number
of names reported, they are somewhat
behind expectations.

Much delay has been caused by the
fact that the enumerators have to
make many calls all the in-
formation needed. ‘o get a valuation
of a house occupied by tenants they
have to hunt up the landlord who re-
fers them, sometimes to his agents
who, in turn, refer them back to the
landlord; and as many of the parties
who possess the information necessary
are Hving in the country the enum-
erator generally earns his money be-

fore he gets an answer to all the
questions,

Among the foreign population the
the troubles of the enumerators are
many -and varied. Sometimes the
foreigners do not undergtand Engligh
and usually they pretend an inability
to glve the information desired.
Another source of trouble is the fact
that many people object to answering
the questions which pry so closely
into their personal or business affalrs,

New York, July 1.—To those who
€xpected that the long delayed report
of the commissioner of corporations
in the United States Steel Corpora-
tion would have an unsettling eéffect,
today's stock market must have been
something of a disappointment. Trad-
ing was very light in keeping with the
usual summer half-holiday, but the list
was at no time weak. On the con-
trary, decided strength was manifest:
ed in certain issues, and the steel
shares reflected a steady undertone.
The findings of the commissioner were
the subject of general discussion in the
financial district, where the concensus
of opinion seemed to be that the
showing was rather more favorable to
the so-called trust than had been ex:
pected, The fact that the United
States Steel Corporation produces at
this time only fifty per cent. of the
entire crude and finished steel and
iron wds accounted a strong point in
favor of the corporation which might
be of influence in shaping the decision
of the government in regard to further
action in this direction.

Erie shares were again the strong
feature of the railway list and while
no statements of an official character
have yet been vouchsafed it seems to
be accepted as a fact that the proper-
ty is in some way to be linked with
the Canadian Pacific, probably through
one of the latter's subsidies. Western
Maryland was another active and
strong issue, the common advancing
over two points, The road has lo
been entangled in costly litigation
from which it may soon emerge. The
list with few exceptions held its firm
undertone to the cl Announce
ment that several of the prominent
express companies had voluntarily de
cided to reduce rates was without et
fect on the shares of that group.
