Prior Loan Had Falled.

A little while before there had been
floated a so-called Belgian loan.  The
group which launched it had met with
such opposition from the British lega-
tion that it was found absolutely im-
possible to raise the money in ‘Lon-
don. The loan itself consisted of £1,
000,000 sterling, and was privately
subscribed by a group presided over
by Sir Walpole Greenwell. The -
tention of it was to assist China for 4
year and for this accommodation
China paid £80,000.

It was to this group that China. first
turned after the rupture of negotia-
tions with the six powers. Sir Wal
pole Greenwell was willing to assist,
but he received a communication from
the foreign office that it would be to
the disadvantage of China to raise
the money. In consequence of this he
withdrew from the attempt. It was
the knowledge of this that drew from
Mr. Crisp the demand, when the for-
eign office tried to bluff him in the
same way, that they should write him
a letter stating that his action was
undesirable for reasons of state, That
letter was never forthcoming, and the
Crisp loan was launched. All this
time the government was preaching
the policy of the open door, and it is
understood that the open door was
one of the political stipulations with
which it had indorsed its offer to as-
sist in raising the £60,000,000 loan,

Foreign Office Annoyed.

When the foreign office found that
it had failed to bluff the ('risp group

Yuan Shi Kal Praised.

Perhaps the greatest praise in the
‘whole transaction is due to the nerve
and abllity of that remarkable man,
Yuan Shi Kal.

With only 250 followers, he ar-
rived and took up his residence in the
heart of the city in a building known
as the Wai Wu Pu or foreign office,
and although several attempts were
made upon his life, he waited his op-
portunity and, at the exact moment,
drove out the Manchus, and at the
same time protected them from in-
Jury,

Yuan Shi Kai has undoubtedly re
celved great help from Sun Yet Sen, m
man with immense influence in South-
ern China, though perhaps somewhat
more of & dreamer than a practical
politiclan. There was a great differ-
ence of opinion as to the reception
Sun Yat Sen would receive on his ar-
rival in Peking. That is the reason
why Yuan Shi Kail deferred calling
him there until the conditions in the
capital had settled down.

When ke did arrive, there was a
tremendous demonstration in his
favor, a demonstration which was a
remarkable evidence of -the great
change that had taken place in the
thought of the mation. The welcome
to him was so unanimoug that it prac
tically 'stopped any further idea that
there wopld be trouble between the
North and South, Yuan Shi Kai's re
ception of him showed the manner in
which he had grasped that he stood
for the Old Chima, just as Sun Yat
Sen did Tor the new regime, This
blending of thought he saw would
be necessary to harmonize the condi-
tions of the country.

of demonstrating, at this particular
time, that the Empire is a fighting
unit. They may be prepared to as-
sume this attitude even in the event
of Mr., Borden failing to prove to a
demonstration that any physical
emergency exists. In other words, we
gravely doubt if the country is in the
mood to base its acceptance or rejec-
tion of Mr. Borden’s propositions on
his ability or failure to demonstrate
the existence of an emergency. The
realization is strong upon the people
who have given the subject sympathet-
fc thought that the hour has struck
when the unity of the Empire should be
made manifest in the eyes of the
world: that Britain has been making
herculean efforts to strengthen her
naval forces; that in consequence her
expenditures upon the fleet have risen
to almost incredible proportions; that
even if the burden is not too great
for her strength it is one that should
be shared by the Dominions; that a
crisis in European affairs which
makes it of extreme importance that
whatever be done by Canada be done
not grudgingly mnor of mnecessity, but
willingly and unitedly.

Therefore, fully realizing that the
Opposition may be able to show that
an emergency has not been proven;
acknowledging that, in such case, Mr.
Borden is basing his programme on &
false premise; not denying, nor with-
drawing adherence to, the principle
of Canadian ownership and Canadian
control; appreciating the fact that
opposition to the Government's pro
posals may be welcomed in many a
constituency, in Quebec and elsewhere
the voters in which have not yet been
educated to a sense of their duty in
the matter .of naval . defence—it is
extremely probable that the people
do not desire to see parliament divid-
ed upon this issue.

