5 Of CREW DROWNED

London, June 21 (4.35 p* nx)— 
The Gorton Lightship, situated 
several miles off the English east 
coast, has been sunk, with the loss 
of five members of Its crew, 
drowned or killed, says a Central 
News despatch today from Great 
Yarmouth. Whether the sinking 
was due to a mine or submarine Is 
unknown.

The survivors of the disaster, 
badly Injured, have been landed.

Yarmouth, June 22.—The Gorton 
Lightship was sunk by a mine, ac­
cording to the survivors, two In 
number. They eay that Captain 
Rudd, at the bow, sighted a mine 
and gave warning. The explosion 
came an Instant later, and the 
force was so terrific that the vassal 
was raised out of the water and 
completely broken up. She sank 
Immediately.

The survivors were picked up 
by a fishing boat after ten minutes 
In the water. Thera was no elgn 
of the captain 6f the other mem­
bers of the crew. Thla la the first 
lightship sunk during the war.

Berlin Admits Russians Have Crossed 

the Sereth.
Berlin, June 21, via Sayvllle—With 

the Austrian rear guard closely engag­
ing them, the Russians have crossed 
the River Sereth, the Austro-Hungar­
ian war office announced In its report 
of June 20.

The official statement follows :
“While fighting with our rear guards 

the enemy has crossed the Sereth.
"Between the Pruth and the Dnies­

ter, on the Stripa, and in the district 
of Radzlviloff relative calm prevailed 
yesterday.

“In successful defensive engage­
ments southeast and northeast of Lo- 
katchl our troops up to this time have 
captured 1,300 Russians, one cannon 
and three machine guns.

“In the district of Kiselin, attacks 
by the Allies (Teutonic) troops are 
progressing In tenacious fighting.

"Repeated strong attacks by the 
enemy between Sokul and Kolkl were 
repulsed.

"Near Gruzlatyn, where the enemy 
attempted for the fourth time to pene­
trate our lines, bitter fighting is still 
in progress.

"Italian front: On the Dolomites and 
Isonzo fronts the activity has ebbed 
to the normal level. Renewed Italian 
attacks upon several positions on the 
-front between the Brenta and the As- 
tlco were repulsed.

“Balkan front: Small engagements 
have occurred near Seras, on the Low­
er Voyusa.”

London, June 21.—Confirmatory re­

ports of the cutting in two of General 
Pflanzer’s army In Bukowlna are con­
tained in a despatch to the Star from 
Petrograd today. When the Austrians 
retired from Czernowftz, says the cor­
respondent, part of them retreating 
due south along the Rumania border 
and others toward the Carpathians, 
their hope was to have time to hold 
the Russians on the fortified line run­
ning from Kuty to Sereth along the 
rivers Mihhodra and Sereth. But de 
spite the delay caused by the prolong­
ed defense of Cfcernowltz, General 
Letch itzky, threw his reserves upon 
the heels of the retreating Austrians 
at such speed that he succeeded in 
reaching that line simultaneously wit.i 
them.

The result was that Gen. Pflanzer’s 
forces were cut in half, midway be­
tween Kuty and flerteh at Strogtnet.

A.don, June 21—(Montreal Gazette 
cable)—Coinciding with tihe publica­
tion of the resolutions adopted at the 
Paris economic conference, today’s 
Mansion House meeting, under the 
auspices of the British Empire Pro­
ducers’ Association created deep ln-j 
terest. It was left to two overseas 
delegates, Premier Hughes, of Austra­
lia, and Sir George Foster of Canada, 
to drive the lesson home. Sir George 
pointed out that the war had1 perform­
ed a great service In sweeping away 
old prejudices and bringing the na­
tions of tflie Empire into closer union. 
He hoped that when peace came there 
would be the same willingness and 
ability to banish the old controver­
sies and disputes. He emphasized the 
fact that production was the only 
basis of trade, and within the British 
Empire was every diversity of cli­
mate, rendering it possible to pro­
duce for all requirements.

He believed in nationalization, par­
ticularly In regard to raw materials, 
when there was an attempt at mon­
opoly. Referring to the sacrifices 
made for the military struggle, the 

. Minister thought that the Allies would 
We capable of similar sacrifices in 

any trade war against the Central 
Powers.

