return to Paris. It is evident, from
the expressions of officials, that the
seltlement of various matters will pro-
gress more rapidly from now on.

aides and the Entente premiers may
occur at the end of this week. These
conferences will be informal, and will
carry forward, in a spinit of accom-
modation, the discussions which have
iaken place, during Mr. Wilson’s ab-
wsen.ce, between individuals of the var-
ious delegations, and also between var-
ious groups. The meetings are ex-
pocted to develop great importance
later, but, at present, it may bes said
that results of value nave been reach-
ed, and that the ground has been
. eleared for the beginning of the actual

Aftegotiations,

The impending informal meectings,
batween the Entente premeirs and
President Wilson, will deal with sub-
Jacts of fundamental importance. It
will be for these officials to arramge
the programme which will govern the
peace congress itself subject to appro-
val wwhen all the delegates formally
gather.

The Japanese delegates already
hare bave been participating in some
phazes of the discussions between
the. groups. It is assumed that they
bave been consulted in the prepara-
tion of the programme and that they
Thave outMnoed the treatment of cervain
issues Jn which they are particularly
interested.

It has been agreed that the first
matter to be considered at the meet-
ing of the premiers and President
Wilson will be the representation to
be accorded the powers seeking par-
ticipation jn the peace congress. Then
must come the question of a league
of mutions, which is regarded as the
foundation upon which must be erect-
ed the whole structure of a perman:
ent peace treaty, and the adjustment
of boundaries to meet, conditions af-
ter the war. The next subject to em-
guge sthention as next in importance
is the meutralization of international
waterways, having especially in mind
the Dardanelles amd perhaps  the
Scheldt and the Danube.

Probably next among the foremost
subjects to receive attention will be
“use of the high seas.” It may be sig-
nificant that this phrase now is being
adopted instead of the older “freedom
of the seas” but it 1s not yet possibla
to escertain in what the distinotion
is to consist.

FINANCE ITSELF

Premier Stewart Believes the
Province Will be Able to
Find the Money Without

Calling on Dominion.

Edmonton, Alta., Jan. 8—Alberta
will continue to finance itself without
calling upon the federal goverment
for a grant, accopding. to Premier
Stewart. It is believed that, even
with the increased expenditures that
will] be necessitated by the rconstruc-
ton programme, this province will be
able to find the money on its own re-
sources, the plan being to sell pro-
vincial debentures for whatever
amount may be required over and
above the current revenue.

The premier in speaking of this
matter today, declared himself appos
ed, on general principles, to the prov-
ince’'s finances becoming implicated
in any way with those of the Domin-
ion, and, although Alberta is entitled
to a loan of $1,000,000 from the feder-
al treasury at any time the chances
are that there will be no such bor-
rowing this year.

Halifax Health Official Says
Few . Things Regarding
Health Matters Here.

Halifax, Jan. 8—Dr. N. E. MoKay,
chairman of the Halifax Board of
Health, declared today that he be-
lieved the chief medical officer of
St. John had a motive other than ap-
peared on the surface in placing a
ban on passenger travel betweén Hal-
ifax and St. John, because cases of
smallpox were reported having de-
veloped here, The doctor intimated
that perhaps his motive was to pre-
vent Canadian troops from the front
landing at Halifax. At the time the
ban on passenger travel between Hal-
ifax and St. John was put on at the
request of the chief medical officer of
St. John, he said there were only
twenty cases of smallpox in the ecity
and all of these were properly iso-

SIMPLE BUT IMPRESSIVE WERE
THE CEREMONIES ATTENDING

FUNERAL OF

COL. ROOSEVELT

Nation, State and Municipality Represented at the Bier by
Men of National Prominence in America — By Request
There Was no Military Display.

Oyster Bay, N.Y., Jan. 8.—Theodore
KRcoeevelt lies at rest beneath a ccme-
tery knoll near the rambling rural
aighway alopg which hs travelled so
many times in boyhood and in man-
hood, between the Sagamore Hill
Louse, which was his home, and the
quiet village of Oyster Bay.

Perhaps no other ex-president of the
United States has been paid the trib-
lite of so simple a funera! as the one
which was given Col. Roosevelt this
afternoon on the shore of Long Island
Sound. Military and naval Yonors
were not his in death, only because it
had been his wish and that of his
family that the last rights %e sur-
rounded only with the simpie dignity
that might attend the passing of a
private citizen.

But the nation, and foreigu govern-
ments as well, sent representatives,
as did also the state and it in
which he was born. These notad men
sal sorrowfully in the pews of ihe lit-
tie red-gabled Christ Episcopal
Church, while brief services of prayer
and Scripture readings were held
without a eulogy, in which so muen
wight have been sald.

