DEDICATES NEW

| The act respecting the Lord’s Day is
iin the following terms:

His Majesty, by and with the advice
and consent of the senate and house of
Commons of Canada enacts as follows:

. 1. In this act, unless the context otther-
wise requires (a) “Lord’s Day” means
the period of time which begins at 12
o’clock on Saturaay afterncon and ends at
12 o'clock on the following 'afternoon. (b)
“Person” has the meaning which it has
in the crimina] code, 1892. (c¢) “Vessel”
includes any kind of vessel or boat used-for
conveying passengers or freight by water.
(d) “Railway” includes steam railway,
electric street railway and tramway. (e)
“Performance” includes any game, march,
sport, cohtest, exhibition or entertain-
ment. (f) “Employer” includes every per-
son- to whose orders or directions any
other person is by his employment bound
to conform. (g) “Provincial act” means
the charter of any municipality or any

| public act of any Province, whether pass-

ed before or since confederation.

2. It shall ,.not be lawful for any per-
son on the Lord’s Day, except as provid-
ed herein or in any provincial act or law,
now or hereinafter in force, to sell or
offer for sale or purdnase any goods, chat-
tels, or other personai property, or eny
real estate, or to carry on or transactany
business of his ordinary calling, or in con-
nestion with 'his calling, or for gain to do,
or employ any other person %o do,
on that day any work, business or labor.

Things That May Be Done.

3. Notwithstanding anything herein con-
tained, any person may on the Lord’s
Day do any work of mecessity and mercy
and for greater certainty, but not so as
to restriat the ordinary meaning of the
expression, “work of necessity or mercy,”
it is hereby declared that it shall be deem-
ed to include the following classes of
work :

(a) Any necessary or customary work
in connection with divine worship.

(b) Work for the welief of sickness and
suffering, including the sale of drugs, med-
icines and ‘surgical - appliances by rebail.

(¢) Receiving, transmitting, or deliver-
ing telegraph or telephone messages.

" (d) Starting or maintaining fires, mak-
ing repairs to furmaces and repairs in
cases of emergency, and doing any other
work, when such fires, repairs or work
are estential to any industry or industrial
process of such a comtinuous nature thait
it cannot be stopped without serious in-
jury to such industry, or its product, or
the plant, or property used in such pro-
cess.

(e) Starting or maintmining and ventil-
ating, pumping out and inspecting mines,
when any such work is essential to the
pratection’ of property, life or health.

(f) Any work without the deing . of
which on the Lord’s Day, electric current,
light, heat, cold air, water, or gas cannot
be continuously’ supplied for lawful pur-
poses.

BAPID STRIDES
OF MONTREAL

Directory Says the Population
Is More Than 400,-
000 Now

INCREASE OF 50,000

Two Suburbs Annexed During Past
Year Accounts for Part of the Gain
—Number of Streets is 829 and
There Are Very Few Unoccupied
Buildings.

Montreal, July 17—The population of
Montreal and suburbs has now passed the
400,000 mark. The new city directory, pub-
kished today, gives 405,000 for the city and
outskirts, and 352,000 for the city proper.
‘llhis represents an increase of 50,000 dur-
ing the past year, which growth is mostly
accounted for by the ammexation of such
suburbs as St. Henri, having a population
of 30,000, and St. Cunegonde, with a popu-
lation of 10,000. Both are now wards of
Monttreal.

The number of streets in Montreal and
outskirts number 829, amd the directory
gives many indications of the size of the
city., The volume has 1,700 pages, an in-
crease of .sixty pages for the year.

According to the latest returms, Mont-
real (landlords must be happy, as only 592
tenemenits, 103 stores, 105 offices. and 232
houses in the whole city are umooccupied.
In sections of the city, whole streets may
be found with mot one unoccupied build-
ing.

SUMMER TRAVEL BY
STEAMERS CREATER

Eastern S. S. Company and D.
A. R. Report Satisfactory In-
crease Over Last Year.

That tourist travel by boat to St. John
for the month of Junme and to date in
July has increased to a very lange extemt
over tthe same period last year, is the
statement given out at the offices of the
Eastern Steamship Company and the Do-
minion Atlantic Railway Company here.
While neither has exact figures, both re-
port the bookings as greatly increased.
The former say that the increase is chief-
ly in imdividual travel on the direst route.

restrictions, even when considerations of
health and the need for comparative rest
render it expedient.

Must Treat All Alike.

