¢ The Tragedies of our Streets.”

Under this beading Fanny Fern groups
a few paragraphs in the latest number of
the New York Ledger, which read thus :—

One can scarcely go out into the streets
of New York without being witness to
some sad tragedy. One sunny morning
lately, as I was luxuriating in the fine crisp
fresh air, | came uponga young woman,
with a sleeping babe upon her arm, remon-
strating with her husband, who was just
about entering a dram-shop, against spend-
iog his week’s wages. ith an oath, he
bade her ‘* go home.”” She retused, with
the tears streaming down her cheeks, and

ointed to their baby. With another oath,

e clenched his huge fist, but the blow
descended, not upon the poor wife, but
upon the tiny arm of the baby, which hun
limp, as it uttered a sharp cry. The mad-
dened mother uttered a howl likea wild
animal, and tried to return the blow. I
caught her band, and said,  Oh, don’t
kill your baby!” **QOh, madam! oh,
madam !”’ sobbed the young mother, as
she sunk upon the nearest door step, con-
vulsed with her misery, I spoke toa man
near to keep off her husband, who was re
turning for another blow. Shrugging his
shoulders, he said, ** Better leave ’em to
the periice, mum,” and went his way.

Again, the other night, about one
o’clock, I was awakened by the piercing
ery of a child beneath my window.
ing out, I saw a little giri of six years old
say. sobbing, as she was palled about by
an intoxicated mother, ¢ Oh, this is the
wrong way!”’ and breaking from her
clutch, she attempted to run in the right
direction. The infuriated woman stagger:
ed after her, struck her about the head,
till her ragged little hood fell off, and then
dmg'%ed her away in the bleak air without
it. Think of the suffering of such child-
hood as that, and remember that there are
hundreds of such cases in our city.

Again, yesterday 1 saw a man in the
grasp of a policeman. Running by his
side, was a pretty boy about five years old.
with tears streaming from his eyes, look-

ing up in the policeman’s face, and scream .

ing, “ Oh, don’t tako m away! :Oh

4dogn’t take him!”’ i g
" These wretched parents must payithe
penalty of their cimes; but, oh, the:pity
of it, that their innocent children must
pass through such a Gethsemane as this!

I have sometimes returned from my walks
utterly exhausted with the sight of these
miseries; and with the effort to force an
answer to the question once asked bya
puzzled little child, ** Is God asleep?”’

In other cities than New York similar
scenes may be witnessed, not perhaps. in
the open streets but certainly within the
wretched tenements which too mapy. pover
ty stricken ones are compelled tqcall their
“ homes.” The Police Court of;'this City
of St. John, for instance, is. constantly
called upon to deal with representatives of
the class whose youth and meanhood or
womanhood have been passed midst the
most saddening and brutalizing surround
ings. The sentence of the ‘Magistrate
which to the reader ofthe Police reports
means simply & fine of a few dollars or
temporary confinement:fer.a-few weeks, to
heart broken wives and hungry children

and disgraced -and humiliated relatives,

means something very different,—a some
thing that sends the iron into. the soul, and
cayses others beside *‘ the puzzled little
child” to doubt the goodness and vigilance
of the Father above. :Certainly, the saddest
circumstance in connegion #ith the crime
and ruffianism of the age .is seen in the
misery to which the innocent are obliged
to submit. Patient, hard working, long
suffering wives or sisters or mothers,—
innocent, guileless, unprotected children
compelled %0 go unclothed, unfed, unwarm-
ed, sometimes unsheltered, through the
misdeeds, vices or weaknesses of worth-
less parents or other relatives—attest the
wide extent of suffering caused by a single
class of evil doers. Even in our City
there is scope enough in this direction for
the most active charity and Christian
friendship. The homes of the members of
any batch of prisoners arraigned on any
given day of the week, would supply a
field for the exercise.of the deepest sympa-
thy and most practical charity. If any one
doubts the assertion let him seek out those
who are affectefl by the actions of such
of the vicious as'come within the grasp of
the law ; or let him only visit the homes of
those who are known as notorious drunk-
ards,—who too often spend their earnings
for fiery liquors, leaving their families
famishing ; who are driven by strong drink
to abuse the members of their families by
threats and blows ; who sell the meagre
furniture of their wretched homes as
rapidly as the wife’s or children’s labor
acquires it ; who exhibit, in short, all the
worst traits of degraded manhood,
exercised without stint on those who are
utterly powerless to resist or to pro_tect.
themselves. Among this one class of
sufferers alone we shall nd misery enough
to account for the earnest convictions of
millions of the best people of all countries,
that the liquor'traﬁc needs to be dealt with
in a thorough spirit of reform; that it is
an enemy which never ceases to degrade
and war upon the mnoblest feelings of the
bhuman heart. The world at large does
not enter enthusiastically into the schemes
of Temperance reformers, or give credence
to the impoeing'amy of alleged facts that
have been marshalled to convince the
unprejudiced of the justice of their cause.
Yot it may be doubted if it would be pos-
sible to exaggerate the sorrows and crimes
that flow from this one source of evil ; and

