At that
time her relations,who were well off,were
able to_keep her at home, in a proper
manner, The girl gradaally grew worse,
and finally insane. Whilst in this condi-
tion she was generally quiet, but would
occasionally burst into a fary of passion.
Under these circumstances, her family,
not desiring to make their family skele-
tons public, kept her a prisoner at home.
For a number of years she was imprison-
edin this manner. The fortunes of the

| family grew worse, but wherever they

went they carried the poor maniac with
them. She finally became very re-
pulsive to them, and they lost all
love, and regarded her as a bugbear
forever on their hands. Seventeen years
ago the woman was conveyed to her pre-
sent cell, from which she has never
stepped out, and in which she has seldom
rmoved. The family only remembered to
throw her enough food to keep her glive,
and they sometiines forgot her for days,
during which the woman was only kept
alive from being accustomed to this star-
vation. The clothesshe had originallyworn
rotted off her, and she lay summer and
winter upon the cold floor,utterly naked,
The family became accustomed to her in
this state, and made no attempt to send
her.to the asylum; and thus she lived,
rotting and dying, when the authorities
discovercd the terrible secret, For years
she had never worn an article of clothing,
never felt even the warmth of a fire, never
seen the light of day. The authorities
have now ordered her to be taken to an
asylum, although there is but little hope
of saving the poor woman, owing to her
critical condition.

GENKRAL.

On Friday, 9th inst., as Rosanna Chis

The forty-eighth anniversary of the
birthday of the Emperor of Brazil tock
place on the 2nd December, and was
celebrated, as usual, by a mass, a mili-
tary parade and a levee, to which the

diplomatic corps and all loyal Brazillaps
flocked,

Sir St. George Fore, of England, ar-
rived in Memphis on the 11th inst., on
his way to Florida.

Bishops ‘are
fined frequently for disobeying the new’
ordinances, and are gnining the sympa-
thy of liberal-minded Protestants. When
we bring the matter home to aurselves]
it is just nsthough#he Premier of Camada,
refused to allow a Catholic,. Methodist,
Episcopalinn, Puesbyterian, Baptist,
Christian or Congregational clergyman
to enter on his duties unless the Bishop,
Conference, Synod, or congregation firsty
submitted the mame of the clergyman

How long would we submit to this?
What Bisliop, Conference, Synod or.con-.
gregation would submiit'to Government:
interference in the choice of pastors?
We venture to say that the ‘attempt to
enforce such a decree would provoke
rebellion and cause a revolution. Then
why should anyone in thiscountry Justify'
the Bismarckian persecution ef German
Catholics, as we are sorry to say many
do? Should not Catholics in Germany
‘have the same control over their ecclesi-’

minations of Christians in this country.
The only-argament infavor of Bismarck’s
agggessive policy_1is_that the _Stete
supports _the Church, and has
therefore, & right to-a voite’ in "its “Go-
vernment. But the Catholic Church, or
-any other Church, cannot accept State
aid at such a price. If the Government
is hot satisfied with the use the Church
makes-of the revenues granted it the
Government ‘may withhold those re-
venues and allow the Church to support
1tself. - Catholicism and other branches
of the Christian Church flourish in this
country without State aid; and-are loyal’
#o the State without renouncing’ allegi-|
ance to théir spirital heads, and they!
would flourish in Germany all the same
without State aid or interference. - We
expect to see the policy of Bismarck
fail disastrously, as it deserves to fail,
and the failure will, we hope, be a warn-
ing to all success-intoxicated leaders of
men toleave the churches to seftle their
internal affairs in thelr own way-.

$21 per bale. They were worth $60.
Some of the goods brought fair prices,
but the majority were knocked down at
very low rates.

Fire at Smith’s Creek.

Between 9 and 10 o’clock last evening
a fire broke out in the bars of Mr. John
Blair, Smitl’s Creek, destroying the
building, several tons of ‘hay, two stacks
otitside, six cows, aspan of horses and.
the principal portion of the farming im-
_plements, waggons and sieds. A bull
which was in the barn broke the stanch-
ions and forced his way through the side
of the barn. - He was badly burned. The
loss is estimated at between §2,000 and
$8,000. No insurance. The lossof h's
valuable stock is a heavy blow to Mr
Blair.

Charge against a Ship Captain.

The Captain of the ship Chancellor was
at the Police Court this morning on com-
plaint of several of his articled seamen.
They complained that having been frost-
bitten on their voyage out, and their
hands and feet not being well, they were

inable to proceed on their voyage..- Some
of them have been in the Marine Hospital
and discharged ascured. Some of them,
during their stay in the city, have earned
anything but a good character for them-
selves, having been concerned in the
Shetfield street row on Christmas day.
The ship is ready to proceed on the voy-
age and at the last moment the men make
the complaint, and ask for a discharge,
and to have their wages paid. The Cap-
‘tain informed the Magistrate that he had
engaged several extra hands in order to

1 relieve these men as much 3s possible,

and that he would take them back to
Liverpool. The men were sent on board
the ship and told to do what they could,
and the Captain cautioned not to work
them so as to injure them. .The men
made 8 great howling,evidently not wish-
ing to go on board, but this was the only
course open to the Magistrate.

Circuit Court.

Yesterday afternoon an¢ this morning
were eccupied with doe dem McKenzie vs.
Mosher. The witness, Mosher, for the
defence, swore that in 58 and 62 he cut
timber from the land, for which he paid
James Swim. In 1859 White had a cow
on the place, and some of the land under
grass, though he begged for a living
sometimes.

Pugsley then asked the privilege of pro-
ducing rebutting testimony to prove that
the statements made by Mosher as to the
present condition of Whnite's mind were
false.
The testimony was not accepted by the
Court and Dr. Barker opened his address
for the defence at half-past ten this
morning. He claimed that White had
obtainied possession by being a tenant at
will foe a sufficient number of years.

Mr. Pugsley commenced his address &
12 o’clock, and occupied the time until
adjournment.

Matthew Kearney, the only prisoner in
the dock, must have been surprised to
see the larzc number of speetators in the
Court ¥asm. It appeared like a great
ovation. The prisoner was charged with
being drunk in Brussels street, acknow
ledged the offence, and was fined $4.

‘William Ciark aad Andrew Gamble
were charged with obstructing Union st.,
in Carleton, with a house, aud refused to
move it when asked to do so by Ald
Wilson. The case will be investigated.
