BerLIN, Oct. 7.—A correspondent of the
Associated Press has bad an interview with
Prof. Leyden, the distinguished specialist,
who has just returned from Spala, where
hie has been in atiendance upon ihe Czar in
conjunction with Prof. Zicharin. Prof.
Leyden, replying to the request of the As-
sociated Press for a statement as to the
nature of the illness of the Czar, said dis-
tinetly: *‘His Majesty is sutlering from
Bright's disease.”” He added, however:
*“But the disease is yet in 2 mild form,
thcugh complicated with diabetes, The
latter is causing difficulty in breathing.”

LoxpoN, Oct. 7.—Queen Victoria re-
ceives frequent reports on the condition of
the Czar, and imparts the news freely to
the court. A special courier arrived at
Balmoral on Wednesday with an autograph
letter frem the Czarina. The sum of the
authentic news is that the Czar is suffering
from granular contracted kidneys, with
fanctional disorder of the heart, occasional
oppression of breathing and insomnia. He
is not confined to bed, transacts business
and takosa moderate amount of exercise.
He bas been assured that his life will be
prolonged a coupie of years, but that abso-
lute recovery is doubtful. Aithough the
eports that the Czarewitch is to be made
regent are declared to be without founda-
tion, it is probable that the physicians will
insist upon the Czar’s abstaining fora cer-
tain period from all wark.

The Subject of Dr. Taimage’s Sermon
Last Sunday.

—

She Was True inSpite of All Tempta-
tions and Triumphed at Last

An Example That Will ‘Last Throeugh
All Generatiens.

BROOKRLYN, OQor. 8, 1894 —Rev. Dr.
Taimage, who is still absent on his round-
the-world tour, seleoted as the subject cf
yesterday’s sermon, threcugh the press:
““Hadassah,” the text chosen being Esther
ily 7. ““And he brought up Hadassah.”

A beautifal child was born in the capital
of Persia. She was an orphan and a cap-
tive, her parents having been stolen from
their Israelitish home and earried to
Shushen, and had died, leaving their
daughter poor and in a strange land. But
an Israclite who had been carried into the
same captivity was attracted by the case
of the orphan. He educated her in his
holy religion, and under the roof of that
gcod men this adopted cnild began to de-
velcp & sweetness and exceilency of charac-
ter if ever equaled, certainly never sur-
passed. Beautifu! Hadassah ! Could that
adopted father ever =pare her from his
household ? Alas! Worse than anything
that the father exp:cts happens to hie
adopted child. Atasuerus, a princely
scoundrel, demands that Hadassah, the
fairest one in all the kingdom, become his
wife. Worse thar death was marriage to
such a monster of iniquity! How great
the ehange when this ycung woman left
the home where God was worshiped and
religion honored, to enter n pilace devoted
to pride, idolatry and sensuality! *‘As a
lamb to the slaughter !”

Ahasuerus knew not that his wife was a
Jewess. At the instigation cf the itfaumous
prime minister the king decreed that all
the Jews in the iand should be slain.
Hadassah pleads the cause of her people,
breaking through the rules of the couit,
presenting herself in the very face of
death, orying, “'If I perish, I perish.,” Oh,
it was a sad time among that emnslaved
peopie! They had all heard the decree
concerning their death, Sorrow, gaunt
and ghastly, aat in thousands of households,
and mothers wildly pressed their infants
to their breaats as the davs of massacre
hastened on, praying that the same sword-
stroke which slew the mother might also
slay the child, rosebud and bud perizhing
in the same blast.

But Hadaszah is busy at‘court. The
hard heart of the king is touched by her
story, and although he could not reverse
his decree for the slaying of the Jews, he
gent forth an order that they shouid sxm
themselves for dcfense.  On horseback, on
muler, on dromedaries, messengers sped
through the land, beaving the king’s dis-
patches, and a shout of joy went up from
that enslaved people at the faint hope of
success. The doy of execution dawned.
(Government cfficials, armed and driiled,
cowed bLefore the battle sheut of the op-
pressed peeple. The cry of defeat rang
back to the palaces, but above the moun:

tains of dead, above 75,000 crushed and |

mongled corpses sounded the triumph of
tihe delivered Jews, and their enthusiasm
was as when the Highianders came to
the reiief of Lucknow, and the Eunglish
army, which stcod in the very jaws of
denth, at the sndden hope of assistence and
rescue, lifted the shout above belohing
eannen and the death-groan of hosts,
crying, “*Weare saved ! We are saved!”

