Extension of Franchise in the
Anglican Church Courts Will
Come Up Again.

NEEDS 2-3  MAIJORITY

Fate of Measure So Problemat-
ical That Conjecture Would
Be Dangerous.

Will the Anglican Synod of the Diocese
of London foliow the lead of the Toronto
Synod and give to women members of
the church the right to take part in ves-
try deliberations and to vote on parochial
matters?

Last vear a resolution was submitted to
the synod along these lines, and a sub-
stantial majority of the clergy and lay
delegates voted in its favor. However, be-
fore the measure could be made law, an
amendment of the present constitution
would be necessary, and for this a two-
thirds’ majority is necessary, and this
was not obtained at the last meeting.

In all matters of this kind. the clergy
and ialty vote separately, and the vote in
¢ach case must show a two-thirds’ ma-
jority before the constitution can be
changed. Whether suach a majority will be
given at the meeting of the London Synod
next week in favor of extending the
franchise to women is a gquestion to which
it would be dangerous to attempt to give
an answer until the vote has been taken,

PROROGATION HAS
BEEN DELAYED bY
SENATE DEADLOCK

Liberals of Upper House Want
Bill tc Increase Represen-
tation Delayed.

COL. SAM HUGHES’ ACTION
HAS KILLED 6TH BATTERY

Corps Has Practically Ceased to Exist as Result of High-
Handed Action of Department — Prediction Made That
Every Man Will Leave.

The Sixth Field Battery, for many
years the pride of Londoners, and
asknowledged as the premier anrtiliery
corps of the Dominion for several
vears, has practically ceased to exist.

The action of the minister of mili-
tia in asking for the resignation of
Major Wood Leonard, the officer
commanding the battery, means that
the battery will be disorganized unless
some steps are quickly taken to re-
instate Major Leonard and to set him
right in the eyes of the country.

Say Department Was Rash.

Since the explanation of the pre-
sence of bottled lager in the artillery
camp has come to light, officers
everywhere have expressed the opin-
ion that the department acted rashly,
and that it lowered the standard of
honor among the officers when it
searched the tents of the officers after
they had given their words of honor
that the tents contained no¢ liquor.
No liquor was found in the officers’
tents. And none of the officers gave
their words that there was no iiquor
in the camp, but stated that to the
best of their knowledge there was
none, The lager which was given to
the men to be consumed on the train
apparently was unknown to any of
the officers, as Major IL.eonard just
before entraining had stated that not
one of the men could secure any 1l
quor from the time he left until
returned.

Would Hardly Submit.

The battery is likely to be broken
up in any event. Even though the
militia department should exonerate
Major IL.eonard, it is not considered
likely that he or his officers will sub-
mit to the indignities that have been
heaped upon them.

It was stzn'ed to The Advertiser today
by a former member of the Sixth Field
Battery that Major I.eonard was explicit
In his instructions to the men not te
bring liquor into the camp.

Victim of Circumstances.

“Major L.eonard was a victim of cir-
cumstances,” said the gunner. ““The de-,
acted without
proper investigation. I am sure every

partment harshly and
member of the battery will now leave,
and it will be disorganized.”

A telegram was received today from
Major Leonard stating that he would re=
turn to the city on Sunday.

No Official Statement.

“We would rather make no statement
regarding the unfortunate incident until
we receive official word ‘from headquar-
ters at Ottawa,” said Major l.. W. Shan-
non, assistant adjutant-general at militia
headquarters here, regarding the relieving
of Major Wood Leonard of the command
of the Sixth Field Battery.

‘The only information we have to go
by is the reports contained in the news-
papers,” he continued. “Until we are ir,
possession of the authentic facts of the
case, we have nothing to say. The whole
thing is very unfortunate. We are
awaiting further developments.”

AT BIG GALT HORSE SHOW

Horse Fell With Him During the Steeplechase.

GALT, June 11.—The first day of
the Galt Horse Show was marked by
propitious weather and a fair attend-
ance. The crowd would have been
jarger but for the c¢ounter attraction
of a circus in Berlin.

of the average factory patron is falrly

THBURY THE SCENE

lars’ Damage When Two
Business Blocks Burned.

Herocic Deed of Barber in Res-
cuing His Wife While He
Was Still Sick.

TILBURY, June 11.—Tilbury was

Four of the volun-
teer firemen were overcome, and
when cartridges began to blow up in
two hardware stores which Wwere
burning, there was intense excite-
ment on the street. Despite the danger
from this, the men continued their
battle with the flames.

An act of heroism was performed
by J. Long, a barber in the employ
of T. Maris. During the progress of
the fire he rushed upstairs anq car-
ried out Mrs. Long, who is in a deli-
cate condition. Mr. Long himself had
just undergone two operations for
appendicities, and in his flight down-
stairs with his precious burden, he
opened up the wounds, and is now
under the care of Dr. McColl

Ald From Essex.

