Gov't. Inspector Is Disappointed
Because Improvements Have

Dr. R. W. Bruce Smith, inspector of
prisons, made his official visit to the
jail Wednesday and expressed consid-
erable surprise that none of the im-
provements recommended after his
last visit had been undertaken.

e stated that as far as the county
jajl in London was concerned he felt
that drastic measures will have to be
taken unless the improvements were
proceeded with within a reasonable
time.

The provincial auditor has found

considerable dissatisfaction with the
heating of thé jail, and has ordered
that the share borne by the province,
amounting to about 25 per cent, be
withheld until a more economical sys-
tem is installed

The Hitch.

The inspector went away with the
impression that the hitch arose be-
cause of the disinclination of the city
to join with the county in effecting
the proposed changes, but stated that
while the power to compel the county
to proceed with the changes was ample
he did not recognize any impediment
placed in the way by the city as justi-
fication,

If the improvements were demanded
under present conditions he could only
look to the county council to have
them completed, leaving them what-
ever recourse was available against
the city.

He instanced the case of the county
of Peel, where the recommendations
of the inspector had been openly dis-
regarded, with the result that the pub-
!ic works department took the matter
in hand, completed the improvements
and collected the amount of the ex-
penditure from the county.

London, April 28.—In a single sit-
ting, without opposition, the House of
Lords tonight passed the budget bill,
their first rejection of which led to
the recent general election. The bill
now only awaits the King’'s signature
to become law. The royal approval
will be given as a matter of course.

There was a large attendance in the
House. The proceedings were unevent-
ful, but some eloquent speeches were
made.

Lord Lansdowne, as leader of the
Opposition, who wag formally respon-
sible for the rejection of the bill last
vear, recalled the fact that the Lords
had referred the budget to the coun-
try, and added: ‘“We have, as honor-
able men bound by pledges, no other
course than to acquiesce in the pas-
sage of the bill on all its stages to-
night.”

Lord Lansdowne congratulated the
Government upon the success of its
diplomacy, which seemed, he declared,
to be due to the sort of tactics adopted
in Morocco and Somaliland, where al-
lies of doubtful allegiance were
brought into line by the offer of cer-
tain inducements. The Government
had capitulated to a faction to whom
it had intimated its readiness to over-
throw the constitution by constitutional
means, without having the smallest
idea of what to put in its place.

The I.ord High Chancellor,
Loreburn, winding up, said:

“We will not live as a (Government
in chains under the bondage of a Con-
servative majority in this House.”

THINKS ROOSEVELT
IS AN INSURGENT

Bryon Analyzes Qutlook Editori-
als and Makes Pre-
diction.

Lincoln, Neb., April 29. — Mr. Bryan

thinks Col. Roosevelt will return an
insurgent. In the Commoner tomorrow
he will say:

“It is always unsafe to guess what
ex-President Roosevelt will do at
any future time or under any set of
circumstaneces, the law for each day
being announced that day and some-
times late in the afternoon. But
there are certain signs which, in the
case of most men, would indicate
that Mr. Roosevelt will return more of
an insurgent than a stand-patcer,

“First, the Outlook, after its repre-
sentative had met Mr. Roosevelt at
Khartoum, contained two significan:
editorials, one praising young Gar-
field, an insurgent, and the other
weighing the Taft administration
and severely criticising certain
phases of it.

“Second, he received Pinchot cor-
dially and accepted his invitation to
speak at the conservation convention.

“Third, the stenographer to whom
he dictated 55 letters gained the im-
pression that he would make things
interesting on his return.

“Fourth. Senator Root goes
Europe to meet him after a
conference with President Taft.

“Fifth, so far as is known. he is
not in correspondence with the
President, whom he nominated and
elected.”

SOUTHERN TRAGEDY.

Welch, W. Va,, April 28—John Mor-
ris, 2 miner, maddened by drink, shot
and killed two men, wounded several
others and a woman, according to
news just received here, and met his
death while trying to escape into Vir-
ginia on a freight train, by losing his
balance and falling under the wheels.

Morris, it is reported, had Dbeen
drinking heavily for three -days.

YOUTH GOES MAD _
SHOOTS AND SUICIDES

Holds Posse of Police at Bay for

Five Hours and Finally
Kil_ls_ Himself.

New York, April 28.—Tn prevent
capture after a vicious attack on Miss
Anna Kipp, daughter of a bank cash-
ier, Clarence Wood, 19 years of age, of
Rutherford, N, J, a small town near

Paterson, N, J., barricaded himself in
the Rutherford Boat Club today, and
for five hours fought off a posse of po-
lice and deputy sheriffs. With his
stronghold surrounded and riddled
with bullets, and surrender the only
alternative, Wood ended the struggle
by firing a bullet into his temple. He
died almost immediately.

During the fusillade, Chas. Smith,
chief of police of Carlstadt, N. J., was
shot three times, and was reported
dying tonight. The girl was painfully,
though not seriously, hurt.

Wood, a member of a gcod family,
had always borne an excellent reputa-
tion, and his outbreak s explained
only by the theory that he became
suddenly deranged. During the fight
1,500 persons were attracted to the
scene, and several barely escaped in-
jury by bullets from Wood’s rifle.

Wood and Miss Kipp had an en-
gagement to join a boating party to-
day. They were the first to arrive at
the boat club, and while waiting for
the others, Wood suddenly attacked
the girl with a club. She managed
t7 escape, although painfully beaten
about the head and shoulders.

When Chief Smith and several offi-
cers arrived at the boat club the youth
had armed himself with a repeating
rifle he kept in his locker, and barri-
caded the rplace. Smith fell at the
first exchange of shots, with bullets in
his arm, shoulder and hip. Quickly a
posse was organized, and laid siege to
the clubhouse, but Wood held the
crowd at bay.

A force of deputieg finally managed.
with a boat, to gain a point of van-
tage, in the rear of the club, which
made Wood's position untenable, But
