It 1s reported that both Italy and
Switzerland are fortifying the en
trances of the great Simplon tunnel,
while In the tunnel itself engineers are
e¢ngaged In constructing mines and
strengthening those already in place
in order to blow up the tunnel at a
moment’: notice in the event of war.

Japan |s taking another step in line
with the policy that seeks to conform
with the customs of the Western na-
tions. A bill has been prgsented in the
Diet, by Foreign Minister Komura,
which he says it s the desire of the
government to see passed, by which
foreigners shall be permitted to own
land without restriction—except that it
extends the privilega to citizens or
subjects of such countries only as per-
mit the same privileges to Japanese.
The change in the law, so Minister Ko-
mura states, Is made necessary by
treaties about to be made.

The loss of population in France is
not due to emigration. On the con-
trary migration Increases the popula-
tion of the country. There is in France
at present one forelgner to every thir-
ty-elght native French. The average
mortality rates are lower than those of
Germany, Austria or Italy; yet the
three last named countries grow in
population while, France decreases ow-
ing to her low birth-rate, To give a
few examples, the births during the
last six months in the Cote d'C' De-
partment were 2,843, and the (. s
3,069. In the Yonne Department ¢
figures were respectively 2,382 and 8,i...
These numbers tell their own tale of
depopulation.

(Marvelous progress in the Chris-
tlan conquest of Africa is being made
but great as the progress is, It Is only
a tithe of the 'ork that must be
done before the“ continent is finally
evangelized. The Chrisflan Express
brings together some facts In regard
to Africa which are quite impressive.
According to this article, 104 Protest-
ant missionary organizations are at
work In the continent and are using
the Word of God, which has been
translated in whole or In part into
117 languages or dlalects. In the line
of wducation there are 8 colleges, b9
theological training schools, 83 board-
ing na high schools, 63 industrial in-
stity 8, 2 medical schools for
training nurses, several kindergarten
and some thousande of primary and
village schools. In the line of med-
ical missions there are 43 hosplitals
and 107 dispensaries, where on an
average 150,000 patients are treated
each year. There are 3 leper hospit-
als, 28 homes for rescued slaves and
13 olbmu'ud u: there are 33 mission
p e hat "

“In choosing his men,” sald the
Sabbath school superintendent, “Gid-
eon did not select those who lald
aside their arms and threw themsei-
ves down to drink; he took those who
watched with one eye and drank
with the other.”

“The first necessity of a Christian
church,” says H. Arnold Thomas, ‘“Is
not that it should have a bullding to
worship In, or a minister to preach
to it, or an organ to lead its sing-
ing. These things may all be dis-
pensed with, The one thing needful
is that it should have such a vislonf
of the glory of God as will make
peace and joy impossible unless it is
doing its best to declare to others the
things which it ha: seen and heard.”

The congregation of B8t. George's
United Free Church, Edinburgh, have
approved of a recommendation of the
Kirk Session and Deacons’ Court that
an additional colleague should be ap-
pointed to Dr. Whyte and Dr. Kelman
Dr. Whyte's health has not been so
good of late, and he has reduced his
activities In obedience to medical ad-
vice. He preaches three times a
month, and is allowed to finish his
Bible-class course for this vear since
the lectures were already prepared.
Some time ago a report from the session
was submitted to the Deacon’s Court,
who approved of the following financial
arrangements:—Dr. Whyte to receive
£390; Dr. Kelman £800, with manse and
taxes pald; and the junior colleague
£650.

France is to adopt an old-age pen-
sion system, a bill having already pass-
ed both chambers. It will affect about
17,000,000 persons. It follows the Ger-
man rather than the English plan. The
employers and employes both contri-
bute in yearly payments, and tne state
gives one.half the total. Pensions be-
gin at the age of 65. The highest
possible pension is $82.60 a year; but
this, with the economical methods of
living in France, the lower wages, and
cost of service, will enable one to live.
The three great nations of Europe
have thus adopted the plan of old.age
pensions.  Although the cost is large,
the working of the system ls compara-
tively easy, because each is a small,
compact territory, with very little
foreign immigration. Each has the task
only of providing for its own people.

