—The human soul is a simple essence. It
consists neither of material, integral, or
quantitive parts, nor of matter or form. It is,
therefore, an uncompounded essence,—pos-
sessed of neither composition nor component
parts. In its simple and uncompounded
nature it resembles the Great Author of its
existence ; yet the purity and perfection of
the Divine Nature must infinitely surpass it.

The Essex County Agricultural Society,
sometime ago awarded its first premium on
farms 10 J. F. Ingall of Methuen, princi-
pally as it appears (fom their report, and
his statement, on account of improvemeins
made by reclaiming swamp. His method
of doing this is worthy of the aitention of
cultivators. We give it nearly in his own
language. o

The first lot reclaimed contained about
seven acres, and tonsisted mainly of mad,
from two to eight feet deep, a cold, boggy
swamp, parily covered with bushels, and
the rest producing a litle poor grass. 1
first cut an outlet across the public road,
and then ditched the lot, which was quite
expensive ; but the muck was a good com-
pensativn. My next process with a part of
i, was to cover it with sand, or sandy loam,
which cost, for one acre, fourteen days'
labour of one man, and one yoke of oxen
and cart. Most of this work was done in
the spring ; before the frost was out of the
meadow ; harrowing, at different times,
about two days.

Compost manure, about twelve cart loads,
of forty bushels each, was next applied,
composed of three-fourths sandy loam, and
one-fourth manure, from the barn cellar,
with leached ashes in an equal proportion
On this I sowed one-half of a bushel of
grass seed. I'he remaining six acres did
not require so much outlay as this, and
“therefore the above is more than an average
outlay. On some of it, I had a good crop
of grass at first, without any other manure
than leached ashes, spread on, about one
hundred and fifiy bushels to an acre, and
seeded in the spring of the year, ""h oats
and grass seed. Most of this has given a
crop of one and a half to two and a half
tons of grass' per acre. | think much
benefit 1s derived from harrowing in the
spring, when the frost 1s leaviag such land.
1 removed some of the tarf, *but do not
think it necessary or profitable. Nearly all
the above meadow has yielded two crops
each season, for the two years past,

Tobacco.—F'irst an emetic, then astrin-
gent tea, then stimulants.
Ammonia.—Remedy — lemon juice or
vinegar, afterwards wilk and water, or flax

Tartar Emetic.—~Give large doses of tea
made of\galls, Peruvian bark, or white oak
bark.

Nitrate \of Silver.—(lunar Caustic).—
