THE BIBLE AS A LITERARY
BOOK.

Sir Wm. Jones, one of the ablest
scholars of the eighteenth century,
and who-was thoroughly familiar with
oriental and classical literature, says :
“I am of opinion tnat this volume, in-
dependent of its divine origin, contains
more sublimity and beauty, .
and finer strains of poetry and elo-
quence than can be eollected from all
other books, in wbatqvér age or lan-
guage they may havebeen composed.”

If we see beauty, grandeur and sub-
limity in natare and know that this
volume has had the same great Auth-
or, it is but reasonable to suppose that
we would here find beautiful expross-
ions, noble sentiments, grand concep-
tions, sublime comparisons.

Infidels often denomnce the Bible as
inferior in style. But if we carefully
and thoroughly invbstigate the sub-
ject we shall see that, their opinions
are altogether withedt reason.

The Bible, though not a professedly
literary book, excels in'many respects
the works of Grecian and Roman lit-
erature. It, of all ather books, secems
to have the ability to captivate
the taste and expand the intellect of
man. '

The two chio?ure‘qpisites of a good
style are complied with to considerable
extent in each of the sacred writings.
First, the resources of the threo lan-
guages in which the Bible was written

'various- parts of iy
be eminently adapted to the thoughts
desired to bgconveyed. '

It is true there seem to be diversi-
ties of style. But this apparent diver-
sity will seem to be most remarkable
t harmony when we consider two things.
First, the wntings composing the
Bible were not only written in three
different languages, but also at differ-
ent times during the long period of
fifteen hundred years. And it is well
known that words, phrases, idioms, in
any one language, are liable to expe-
rience radical changes in the space of
even one or two conturies. And sec-
ondly, it should be remembered that
these sixty-six separate books have
had no less than thirty-six different
authors; and that the Divine Spirit
seems 1o have employed the peculiar
style of each individual writer. Bat
in each book, by profound investiga-
tion, we shall find a purity of diction,
perspicuity, vigor and dignity of ex-
pression that give to it great merit as
a literary book.

There is no attempt at elegant writ-
ing in the Bible. There is no grasping

for beauty of expression, or struggl-
ing for grandeur of thought. It is all
as natural as are the beauties of na-
ture. Another element of %ood style
to be discovered in the Bible, is that
the sacred writers seem to be abstract-

subject in hand.
. Among the rhetorical figures used
in the Bible are: comparison, meta-
phor, allegory, hyperbole, interroga-
tion, antithesis, climax, ellipsis, per-
sonification and apostrophy — the
whole field of rhetoric covered. Ob-
jections have been made to the extra-
vagance of some of the figures used in
the Bible. Bat it mast be remembered
that they were utterly by Orientals,
and our colder Anglo-Saxon taste may
not be able to fully appreciate their
beauty. The gorgeous imagery cm-
ployed in such parts as the Song of
‘Solomon is thus to be aecounted for.
This was an Oriental love song.

The literary characteristics of the
Bible have been appreciated not only
by theologians, but by the most emi-

BEARDS.

The custom of shaving the beard
was enforced by Alexander of Mace-
don, not for the sake of fashion but for
a practical end. “He knew that'the
soldiers of India, when they encoun-
tered their foes, had the habit of grasp-
ing them by the beard, and so he or-
dered his solders to shave. Afterward
shaving was practiced in the Mace-
donian army, and then among Greek
citizens. he Romans imitated the
Greeks in the practice, as they did in
many other things, and spread it to
the different European nations yet
barbaric. In the Middle Ages, at the
time of the Renaissance, shaving was
introduced, and the habit was retain.
ed, though classicism gave place to
romanticism, and that in its turn was
replaced by realism. The beard was
a source of trouble to Peter the Great,
who, simultaneously with the intro-
duction of his great reforms in Russia,
tried to induce his peolple to imitate
the shaving nations. This innovation
was resisted by his subjects with the
utmost persistence, and they preferred
to pay a heavy fine rather than suffer
disfigurement, as they believed, of the
image of God. To the Russians of old-
en times the beard was a symbol of
liberty. In several countries of West-
ern Europe and in the United States
the beard was restored to honor only
about twenty years ago, but even yet
the majority of men respect the cus-
tom introduced by Alexander ‘the
Great.

WHY FLOWERS TURN TO
THE SUN.

