The Prayer Book may
be called substantially complete as we now have it, in
the seventeenth century (16611, Thas this reformed
Church of England filled up nearly three hundred
years in her work of purifying and simplifying.  And
ot all Protestant churches., theretore, she best deserves
the name Reformed.

In order to do so, we need a little money
about 5500-—with what we can obtain in the
1m1Ss1011.

We all
trust that God will fill vour minds with the desire
and strenethen  vour  wills to assist us - our
dilemma, for such it is.

A NUNDAY Scollool, WANT.

Sir, I believe there is now in the diocese @ branch
of the Chnich of England Sunday School Institute:
and 1 wish much their attention could be secured to a
rather serious deficiency in our Sunday school litera-
ture. This deficiency is not at all to be wondered at.
when we find the very same want in the popular
rehgious literature of the Church. I mean the entire
absence of any popular means of instruction in the
Psalms.  The Psalter is the back-bone of the Church’s
public elevotions, and ever has been so; and it has
been often remarked, with perfect truth, that the use
of the Psalms and the relish of them are a sure work
of the Christizn and catholic mind. I may on another
oceasion venture on some suggestions to my clerical
brethren for the homilectic use of the Psalter: but
my present object s to suggest the advisibility ot a
manual of Sunday school instruction tor the most
advanced  classes, containing  the most  necessary
general preiciples of exposition of the Psalter, and
then carefully compiled lessons, with a set of append-
ed questions. on the Proper Psalms, giving not only
the genceral Spiritual and prophetical lessons of each
Psalm, but showing its ecclesiastical or litvrgical
application.  Fvery one may see that this would
interest the pupils, and at any rate would be indispen-
sable in the way of instruction if they would be devout
and intelligent worslhippers i our Communion. The
mterest would extend from: festival days to every
Sunday, and to the daily use of the Psalter. We are
with text books on almost all other
subjects: thix. because it is more difficult, is passed
by. I beheve the S. P .C. K. published long ago
selection on the Proper Psalms from Bishop Horne !
but that is now behind the age, though not unuseful.

FAITH AND DOUBT.

Tiis 1s said to be a donbting age. We are told

i the plunest, loudest way that knowledge has so
arown, that only weak, foolish people, who are be-
hind the age, hold fast to the old heliets. People
who cannot ook deeply into these questions are
often misled by such talk,  One takes for cranted,
that becanse some thines i notire ave proved troe,
other things 1 the Bible e proved untrae. A
sccond takes £ cranted  that, Leeause he knows
the Bible to be troe, science muast be very  dange-
rous to religion.  Both are wrone.  ‘The Bible
makes God known, and Nature makes God known,
Ioach is o revelntion of God, and each, while it
aives the most ignorant what he needs for daily
life, has depths of vich treasure which reward the
carnest student. The mere we can learn of God
through His word, the better.  The more we can
learn of God throueh His works, the better.  One
helps to understand the other, and both together
help to understand God.  We have no right to un-
der-value erther. A truly rcligious man, and a
truly scientitic man, will feel how little they know,
and will not give an opinion about what they have
not studied. It is not only wrong but stupd, be-
cause we know something of science, to scoff at
fuith, or because we know something of religious
truth to slight science.  But this is what many do.
One man finds God's world very wonderful in its
working: he talks as it it cmne together by itself
or went on by itsclf, and he sneers at revelation.
Another man knows the truth of revelation, and
brands the facts found out by scientific men as
daneerous. It is hard to sayv which does most
harm to truth.
Suppose a question raised, whether the I'rench
or Faglish translation of the Greek Testament is
the most correet. No one would take the word of
an Fnglishman who knew no French, or a French-
man who knew very little English.  All would
agree that the only opinion worth having would be
that of & man who could try both by the original.
Just in the same way, it is foolish to ask a geolo-
gist or other scientific man, who is ignorant of re-
ligion, whether the Bible be true. It is us foolish
to ask a devout, but narrow-minded man who knows
nothing of science, as to the bearing on the faith of
the great discoveries now bemg made. The right
person to ask are those who study both books of
Giod. Thank Godthere are many of them, who,
the more they learn of the world around them,
glorify more the God of the Bible. Men who try
to understand the two languages in which God
spenks to men, grow in love for both Revelations.
They never give np, or lose faith in ecither.

We should be careful how we croate enewies ; it
being one of the hardest things in the Christian
religion to behave onrselves as we ought towards
