i BANKING AND COMMERCIAL 
REVIEW.

Oor readers this month will think, 
the delay in this article, that we do not be­
lieve in the wisdom of that shrewd laying, 
Bis dot qui cito dot—a quick gift is a double 
one. From some unaccountable delay in the 

1 Audit Office, the last official bank returns, 
though dated “Ottawa, 16th April,” did not 
appear in the Gazette until the 6th May 

We beg to suggest to Mr. Langton that 
trade moves too quickly for these returns to 
be of any value if laid by on the official shelf 
until some weeks after they are made up and 
their issue expected by those phoee duty it 
is to use them for the main purpose for which 
they are compiled—via., the information of 
the finançai public.

On inspecting the contents of the 
since the returns were ready for publication, 
we are unable to find any matter at all ap- 
proaching'in interest and importance to these 
statistics in a business aspect, and trust that 
in future, whatever may be “ crowded out” 
ot the Gazette, that they may be inserted 
with all posaible promptitude. For some 
time past these returns have been not only 
late but imperfect. Some banks neglect at 
times to send in their figures at the date they 

* should be published, a neglect highly dis- 
creditable to both themselves and the Ottawa 
~ft;—who should at once call for any return

Gazette "C

if not sent in at the proper time. How care­
lessly the auditing work is done is shown by 
the March returns, which actually are dated 
a fortnight before the cloee of the month they 
are made up for.

That the public much needs some enlight­
enment and direction in their financial opérai 
turns has been very signally shown since out 
last Review. The buyers and sellers of bank 
stocks have been in a state of feverish doubt 
as to the value of this property as compared 
with other investments. The stock chiefly 
affected has been that of the Bank of Mon­
treal, which, iff ter reaching 275, fell in a few 
days to 258. . This decline ostensibly was 
caused by the declaration of a dividend of 
two per cent, less for the half year than was 
expected. Why this tens expected, except 
that a bank, having once paid a dividend 
declared at the time to be exceptional, » 
bound to repeat it, none can tell. Howevei, 
holders who thought a share worth $273, 
which brought a dividend of $10, consented 
to sell the same at $258, because the dividend 
on it would be only $8—a very startling 
instance, if it had any sensible basis, of rile 
relation of interest to capital. The stock Ills 
again not only reached the former figure, b$t 
been forced up to 300, at which price sales 
were effected on the 13th. We regret tliis 
excitement much. It is mischievous ; the 
ill-informed are victimised ; and men are 
drawn away from the steadier pursuits of 
their business into speculative operations, to 
their own damage and that of the general 
trade of the country.

To place restraints upon the rapid trans­
fer of bank stocks, though quite justifiable 
and reasonable, would be very difficult ; hot 
we would just say that more than one sound 
banking institution in England has been 
mined and its stockholders impoverished 
solely by panidS created for the ends of 
gambling operators.

It isivery satisfactory to note that the de­

posits bearing interest still continue steadily 
to increase. The advance the first quarter 
this year is $1,3. >0,000. The deposits not at 
interest diminished, however, by the same 
amount, no doubt owing to the opening of 
the spring trade *t a very early period. There 
is a feature in thèse returns some what novel, 
and abounding w|th lessons of caution. We 
find that the discounts have increased over 
$3,000,000 durii4$ this year, of itself an ex­
traordinary thing, as in no previous year has 
this occurred, exfept in 1867, for which there 
was a special .omise. But while discounts 
have grown there has been no corresponding 
increase in Qie circulation, which almost in­
variably is effected in alwut the same ratio 
as discounts. 1 'or instance, discounts rose 
last year $13,501,000 and circulation $10,- 
000,000, the B.t|ik reserves of specie being 
only drawn u]m>s for $500,000 to provide for 
this extra dem m<l upon their funds. But 
this year the Ba$k reserves have formed nearly 
the whole of the funds employed in the extra 
sum loaned as discounts. Whore, then, has 
gone this monej| f It is clear that we have 
been paying awày heavily to some creditors 
who would not accept our Bank issues for 
their debts. In fset, the large importations, 
against which we have protested, are telling 
severely upon pe reserve strength of the 
Banks, and, coqse [uently, the country.

