That a license be granted to the said Robert Mitchell 
and others authorizing them to build a house thirty-six 
feet long, twenty-eight feet wide, and fourteen feet high, 
which said house shall be a frame building, and compos­
ed of good materials, and shall be applicable only to the 
purposes of a church or school house, and the said li­
cense is hereby granted accordingly.

For Altering the School Divisions of the Township of 

Arthur.
Whereas it is expedient and necessary to Repeal so 

much of By-law No. 1 as relates to .the Second and Third 
School Section Divisions of the Township of Arthur, and 
to unite them so as to make Three instead of Two :

Be it enacted by the Municipal Council of the Town­
ship of Arthur, in tho County of Waterloo, and Province 
of Canada, held under and by virtue of an Act of the 
Provincial Legislature, 12th Vic., cap. 81, and also by 
virtue of an Act of tho Provincial Legislature, 12th Vic., 
cap. 83 ; and it is ^hereby enacted by the authority of 
tho same,

1. That, from and after the passing of this By-law, the 
present division of the said Second and Third School 
Sections of tho Township of Arthur shall be null and 
void ; and that, instead of such division, the Lots or part 
of Lots lying and being within two and a half miles on the 
east side and two and a half miles on .the west side of the 
Garafraxa or Owen Sound Road, shall form and constitute 
Three School Sections, with the following limits respec­
tively—that is to say :

School Section No. 2, which shall be the southernmost 
ofisaid Three Sections, and shall contain all the Lots or 
part of Lots lying and being within and extending to a 
line or boundary two and a half miles wide on the east 
side, and within andoto a similar distance on the west side 
of tho Garafraxa or Owen Sound Road, in the Township 
of Arthur, and shall extend’ as for on said road as Lot 
Number Sixteen, on each side of said road, and extending 
on each side of said road, along the boundary or side lines 
between said Lot Number Sixteen and Lot Number 
Seventeen ; and when said line shall have extended the 
whole length of said Lots, it shall still continue in astraight 
lino until it reach the before-mentioned boundary line, 
two and a half miles from said Garafraxa or Owen Sound 
road. Said Number Second Section shall commence at 
the boundary line between the First and Second School 
Sections, at the termination of the fifth and commence­
ment of the sixth mile from the angle of the township of 
Garafraxa.

School Section No. Three shall commence at tho termi­
nation of No. Two, and shall extend to Lot Number 
Eight on each side of the Garafraxa or Owen Sound 
road, and shall extend back in a similar manner east and 
west from said road the same distance of two and a half

REGISTER YOUR DEEDS.
---------  4-

The Statesman sajs:—Many of onr readers 
may not be aware that, by an Act passed during 
the last Session of Parliament, K is nowneeeeear^, 
that all Deeds should be registered. The law to 
which wo refer, is the 13th and 14th Vie., cap. 
G3. The 3rd Section enacts, that •• Every Con­
veyance is to be held fraudulent and void, lie 
against any subsequent purchaser, or creditor, 
who registers a Judgement ; unless such Con­
veyance shall be first registered.” By the 4th 
Section priority is given to the FIRST Con - 
voyance, or to the FIRST Judgment REGIS­
TERED. And by the 8th Section, the mere 
fact of RzoisTR.tno.v ia declared to be full notice 
to all purchaaore. This Statute then does, in 
efleet, render compulsory the Registration of all 
Deeds, Mortgagos, Wills, Judgments, Convey­
ances, Bills of Sale, &o. And It may he well it 
should^be generally known.

The above Act has gone into operation on the 
first day of tho present month.

The events in Central Europe have 

gone on varying in aspect during the 
week, and whatever now be said about the 
condition of the Peace, or rather the post­
ponement of hostilities, agreed upon at 
Olmutz, we see hut little to shake our con- 

* viciion that both parties are trying to over­
reach the other, and that the free confe­
rences which are to be opened on the 18th 
inst. at Dresden, are not more likely to 
settle permanently the relative preponde­
rance of Austria and Prussia, than any of 
the numerous Diets which have tried their 
hands at this Gordian knot during many 
years past.

The constructing parties are to send 
Commissioners to Holstein, one from each 
power, to summon the refractory bellige­
rents to lay down their arms.

With regard to Hesse Cassel, free con­
ferences are to settle this dispute, the 
Elector in the meantime being asked to 
go back to Hesse Cassel, protected by one 
Prussian and one Federal Battalion. <

The Etappe roads, which join the Prus­
sia and Eastern provinces, with West- 
phalian provinces, are to be opened to both

are not to obstruct the Federal troops.

The King of Batavia, seconded by Wur­
temberg, has taken steps to mark his 
disapprobation of the Olmutz compror.. e, 
and Saxony is said to be equally annoyed 
by it.

General Willisen has suddenly resign­
ed the command of the Holstein army and 
gone to Alloua. General Vondcrhorst 
has been appointed in his stead.

I?y the latest accounts |tlie Prussians 
were at Hansfield, loth to depart, the ab­
solute Elector now counting upon the sup­
port of the Austrians is protesting against 
tho presence of the Prussians injiis capi­
tal, and the Austrian's thus encouraged 
continue to advance.

The Election of Five Councillors to compose 
the Municipality of our recently incorporated town 
commenced yesterday. Anthony Stephens, Esq , 
the Returning Officer, opened the proceedings in 
the Court House at 11 a. m., when, after some 
preliminary disputation in regard to the wording 
of the Collector’s Oath verifying the Assessment 
Roll, the Electors were called on to nominate 
Candidates.

Messrs. John Thorp and John Smith were then 
proposed by Dr. Orton, seconded by Mr. Beamis ; 
and Messrs. Edward Carroll and George Pirie by 
Mr. Harrison, seconded by David Allan, Esq.— 
This, however, was only a false start. It being 
apparent that individual nominations would occu­
py much time, it was resolved that the tickets of 
tho two parties contesting the election should be- 
put, each by a single mover and seconder, when 
A. J. Fergusson, Esq , M. P. P., in a speech re­

Quebec, Dec. 24,

The Judge entered Court this morning 

at half-past ten o’clock. A few judgments 
were delivered, and his Honor the Chief 
Justice proceeded to call the attention of 
the Bar to a new tariff of fees, when Chas. 
Panel, Esq., President of the Quebec Bar, 
rose and said that he was charged, on the 
part of the Bar for the section of Quebec, 
to request communication of the Tariff of 
Fees about to be promulgated, in order 
that the Bar might have a hearing upon it ; 
that in compliance with this request he 
would beg leave to read the petition and 
resolution framecP and adopted at a meet­
ing of the i'ar, held yesterday, to take in­
to consideration the object of the present 
application. He here read the petition 
and the resolution which is as follows :—

“ That the Battonnier request the Judges, 
at the opening of the Court to-morrow, to 
give communication of tho Tariff of Fees, 
wiiich, as the Bar understands, is about to 
be promulgated to tho Quebec Section of 
the Bar of Lower Canada.”

that all he could say was, that by some 
means or other the Bar had improperly 
obtained copies of the Tariff, contrary to 
the wishes of the Court, (murmurs Join 
the Bar.)
