is authoritatively stated now that it 
is certain that the explosion com­
pletely destroyed one of the greatest 
ammunition factories in the world, 
and through which Germany suffered 
a disaster eam'gmrable to a very* ser­
ious military defeat in its ecect on 
the issue of the war The factory 
covered over 54 acres and was of 
prime importance as a source of 
synthetic nitrates. It also played a 
prominent part in the production of 
poison gas tear shells and poison 
shells, of which it v/as the greatest 
center of manufacture in Germany, 
producing nearly 600,000 cubic feet 
of poison gas daily in 1916

The disaster affects every concern 
in Germany, both by cutting off sup­

Cùties—Six months’ 
residence upon and cultivation of 
lrnd in each cf three years.

In oortain districts a homesteader 
may secure an adjoining quarter sect­
ion as pre-emption Price $3 00 per 
acre Duties—Reside Six months in 
each of throe years after earning 
homestead patent and cultivate 50 
acres extra. May obtain pre-emption 
patent as soon as homestead patent 
on certain conditions.

A settler after obtaining bemestead 
patent, it he cannot secure a pre-em­
ption may take, a purchased home­
stead in certain districts Price $3 00 
per acre Must reside six months in

THE ELECTION

The Election cn Monday gave the 
Borden. Unionist Government a 
ity of 43, without counting the vote 
of the overseas soldiers at all. Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier has less than 40 per 
cent, of the new House of Commons, 

. with the prospect of losing the two 
Cape Breton sgatâ and those of Pic 
ton, Cumberland and others in N. 
S, and also several in Ontario when 
the soldiers' votes are counted

The Government swept Ontario and 
the West, while the Opposition 
swept Qiebec, PEI, and most of 
N S.
. Only thé Préilch counties of Resti 
gouohe-Madawaska, Gloucester and 
Kent and the nearly half French 
Westmorland returned the Opposi­
tion candidate in this province.

Northumberland rose splendidly to 
the occasion and reelected Mr W S 
Loggie by a narrow but safe major­
ity. This result, without recourse to 
the overseas vote, is very satisfac 
tory and is a fitting reward for Mr 
Loggie’s faithful service as a mem­
ber and his courageous and patriotic 
stand on the vital questions that 
have recently come up in parliament

Prince Edward Island elected no 
Government supporters, and, with 
the exception of Hon Messrs Doher­
ty and Ballantyne, members of thé 
Government, and Sir Herbert Ames, 
all from Montreal City, Quebec prov 
Lice returned no Unionists. The *wo 
French members of the Government 
were snowed under by the votes of 
their own compatriots, and no French 
man. except cne or two elected in 
Englishrspeaking districts. appear 
among the Unionist membera-elect. 
All of the Government but Messrs 
Blonin and Sevigny were triumphant 
ly returned, either by acclamation 
or by large majorities

The Central and Western provin 
ces gave the Government an almost 
solid contingent

The result is a decisive victory for 
the principles of the Union Govern­
ment, and as such will have great in 
fluence upon the whole empire and 
indeed, upon the world.

We congratulate Mr W S Loggie. 
wc congratulate Hon F B Carvcll 
and Hon R L Borden and the county 
upon the results. May p^ace and 
unity come to the country. May the 
victors treat their erstwhile oppon­
ents fairly and generously and the 
opposition accept their reverse in a 
sportsmanlike manner and all unite 
to bring the country through the 
great war successfully and honor­
ably.