It Parliament be divided, the Gov-
ernment will still carry its proposals.
The money will be borrowed and the
ships built, whether the opposition ap-
proves or disapproves, But the story
will be told to the world that the
Liberal party in Canada opposed the
grant—and it will lose nothing in the
telling. It will be told on every hust-
ings from Halifax to Prince Rupert,
and the naval question will become a
purely party one, upon which men will
range themselves, without other
thought than of party expediency. And
this, be it remembered, over a tem-
porary and passing incident, not over
the permanent policy of the Dominion
—a subject of such far-reaching. im-
portance and significance as conceiv-
ably to call for the decision of the
country between two distinct and op-
poging policies.

The announcement that the independent rulers and
Princes of India propose to contribute three super- Dread-
noughts and nine armored cruisers to strengthen the Brit-
ish fleet, is of a far reaching significance as an intimation
to the world in no uncertain terms that the nations of the
Empire, of all creeds and races, are uniting to maintain
the supremacy of the British Navy upon the seas.

They realize that com-
mercial prosperity and the development of India’s trade
are dependent upon the protection of the trade routes

Jotted to an Indian, who thus becomes the head of one of
the great departments of State, Two seats on the India
Council, which shares with the Secretary of State and the
British Cabinet the ultimate responsibility for India, are
also held by natives.

That the movement to contribute to the strengthening
of the Imperial fleet is not confined to the India Princes
and rulers is made clear in an interview in the London
Daily Telegraph, with His Highness Shakur Shri of Ses-
sodia with whom the suggestion originated. He states
that he has received favorable replies from ten Rajput
princes who saw in the plan an opportunity of demonstrat-
ing the reality and extent of Indian loyalty to the Empire
Detailed proposals were put forward and sent out to In-
dia with the suggestion that an influential committee be
formed to consider them, which has now been done. *“Our
proposal,” he adds, “has been received with the utmost
enthusiasm by the people of India, who will welcome the
opportunity of associating themselves with it.”

In Canada the progress of events in India will be
watched with more than ordinary interest. It is stated
in the London Telegraph that the Indian naval contribu-
tion scheme appears to have been first conceived when
Mr. Borden and his colleagues were in London. Several
Indian princs were there at the time and they determined
that as the British Navy was to be strengthened and the
Dominion was preparing to meet the emergency India
should also make a fitting contribution.

After serving as Speaker he became Solicitor General
in Mr. Blair's Government after Mr. Ritchie was appoint
ed Police Magistrate for St. John in 1889, In the election
which followed in 1890 Mr. Pugsley was on deck again
with a whole bagfull of promises, heavy improvements on
the West Side being the chief of these. St. John was a
very doubtful constituency for the Government that year
and Mr. Blair's fate was wavering in the balance. If
the promise of the heavy improvements was not an at-
tempt to bribe the constituency what was it? It was
blazoned in big placards on every dead wall of the city
for days before the election and it is not on record that
Mr. Pugsley ever complained or said the offer was an im-
proper one.

Then in 1908, when Mr. Pugsley ran his first election
for the Dominion Parliament in St. John and circulated
plans of what he would do in the way of wharf-building,
provided the electors sent him back to Ottawa. The heavy
improvements bribe had fallen upon deaf ears, but the
electors' in 1908 sent Mr. Pugsley to Ottawa to carry out
his harbor improvement scheme. Three years later, in
1911, Mr. Pugsley was back again. Not a stone had been
placed on the Courtenay Bay breakwater and not a spoon-
ful of mud had been taken from the channel that was to
lead up to a magnificent series of wharves in Courtenay
Bay, but Mr, Pugsley, quite equal to the emergency, had
an elaborate set of plans and some stereoptican views of
these plans, to show to the people in lieu of the actual im-
provements on which nothing had been done for three
years, Fortunately the Government of which he was a
member was defeated and the work is now being pro-
ceeded with.

If promising improvements to influence an election is
wrong, Mr. Pugsley is certainly the worst offender in
Canada. But then Mr. Pugsley invariably failed to make
good his promises and this is perhaps the reason he feels