The Australian premier, In (bis usual 
vigorous style, urged that the Paris 
resolutions be given effect by imme­
diate organization. There must be 
control of raw materials within the 
Empire, re-peopling of the land, and 
Inter-empire trade.

El Paso, Texas, June 21—A detach­
ment of American cavalry clashed 
with Carranza forces at Carrizal, 
about ninety miles south of El Paso, 
early today, both sides suffering heavy 
casualties, according to unofficial re­
ports received by Mexican military 
authorities In Juarez tonight Accord­
ing to the report, which the Mexican 
authorities are investigating, forty 
Americans were killed by machine 
gun fire In a surprise attack.

The Mexican losses were said not 
to have been so heavy, but General 
Felix Gomez is named as being among 
the Mexican dead. The American 
command is said to (have been part of 
a scouting patrol from Auzman, re­
turning to Gen. Pershing’s line of 
communication.

Later General Francisco Gonzales, 
Mexican commander at Juarez, gave 
out a statement, in which he announ­
ced officially that the Mexican com­
mand has taken seventeen American 
prisoners. He also said that Gen. 
Gomez’s death had been confirmed, 
but said he had no official reports as 
to the number of casualties on either 
side.

Still Blind.
Whereas, In the opening years of 

the nineteenth century, all the coun­
tries of all the world produced only a 
few hundred thousand tons of iron In 
a year, we have reached a period In 
which we find Germany in a single 
month of war making nearly 1,400,000 
tons of steel for conversion into the 
apparatus of war.

It is just because we had failed fully 
to adapt ourselves ln peace to the new 
scale of world affairs that this war 
has proved so hard a trial for us. In­
deed, in the opening year» of the 
twentieth century we narrowly escap­
ed the loss of sea power because so 
many well-meaning people failed to 
grasp the fact that Germany was be­
ginning to apply to naval affairs the 
large-scale conceptions which she had 
already applied to industrial affairs.

The German bid for naval suprem­
acy nearly succeeded and lt was over­
come ln spite of the sullen opposition 
of the majority of the members of the 
present House of Commons, many of 
whom fondly believed that our very 
small armament works were the great­
est in the world, “supplying,” as it 
was put with comical earnestness, “all 
the world with arms.” It needed the 
red realities of war to awaken these 
gentlemen of small conception to the 
fact that we were children in these 
matters. It has to be added that for 
the most part they are still blind to 
realities; blind to the real magnitude 
of this war; blind to what war will 
mean after this war, If war is still 
to be.

In behalf of labor, George J. Wardle, 
Labor member for Stockport, paid 
tributes to the dead soldier, who, he 
said, had confidence in labor, and in 
whom labor believed most firmly. 
If toward the last his policy had not 
run on exactly similar lines to those 
of labor, added the member, that did 
not diminish Its respect for and be­
lief In him. Labor, he declared, had 
lost a great leader whom It would be 
very difficult to replace.

London, June 21.—In moving a reso­
lution authorizing the erection of a 
memorial to the late Field Marshal 
Bari Kitchener, out of the public 
funds, with an Inscription expressing 
admiration of the House for his il- 
lustrioup career and gratitude for his 
services, Premier Asquith, in the 
House of Commons today, recalled 
the recent meeting of Lord Kitchener 
with members of the House, which 
ended in the field marshal and his 
most persistent and irreconcilable 
critics parting on terms of mutual 
respect.

When Lord Kitchener said farewell 
to him, after nearly two years of in­
tercourse, through all the strain and 
stress of the war, continued the pre­
mier, there was no thought of any­
thing more than a temporary parting; 
no foreshadowing t of a separation 
which neither time nor space could 
bridge.

“Providence," said the premier, "was 
preparing for him a sudden relief 
from the burden of care and toll, and 
we who shared his counsels in the 
greatest emergency of our time, can 
only bow our heads before the Su­
preme Will.”

The resolution for the Kitchener 
Memorial was agreed to.

Kitchener’s Remarkable Career.
Reviewing Lord Kitchener’s career, 

Premier Asquith said his name was 
associated inseparably with that of 
Lord Cromer in one of the greatest 
achievements of the time—the eman­
cipation and regeneration of Egypt.