Its Spreading in New York

City is Admited to be

“Alarming."”

New York, Jan. §.—Department of
Justice agents in New York who

have beem watching German suspects
in this city have been assigned to
the work of frustrating the aotivities
of five groups of Bolsheviki which
have established headquarters here,
it was announced tomight. The spread
of Bolshevism was admitted to have
become ‘“‘alarming."”
Coincidentally, Alfred I. Becker, De-
puty State Attorney-General, declar
ed that his department has unearthed
evidence that secret agents of Lenine
and Trotzky have reached this city
with a fund of nearly $500,000 to be
used for propaganda PUrpoOses.
These agents, it is said, have been
circulating in workshops and factor-
ies, holding secret meetinkis which cul-
minated today in the opening sesston of
a three-day convention in the Labor
Lyceum building.
The prime purpose of this conven-
tion is said t6 be toabsorb into the
Bolshevik movement in this and oth-
er citles members of the Industrial
Workers of the World, anarchists and
radical

Socialists. Efforts also are
being made, it is reported, to gain
an aflilfation with the Workers' In-
ternational Industrial Union, the

Workers' Defense Union and groups
working for the release from prison
of Emma Goldman, Alexander Berk-
man and other ‘“political prisoners.”

OF KANSAS WHEAT

Government Export Asserts
State Has 22.8 Per Cent. of
the Winter Area in U. 8,

Kansas City, Jan. 8—A report by
Edward O. Paxton, fleld agent for the
Federal ‘Department of Agriculture,
declares that Kansas, with 11,184,000
acres, has 22.8 per cent, of all the win-
ter wheat area of the United States,

A full crop on this enormous acre-
age, which is 13 per cent. larger than
the record acreage of last year, wouid
total 200,000,000 bushels, or more than
cne-third of the 509,304,000 bushels for
the average sunual consumption in the
United Btates, the report says.

Such & production, with a guaran-
teed price of §2 a bushel, would bring
Kansas §$400,000,000. The December
report states that the average condi-
tion is 98 per cent.

“Not only is this the largest acre-
age of wheat ever sown in a single
State, but it s probably the largest
acreage ever devoted to a single grain
crop by any State,” says the report.
“The Texas cotton crop is possibly
the only State crop that ever excelled
it in area.

“The largest acreage is reported in
eastern and central countries. Many
counties have more than doubled their |
acreage, Bourbon County leading with |
an increase of 232 per cent.”

The winter wheat acreage in Mis-
scurl is 4,248,000; Oklahoma 8,590,000,
and Nebraska 5,511,000, The condi-|
tion in these three States for Decem-
ber is given as 100 per cent. :

Called for Fearless Adoption
of New Measures as Coun-
try Faced a New World.

New York, Jan. 8~“Eyes to the
Front,” the last article written by Col.

The Department of Militia and De-

During the war more than 611,000
men passed through the hands of the
Canadien military machine in one
form or another. The armistice was
siguwed on November 11; the exact
number of enlistments, etc., reported
up to November 15 was 595,441; and

Of the 595,441, some 41,000 were
men who were dealt with, but were

: EXTRACTS FROM “THE SAINT JOHN CITY ASSESSMENT ACT, 1918."

30. (1). Every person liahle to taxation under this Act, shall make
the following returns:

(a) A return of his personal property located in the City of

(b) Income taxable under section 6, and the particulars there-
of, except when the total taxable income is included in the return of an
employer as provided in sub-section 2 of this section.
Earning or receipts taxable under section 8 and the par-
ticulars thereof.

(2). FEvery person employing the services or labor of another person
or of othoer persons shall make a statement giving the name and address
of every person employed by him and the amount of wages, salaries, or
other compensation paid to such employee or employees. Every firm, co-
partnership, or corporation shall make a statement of the salaries, allow-
ances, or other compensation of partners or officers.

(3). The return or statement required by, this section shall be made
on or before the tenth day of February in each year, in such form as
the assessors shall from time to time prescribe, and shall be made under

oath which may be sworn to before any assessor,” or any Justice of the
Peace of the City and County of Saint John, or any Notary Public; and
for the purposes of this Act, and of all other laws relating to the levying,
assessing and collecting of rates and taxes in the City of Saint John, any
assessor and any Justice of the Peaee of ‘the City and County of B8aint
John, and any Notary Public, shall have full power and lawful authority
to take affidavits and affirmations, and administer oaths, In any matter

whatsoever relating to rates, taxes and assessments in the City of Saint
John.

32. If no return, or a fraudulent, incorrect or insufficient return, has