“In the second place it must be remem-
bered that there are practically no limits
within the habitable globe to the dis-
tance whidh must- be traveled to 'reach
all parts of the British empire and that
it would be diffioult for the king to visit
one important part of his dominions and
decline to visit another. It:was mo doubt
these two fasts wihich influenced her late
majesty, Queen Victoria, with nwise fore-
sight, to determine that her eldest son
should, in this youth, visit the various
colonies and posseswions of the empire of
which he was one day to become ruler;
and accondingly his majesty, while Prince
of Wales, paid the visit to Canada to
whidh reference is made in this address.

“] am commanded by his majesty to
make mention of these considerations be-
cause he would wish his loyal subjects in
(anada and especially the senate and
house of commons to understand that he
is deeply touched and gratified by the
terms of their address and by the desire
expressed that, with her majesty the
queen, he should again visit the dominion.

“His majesty retains a vivid recollec-
tion, even after the lapse of many years,
of his former visit, of the beauties and
interest of the country and of the em-
thusiasm and loyalty which everywhere
greeted him. He is well aware that it
would be difficult to recognize the features
of Canada, he then learned t¢o know, in
the great dominion whose rapid growith
in all that contributes to the development
and prosperity of a mation has been so

John merchants are coming to rea-
lize mlore and more the value of advertis-
ing—good advertising. They know that
selling gocds by advertisements is not so
much a gquestion of the amount expended
as it is of eelecting the best medium and
making liberal use of that medium. In
these days keen advertising men do not
trust to scattering their ¢hot and trueting
to luck. They watch and tabulate results
in order to learn which adventising brings
im the best returns. The test is fair. The
newspaper which sells the most goods for
the merchant is entitled to most of his
advertising’ money. It i8 bound to get
business which the merchant will deny to
other newspapens which he thas tried and
found wanting. To give the advertiser
good value for his money ‘the newspaper
must enjoy a wide circulation among all
classes, in the city and in the comtry. It
fmust be live, aggressive, interesting and
independent of partizan control. Busi-
ness is business. When the merchant
| buys printers’ ink, if he is a wise adver-
tiser, he buys the kind that pays him
best and buys it liberally.

to say members of Socialists’ parties, had
increased to 7,600,000, these having 405
representatives in mparliaments and 038
newspapers. But outside of these political
organizations there are multitudes ‘of men
who, while belonging to other parties, are
nevertheless at heart Socialists, or are in a
fair way of becoming Socialists. Individual
liberty is threatened less by organized poli-
tical Socialism than by unorganized Social-
wtic sentiment, which seems to be con-
ﬂtan\b]y on the increace, and which is being
developed by an able propaganda carried
on by a number of talented, educated men,
many of them engaged in literary pireuits,
or connected with colleges, settlement and
other chanitable work,and with journalism.
It is not too much to say that the pre-
vailing color of contemporary - periodical
literature is Socialistic. There is, perhaps,
little to be feared from Socialiem, as a
political party, but much to be feared from
Sociglism as a growth fostered by a liter-
ary, altruistic propaganda, and aided by
the grave abuses committed in the name
of individual liberty. It is n'gt Socialistic
revolution, but Socialistic evolution which
is the menace of the times.”

These are serious words. The Jourmal
looks far into the cauwses of the great un-
rest in the United States today when it
says that the work of the church, organ-
ized labor and the reformerse who strive
against the abus: of individual liberty are
the only forces meally resisting Socialism,
for the abuses of individual liberty—the
crimes of the corporations, the sins and
follies of the foolish rich—are making more
Socialists than all the professed champions
who preach ite benefits. The history of
the last year lends much weight to this
indictment framed by the Wall Strect
newspaper:

“In our day the abuces of individual lib-
erty are committed, for the most part, by
an artificial person, the corporation. Now,
the conporation whicls derives its existence
and its powers from the government can-
not justly dlaim all the rights of an indi-
vidual, whose liberty is a gift of the Al-
mighty. But as the corporation has devel-
oped in ecope and power, it' has claimed
not only all the just mights of the indivi-
dual, but has gone far beyond that, and
has done things which individuals would
not dare ts3 do. It has violated law; in
other words, it has abused the very indi-
vidual liberty which is the foundation of
the social system on which the corpora-
tion rests. Is it strange that so mamy wit-
neesing these #huses ate inclined to adopt
| Socialistic schemes?

“The first etep, therefore, in the defense
of individual liberty and the wright of pri-
vate property is to reform those abuses
which have developed in the conduct of
business by cprporations. Then men who
seek these reforms are not Socialists. They
are in fact the truest friends of the cor-
porations, the warmest defenders of the
rights of private property. But the men
who are guilty of these abuses and who
defend them, are essentially anarchists.
And the publication, whatever its name,
whidh persistently misrepresents the ef-
forts to promote honesty and justice in the
administration of corporations and in their
relations to competitors and the public are
amarchistic orgarns, hewever much they may
prate about individual liberty being the
permanent foundation of society.” :

These vast abuses are well-entrenched.
They have grown slowly. Their roots are
deep and far-preading. Can they be cured
without a mational eonvulsion? So conser-
vative a journal as that quoted is evi-
dently by no means eure that they can.