whatever may be thought of the remedies
proposed, we cannot gainsay the facts that
meet us at every step in the forms of
blasted lives, ruined reputations, and sor-
rowfal childhood suffering for sins not its
own. The subject is the saddest that can
engage the attention of the human mind,
—one of the greatest stains upon our
modern civilization.

Wooden Ships in England.

The Montreal Gazette has been rejoicing
over the advance in wooden shipsin Eng-
land, and anticipates, as & consequence,
the construction in Dominion ship yards
of a largely increased namber of vessels to
supply English wants. It says:—

We have reliable information that a very
marked reaction has taken place in the
value of timber-built ships : there is a con-
siderable demand for them, and English
owners who, two or three years ago, im-
agined they were going to be ruined, now
wont sell their vessels. The market value
of wooden ships has so far advanced that
1t is said some hundreds of pounds more
may be had for first class property of this
kind than ever was imagined would be
the case Several large clippers which
were lying in Liverpool docks wére pur-
chased a short time ago by Tyne ship
owners at comparatively low rates; and
these have been run so successfully in cer-
tain trades against the screw steamers as
to have caused a revival of trade in wooden
ships. The wooden fleet of the Tyne has
hitherto been principally employed in
bringing Spanish Esparto grass for the
paper mills and in the coke trade. It is
announced that this year a considerable
number of vessels of this description sail-
ing from the Tyne will be put into the
(Canada timber trade. English papers com-
plain that small coasters have also become
very scarce, and there is & continued diffi-
cnlty in getting handy listle ships to carry
small parcels and goods from cur northern
orts. This, they say, has been very much
felt daring the winter in the oversea trade,
as steamers, not being able to gect return
cargoes, ceased running to several places;
the weather being open, merchants would
have liked to have got goods away which
are very much wanted on the other side,

t there has been the difficulty about
-ships. , From these reports it would appear
there will:be a good market in England for
Canadisn tbuilt wood vessels during the
presgat year.

‘Yerust our builders will lay as many
keels ag possible under contracts, but none
on speculation. Building ships in Canada
for.the English market has beep thorough-
ly ¢ played out.” In the Lower Provinces
we now build to ran and own ourselves;
and the gdvantages of the new policy are
to be seen on every hand. Any return to
the old speculative system of building, on
the strength of a temporary revival in
England;.is to be deprecated.

Fishing in the Bahamas.
[Extract from J. N. W’s Journal, kept while
Sou:h in 1862.]

I remember with much pleasure the first
time I ever visited the Bahamas. 1t was
after a long and tedious imprisonment in
South Carolina, just before the proud flag
of Fort Fisher was lowered on its hloody
ramparts. Our fleet steamship, the Mar-
garet and Jessie, was trinmpbantly paddling
her way towards the land of Abico. Numer-
ous little silvery clusters, apparently a
long way off, suddenly rose out of the blue
ocean before us, and we knew them to be
Islands, as if just born from the bosom of
the sparkling and peaceful sea. How
charming was the scene! There were
beaches and little coves of marble white-
ness, abounding with millions of God's
handiwork, the shells which some ‘¢ Nor-
ther” had hurled above high-water mark,
while on their summits might be observed
the useful Thatch ‘I'ree or more aspiring
cocoanut, among which

EXQUISITELY COLORED LIZZARDS
harmlessly piayed, chasing each other
through the shrubbery, now and then dart-
ing up the delicately formed but vigorous
trunks of the iron wood tree, presenting
to view a tiny creatare of the alligator
species. Our good ship being anchored
at Green Turtle Cay, I, with some of the
natives, went fishing among the fairy
Islands.