My subject afiords me opportunity of il-
lustrating what Christian character may
be under the greatest disadvantages. Iu
the firet place, our subject is an illustra-
:iea of what Christian character may be
under orpbanage, T1his Bible line tells
long stery about Hadassah. *“She had
neither fatiber nor mother.” A mnobleman
had become her guardian, but there is no
one who can take the p'ace of a parent.
Who so able at night to hear a child’s
prayer; or at twilight to chide youthful
wanderings, or to soothe youthful sorrows?
And yet behold what a nobility of dirposi-
tion Hadassah exhibited ! Though fither
and mother were gone, grace had tri-
umphed over all disadvantages. Her will-
ingness to gelf-sacrifice; her control over
the king; her humility; her faithful wor-
ship of God, show her to have been oxe of
the best of the world’s Christiane.
There are those who did not enjoy remark-
abie early privilezes. Perhaps, like the
beautiful captive of the text, you were an
orphan. Ged’s grace will triumph if you
seek it. He knows what obstacles you
have fought against, and the more trial the
more help. After all, there are ne orphans
in the world, for the great God is the
father of us all.

Agaln, our gubject is an illustration of
what religion may be under the pressure cof
poverty. In the humble home cf Mordecai,
her adopted father, Hadassah ware a light
that illumed every privation. In some
period in almost every man’s life there
comes a secason of strained circumstances,
when the severest caleulation and most
scraping economy are necessary in order to
subsistence and respectability. To such I
bear a message of good cheer. You say it is
a hard thing for you to be a Christian.
This constant anxiety, this unresting calcu-
lation, wear out the buoyancy of your
spirit, and although you have told perhaps
no one about it, cannot I tell that this is
the very trouble which keeps you from be-
ing what you ought to be? Sometimes you
sit down discouraged and almost wish you
were dead. Christians in satin slippers,
with their feet on damask ottoman, may
ccout at such a elass cf temptations, but
those who themselves have been in the
strugele and grip of hard misfortune can
appreciate the power of these evils to dis-
suade the soul away from religious duties,
We admit the strength of the temptaiion,
but then we point to Hadassah, her poverty
equaled by ber piety. Courage, down there
in the battle! Hurl away your disappoint-
ment ! Men of half your heart have through
Christ been more than conquerors. In the
name of God, come out of that! The
religion of Christ is just what you want out
there among the empty flour barrels and be-
side she cold hearths. You have never told
anyone of what & hard time you have had,
but God knows it as well as you know it.
Your easy times will come after a while.
Do not let your spirits break down mid-life.
What if your coat is thin? Run fast
enough to keep warm. What if you have
no luxuries on your table? High expecta-
tions will make your blood tingle beter
than the best Maderia, It does notrequire
extravagant wardrobe, and palatial resi-
dence, and dashing equipage to make a man
rich. The heart right the estate is right.
A new heart is worth the world’s wealth in
one roll of bank bills; worth all scepters of
carthly power bound in one she:f; werth
all crowns expressed ir one coronet. Many
a man without a farthing in his pocket has
been rich enough to buy the world out aud
have stock left for larger investment. It
is not often that men of good habits come
to positive beggary, but among tbose who
iive in comfortable houses all about you,
ameng henest mechanics, and professional
men who mever sy a word about is, there

are exhibitions of bLeroism and endurance
uch as you may naver bave imegined,

Again, cur subject illustrates what re-
ligion may be when in & strange land, or
far from heme. Hadas:eh was a stranger
in Shushan. Perhaps brought up in the
quiet of rural scencs, she was now sur-
rounded by the dazzle of a city. Heads
such ss hers had been turned by the transit
from country to city, More than that she
was in a strange land.  Yet in that loneli-
ness she kept the Christian integrity, and
was as consistent among the ailurements of
Shushan as among the kindred of her
fathei’s house.

Parhaps 1 address some who are now far
away from the home of their fathers. You
came across the seas. The sepulchres of
your dead are far away. Whatever may be
the comfort and adornment of your present
home, you cannot forget the place of your
birth, though it may have been lowly and
unhonored. Far away the kirk! Far
away the homestead! Far away the
town! Have you formed habits which
would not have seemed right in the places
and times of which we speak? Have you
built an altar in your present abode? Is
the religion of olden time, once vlanted in
your heart, come up in glorious harvest?
Is your present home an eulogy upon that
from which you were transplanted? Then
are yeworthy companions of Hadassah, the
sltranger, as holy in Shushan as in Jerusa-

em.