When it seemed that the volunteer
brigade would be unable to check the
rapid advance of the fire, emergency calls
for aid were sent to Essex and Chatham
by telephone. Mayor Dr. Bowle, of Essex,
commissioned a special M.C.R. train
and dispatched a contingent of fire-
fighters, who rendered valuable aid.
The reinforaements came just in
time, and it is largely due to theilr
efforts that the whole business sec-
tion and several houses were not
burned.

What is characterized by militia
officers, independent of politics, as the
unwarranted action of Col. the Hon. Sam
Hughes, in demanding the resignation of
Major Wood Leonard, of the Sixth Field
Battery of this city, may cause the whole-
pale disruption of the militia forces in
this district.

Everywhere the action of the Minister
of Militia is condemned as outrageous,
and the humiliation of a brother officer,
who I8 known to be absolutely innocent
of intention to do wrong, has stirred
those holding commissions to a point
where drastic action seems absolutely
certain.

Information that comes to The Adver-
tiser points conclusively to high-handed
metion, in which the personal character
of officers was held at naught by Col
Hughes, and that they were forced to
gubmit to humiliations which were bru-
tally climaxed by the relieving of Major
Leonard of his command.

That no officer of the Sixth Field Bat-
tery was aware that liquor in any form
was in the camp, supported by evi-
dence which could have been secured by
the militia departiment, had proper in-
vestigation been made, it is saild.

The information handed out at Ottawa
to the newspaper correspondents is alleg-
ed to have been grossly misleading.

Officers Submlitted to Search.

The statement was given out at Ottawa
that several cases of ale had been found
in the tents, and the insinuation was
made that the officers either had this
liquor in thelr tents or were aware of
Its presence. The fact is that every officer
in the battery submitted to a searching
sf his tent when his word was refused,
and no Uquor of any kind was found
The {mpression glven was that the
officers were aware of the presence of
liquor in the camp, and that they had
broken faith. The officers were humiliated
at having the tents searched after they
had given their word of honor, and in-
tended -to carry the matter further.

“Regarding information received that
the department had found some cases of
our lager in with the localo temperance
beer, we would peint out that, as has
alwayvs been the case, we sent over a
few cases to your train as a compliment-
ary donation for special use on the jour-
nev to Petawawa. i

‘“We instructed our teamster
your men that there were a few cases
of lager donated, but in the confusion
of loading he forgot to mention this fact,
and this is the only way we can explain
how any lager could have been found in
vour lines. As explained before, the tem-
perance beer which was ordered contains
less than one per cent alcohol, and is
absolutely non-intoxicating and harmless,
being guaranteed in accordance with the
Ontario liquor act, and saleable by anyone
in Ontario.

‘“We feel responsible in a way for any
trouble you may have had in respect to
the lager, as we should have seen to it
that vou were personally notified that a
few cases of lager were included in the
shipment, and we cannot see how you
can in any way be held responsible for
something about which you know nothing

‘“Ale”” Was Beer.

It is known that the ‘‘ale’”’ referred to
in the dispatches was the lager given
by the Carling Company, as the fact was
made plain that it was in the cases of
this company that the liquor was found.
The company is certain that this is
the only liquor from its brewery which
went on the train to Petawawa. In the
statement given out by the militia de-
partment at Ottawa it was sald that
the ‘‘ale’’ contained 7 per cent alcohol.
As a matter of fact, ale contains 4 per
cent alcohol, and the lager which Wwas
in the camp contains 3% per cent.

The trouble was apparently caused
through a complaint sent from Liondon
that liquor had been loaded on the train
which took the London battery to the
camping grounds. This complaint was
received by the authorities, and when
the officers were approached in the mat-
ter they were astounded to learn that
such a charge had been made. They were
aware that a quantity of temperance heer
had heen brought along, but they were
reascnably certain that there was no
liquor in the camp of any sort.

GEN. MANAGER EXPLAING
DEGREASE IN SURPLUS

Cheaper Hydro Rates Have Cut
Down Profits by Nearly 50
Per Cent This Year.

In explanation of the statement issued
by the hydro power commission in To-
ronto a few days ago, showing that the
surplus in London had fallen off about
i per cent. General Manager Glaubitz
said yesterday Ux.n the local office was
in first-class shape. The cheaper rates.
he said, decrec d the surplus. but the
net revenue exceeded the estimate, which
was put down at $20,000.

A Year ago the gurplus was about $49,.
000, and Mr. Glaubitz's explanation in-
dicates that the cheaper rates will pull
this down to $20,000.

“We are selling 9,400-horsepower in
the city at present.” he declared. ‘“‘“We
established our office here at a cost of
$3.000, and made other extraordinary ex-
penditures, all of which will have a ten-
dency to pull down our total surplus. But
under this condition we are showing
some gains.”