Says the “Interfor” — “When the
Japanese commerclal commissioners
were In New York last autumn one
of the dinners tendered them was
glven In the name of the Christian
business men of the eity. The prin-
cipal response on hehalf on the
guests was made by the chalrman of
the o Iss! Baron 8hi wa,
who speaks no English and therefore
required the service of an interpret-
er. Whether by Intent or misunder-
standing, this Interpreter quite falled
to transfer to the Americans present
the sense of what was probably the
baron's most significant and emphat-
fe utterance. But a misslonary at
the table caught the sentence, took It
down, translated it and verified his
translation by submitting the same
to a member of the Japanese party
familiar with English. The baron's
declaration, as thus rendered and ver-
ifled, was as follows: ‘Japan In the
future must base her morality on re-
liglon. It must be a religlon that
does not rest on an empty or super-
stitious falth llke that of some of
the Buddhist sects in our land, but
must be llke the one that prevalls in
your own country, which manifests
its power owver men by filling them
with good works.” Coming from the
lips of Japan's pre-eminent business
leader, not himeelf a Christlan, the
meaning of this utterance can hardly

be overrated.”

" Officlal filgures now available show
that the amount of whiskey consumed
within the United Kingdom last year
amounted to 25,459,566 proof galions,
a decrease of 5,953,831 gallons on the
previous year, and of 7,214,825 gallons
as compared with 1907. There seems
to be some difference of opinion as to
whether the decreased consumption is
the result of improved habits and better
purposes on the part of the people,
or of the higher duty on spirits im-
posed by the Government. Whatever
may be the cause, the result {s a mat-
tr for congratulation. There has been
a falling off In Hquor consumption;
there has been a falling off in drunk-
enness: and notwithstanding the in-
creased duty, there has been a falling
Off in the liquor revenue.

The Dalai Lama, whose triumphal
journey to Pekin was duly chronfeled
some time ago, and who prover such
A very unwelcome guest to the Pekin
government, seems to have entered on
the last chapter of his career. After
his return to Lhasa he roused the sus-
plelon of the Chinese government, with
the result that a force of 2,000 men was
sent against him. A decree deposing
him and depriving him of all rank and
orders, and accusing him of disobedi-
ence, Intrigue and refusal to pay tri-
bute, was made public in his “holy"*
city. The Dalal Lama himself fled at
the approach of the troops, and nar-
rowly escaped capture. His objective
point is India, and Lord Morley, Sec-
retary of State for India. has announc-
ed that he will be invited to occupy the
Warren Hastings house in Caleutta,
and that he will be “treated with the
courtesy and respect due to a ruler of
high spiritual authority.” The depos-
itlon and flight are of deep religious
significance. China not only reasserts
its sovereignty of Thibet, but has shat-
tered the spiritual authority and Influ-
ence of the spiritual ruler of 200,
000 human beings. To the Budd

of Northeastern Asia the Dalai Lgfma

Is the representative of Buddh
earth, and the Incarnation of the
divine, Infallible, Inspired ruler of the
spiritual forces known to man. Lhasa
has heen the Mecca of the Buddhists
for thousands of miles, and the Lama
the holp being whose blessing they
sought. The Buddhism of Slam anl
Ceylon is of a different cult, but Si-
beria, China, Japan and the islands
of southeastern Asia look Lhasaward,
and the effect of this desecration of
the Lama cannot but hasten the al-
ready-begun disintegration of the falth
even though it changes no rite of the
worship, and though a successor b
shortly chosen. For this reason the
event is of significance and importance
to us of the Christlan world. ¢

FROM “CLANG” TO “CHIME.”

A pleasant recreation for spare mo-
ments is to change words from one to
another by altering one letter at a
time. If you have never tried it you
will be surprised to see how inter-
esting and, often, how difficult this is.
Making “clang” into “chime” is not
easy by any means; but more wonder-
ful still is the change effected by
transforming the ‘“clang” of steel into
the sweet “chime” of bells.

For almost as many years as bells
have been made they consisted of an
alloy of tin and copper, and this com-
bination has become known as ‘“bell

"  The advancing cost of these
metals to a point where they are now
spoken of as ‘“semi-precious,” meant
increased prices until bells, except for
rich churches, were almost out of the
question,

Right when such a condition seemed
certaln, American ingenuity made a
discovery—that steol, made into an al-
loy with certain metals, formed a per-
fect “bell metal.” How this com-
bination of metals is made is a trade
secret; but the joyous fact is ‘sufficlent
that church bells of unexcelled tone
may now be had at reasonable cost.

Perhaps the day will come when we
will be using steel in the same pro-
portions for church bells as we are
now making it into cannons.