Wiesner has presented to the Vien-
na academy a monograph upon helio-
tropism and geotropism in plants.” Af-
ter a historical sketch, the author
treats of the influence of light on heli-
otropism, and shows that with de-
creasing intensity of light the strength
of the heliotropic effect increases .to a.
certain point, and beyond this point
decreases. The lower limit of light
intensity coincides with the lower lim-
it of heliotropic effect for the stoppage
of growth in length, while the upper
limit does not coincide, or dnly occa
sionally coincides with the upper lim-
it of heliotropic effect for growth in
length. In the case of very sensitive
heliotropic plants, the upper limit of
light intensity for stoppage of growth
in length lies higher, and in less sen-
sitive plants lower, than thic upper
limit for growth in length.  Ile next
considers the relation between the re-
frangability of rays and their helio-
tropic effect, and shows that ’mximrs
of very sensitive hel*otropic plants, as
Vicia sativa, curve ia all lights, even
in the ultra-red and altra-violet, ex-
cept the yelloW. Experimeuts on tho

of which have become proverbial, to
their discredit. It has been said of
them, and the saying is generally ace
cepted as true, that when pursued or
in danger, they hide their heads in the
sand, and then think themselees safe ;
but the only semblance of truta of all
this is, that sometimes, when fairly run
down by their pursuers, they will fall
down and stretch their long necks upon
the ground, simply from exhaustation.
Their running power, as intimated in
the Book of Job, enabling them to
«georn the horse and his rider,” is
abundantly sustained by trial, it being
often impossible for a single horse to
run one down.

Both in the Book of Job and in the
Lamentations of Jeremiah, there is a
clear intimation that the ostrich is
wholly careless of its young, léaving its
eggs 10 be hatched by the heat «f the
sun, and its young to care for them-
gelves- And yet it will be seen, in the
account about to be given,that, at least
in South Africa, quite the opposite of
this is troe.

wild ostriches, trying to domesticate
them, in which he seems to have been
entirely successful. He now has a farm
~ of twelve hundred acres devoted to
that purpose, and stocked with three
bandred birds.

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FLOODING THE SAHARA.

Two plans have been set before the
public with regard to the great project
of flooding the immense basin of Saha.
ra, known as El Juf, which is now gen-
erally conceded to be the bed of a for-
mer inland sea.  One of these plans is
so far in actual operation that prelim-
inary surveys are now in progress under
the direction of M. Ferdinand de Les-
seps, to test the feasibility of cutting a
canal from Cabes, on tbe coast of Tunis,
tolet the water of the Mediterranean
into the great central depression, he-

rts from the parties are very favor-
able. They find the soil free from ser-
ious obstacles to engineering work, gen-
erally sand to a great depth, resting on
a cajcareous foundstion. Tbey enter-
tain no doubt that the work can be more
easily accomplished than the excavation
of the Suez canal. .

The other plan is that of reopening
the anceint outlet of the inland sea to
the Atlantic at a place called Boca
Grande, or Great Mouth, and thus fill-
ing with water the vast'depression of

El Juf, which lies far below the level of -
the ocean. _This basin, irregular in

ersing about 2,000 miles of mountainous
and difficult country before the nearest
market of Soudan is reached. These

vans. Notwitpstanding all these diffi-
eulties, the annual value of the trade
between the northern ports and Soudan
amounts to about $4,000,000. An easier
mode of transit would evidently lead
to a large development of this trade.
The distance from Cape Juby to
Timbuctoo, on the Upper Niger, is about
800 miles of almost level couatry, thus
being 1,200 miles shorter than the pres-
ent route. On the line proposed by
Mr. Mackenzie there are no less than
forty-two stations, with plenty of water.
e thinks that caravans could make
three journeys a year by it with greater
ease than one by the present roads.
Therefore, without any outlay whatever
for roads, an annual trade of $12,000,-
000 would soon be established. To at-
tain this object all - that is necessary is
to ferm a coinmercial station at Port
St. Bartholomew, Cape Juby, where the
climate is equal to that of Madeira and
Canary, obtain the protection of the
Berber chiefs of Western Sabara (under
whose protection the present trade is
carried on), and place agents in the
principal towns on the road on Timbuc-
too. The road to Central Africa would
then be practically opened to commerce
through a healthy country, and from a
point within nine days’ sail of European
shores. :
With the Sabara flooded, direct navi-
gation with Europe would be establish-
ed. And thus will also be opened a
more extensive market for American
goods. ‘We have heard of the desert
being made “to blossom as a rose;” it
is certainly a fascinating idea that a
vast and arid waste is to be covered by
a portion of the waters of the mighty
Atlantic. And if this opening-up of the
interior of Africa to civilization and
commerce is to abolish the African

‘slave-trade, with all it attendant hor-

rors, then do we most earnestly wish it
a hearty God-speed.—Harper's Weekly.