Wo are “ counting our chickens before they 
are hatched” on a large scale. We should 
like to ask thosl who are so sanguine as to 
believe the coAijtry capable of paying any 
debts it incurs, i what funds are to pay the 
notes maturing in the fall if the harvest is 
bad or a low a tarage, and what will bo the 
effect of anoth* drain of specie equal to that 
which has taken place since last fall l

A case known to us indicates what is, we 
fear, going on 5to a large extent. A recent 
bankrupt was doing well up to a year ago in 
his old store. In an evil hour, by the tempt­
ation of increased discounts offered him by a 
new bank, hq decided to go into new and 
costly premised. His stocks were doubled, 
his dead expenses also ; his domestic expen­
diture incruaaqd on the basis of a new hope ; 
but his returns did not enlarge ; and now, 
after many yem-s of prosperous and honorable 
trading, he is bankrupt. Three Banks have 
the necessity <jf pressing his endorsers to dis­
charge their (Obligations, and those three 
Banks, by competing .for his custom, must 
be held largely responsible for this man’s 
ruin. Another fact has reached us. The
\l I M- 7 *
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customers of one Bank hare been privately 
notified by the Manager that their discounts 
cduld be increased and cnrrtmt obligations 
renewed, a moat extraordinary proceeding, 
and is thus explained : that this institution 
gives a per cent age on the returns, and their 
head officials thus seek by private hints to 
swell those returns at the close of each year !

We trust the banks about increasing their 
capital will see that they are not racing against 
each other for business, which-tempts traders 
into an imprudent inflation of their opera­
tions, and that they will remember that often 
the most valuable part of a coach’s machinery 
is the “drag."

FATALITY IN THE DRY GOODS 
TRADE..

To the eye of a business man whose expe­
rience extends over a decade or two, there 
is nothing more surprising of unaccountable 
than the general disposition ef sur people to 
eschew manufactures and agriculture, and 
enter the avenues of trade in the hope of ac­
cumulating wealth. It is hand to see, in 
view of the record—if it is ever consulted— 
how the large majority of these ambitious 
tyros can eliter upon their career with even 
the hope of success. Many sf them, without 
capital, without sufficient skill or experience, 
essay to accomplish now what many others 
possessing both these qualifications have 
failed to achieve under mere favorable cir­
cumstances in times past. -Viewed in the 
light of a history extending over twenty 
years, these fitful attempts to become mer­
chants have all the symptoms of folly. 
They suggest the language of that terse and 
trike, but truthful and pangent maxim— 
“ Experience is a dear school, but fools will 
learn in no other !”

We were much interested in looking over 
an old list of Canadian traders the other day 
—a list for 1861-2—and calling up to recol­
lection the career of many firms with whose 
record we are familiar. Shades of the past ! 
One would think that the Asiatic cholera had 
swept the country of its inhabitants since 
that date. A list of names presented itself 
to which the men of to-day are utter strangers. 
Passing to the Toronto colvenn, and selecting 
the dry goods houses, we read an instructive 
lesson in a few lines in refesence to the fright­
ful mortality among this class of traders. 
Out of s list of shout tirewfy wholesale houses, 
we could find but thru who are in business 
to-day ; one—only one—has retired with a 
competency. What has become of the rest ? 
“Aye, there’s the rub." Weil, five out of 
six of them failed—some of them three or four 
times.

Lest some incredulous reader may think

whole cuuiAry, for this city has not been ex­
ceptional i* this respect.

We have in Toronto to-day, thirty firms in 
this same line of business. How many of 
these will be here twenty years hence t 
We are not disposed to take up the dole­
ful ditty afiout “a hundred years to come," 
and write a monologue on the uncertainty- 
of human life. We mean, how many out 
of these thirty will be solvent and success­
ful then l4 If like causes produce like effects 
the numlier will be small. We have the name 
baleful system of long credits ; the absurd 
and Jeceii»ve practice of selling goods os- 
tensibly at sn advance on the sterling cost ; 
we have traders speculating in the stock and 
produce market» (not in real estate this time) 
with the umney that should be used in paying 
their debt jand keeping dbwn their interest ac­
count; and we have as a consequence of all this 
large over-importation», which must be either 
paid for l>r be represented by bad debts 
charged against a horde of bankrupts !