From Egypt, the premier went on, 
Lord Kitchener was called to cope 
with a great imperial emergency in 
South Africa, where in due time, he 
brought hostilities to a dose, and

For almost 
two years he nobly did this duty in 
France, and until a few days ago had

Conditions brought about by the 
present European crisis makes the 
buying of leather in advance an Impos­
sibility. Henceforward we can only 
accept orders with the understanding 
that the prices prevailing at time of 
shipment will be the prices charged 
for them." Now while our old prices 
prevail should be a good time to antici­
pate your footwear requirements.

This latter system, utterly Impossible 
as It would be in Britain, Is more con­
ducive to efficiency in the present cris­
is than is our own, for it permits the 
free adoption of the ideas generated 
by the ablest men in the Empire abso­
lutely unhampered by parliamentary 
opposition or by those exigencies of 
party which free partisan government 
must always Impose. For the incen­
tive to one’s best efforts, usually fur­
nished to a governing party by the 
presence of an active opposition is in 
Germany supplied by the ever present 
nightmare of disgrace and deposition 
if one fails to formulate and present 
the strongest ideas of which he hj cap 
able. Bearing this in mind, it is easy 
to recognize the wisdom of that poli­
cy, adopted by the Borden govern­
ment, which frowned on the sugges­
tion of a coalition government at the 
outbreak of war. It 1» certain that 
the Incentive of a live and critical op­
position—deplorable as the methods 
of that opposition have been in many 
Instances during the past two years— 
has spurred on the members of Cana­
da’s government to their greatest ef­
forts in this national crisis, and the 
entirely creditable performances of 
that government in many trying situa­
tions, are their own answer to the 
anxious liberal demand for a coalition. 
Such being the experience in Cana­
da, and in Australia as well, though 
these outlying dominions are not 
touched by the war as Is the mother­
land, it is easy to understand why the 
British coalition has not met with uni­
versal favor, and why It Is so freely 
and at times scathingly criticized. 
There is a feeling that by burying the 
politcal hatchet, the greatest incentive 
to effective governmental action has 
been removed, and that self-assured 
complacency combined with matter-of- 
fact leisureliness have become the 
striking characteristics of those in 
control. It da felt by many that Ar­
thur Balfour and Bonar Law would be 
of far greater value to the Emptr 
not as trouble makers,—but as Intel­
ligent critics of the government, than 
as supporters of an administration 
sometimes described as sublime in its 
self-complacency. It 4s this evident 
satisfaction with its own sufficiency 
that is leading the present British cab­
inet into the toils of criticism of an 
undesirable nature. For Mr. Asquith 
has said: “The cabinet is united in 
believing that the break-up of the gov- 
ernment would be a national disaster,’’ 
and Lord Lansdowne has seconded 
him with the remark that “a break­
down in the government would have 
a most deplorable effect not only in 
this country but upon our Allies." It 
was no doubt this feeling of self-satis­
faction which created the recent crisis 
over the compulsion bill, and which is 
in a large measure responsible for 
the present disorder in Ireland. Yet 
Russia, and France, and in the last 
few days Italy, have changed their 
prime ministers and their governments 
since the war began, and their actions 
have not had any deplorable effect. 
It would seem therefore that the Bri­
tish cabinet is exposed to a great deal 
of criticism because of two things:— 
That it is a coalition deprived of the 
incentive of an active opposition, and 
that it. fails to include in its member­
ship—as does the German general 
staff, the Russian government, and the 
French administration, a sufficient 
number of members to whom war is a 
natural occupation. There is a de­
mand in Britain for a broader and 
more experienced administration by 
men of the army and the navy. As 
Lord Kitchener was to a great extent 

' hampered by the advice of his col­
leagues,—in public opinion at least— 
so it is felt that Admiral Jellicoe is 
held back by the non-naval adminis­
tration of those in authority over him, 
and there is talk of a war council hav­
ing absolute control of the actual car­
rying on of war, the present cabinet 
to conduct the normal activities of 
the nation and to provide those things 
which the war directors may require. 
In this connection the names of Jelli­
coe. Sir Wiilllam Robertson, Sir Doug­
las Haig, and Sir Charles Monro are 
mentioned, along with others whose 
lives have been devoted to the study 
of naval and military problems. These 
suggestions and these criticisms come 
from unofficial sources, and may have 
no real prospect of adoption: but are