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ST. JOHN AND ITS HARBOR

(Ottawa Journal, Ind.)
It was announced in despatches last
week that George Robertson, M. P. P,
president of the Imperial Dry Dock Com-
pany, which proposes to build at St. John,
New Brumswick, a 600 foot dry dock, has
asked the -oounﬂll to change its forty year
subsidy of $2,600 a y\eam to a twenty year
pro rate subsidy. The council agreed to do
so. The cost will be about a million dol-
lams, and ‘it is proposed to begin the work
by September and complete the dock in
eighteen months. Such a dry dock will be
a valuable feature of the general plan
which is fast making St, John a great
ocean por't. L

‘And this calls attention to the fact that
St. John 18 making remarkable civic and
business progress. :

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy,president of the
Camadian Pacific Railway .Company, is
quoted as saying the other day that in
the weason of 189596 the total tonmage of
export freight handled through the port
of St. John was 32,606 tons, while in 1905
it had increased to. 353,821 tons.

“Undey existing conditions,” Sir Thomas
went on, “there is not amgther possible
winter port on the Atlantic coast of Cun-
ada. Halifax, it is true, is dn many re-
specte better equtpped than St. John, but
it is too far away from the pointg where
the ocean tonnage omiginates., St. Johm
itself is handicapped because it is 180 miles
further from Monbireal than is Portland
and 140 miles further thao Beston, while
the railways can get no higher rate for
carrying traffic to St. John tham to either
! of the nearer ports. If we were o attempt
!to increase this disadvantage by the ad-
| ditional 275 miles to Halifax the hamdicap
would be too great and the railways would
either be compelled to carry business at
a very serious loss or give it up.”

TRAGIC DEATH OF
DETROIT DOCTOR

Woman T(‘)Ok Poison When
About to be Arrested in
Malpractice Case

Windsor, Ont., July 18—On eve of ar-
rest for compliéity in the death of Mrs.
Harry 8. 'Morningstar, a youhg woman
aged 19 years, by malpractice; Dr. Mur-
guerite Bell, a practising physician resid-
ing at Detroit, swallowed a deadly drug,
dying thinty minutes later,

For several months the authorities have
exercised a close surveillance over Dr.
Bell’s office, in the expectation of secur-
ing evidence agaivet her in connection with
eeveral oriminal operations which had ter-
minated fatally.

Yesterday morning Dr. R. D. Hensall
was summoned to the residemce of Mms.
Morningstar. . The patient soon collapsed,
dying about moon, after having confessed
that Dr. Bell had operated upon her.
When detectives arrived at Clifford street
residence Dr. Bell met them, but at first
strenuousiy demed any complicity in the
Momningstar affair. /

When confronted with the confession of
her victim, however, she broke down and
practically admitted everything. When
told that she must accompany the officers
to the police station ehe assepted willingly,
but excusing herself for a moment, step-
ped into the bathroom. She emerged a
moment later, almost falling into Deteetive
Seymour's arms as he stood outside the
door.

SIVED' FROM CHAR
BY SCANT HOUR

John Johnson, Condemned Murderer,
Misses the Grim Reaper When
All Is Ready for Death

APPEAL TO HIGHEST COURI

Warden, Told by Telephone of
Lawyer's Move, Goes On With
Prepara.ﬁons Until Paper Actu-
ally Arrives.

>~

(New York Herald.)

John Johnson, who killed his wife in
Yonkens more ‘than a year ago, has estab-
lished a new death cheating record in Sing
Sing prison. He would have been dead
two months ago had not Albert T. Patrick
suggested to him that he he was entitled
to a stay because counses, appointed by
the court, had failed to visit him between
the date of trial and that set for the ex-
ecution of the deawh gentence. On these
grounds (Governor Higgins granted him a
stay which expired at 5 oclock yesterday
afternoon.

Johnson was worried. He had been with
a priest Sunday and yesterday aftennoon,
He expected to die last evening. After 5
o'clock the warden could lead him to the
exeoution chamber and twm on the fatal
ocurrent at any time. Lhe warden went to
see him, but did not read the death war-
rant. He ds a humame man and that form-
aln!ty precedes execution by about five
minutes at the most.