Now, fishing in the Bahamas is to the
novice great sport. My oarsmen, who
were splendid specimens of powerful and
well built Bahama wreckers, pulled for an
hour and then cast anchor over a dark
bottom — for in every instance where I have
fished in the West Indies the waters were
pallucid and the bottom of the sea was
clearly visible. Our craft moored, the
darkies took in each hand a conch, and
striking one against the other, the shells
broke in small fragments, and slowly sank,
thus

A couple of hours work or
so rewarded our cruise ; our boat was well
laden with numerous varieties of the inbab
itants of ‘these cernlean waters, some of
which the negroes called as follows :—Jew
Fish, Tarbot Fish, Red Jacks, Mud
Fish, Snappers, Grunters, Market Fish,
Demmies, and lost and best of all the
delicious Groupa, more than equal to our
Rock Cod while fresh. West India fisher-
men use great precaution to avoid casting
their lines on

I have seen natives become blind for two
and threc days from partaking of the flesh
of fish fed on these poisanous grounds.

1 consider the ¥resh fish of the Bahamas
more delicious in flavor than any other in
American waters that have come under my
notice, exvepting;only the plump and blue-
backed South Carolina Mullet that rum in
immense schools along the sandy shores of
the Southern coast of the United States.

MASS MEETINGS OF SEALS AND GLORIOUS
BATTLES !

It was near the end of May, 1852, when
we arrived ; and, soon after the rookeries
ot cloapmatches, which were scattered
around the island, began to augment, and
large numbers of the huge males made
their appearance, belching forth {their
dharp, ugly howls, and leaping out of, or
darting through, the water with surprising
velocity, and {requently diving outside the
rollers, the next moment emerging from
the foaming breakers, and waddling up the
beach, or, with secming effort, climbing
some kelp-fringed rock, to doze in the
scorching sunbeams, while otheits woull
lie sleeping or playing among the beds of
sea weed, with their heads and outstretched
limbs ahove the surface. Buta few days
elapsed before a general c ntention n
for the mastery of the different rookeries,
and the victims of the bluody encou nters
were to be seen on all sides of the island,
with torn lips, or mutilated limbs and
gashed sides; while, now and then, an
unfortunate creature would be met with,
minus an eye, or with the orb turned out
of its socket, together with other wounds
presenting a ghastly appearance. As the
time of ** hauling up’’ drew noar..tha
island became one mass of animation j
every beach, rock, and cliff, where & seal
could find a foothold, became its resting-
placz : while a countless herd of old males
capped the summit, and the united clamor-
ings of the vast assemblage could be heard,
in a calnt day, for miles at sea. The south
gside of the island is high and precipitous,
with a projecting ledge hardly perceptible
from the beach below. upon which one
immense lion managed to climb, and there
remained for several weeks —till the season
was over. How he uscended, or in what
manner he retired to the water, was a mys-
tery to our numerous ship’s crew, as he
came-and went in the night; for *¢ Old
Gray ”” — as named by the sailors—was
closely watched in his elevated position
during the time the men were engaged at
their work on shore. — The Overland
Monthly.

Two engines, a plow anda gang of sixty
men left Shediac at 1.30 p. m. yesterday,
and arrived at Moncton at midnight, hav-
ing encountered tremendous drifts on the
road. They again left Moncton with three
engines snd a plow for Petitcodiac, arriv-
ing there this morning. They encountered
heavy drifts between Salisbury and Petit-
codiac, and cannot reach St. John until
late to-night.

On Eastern Extension the road is clear
from Painsec to Dorchester, and although
the drifts are very heavy on the road it is
expected that a train will reach Amherst
to-night.

She has been unfortunate on
more than one occasion since she came into
the possession of her present owners. The
veseel i on her passage from Pensucola to
this port with Pitch Pine. Mr. McCarthy
left this morning for Halifax. As soon as
new sails and a fresh crew can be procured
she will proceed.

A Dereliot Vessel.

The bark ¢ Westborough,” of Scar-
borough, arrived at Castletownsend from
St. Domingo, reports passing a derelict
fore and aft schooner, lat. 36 N., lon. 63
W., on the 18th January. She was paint-
ed black, with a narrow white streak ; ber

From these we learn thata Company of
English capitalists is being incsrporated,
with a capital of a million pounds sterling,
to build 180 miles of railway from New
Glasgow to Louisburg. The construction
of this line will enable coal to be shipped
fromeLouisburg all the year round.

The new Poor Asylum of Halifax has so
many stories that the poor inmates find it
impossible to reach the top. The Pro-
vincial Secretary pronounces it a failare.