_Again, our subject illustrates what re-
ligion mey be under the temptation «f
personal ~ attractiveness. The inspired
record saya of the heroine cf my text,
“*She was fair and beautiful.” Her very
name signified, “A myrtle.” Yet the ad-
miration, ncd praise, and flattery of the
world did not blight her humility. The
gimplicity of her manners and behavior
equaled her extraordinary attractiones.
Japonicas, anemones and heliotropes never
swagger at the beauty which God planted
in their very leai, sepal, axil and stamen.
There are many flowers that bow down o
modestly you cannot see the cslor in their
cheek until they lift up their head,
putting vour hand under their round chin.
Tudeed, any kind of perzonal attractions,
whether they be thoss of the body, the
mind, or the heart, may become tempta-
tions to pride. and arbitraryness, and
foolish agsumption.

Again, our subject exhibits what re-
ligion may be under bad domestic
influences. Hadassah wes snatched from
the godly home into which she had been
adepted, and introduced into the abomin-
able associations of which wicked Ahasu-
erus was the center. What a whirl of
blasphemy, and drunkenness and licen-
tiousness ! No altar, no prayer, no Sabbath,
no God! 1f this captive girlcan be a
Christian there, then it is possible to be a
Christian anywhere. Thers are many
of the best paople of the world
who &ore obliged to contend with
the most adverse omestic influences,
children who have grown up into the
iove of God uander the frown «f parents
and under the dissouragement of bad ex-
ample. Some sister of family having
professed the faith of Jesus is the subject
of unbounded satire inflicted by brothers
and sisters. Yen, Hadassah wasg not the
cnly Christian who had a queer husband.
Tt if no easy matter to maintain eorrect
Christian principies when there is a com-
panion disposed to scof at them, and to
ascribe every impeifection of character to
hypocrisy. Do I speak to any laboring
under these blighting disadvantages? My
gubject is full f encouragement, Respon-
gibiiities rest upos you. Be faithiul,
though you stand as much alone as did Lot
in Saodom, or Jeremiuh in Jerusalom, or
Jonah in Nineveh, or Hadassah in the
dourt of Ahasuerus,

Finally, our subject illustrates what re
ligion may be in high worldly position.
The last we see in the Bible of Hadzssah is
that she has become the Queen of Persia.
Prepare now to see the departure of her
humility, and self-sacrifice, and religious
principle. As she goes up you may expect
Grace to go down. Iu is easier to be
humble in the obscure house of her adopted
father than on a throne of dominion. But
you misjudge this noble woman. What
she was before, she is now—the myrtle.
Applauded for her beauty and her crown,
she forgets not the cause of her suffering
people, and with all simplicity of heart,
still remains a worshiper ¢f vhe God of
heaven.

Noble examples followed only by a very
few. 1 address some who, through the
goodness of God, have risen to posisions of
inflnence in the communrity where you live.
In law, in merchandise, in medicine in me-
chanics, and in other useful occupations and
professions you hold an influence for good,
or for evil. Let us see whether, like Hadas-
sah, you can stend elevation. Kave you as
much simplicity of character as once you
evidenced ? Do you feel a8 much depend-
ence upen God; a8 much your own weak-
ness; as much your accountability for
talents intrusted ? Or are you proud and
over-demanding, and ungrateful, and
unsympathetic, and worldly, and sensual,
and devilish? Then you bave been spoiled
by your suecess, and yeu shall not sit on
this throne with the heroine cf my text, In
the day when Hadassah shall come to the
grander coronation, in the presence of
Christ and the bannered hosts of the re-
deemed, you will be poor indeed. Ch,
there are thousands of men who can easily
endure to be knocked (own of mie-
fortune, who are utterly destroyed if
lifted up of succees. Satanm rakes them to
the top of the pinnacle of the temple and
shoves them off. Their head begins to
whirl and they lose their balance and
down they go.

My friends, *God resisteth the proud,
but giveth grace to the hnmble.” Take
from my subject encouragement. Attempt
the service of God, whatever your disad-
vantages, and whatever our lot, let us seek
that grace which outshoneall the splendors
of the places of Shushan.

Concerted Action to be Taken by the
European Powers.