THE LORD OF LIFE.

er four specimens of our Lord's
ministry of miracle, bringing to a close,
for the present, the examples accumu-
lated by this Evangelist's method of
grouping the afts of the Messiah, In
order to bring the four under a single
point of view, we should require tu
think of them as illustrations of such
a text as, “I am the life,”” or “I am
come that they might have life, and
that they might have it more abund-
antly.” From the Inexhaustible foun-
taln of his virtue we see streaming to
one life, to another sight, to a third
hearing, and so on.

Christ and the Home.—The man who
required the -~ssistance of the Lord In
this case wi s “a ruler”—that is to say,
a ruler of the synagogue. Not many
of this class vere to be found amongst
those who a knowledged indebtedness
to the Saviows 3ut this man was driv-
en to Christ |y an imperative neces-
sity, the illness of his little daughter,
who was the apple of his eye and the
light of his home. By his affection he
was released from the prejudices of
his class, and by the sharp agony of
bereavement obliged to go where his
steps were not otherwise likely to be
bent. Thus does domestlc life often
furnish errands to the Saviour; the
danger of one beloved forces the re-
luctant to their knees; and surely do-
mestic sorrow that leads to God is bet-
ter than the greatest Immunity from
misfortune without him, The delicatg
appreclation for the domestic sancti-
ties felt by Jesus was manifested by his
driving all forth except those most en-
titled to be there, before he advanced
into the sanctuary of maiden purity;
and one cannot but belleve that he dis-
liked the conventional grief of the hir-
ed mourners, whose wailing was so
ready to turn into loud laughter, un-
seemly in the abode of death. This Is
the only case of ralsing the dead de-
tailed by this Evangelist; and there
have been those who have denled that
this was a case of raising the dead at
all, aceepting the words, "The maid is
not dead, but sleepeth,” literally. But
this takes all the poetry out of these
words and out of the scene. The inten-
tion of the Evangelist can hardly be
mistaken. Besides, the other scenes of
the same kind in the record have to be
borne in mind. The mood of minimiz-
ing everything done by him and,
wherever possible, taking it in a non-

miraculous sense s certainly not
according to the spirit of any of he
Evangelists,

A Miracle within a Miracle.—~Mighty,
however, as was the miracle perform-
ed on the ruler's daughter, it is excel-
led In interest by another, which took
place on the way to the ruler's housa
The delay may have tried the patience
of the ruler, but the remarkable issue
must have strengthened his faith.
These two miracles stand related to
each other as pleture and frame; and
the one which is thus the pleture is
certainly one of the gems of the evan-
gelical record. It Is an example of how
Jesus trimmed the lamp of faith, At
first the faith of the woman was not
only small but so mixed with supersti-
tion that Jesus might have been ex-
pected to rebuke instead of praising it.
The hem of his garment was a mark
worn by every Jew In token of his
connection with the holy people; and
the woman may have thought that
there was something sacred in this part
of his clothing. She intended to steal
the blessing, supposing that she might
be cured by contact with his riament,
without his being aware of it. But
virtue does not so easily go out of the
Saviour. He was consclous that that
faint and trembling touch was differ-
ent from the rude contact of the many
who were thronging him; and the
scene is an everlasting reminder of the
difference between thronging and
touching. When the multitude throng

Unauthorized Confession.—~The vari-
ety in the operations of Jesus is shown
by the contrast between his thus sum-
moning forth a reluctant confessor in
one case and his repression of too ex-
uberant confession in the next miracle.
Indeed, the whole behavior of Jesus in
the latter case suggests that he divined
something falsetto in the two biind
men. They were too loud in appealing
to him; and so he did not respond till
they had followed him into the house.
Then he questioned them sharply
whether they really belleved in him;
and, when they were cured, he charged
them roughly, as the word Implies, not
to make )'m known. Still they at
once went _at and did it. Much, as the
Saviour prizes confession, he severely
suppresses it In certaln cases, because
it is dangerous to certain natures.
These men seen to have been thinking
more of their own importance than
of his honor and glory; and this is the
test: confession must be distasteful to
him when those who make it are mag-
nifying themselves instead of him,

The Praising Multitude..—~The econ-
cluding number of this series of mir-
acles evoked a remarkable outburst
of praise to God on the part of thosz
who witnessed it, though there is noth-
ing very remarkable in the written ac-
count. Both it and the preceding mir-
acle are narrated by the First Evangel-
ist alone; and their preservation may
be due to the fact that they happened
s0 soon after h's call and came under
his personal observation. There is in
us all sometimes a dumb devil of sul-
lenness, which requires to be exorcised;
and there is also a silence from wit-
ness-<bearing which requires to be coun-
teracted by a deeper sense of redeem-
ing love.