We ha ye too many trader»—both in the 
wholesale and retail business. They cannot 
live—the stronger minority will force the 
weaker majority to the wall. Just think of 
it : one hundred and fifteen wholesale jobbing 
dry goods firms competing for the business of 
a Province1 with only two million» of people 
—thfc Province of Ontario alone ! It is im­
possible f<r ell these firms to find e legiti­
mate demand for their goods ; less than one- 
half the number could do the entire trade, 
and -do it much better. The legitimate results 
of this ov Jr-crowding are that competition 
becomes reckless, goods are forced off, bed 
debt» are accumulated, end oompromisee, 
failures, a»d a long train of kindred evils, 
follow as » necessary consequence.

BRITISH COLUMBIA.

The extent and character of the trade of 
4his new Province of the Dominion may be 
learned from the importe of the last year, 
1870. There ere four principal porta, Vic­
toria, New Westminster, Burrard Inlet and 
Nanaimo. The total importa entered at 
these porta were of the value of $1,621,893. 
At the southern boundary of the Province 
there were also goods brought in to the value 
of $83,916, making the total importations 
for 1870 of the value of $1,606,809. These 
figures indicate very large foreign purchase» 
for a white population calculated not to ex­
ceed 12,000 souls ; but it is not to be 
wondered at when the character of their im­
ports are taken into consideration. These 
embrace almost every article that humanity 
requires, very little even of the noeesearise 
of life being yet produced in the Province. 
In order the better to illustrate this, we ap­
pend a few of the principal articles imported 
last year ;—

British Columbia requires at present to 
import almost every article which white 
people consume, end hen* the ooet of living 
is exceedingly high, and the amount contri­
buted per capita to the revenue, is large. 
The amount of duti* collected in 1870 was 
$312,600. The Dominion tariff is consider­
ably lower than that under which the* duti* 
were levied. Had the importations of 1870 
come in under our tariff, they would only 
hare yielded » revenue to the Dominion of 
$266,478. Under the* circumstance», it 
must be evident that the terms which British 
Columbia secured in becoming a portion of 
Canada, are exceedingly favourable to her 
interests.

The condition of matters in British Co­
lombie must et present be considered ab­
normal. The principal, almoet the only 
industry, has been gold mining. The coun­
try has been visited by thousands of adven­
turers, many of whom were of too roving e 
description to remain leng in one pie*, and 
left after e longer or shorter stay. In the 
excitement which invariably attends the 

b
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search for gold, the agricultural and other 
resources of the Province received but «cant 
attention. From thia time forth, a change 
may be expected in thia respect. Gold 
mining hae paaaed its first stages, and is 
settling down into a regular business, whilst 
the prises in the mining districts are not so 
rich or eo unexpected, as to obscure the 
other important resources of the country.

The foregoing circumstances must soon 
effect a change in the character of the im­
ports ef British Columbia, and render it 
less dependent upon the outside world. .Its 
agricultural resources, and the facilities 
afforded for some kinds of manufactures, are 
at least such that it could supply the chief 
wants of ite population in food and clothing, 
and, as a Province of the Dominion, we 
hope not only to see this desirable result 
speedily effected, but all ite interests become 
more settled and prosperous.

ANSWERS TO CORRESPONDENTS.

We have the following queries from a bank ac­
countant relating to the Stamp Act :

INSURANCE MATTERS IN NE\| YORK.

(From our own Correspondent.) Ill
Xkw York, May 1%, 1871.

Since my last, several events have ’transpired 
in onr insurance circles, which are not so remark­
able for what they have immediately accomplished, 
as for what they signify. Among the fire under­
writers the 5th annual meeting of the National 
Board of Fire Underwriters, on the 19th ult., at 
the rooms of the Newr York Board, naturally at­
tracted general attention. The attendance was 
respectable, but it was evident from the first that 
the days of the Board's power for usefulness have 
departed. No business of general importance eras 
transacted, or attempted, »nd after the n-ndiig 
of the President's address, and the apnointmrht 
of officers and members of the several District 
Executive Committees, the Committee adjourned 
tine rite.