Atttorney General Mayer telephoned to
the warden about 4 o'clock yesterday af-
ternoon that Meyer Levy, of No. 302
Broadway, Johnson’s lawyer, had taken
an appeal to the Supreme Court of the
United States, which would act as a stay
of execution. The warden took the tele-
'p_‘hone message and went on with prepara-
tions for carrying out the death eentence.

Every joint in the electric plant in the
prison was burnished to dazzlimg perfec-
tion. All the connections were ready fo
transmit a current of thousands of volts

-to the chair in which the condemned man

would presently sit. Many of the witmesses
summoned were in the prison to see John~
son die,

Johnson was in 'the execution chamber.
That, as it happens, does not mean the
small room in which is the ‘“‘chair.” It in-
cludes the cells of the condemmed, as well
as the cells of those who awe held for cap-
ital offences whose legal resources have not
been exhausted.

This is the conversation between War-
den Johmson and a reporter for the Her-
ald at half-past 6 o'clock last night:—

“Is Johnson dead?” !

“No; he got a stay.”

“Did you recognize the telephone mes<
sage from Attofney General Mayer?”’

“Noo. Telephone messages and telegrams
don’t go here. I was served with a copy
of the appeal of Johmeon’s attorney,
Meyer Levy, to the Supreme Court of the
Unmited States, and that, under the law,
acts as a stay.” :

“When did you receive that?”

“About ‘half-past five or thereabouts.”

“Whhen were you going to kill Johnson?"”

“Oh, about seven, or between six and
seven. The witnesses were here and
everything was ready.”

“That’s about the closest that any man
ever came to death in Sing Sing and be
spared, isn’t it ” '

“It is, by about a week.”

“How did Johuson take it?”

“How would you feel if you thought youm
were going to die in an hour?”

“How did his family act about it?”

“I don’t know. They’re all dead. He had
only a wife, and he killed her.”

Judge Lacombe yedterday afternoon re~
fused the applications of Mr. Levy for a
writ of certiorari and a writ of habeas
corpus for his client, Johnson. Mr. Levy
then filed notice of appeal in the Supreme
Court of the United States. No actiom
can now be taken until next October.

Britons Aroused by Haldane’s Reduc-
tion Project

SEE GRAVE DANGER IN MOVE

Believe Country Needs Increased
Military and Naval Strength for
Future Safety.

London, July 15—Nothing that the pres-
ent or any other British govermment has
ever done or proposed to do has stricken
the country wifh so much surprice as the
cabinet’s pian for the reorganization of the
army and the reduction of the navy, and
this right in the face of the opinioms of
the highesy mulitary and naval authorities
in the land. The disregard paid by the
government to the strong opinion express-
ed by Earl Roberts in the house of lords
on Tuesday is generally regarded as simply
amazing, and even ithe Liberal organs are
for the present mute.

Earl Roberts spoke most earnestly and
sadly about the inadequateness of the

wight be made upon it in case of war
with any great power, and, yet, in the face
of his pliading for the constant meinten-

men ready for immediate dispatch to any
part and for greater facilities for the train-
ing of the citizen soldiers and the enco ir-
agement of the volunteer movements, the
government, with its minister of war, Mr.
Haldane, as its mouthpiece—a man who
never associated with even a vclunteer
force—wamnits to raduce Britain’s much too
small army by eight battalions and throw
20,000 scldiers into the ranks of the unem-
ployed.

Earl Roberts said it was necessary to
have behind the army a large potentinl
reserve,

“I atrongly urge,” he continued, ‘“the
recognition by the country..of the firat
duty of citizenship—namely, military train-
ing—in order that every able-bodied man
may be able to take his part in the de-
fence of the BEmpire in. the event of any
great mnational émergency. The lessons of
the late war seem to be completely forgot-
ten. No thought is given to the possihili-
ties of the future, and the one prevailing
idea seems to be to cut down military ex-
penses without reference to the increased
wesronsibilities and the largely augmented
revenue. I sometimes despair of the coun-
try ever becoming alive to. ' the

HER COLONIAL EXPANSION

Success of Commeroial Policy
Depends on Force, Which She
Must Be Able to Apply.

Lendon, July 15.—An Englishman resi-
dent in Germany contributes to the Pall
Mall Gazette an interesting exposition of
the German welapolitik by a government
official of high standing, wiio @5 a poomin-
ent figure in the Pan-Germanic propagan-
da and an andent suppomter of the Kai-
ser’s naval scheme. He says:

“It is not the instinct of aggregation,
but stern mnecessity whidh ds forcing us
to become a sea power. More than a
quarter of our people are-already being
fed on imported cereals. Quite omesthird
of our maw foodstuffs comes from abroad.
About 75 per cent of our foreign trade
is borne on-the sea. If our coast were
blockaded we should, however powerful
our army, be forced into submission be-
cause millions of our people could be
driven to starvation. It is not too much
to admit that in case -of a stoppage of the
Atlantic expont trade in maw products
from the United States, German industries
would fall to the ground like a house built
of cands.