England, Franecs, Germany and Russia
in Acoord—Missionaries Decline
to Descrt Their Posts,

THE POWERS WILL INTERFERE,

Lo~NpoN, Oct. 6.—It can be stated on
authoriiy that the developments of the
past week iu Eastern afiaits will lead to
concerted action om the part of the
European powers. Ou Mouday last N. R.
O'Connor, the British ministor at Pekin,
warued the Foreign Office by cable that the
condition of affairs in China was such that
the Government was not able to guarzatee
protection to the forcign residents ot the
treaty perts and the missionaries in the
interior of the countiy. The minister in
the samne dispatch stated that the Chinese
Imperial Council was disorganized and that
the collapee of ithe Government was not
looked upon as an impossibility. He ad-
viced that instant action be taken for the
protection of the lives and property of
British subjects in China. The substance
of this dispatch was at once communicated
by Lord Rosebery to the Governments cf
Frunce, Ruassia and Germany, with the sag-
gestion that the powers co-cperate in in-
creasing the guard at the treaty ports and
io the meusurses for the protection of the
missicnaries. When the Cabinet met on
Thursday frisndly responaes from all three

f the powers named had been received,
and this so thoroughly

CLEARED UP THE SITUATION

as te enable the Ministers to give the Pre.
mier and the Earl of Kimberley, Seorctary
of State for Foreign Afiairs, a free hand to
take whatever steps in the matter they
consider necessary. No question of inter-
vention between Japan and China has
arisen, however. It is reported that pre-
parations are being made to send 10,000
trocps to occupy the leading treaty ports,
and if the present intenticn is carried out
Parliament on reassembling will be asked
to grant a credit of £4,000,000 to cover the
expenses of the expedition., Since the
holding of the Cabinet council instructions
have been cabled to the British Minister at
Pekin and to the British consuls at all the
treaty ports to send to the miesion stations
in the interior imperative instructions for
the

WITHDRAWAL OF ALL THE MISSIONARIES
to the protected coast distriote, The con-
suls are empowered by their instructions to
call for assistance upon Vice Admiral Free-
mantle, commanding the Britizsh fleet in
Chinese waters, who is authorized to send
gunboats to any possible distance if such
uction be deemed necessary to cover the
withdrawal of the missionaries. The in-
structions also direct that all missionaries,
without regard to nationality, shall be pro-
tected. The few and meagre telegrams
thus far received by the Minister and con.
suls from the nearest mission stations indi-
cate that the missionaries there are deter-
mined not to desert their posts, bus#d con.-
tinue their work in the face of all risks,

THE MISSIONARY INTEREST.

The largest Protestant inland mission in
China is engaged in the Provinces of Se
Chuen and Hu Pei, in which provinces
anti foreign riots have most often occurred.
The managers of this station, instead of
withdrawing the workers under their
guperv sion, are sending tresh drafts cf mis-
sionaries to the various sub-stations in their
district, thiey having received advice that
there is no more cause for fear of ill treat-
ment than usually exists. The society
which operates this station has also four
stations in the Province of Pe Chi Li, in
which province Pekin is sitnated, and
these four stations employ 614 missionaries,
no one of whom, so far as is known, is pre.
paring to retreat. The zame may be said
of the Catholic missionaries, whose numbers
are largely in excess of the Protestants. In
New Chwang and 2lcukden, which are
near the center of the distriot, where the
war is now being carried on, there was
stationed 23 Cavholic and 17 Protestant
missionaries, The jatest mail advices re-
ceived from these points state that the
churches and houses of native converts
have been pillaged and burned, but that the
foreign residents have meanwhilc remained
unharmed.

DISPOSAL OF THE BRITISH FORCES.

The position of aflairs debars the Ad-
miralty from sending explicit orders as to
how to dispose of the vessels covering the
posts,® but Vice-Admiral Freemantle has
been advised to station gunboats at Choo
Foo, Ichang and Hankow, and also at the
furthest inland port, Chung King.

At Shanghai the Indo-European police
force will be increased on representations
made by Britich shippers there.

USELESS CHINESE FORTS.

A leiter from Pckin published in the
Standard says reports have been recived
from all parts of the Chinese Empire and
notably from Foo Chow, that the forts are
uselese as means of defense and thag the
guns in them are not fit for use,

GERMANY READY TO CO-OPERATE WITH
ENGLAND.