SPARKS FROM OTHER ANVILS.

Qanadian Baptist: The teaching of
Jesus was always directed to the se-
curing of conduct—"do ye even so to
them.” This is not a gospel of works,
it is a gospel of grace, for the gospal of
grace is that which ever manifests it-
self in gracious conduct. But there
are a great many of our difficulties that
entirely vanish when we do what Jes-
us tells us. Ha who will follow the
guidance of this lamp will ever find
that somehow his steps will discover
the right path, as he keeps moving for-
ward. The only difficulty lies in con-
verting this into a working principle
in our actual life.

Cumberland Presbyterian: The Ro-
man Catholics complain that the Meth-
odists in Rome *“take every advantage
of the poverty of the poor of Rome"
but the facts seem to be that these
Protestant workers bring real light and
help to an ignorant and poverty stric-
ken people who are denied both light
and help from the Roman Catholic
church. hese poor people find some-
thing in otestant Christianity that
they do not find in the Roman church.
The incident is an interesting sidelight
on the whole question of missions in
papal lands.

CHRIST THE TEACHER.*
By Robert E. Speer.

One of the words by which Christ
Wwas constantly described or addressed
was the word “Teaher.”” Often In
our old versions of the Bible the_ word
ls translated “Master,” but literally it
Is “Teacher.” This was the aspect of
Jesus' mission which moat impressed
people at the baginning of his ministry.
He seemed to them to be a wonderful
mnew teecher, so fresh, so.true, so au-
thoritative, so sindere, so practical.
All the world through which he walked
served to suggest lessons, and even
the simplest and slowest-witted am-
ong the pleople could understand hMm.
8o they crowded to him and followed
him about, listening eagerly to his
wonderful parables and the lessons
which went atraight to thelr hearts
and fitted their everyday lives.

For this eternal freshness of the
teaching of Jesus Is one of its wonder-
ful characteristics.  Thousands of
teachers have come and gone #ince
was here and only those of them a
remembered who have Interpreted
more clearly his teaching or have dis-
coviered some truth which supported
him. We are each of us finding prin-
ciples In them that we had not been
before fitting to new conditions of our
own day. Other teaching grows old.
It was tied up to one agle and passed
with its age. But Christ's teaching Is
immortal.

The greatest of all his lessons was
his teaching about God. The world
nevier knew what he told it about God.
It has never fully belleved it, but it Is
coming to believe it more and more.
He lived himself in the peace and
strength of an absolute trust in the
fatherly love of God. All the evil of
the world which he knew bettler than
any one else who has ever come In the
world and which was the constant an-
gulsh of his soul, could not shake his
~onfidence in God's fathlerly govern-
ment of the world,. We can learn no
greater lesson from his teaching than
this trust in God the Father.

But Jesus did not teach this lesson
by the words which he spoke alone.
You must put new truth into life o
make it apprehensible. Jesus did this.
At first men thought of him only as a
teacher, but soon they saw his miracles
which did Indeed illustrate his doc-
trfine, but which also showed that he
‘was not llke other teachers. And as
time went on his disciples realized
that the great leason was not what he
sald but what he was and was dolng.
They saw that he was Indeed teaching
them the principles of the true life,
but they saw also that he was doing
something for man. He was himself
by his life and death making it pos-
sible for them to live this life by
means of a divine life which he would
be in them, as they could never live it
by simply trying in thelr own wills to
imitate his counsels. The Teacher was
also the Son of man and Son of God.
1f he had not been, his teaching might
not have been forgotten, but if rfemem-
bered it would have had no more
transforming forze in its measure than
the teachings of Confuclus or Bood-
dha.

REMEMBER GHINA’NOW.