The fire losses since the 1st of January last, 
have been eqnal to (he corresponding i-eriod in 
the disastrous 'years of 1866-66, and all in the 
presence of a Sene and reckless competition and 
generally Increasing laxity. If the uses of adv >r 
sity are “sweet," the fire offices will probably get 
enough of the luxury during the year 1871. 
Why then has an organization, so completely 
respectable and useful, aa the National Board, 
lost its prestige. President Oakley, who is a 
gentleman in manners and accomplishments, much 
beyond the average of his profession, would only 
say, that “ the responsibility for this state of 
affairs rests with us who are charged with the safe 
conduct of the business. It is not our agents who 
are at fault, Agents are generally what the 
officers of the companies make them," Ac. In 
view of his position and assertions, we can hardly 
expect Mr. Oakley, to take the right bnll by the 
horns, and tell his hearers what would be no ncws 
to many of them, that the death of the Board 
has béen caused by an utter want of faith by the 
New York offices in the integrity and sincerity of 
the “out of town" companies. " It is openly as­
sorted that their agents continually violated the 
local board rates established by the National 
Board's rating committee at a large expenditure of 
labor and expense. And the New Y rk ngrney 
officers are too shrewd and enterprising to )>enait 
their business to be snatched from them by any 
underhand practices.

It was a fitting rebnke to the attempt to nntt-' 
ralize the tontine (i. e. gambling) business on this 
continent under the apparent sanction 8f life ia- 
soranre, that the Tontine Life A Savings Insur­
ance Company should have been the first of s 
number of other concerns, soon to follow, to 
tire" from business. It has gone into the Empire 
Mutual, and it may )>y a fair question for some 
financial ekef de cuisine whether a Company that 
has swallowed so màny rotten eggs can itself lie a 
very wholesome omelette. If fhe aforesaid defunct 
had been organized exclusively ss a tontine cotti- 
|wny it might have found a class sufficiently nu­
merous and selfish to bet on their own orjaonie 
nominee’s vitality, and give it s support, hut life 
insurance is the very antipode* of the tontine sys­
tem. The one is a humane and troly noble en­
deavor to perform the Christian du'y of providing 
for one’s household, the other is sulwtantially the 
practice of taking a ticket in a prize to die dis­
tributed by the dice throw| with only this distiitc- 
tlon, that death decides who tins made the highest 
tb iow.

It is a curious sign of the times that the insdr-
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of the oldest companies. All the offices do not 
make so poor a showing, but the loasee of the year 
have been unprecedenlly large, showing how the 
business was being overdone. But the reection 
has act in sharply enough, aa the large diminu­
tion in the average annual holiness of many of 
the moat popular offices shows.

No event that has ever transpired in connection 
with insurance legislation baa occasioned eo much 
talk, and even merriment among New York in­
surance people, a» the defeat of Superintendent 
Miller'» life insurance code. The till was an 
elaborate attempt to improve the general life in­
surance act of 1853 and the sundry amendments 
thereto. It was submitted by a democratic 
superintendent and nominee of a democratic 
governor to a democratic legislature, and on its 
third reading in-the House received the “ stun- 
ning " quietus of 70 to 25 votes ! a result wholly 
unexiiectcd by Mr. Miller, who had given hie 
personal efforts in favor of ita passage. Many 
and often funny are tin- “theories " to account 
for this result, especially as the life companies had 
made no formal demonstration against the bill, j 
and were generally understood to lie indifferent 
on tlie subject—as the bill was in the main a fair 
one. ' One of onr daily papers had declared that t 
Superintendent Miller, who, when appointed (o 
his present position, was not able to own a dog­
cart is now ahle to drive a notioable turn out— 
and hence we have the “ dog-dart theory ” to 
account for the difference lietween 70 and 25.
But it is the writers opinion that Burns A Co. of 
the insurant* committee thought that Mr. Miller 
was having “too soft" a thing on his appoint­
ment, and that as they had not been “seen" by 
the insurance companies, they would smash the 
whole State. This however may be truth­
fully said, that the existing statutes re­
gulating the organization and manage­
ment of New York Life Companies, in-

Montreal, 16th May, 1871.

Some reference being 
made to the coat in many cases in connection 
with fire and life insurance of obtaining money 
on policies after it was due, Mr. Hyde said there 
had been bat three or four instances in which the 
Equitable had opposed payment, and he was 
sorry to say one of thoee wa* in the State of 
Ohio. One of the policy holders residing in the 
northern part of the State died, and the company 
was about to pay the premium when aome inti­
mation waa received (Bat all was not right. A 
special sgent was aent to the viil.igt He made 
inquiry and learned that the man ffad died and 
had been buried. The grave was opened snd the 
roffin taken ont and found to be full of broom 
corn ! Now, said he, we claim to exercise great 
liberality in the payment of policies. The proof 
must be damning to keep us from making tbe 
payment at once, snd I leave it to you whether 
we are not justified in refusing to pay $10,000 
for a collin full of broomcoru. t Laughter and 
applause.)

GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY.

We summarize the proceedings of the half- 
yearly mseting as below. The remarks of Mr. 
Potter, the chairman, will be found very explicit, 
and afford much information relative to the posi­
tion and working of the line, «

The Chairman said :—The statement now berore 
you presents very much identical features with 
the accounts of "the first half of the year 1870. 
Daring both of the two half-years of 1870, a Urge 
amount of traffic, both in passengers and in goods, 
was carried, but at a considerable reduction of 
rates. That i eduction averaged over every ton of 
freight carried for the last six months of 1870, 
Is. 7d. less per ton and 5d. less per passenger than 
in the oom-sjmnding period. At the rates of 
1889 we should have earned for the half-year 
ending December, 1870, £70,000, sufficient, and 
rather more than sufficient to pay the interest on 
our first preference bonds. During 1883, 1864, 
and 1865, the highest rates on a barrel of flour 
from Chicago to the Atlantic seaboard were equal 
to $3.30 per barreL They gradually declined in 
1866, 1867, 1868, and 1869, until they reached a 
sum of $1.10 in 1869. In 1870, however, that 
through rate fell to #0c. per barrel of flour. Re­
ferring to-locomotive power, and repairs to en­
gines. for the haulage of the traffic, that shows s 
reduction in the cost per train mile for the work 
done, and a satisfactory reduction. The repairs 
and renewals of ears show an increase of the rate 
per train mile. The passenger and freight qar stock 
of the Grand Trunk had from the Tint Urn of an 
inferior description, and in the progress of com­
petition amongst railway lim-s, great improve­
ments hare been made in the construction snd 
designs of cars, both for freight and passengers, 
anil it ie necessary, to enable ns to hold our own, 
not only to maintain our stock, hut to improve it, 
and in that process of improving our stock we 
hare spent for the last six months of 1870 s larger 
sum per train mile than for the corresjonding 
period in 1859. That expenditure will continue 
still to be about at the rate at which it was for 
the last six months of 1870 ; that is, at an in­
creased rate per train mi)e as compered with 1869,

because it will require some few years to bring up 
our car stock to that condition of efficiency and 
that improved state which is required to tempt 
and encourage the traffic. With regard to the 
traffic expenses, the amount is as nearly a4 possi­
ble the same per train mile aa for the currttpond- 
ing period of 1869. The general chargee and the 
miscellaneous expenses are leas per train mile, 
although the amount is a trifle larger than for the 
corresponding jieriod. The rent of rolling stock 
shows • considerable increase, and although that 
increase is not entirely due to the extnv stock 
purchased from the Montreal Car Uomjiany, and 
from the owners of the adjustable gauge car, it is 
mainly due to those two large supplies of extra 
stock." The tolls paid to other cnmum|ea are 
rather smaller. Now 1 come to the last item, 
and I will put the two together, maintenance of 
way and renewals of way, which showed for the 
half-year a considerable increase, and for the 
whole year an increase of £341,000., against 
£324,000, for the corresponding period of 1869. 
Upon this subject 1 gave you, on my return from 
Canada, an explicit and careful calculation baaed 
upon observation, and upon a very auxin** con­
sideration of the facts of tne case with the officers 
of the company in Canada. I told you that you 
could rely in all probability on an expenditure of 
£300,000. per annum for maintenance and renew­
als, with an increase of something between 5 and 
10 per cent, for any extra traffic. The extra 
traffic converted into money for the year 1870, as 
compered with 1869, amounts to £150,000, and 
therefore, according to the calculations which 1 
gave you in December 1869, and which t again 
repeated in Oc tôlier 1870, the figures should have 
been £312,000, or £315,000, instead of £341,000. 
The estimates and the calculations were based 
upon the experience of ,the preceding yean, and 
upon the wear and tear of the rails, snd the whole 
of the excess over the estimate—namely, the 
difference between £315,000, ami £341,000.—is 
due entirely to a Urger amount of renewals upon 
the line. Instasd of renewing 125 miles of rail­
way, or 130 miles, we have found it necessary to 
renew 157 miles.