“It is our recognition of the ubter de-
pendence of German industry and even
the wvitality of the body politic upon the
volume of our imports, which has revolu-
tionized the German policy and forced
upon us the construation of-a great navy,
the second impulse being the acquirement
of colonies and a desire to expand across
the seas on economic and political lines.
If Germany cannot obtain either by com-
mercial treaty or political = power some
great termitory in reserve for the growing
population from which she can satisfy
the need of products grown din temperate
and trophical zones then she must artifi-
¢ially check the population and lower the
standanrd of living or resume ther former
humble place in the concent of powens.
Can you believe this will content us Ger-
mans of the twentieth century? ;

“The future is bzimful of danger tn
Geerman progress. Stretching over the
whale of Nonthern Asia we see the great
Russian empire barring the entry of Ger-
man goods, the selfsufficient American
continent, with unlimited economic possi-
bilities, threatening the European market,
and finally the’ confirmation of Chamber-
lainism in the self-contained British em-
pire in taxing all foreign trade and in ef-
fective oceupation of one-fifth of the en-
tire surface of the globe. So long as
Geermany can sell her industrial products
to those states -from wiich she peceives
such products in the raw she can thrnive
upon her rivals, but-what is to become
of her should Russian and American in-
dustry be directed to satisfy the home
market entirely, while a British Imperial
Customs Union shuts out her exponts?

“Tt is because she is ever looking ahead
that Germany is directing her etnex:gim
to develop her trade in those parts wiere
the greatest increase of trade has been
recently taking place, primarily Central
and South America and such Asian and
African empires as are still independent,
and the Balkans, and, secondarily, in the
colonies of those powers —that have not
shut us out by tariffs. All this demands
maritime power, for if we are not strong
enough at sea to keep open the corn trade
routes, or even dn certain circumstances
to put pressure upon ocrn-exporting coun-
tries, our national exivtence will be threa-
tened. :

“In epite of the radical Sociaiist fan-
atics the ultimate success of our oom-
mercial policy is dependent upon force,
and this forcé we mean to be in a pos:-|
i to exercise whenever our interests |
future welfare muwst de-
ility to obtain a firm hold
al termitory or to prevent ter-
eing appropriated by more power-

ountries. It was on this basis that
e acted in Morocco, but in the great |
sottlement whidh is to come Germany
can only act as a naval power.”

In conclusion, he affirmed that Ger-
many’s life enmemies were Great Britain
and the United States. Russia and Ger-
many, he said, must be in a position to
defy them. In order to do this she must
besides procuring some temperate colonies
and a navy to keep the trade route open,

text of the first draft of the sensational |
report of the scientific experts appointed !
by the Illinois Manufacturers’ Associa- |
tion and the Chicago Commercial Club
has become public, and it shows clearly |
why the wcientists and lay members of |
the committee clashed with the result |
that the report was “doctored” before it .
was made public.

The Eastern men and the Western |
“specialists” found many things in com- |
mon, but their reponts were different— |
when made public. The “eminent speci- |
alists” were industrious, painstaking and |
successfully  thorough—that is, their {
“rough draft” or original report shows;i
them to have been; but after their “rough 1
draft” had been “roughihoused” in the |
joint committee of the Illinois Manufac- i
tupers ands Commercial Associations, it
was “materially softened.” The original |
draft by the university scientists contain-
ed the following:

The canned goods known as deviled or
potted ham, pectted chicken and potted
turkey are somewhat peculiar in their
compoeition. We learn that potted ham
fortunately does not contain any ham or,
in fact, any pork at all, but that it is pre-
pared from soraps of pickled meats which
are left over from chipped or corn beef,
and that it cnly cecasionally contains -pork
at all, while potted chicken contains
about 373 per cent. of chicken, 373 per
cent. of veal or pork, and 15 per cent. of
‘tripe and that the only difference De-
tween potted chicken and potted turkey
is to be found in the label.

Besides, all potted goods, including pot-
ted tongue, which may or may not be pre-
pared exclusively from the scraps of
tongue, contain a starcdh paste as a bind- |
er, used to the extent of up to 7 per cent. ;
We also learn that the ears and snouts |
of hogs are chopped up and utilized im
material for the’ potted goods. i .