BerLIN,Oct, 7.—Underthe approval of the

Death of Gov. Curtin,

BrLLEFONT, Pa., Oct. 7.—Andrew Gregg
Curtin, the war governor of Pennsylvania,
died this morning at 5 o’clock, His death
was painless, the vital spark going outafter
a sleep of twelve hours. Duringa part of
yesterday the ex-governor was delirious.
To quiet his nervous system it was
necessary to administer an opiate, and
under its irfluence he sark into o quiet
sleep about 4 o’clock in the afternoon, irom
which he never uwoke. The cause of the
ex-governor’s death was a general breaking
down cf his nervous system,

Gov. Curtin was born April 29, 1817,
waz admitted to the bar in 1837. In 1854
he was appeinted Secretary of State by the
governci.  In 1860 he was elected first Re-
pubiican governor of Pennsylvania, and
servedin that capacity throughout the war.
Succeeding Grant’s election Gov, Curtin
was appointed Minister to Russia and
spent nearly four years at St. Potersburg,

A GENIAL POET GONE,

Death of Oliver Wendell Holmes at
Biverly, Mass.

BeveERrLY, Mass., Oct. 7.—Oliver Wen-
dell Holmes, the peet, died at his residence
ot Beverley Farm this afternoon,

Oliver Wendell Holmes was born at
Cawmbridge, Mass., Aug. 29, 1809, Te was
graduated at Harvard College in 1829, and
began the study of law, which he subse-
quently abandoned for that of medicine,
Havieg attended the hospitals  of
Paris and other FEuropean cities, he
commerced praetice in Boston in 1836. In
1838 be was elected professor of anatomy
and physiology in Dartmonth College, and
in 1847 was appointed wo a similar profes-
sorship in the Massachusette medicai
school, from which he retired in 1832. As
early as 1836 his contributions in verse ap-
peared in various periodicals. Asa writer
of songs, lyrics and poems for festive oz-
caeions he occupied the first place. e was
for many years a popular lecturer. In 1857
he commenced in the Atlantic Monthlv a
series of articles under the title ““The
Autocrat of the Brealfast Table,” which
were followed in 1860 by *“The Pro-
frasor at the Brezkfast Table”; ia
1872 by “The Poet at the Breskfas:
Tuble,” and in 1885 Ly *“‘The Newpor:
Folio.” In addition he publizshed **Astzan”
in 1850; “Currents and Counter-Currents
in Medical Science,” 1861; *“*Elsie Vennper,
a Romance cf Destiny,” 1861; “*Barderlanda
in Some Provinces of Medical Science,”
1562; ‘‘Somgs im Many Keys,” 1864;
“Soundings From the Atlantic,” 1864;
*‘Humorous Poems,” 1865; *“The Guardaimg
Angel,” 1868; *“Mechanizmn in Theught
and Morals,” 1870; *‘Songs of Many
Seasons,” 1874; *“John L. Motley,
a2 Memoir,” 1878; ““The Iron Gate” and
other poems, 1880; ““Medical Essays,” 1853;
““Pages from ar Old Volume of Lifs,” 1883,
*“Ralpb Waldo Emerson,” 1884; ““A Mortal
Antipathy,” 1885; **One Hundred Daysz in
Europs,” 1887; **Before the Curfew,” 1888,
and numerous poems recited at various re-
unione and dinners.

In 1886 he visited England, where he was
recaived with great coerdiality. Editione
of his collected poems have appeared froin
time to time, the first in 1836, the last in
1889. He bas contributed iurgely to car-
rent medical literatuze, as well as toliterary
journals and reviews. A scries of genial
papers from his pen, entitled “Over ths
Teacups,” appeared in the Atlantic
Monthly during 1896.

Madagascan affairs are mot for the
moment 2n important factor in the situa-
tion. Turning astention to the east, it i
undoubtedly true that England is as much
concerned in the attitude of Russia as in
_ that of the $wo belligerents. Every hour
makes it more clear that a crisis is rapidly
approaching. The thing most greatly feared
at this moment is a sudden massecre ot
foreigners in some Chinese treaty port.

The danger of this atrocity is undoubt-
edly great. The European powers are not
yet able to prevent it with the means al
band, and the problem bow to deal with
guch an emergency is a difficult ome. The
eonviction is now univereal in Europe that
China is practically at the mercy of the
Japanese forces. The news of 8 decisive
blow struck at the heart of the Celestial
Empire is expected any day. Therefore, if
there is to be European intervention in the
war in the east the time for it is close at
hand.

Cornelius Mulligan Arrested in the
Court Room,

—

Charged With Stabbing Temple in the
Breast—Clemason Held for Cutting
Him in the Hip—Charged
With Non-SBupport,

At the Police Court this morning the
magistrate went into the charge of stab-
bing preferred by Wallacce Temple against
Frank Clemason, the Swede.