The tollowing from Dr. R. P. Mac-
Kay, F. M. secrletary, should receive
prompt and earnest attention:

We all remember the anxlous days
of 'the Boxer rising In China and the
terrible roll of martyrs. The clouds
wlere for a long time gathering, and
whilst gathering some feared and
others were confident. But at length
the cloud burst with ternible violence.
Conditlons to-day are not anything
like so threatening as they were then;
but there are ugly rumors. Placards
are posted secretly calling the people
o arms to repel forelgn invasion—nd
doubdt the Russian and Japanese spirit
of aggression being ascribe 1 to all for-
aigners. The fallure of crops last year,
and consequent distress, 1s, they think,
due to the anger of the gods, because
Christlanity Is tolerated. Even the lex-
pected comest is an evil omen charged
to the forelgner. There is much un-
vest, as must be expected, in such &
country as China. .

Mission work goes on apace, and Its
success is its danger.

There are thousands In Canada who
remember China at the Throne of
Grace. It Is *to such that this note ls
Whilst praying for other
things, pray that there may be peace,
that the lives of Chinese Christlans
and missionaries may be protected,
shat even disqulet may be overruled
in the interests of the kingdom of
Christ.

THE BIBLE IN THE SABBATH
SCHOOL.

It is a mistake to complain that
«the Bible is not used in the Sabbath
school,” it 1s as if one complained that
figs do not grow of thistles. Teachers
and scholars who have no use for the
Bible there will not bring it, of course,
and to force it into their hands is to
do nothing towards its use. The evil
is in the thistle. Let us have such
teachers, and such scholars, and such
a use of the lesson leaf, as that we
shall not be able to get along without
the Bible. Let us quit pleading for the
shell of the virtue when we may have
the virtue itself by a little eftort in
that direction:

(1) Supply no Bibles in the Sabbatn
school; let them be owned and brought;
present them If they cannot be af-
forded by the scholars. Ownership of
a Bible is almost a prerequisite to its
use. (2) Expect and promote the use
of the references, both to verses
to incidents, as of chief importance in
the study of the lesson out of school
and in_it. The best questions on the
lesson arise out of a study of the text
jtself, and the best illustrations of
our lessons are found in the Bible.
Besides, a single lesson should pro-
mote a study of the Bible as a whole,
to which each lesson ought to be
made a sort of a key. (3) Let a lesson
of Scripture elsewhere in the Bible be
always read for opening, either relat-
ing to the lesson or of a devotional
character, thus bringing all Bibles into
use regularly.

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AN OTTAWA MINISTER ON
UNION,

On Monday evening Rev. J. H. Turn-
bull gave a thoughtful address on
Church Union before the Young Peo-
ple's Association of Bank Street
Church. After explaining the move-
ment for union from its inception at
a General Assembly meeting in 1899,
through its various stages, the speaker
outlined the documents which settled
the doctrine, polity, administration,
ministry and laws under which the
urited church would be governed, go-
ing on to say that he was in favor of
the union thus proposed, and giving
reasons for his position. With the
large element of forelgners of differ-
ent civilization to Canadians in Cana-
da, It was necessary that there be a
strong united church to overbalance
their effect. e pointed out that In
Montreal 40 per cent. of the public
school attendance was Hebrew and in
a few years at the present rate of
growth, this race would hold\power in
the public schools in that city. He
spoke of the large foreign element in
other cities and emphasized that the
troubles arising from this needed the
united action of a powerful and united
church. He pointed out great loss sus-
tained in the past in the West by de-
nominations overlepping !n home mis-
slon work. He sald that sooner or lat.
er it would be for each congregation
in the Presbyterian church to vote on
the question of church union, “be-
cause the Presbyterian church is a
democratic church and everything of
this nature must be submitted to the
congregations before definite action can
he taken. It would be a few years
hence perhaps, but the members of the
congregation should study the question
carefully in order to be able to vote
wisely when the time comes. If there
were union to-morrow, the members
would hardly notice it as the change
would In the order of things, he made
gradually, and It would take a genera-
tion to entirely blend the different de-
nominations into the one proposed. He
spoke of the unions among the Metho-
dist denominations in the past and the
unions in the Presbyterian church with
the Old Kirk. For years it was Im-
possible to discern where the old di-
vision lines had been. Yet they had
great obstacles, as great as now sep-
arate the Presbyterian, Congregational
and Methodist denominations to over-
come. He therefore was confident
that slowly but surely union would be
arrived at between these denomina-
tions.

THE PRIEST IN POLITICS.

On Sunday, January 23rd, the people
rushed the doors of the Roman Catho-
lic chapel at Claremorris, overthrew
the tables of the money-chnnge_rl, and'
scattered the coppers in all directions.

DEATH OF PRESIDENT DICK&ON.