This idea lisa occurred to me. It is not a practical 
one, bat it has nerurred to me in anxiously study­
ing these account* that there U some consolation 
in it, and it is that it it were pwsildc for the pro­
prietors of the Grand Trunk of CjuaiU td renew 
the whole of their-line by one eou)>, and to sub­
stitute steel rails for iron rails at an expenditure 
of something like one million sterling, which, 
allowing for the price which we should *dl our 
old rails at, would renew the whole line, the 
operation would not only pay something like 7

rr cent, on that million, but we should certainly, 
think, reduce our annual permanent Way ex­
penditure from £341,000 to £200,000. And we 

could produce, therefore, if it were possible or 
practicable to conduct s*ch an operation, a Urge 
saving for the first preference bondholders. At 
any rate there is this consolation in the idea, if it 
U not a practical one, that there is some bottom 
to this neverending cost of maintaining and 
renewing the iron rails on our railway in Canada. 
1 may say here that in the working expenses in­
curred on the line in earning our gros* receipts, 
there is a sum of something like £10,000 charged 
in these accounts which is due to three serious ac­
cident* on the line in November, 1870, and there­
fore to the extent of £10,000 our working expenses 
may lie said to be somewhat exceptional. That 
expense is thrown over several depart ments. The 
accidents were of a very serious nature, not at­
tended happily with much low- of life, hut at­
tended with considerable destruction of the per­
manent way snd rolling stock, to the extent of 
about £10,000 that baa liecn charged and paid for 
in the working expenses of 1870. There 
still remains a smaller sum to he charged 
against revenue which will fall mainly
on the maintenance and renewal charge 
of the present year. The interest upon loans, in­
stead of being £5,220 for the half-yeat, U only

£563. Then on the capital account there ar- 
sevcral dbscr 'atinns which occur to me. first of 
all, with reg: hi to new works. The works enu­
merated in t lis list were ordered by the Board, 
after anxioui inquiry, and they were all essen­
tially rvprod ictive works, and necessary for the 
development >f the traffic. Considering the ex­
tent of our I nr, ami the very little money that 
has been spent on works of thU description for 
the last fire y six rears, I think the expenditure 
U rather smMl. With regard to new stock in 
the capital amount, there is a list of the locomo­
tives and carriages constructed daring the year, 
and paid for, land now upon the line. In aihlition 
to the carriages and locomotives there enumerated, 
we have now got six of the Ibilman me running 

and in the course of another six 
hare another six, making twelve 

•e aware of the condition» on which 
we rent these Ifrom the Pultnan Carriage Company. 
We pay no net for them, but we keep the out­
side work amj wheels in repair, and the Pulman 
Company hate their own servant» ineide, who 
look after thejeleaiiing of the upholstery, Ac. We 
nay nothing for them, but the jwsaeiigera travel­
ing npon the line are only too willing to pay the 
■mall extra fee required for riding in these car». 
When you consider that the ftrst-cUaa fare in 
America ia very little more than Id. per mile, the 
extra fare of something like a dollar for 150 miles 
is most cheerfully paid by the public ; in fact, 
these cars are always full. We shall hare twelve 
of them on the line in the course of th» next six 
weeks. Then then- ia an item here for Ottawa 
and Preecott, £5,000. That sum waa advanced 
to the Ottawa and Prescott twelve years ago. At 
the same time there were other sums advanced to 
this Compeuy, and two others amounting in the 
whole to £160,000 to the Ottawa and Prescott, to 
tlie Cobourg and Peterlioro, to the Port Hope. 
These railways have liecn sold by the mortgagees 
filler that time. We have how transferred this 
amount to the capital account In page 81 you 
will find that the amount of securities on hand is 
largely increakeil, and it now stands at £546,000. 
The increase is entirely dne to one sum of £308,- 
000, and that has come into our hands in this 
way. The Atlantic and St Lawn-nce, as you 
know, wa* leased to the Grand Trunk before the 
Grand Trunk scheme was offered to the English 
public. The line was in a very unfinished con­
dition when leased to the Graml Trunk, end by 
the terms of the lease the Atlantic Company was 
required, under one of the clauses, to create and 
to hand over to <he Grand Trunk an amount in 
shares equal to the permanent expenditure upon 
tlie line—that ia to say, the construction expendi­
ture. The Grand Trunk haa spent very consider­
ably more upon the line in construction—that ia, 
in supplementing imperfections— than £308,000, 
and under the terms of the leaae the Directors of 
the Atlantic and St. I-awrencc have handed us 
that amount in their shares. We, of course, have 
no intention of using those shares without the 
express sanction and approval of you, gentlemen. 
They are available assets, and they may at aome 
future day, with yonr assent, be made valuable. 
They are in our coffers, and therefore, to that 
extent, they enlarge and increase the credit of the 
Company. Now, I think 1 hare sufficiently gone 
through the accounts ; though, of course, I shall 
he glad at the end of the meeting to answer any 
questions upon them. 1 will pass to the bridge 
over the Niagara river at Buffalo. You were in­
duced to advance £20,000 from Grand Trunk 
resources to start this bridge ; and when I made 
the remarks from the chair which led you to 
authorize that advance, I waa under a strong 
impression, snd you were under the same impres­
sion in nuking that advance, that we should 
have been able within a very brief period to float 
the capital of the bridge. Bnt circumstances 
were against us, and we were not aide—indeed, 
we dare not attempt—to issue the bridge stock. 
That continued during the whole year. During 
that time the contractors—and fortunately we