Of 8t. Margaret’s College.
(From the Globe of 22nd 1: .}

Yesterday morning Mr. Gev.ge
Dickson, president of St. Margaret's
College, passed away after a short
fllness, at the age of olxty-four._'l’here
was no more widely known educa-
tionist in this province, for he had
labored at his chosen vocation in
places far apart and in positions
widely varied. Born in Markham
township In 1846, he recelved his
early training in the ofdinary public
sehool of his native plu:e\ and in the
&T hools of d Hill
and Whitby. Bent on taking up

hi as a professi he qualified
for its higher opportunities by secur-
ing a university education and status,
taking his degrees of B. A. and M.A.
in Victoria University, Cobourg, in
1872 and 1878, respectively.

Mr. Dickson's first work as @
teacher was done in 1868 in the capa-
city of basistant master of the Chat-
ham High school. Two years later
he joined the staff of Woodstock Col-
lege, and after another two years he
was transferred to Hamilton Collegi-
ate Institute, of which he became
principal in 1873, in succession to
the late Principal Buchan, when he
was appointed Inspector of High
schools.  After thirteen years of ex.
ceptionally effective administration he
again suceeded Mr. Buchan, this
time as principal of Upper Canada
College, which position he retained
till 1897. During his regime the con-
stitution and organization of the col-
lege were greatly changed, and it was
transferred to College Helghts from
King street west. While he occupled
that position Principal Dickson gave
much time and attention to chemical
investigations, toward which he had a
decided bias, and at which he became
a facile adept.

In 1897 Mr. and Mrs. Dickson es-
tablished St. Margaret's College as a
secondary school for residential fe-
male pupils and also as & school for
day puplls from Toronto. It was suc-

cessful from its inauguration, and &
few years ago it was transferred to
its present commodious edifice on
Bloor street east. Mr. Dickson retain-
ed till his death the position of Presi-
dent of the college, while Mrs. Dickson
held, and still hold he office of Direc-
tor and Secretar: Much of the strict-
ly educational reputation of the in-
stitution was due to Mr. Dickson's per-
sonal work in the class-room in science
and English, and in this way he not
only bullt up a flourishing school, but
did mueh to raise the character of the
work done in private gecondary schools
generally.

In other flelds than that of formally
educational activity Mr . Dickson's
versatility displayed itself, He con-
ducted a private correspondence school,
took a deep Interest and an active part
in the foundation and management of
St. Andrew’s College, and was for
many years connected with higher edu-
cation as a member of the Senates of
Knox College and the University of
Torgnto, respectively.

WOMEN'S HOME MISSIONS.

London, Ont., Mar. 28.—~The Women's
Home Missionary Soclety of the
Presbyterian Church began its
seventh annual meeting to-day in St
Andrew's Church, The President, Mrs.
John Somerville, presided, and there
was an attendance of about 300 dele-
gates, After devotional exercises, fol-
lowed by warm vords of welcome from
Mrs. (Rev.) James Rollins, president
of the London branch, reports of
twenty-two branch socleties were pre-
sented; also reports from a number of
auxiliaries and mission bands not in
the presbyteriale. Thes outlined the
work tnat had been don by the differ-
ent organizations, auu showed the
energetic and progressive spirit that
characterized all the orgamizations.

The report of the Board of Managers
was presented by Mrs. Donald Mac-
donald. The report of the Life Mem-
bership Secretary, Miss Margaret Gar-
diner, showed that during the year %
new life members had been added since
the first of April, 1909. The report also
spoke of the improvements and gifts
to the various hospitals in the West,
the most important of which was the
building of a nurses’ home at Vegre-
ville, installing an electric lighting
and 'hot water plant in the hospital at
the same place, enlarging and improv-
ing the Mission House at Fthelbert,
and the installing of furnaces and
other permanent improvements at At-
lin. A paild secretary for publica-
tions, the report stated, had been ap-
pointed with very beneficlal results.

Realizing the advantage of educa-
tional work in dealing with the in-
coming foreigners in the West, the
board had set aside $2,260 for that
work, $800 of which was being spent in
helping Galician students studying at
Manitoba University.

The treasurer's report was present.
ed by Miss Helen Macdonald, and
showed a most gratifylng financial
standing. The receipts for the past
year totalled $23,632,48. The expendi-
tures were:—To the hospital at Atlin,
$1,320; Teulon, $2,480; Vegreville,
$1,800; Wakaw, $1,870; Sifton, $1,680;
Kthelbert, $988, and general expenses
totalling $14,280.