I
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had chosen men of capital and cr.-dit—went on 
with the work, though not eo rapidly aa they 
would here done if they had been fairly and 
properly under the term* of the ran tract sup­
plied with funds. Still they wait on with 
their work, without sny serious intermission, end 
e month ego, e week before we suceeèded in piec­
ing the Bridge stock, they had done mere work 
than are had paid them for, to the citent of some­
thing like £40,000 ; and they were Under beery 
liabilities for the construction of the framework 
of the bridge iteell at the Pheenixrille Iron Works 
ill Pennyslrania. No doubt Borne delay has taken 
place in the progress of the works, owing to the 
fact that we hare not been able to supply them 
with rapital ; lint not much delay. Of 
course the moment we raised the money on these 
bonds we supplied them with wh.xt was due to 
them ; and rince that time the works hare been 
going on meet actirely, and I belie**- I may sar, 
with some confidence, that the bridge will be 
opened early in the season of 1873. The con­
tract expresses that it shall be opened by the Slat 
December, 1871. The bridge itself kas been 
made a postal road by the supreme Legislature, 
the Congrese of America ; and more -recently the 
Secretary of War and Board of Military Engineers 
at Washington hare sanctioned and appeored the 
plan for the bridge. I think it is sgme credit to 
uur engineer, Mr. Hannsford, who is also the 
engineer of the bridge company, that they hare 
only asked for an additional rx]-enditUre of £5,000 
in the construction of the hriilgr. And we hare 
therefore got this security, that a 1-eard of mili­
tary engineers, who always look rather sererely 
on "a construction of this kind, especially on a 
bridge which is to be postal road, hwe approved 
our plan, adding onlr a sum of £5,000 to some 
proportion of the work. And I may any this also, 
that Mr. Hannaford himself, when he became the 
engineer of the Bridge Company, added some 
£30,000 for extra strength in the pier* as com­
pered with the original design. So I think we 
hare a strong assurance that the bridge itself is 
one that will be solid and permanent. At a recent 
meeting of the Great Western of Canada, the 
respected chairman of that company alluded to 
the subject of the bridge, and to thej line be­
tween Canfield and Buffalo—the 43 miles of rail­
way belonging to the Grand Trunk, where their 
Southern Air line touches the Buffalo line, ami 
along which, or on which, the Grast Western 
traffic must run to find its exit oerr Hie bridge to 
the AtlaLtic. Communications hare taken place 
between the two companies it various times 
within the last six months ; and 1 think 1 
may say, with every prospect, that we shall 
come to a friendly and satisfactory arrange­
ment between us as to the bridge ami as to 
the line from Canfield to Fort r.iie. At any 
rate 1 will say tbi* that we ought te come to 
a satisfactory and friendly arrangement, be­
cause to my mind—and this is an impression I 
hare brought back with me from Canada—it ia 
moat important that two bodies of EnMish capital­
ists whe hare ventured largely into the expcmli- 
turn of their money in Canada should act to 
getlier with harmogy, anil not allow themselves 
to be made the sjwft of local interests ; but that 
they should do everything to economise ami 
fructify all their expenditures of capital. Now, 
almost the last subject upon which I have to 
touch ie the Intercolonial Railwav. That has 
made rapid progrès* and it will lie Ukl, I am 
happy to say, with steel rails. The commissioners 
for the Intercolonial are commission»!-* only for 
its construction, and as you are aware Mr. Brydgee 
is one of them. You allesfcd Mr. Brrdges to 
accept that position, not for the sake ef the Grind 
Trunk, but for the sake of the {-copie «ml Govern­
ment of Canada. You felt that it would be de­
sirable if possible that • man having the experi­
ence he haa had should lend it to the Government 
of the country. He has lent it, and I believe 
that Canada owes • debt of gratitude to the dis re 
holders of this railway for haring allowed Mr.