The hospital reports were presented
by Mrs. H. . Kipp, corresponding
gecretary, who reported for the six
different hospitals at Atlin, Tuelon,
Vegreville, Wakaw, Sifton and Ethel-
bert. The report dealt in detail with
the work being done at these institu-
tions, and showed the very gratifying
results that were following the efforts
of the devoted workers in these aigfi-
cult fields.

The organization report which was
presented by Mrs. J. A. Macdonald, of
Toronto, showed that during the year
108 new organizations had been added
to the Woman's Home Missionary
Soclety. Of these 5 are Presbyterial
societies, 59 are auxillaries, 35 are
mission bands, and 9 are affiliated
socleties.

The report showed 22 Presbyterials
in the general soclety. The five new
Presbyterials are:—Chathnam, Kings-
ton and Barrie, in Ontario; Portage la
Prairie, In Manitoba; and Lacombe, in
Albert:
ported organized as a Presbyter!

The new Presbyterials of
and Portage la Prairie show the larg-
est increase of auxiliaries during the

ar, ten being added to each. Among

e older Presbyterials, Hamilton leads
with an addition of nine. Of the 22
Presbyterial societies, 18 give a total
increase of 69 auxiliaries. Chatham re-
mains the same as last year, and Paris,
Stratford, and Westminster show a
total decrease of 8.

The report of Miss Margaret Gar-
dimer, the Life Membership Secretary,
showed that during the year 76 mem-
bers had been added to the roll, and
sinee the close of the year six more,
making 81 in all since the last report
was given.

The Library Committee reported that
many mission fields and hospitals have
been supplied with books and reading
matter.

The occas-
fon seem@ favorable for a union of
the two Presbyterian churches, long
known as the Old Kirk and the Free.

Duncan MdMartin, of Montreal, had
on Sunday last placed on the plate a
cheque for one thousand dollars,

and indulged with such intenseness,
that while In the act of eating the
veins of his forehead swelled, and gen-
erally a strong perspiration was visi-
ble. In eating and drinking he could
refrain, but he could not use modera-
tion. Bverything about his character
and manners, it is stated, was forcible
and violent; there never any mod-
eration; many a day did he fast, many
a year did he refrain from wine; but
when he did eat Is was voraciously;
when he did drink wine it was copi-
ously. He could practice abstinence,
but not temperance. He told Boswell
that he had fasted two days without

inconvenlence, and that he had never
been hungry but once.”

VEAL CHOPS.--A good way to pre-
pare veal chops for broakfast is to dip
them in beatca egg, then In fine crack-
er crumbs, seasoned with pepper and
salt, and a little sifted sage; a few thin
slices of onion add to the flavor. Fry
the chops in hot lard; they need cook-
ing at least twenty minutes, and
should be brown when done.

ONE-EGG TRA CAKF.—A little
more than half a enp of butter, one
cup and ‘a half of sugar, one cup of
sweet milk, one egg, three cups of
flour, one teaspnonful of soda dissolved
in a very little hot water, and two tea-
spoonfuls of cream of tartar sifted
with the flour; one cup of raisins
chopped very fine,

PEA SOUP.--Take a quart of shell-
ed peas; boil the pods in a gallon of
cold water until all the substance is
boiled out of them; then skim them out
and put two pounds of beef into the
pot. After the meat is boiled to
shreads, skini the soup well, strain and
return it to the pot; add the peas, with
a little parsley, and let it simmer un-
til the peas are quite tender; season
with pepper and salt; thicken with a
little butter and flour, let it boil up
once and serve.

In slck room where there is diph-
theria, measles, scarlet fever, etc., the
air should be impregnated with the
odour of equal parts of turpentine and
carbollc acid. Half a teaspoonful in
a kettle of boiling water from time to
time will be sufficlent. It will  be
found to relieve the sufferer and pre-
vent the spread of the malady.

One of the most reliable recipes for a
white laver cake is this: One cup of
butter beaten to a cream, with two
cups of sugar; add one cup of sweet
milk, three cups of flour, with two
teaspoonfuls of baking powder mixed
with it and the well-b2aten whites of
five eggs. This is also delicious if
baked in a loaf, with a large cup of
chopped raisins in it; put them in las.,
reserving a little of the flour to sprink-
le over them.