Brydges to sit uppn that commission. He will, 
soon, however, retire from it, probably before the 
dooe of this year, but certainly very early in the 
next, because the functions of the commision are 
confined to the construct ion of the line. When 
constructed it must be let to some company or to 
some asso-dation of capitalists to work it—the 
profit and low belonging to the people cf Canada. 
It is ouite clear that when that time comes, and 
it will come witling the next nine or twelve months 
arrangements must be made for the working of 
that railway, and Mr. Brydgve must eeaw to hare 
sny connection, direct or indirect, with it ; and 
that he must be responsible only to us and act 
only for us in any negotiation that it may please 
the Government to institute with us. The Inter­
colonial, of course, can only be constructed on the 
same guage as the Grand Trunk of Canada, for it 
would defeat the very object of that railway—n 
political as well aa • commercial object—that is to 
say, the harmony |snd the union of the maritime 
provinces with Caiia-la, and the cementing together 
of the commercial relations between them- it 
would interfere wflth the very object of that rail­
way, the object for which the people of this coun­
try guaranteed a sum of £3,000.000. if the two 
lines wele on separate guagea. But that question of 
guage becomes still more important, not to us, 
but to the Government and people of Canada, 
when one considers that they have undertaken, 
* the condition of the union of British Columbia 
to Canada, to construct a railway from the exist­
ing lines in Canada, and terminating on the IV 
cihe, and which will |w* over the whole of the 
North-west Territory—late the Hudson's Bay 
Territory. That is s line that will cost upwards 
of £20,000,000, and throughout its whole length 
must rveutuallly connect Itwlf with important 
subsidiary lines of railway in the adjoining Ameri­
can territories and states Now 1 would venture 
—having had aoiee experience both in my posi­
tion as the chairman of thie conn-any, and also as 
having been chajjrman of the Great Western of 
England for thrjr years, namely, in 1863, 1864, 
end 1865, when that company was undergoing the 
ordeal of seeing ita district attacked in every part 
by rivals —to major a few remarks on the question 
of guage, which II hope will reach the press and 
public opinion of Canada. I think they ought 
to know what injury they will do to the pruapect» 
of the commercial union of three provinces if they 
allow these three romps nies—the Pacific, thie 
Grand Trunk, anp the Intercolonial—to be any­
thing but on one Uniform guage. It la of the last 
importance to th^n. It ia of importance to the 
tax-payer of Cabada ; it ia of importance to all 
those national objects which they aeek in the for­
mation of these linos, that they should be all of 
one guage ; and that guage connected with the 
guage of the neighboring milway* in America, I 
believe that it wdhid poy the Government of Cana­
da five or six timira over if they decide on making 
the Intercolonial, before- it ia too late, end the Pa - 
cifie on the namLr guage, giving us the funds to 
aulwtitute the narrow gunge for the broad gauge on 
the Grand Tronic I do not put it aa any daim 
of thia company 1-ut 1 say it can he shown by 
practical mm that there would be a solid advantage 
and gain to Canada in an advance of something 
like £1,000,OOfflja the Grand Trunk from gauge 
conversion, aud *ia than that would do it, to en­
able the Oovrnment of Canada to make a com 
plete and nnifor-iayntcm of railways on one gauge 
gauge from the Atlantic to the Pacific. I ought 
to mention that during the year, sre hare accoin- 
lixhed an important object at Montreal. _ Ever 
since the Grand Trunk was finished, we have had 
no connection wtth the wharves at Montreal; and 
the dty and port of Montreal, of all the porta of 
America open fo ocean at ramer*, is 1-y far the 
nearest to the productive agricultural districts of 
Amcrii-a and (a tibia. Yet the Grand Trunk has 
never been aide, Without the expense of cartage 
over something like a mile of uneven streets, 
with facility ami economy to take advantage of 
that great geographical peeition.
