Francisco Las 
arranged for hiring the men and 
mules and transporting the sever- 
icon hundred pounds of iren of 
which the cross is composed to the 
summit, and placing it in position. 
It stands thirty feet high, is made 
of iron rail?, and was oonetruoled 
in the rail'oad shops here. Two 
rails are pUoed aide by side and 
bvl ed together, making a flat sui- 
face several inches wide. It is an 
immense affair, was built in sections, 
and put together on the summit, 
pieco by piece. Tomorrow will be 
a great day , processions all heaving 
crosses instead of candles, and Mas­
ses in the different ohnrohe sat the 
time that Mass is held (celebrated) 
on the summit/ Tne bishop carried 
op several pounds of powder,—the 
kind which makes a heavy black 
smoke,—and. intends to set fire to 
it jnst before beginning his Maas, 
aa a signal.

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The debate on the Gamey revle- 
ations is still going on in the On­
tario Legislature and the indica­
tions are that it may continue till 
the end of this week. The Lead­
er of the Government wants the 
charges submitted to a commis­
sion of judges; and the Leader of 
the Opposition contends that the 
proper tribunal to try the case is 

v a-eatouÿtteeof the Hhuse. In the 
case of the judges the inquiry is 
limited by the terms of the com1 
mission issued by the Government, 
but before a committee ot the 
House there is every possible rea­
sonable opportunity for eliciting 
evidence. The desire of shutting 
out as much evidence as possible 
is the actuating motive of the 
Government in their desire for 
the limited commission.

Pursuant to notice a meeting 
of Liberal Conservatives of the 
2nd electoral district of King’s 
County for purposes of organiza­
tion, was held at Morel! on Thurs­
day last, the 19th inst. Owing to 
the very disagreeable weather, 
and the wretched condition of the 
roads the attendance was not as 
large as it would otherwise have 
been. But all parts of the dis­
trict were represented and an or­
ganization for each poll was effec­
ted; a president, vice-president 
and secretary being selected for 
each. Details connected with the 
work of organization were discus­
sed; and a spirit of determina­
tion to do the work thoroughly was 
manifested. The best results are 
confidently expected from the pro­
ceedings of this excellent meeting. 
Mr L, P. Doyle is convener, and 
Mr James M. Mclsaac is secre­
tary.

The speech prepared by the Ex­
ecutive and read by hie Honor, tbe 
Lieut. Governor at the opening of 
the session is published in this 
issue. Oar readers will observe 
that it is quite a lengthy document; 
indeed length is its most disting­
uishing quality. In this particu­
lar it is somewhat similar to a 
geometrical line ; it bas lengib 
without breadth. It alludes to sev­
eral events that bave become mat­
ters of history ; but throws very 
little light on the present condition 
of public affairs or the Government1!- 
intentions regarding the futuie. 
Tbe only hint at d< finite legislation 
is the announcement of a possible 
measure having in view the con. 
solidalion of the Provincial Statutes. 
It so happened that the wintei 
steamers were released from the 
ice a few days before the House 
opened. This was accomplished 
through the energetic efforts in 
that behalf initiated by the Board 
of Trade. The Provincial Govern­
ment agreed to fall in line and 
render some assistance after a 
start was made, and tor this the 
Government take much credit to 
themselves in tbe speech. They 
praise themselves very highly for 
their conduct in this connection. 
Formerly there used to be a para­
graph in the speech acknowledging 
the beneficence of Providence for 
the abundance of the harvest. This 
is dispensed with in the speech 
under review, and all credit for 
agricultural success is attributed to 
the efforts of the Government. It 
would be difficult to imagine a 
production ot so many words tht t 
could declare less.

It will be noticed that nothing 
was said in the speech with which 
the Lient. Governor opened the 
Legislative Session regarding the 
Dominion Packing Company, 
The Patriot referring to this omis­
sion repeats its statement that “t 
business proposition was submit­
ted to the Government, by the 
Company, which before any 
agreement was reached had to be 
submitted to the Legislature for 
ratification.” Having made this 
statement, the Patriot hastens to 
say that “it is not a government 
measure.” That _ seems strange. 
A proposition is made to the Gov- 
ernment; and their organ proclaim 
with a flourish of trumpets that 
the proposed arrangement is sure 
to be the most advantageous to the 
interests of the Province that we 
have ever heard of. Untold'bene- 
fits to all branches of our Island 
industry are sure to accrue from 
it The resources of our Province 
are to undergo extraordinary de­
velopment if it is adopted. Now, 
after all this blowing, we are told 
by the Government organ that the

Government decline to assume 
responsibility for any such propo­
sition. This certainly seems most 
extraordinary; the Government 
refuse to stand behind a propos­
ed arrangement that promised 
such great things to our Province ! 
What does all this mean; have the 
Government got a hint that they 
are treading on dangerous ground ? 
Have the by-elections told them 
that they have been badly fooled 
by somebody in connection with 
this Dominion Packing Company 
business ? Whatever has happen­
ed the Government seem to have 
all at once lost interest in this 
business proposition that was go­
ing to turn our whole Province 
into a hive of industry.

The leading Liberal newspap­
ers are very bitter in their denun­
ciation of Gamey and are calling 
him all kinds of nasty names. 
Had Gamey betrayed those who 
elected him and gone over to the 
Government side of the House 
these same papers would be say­
ing* all manner of mice things 
about him.

Bishop, with tbe right of succession 
In the antumn of 1602 Bishop Rogers 
retired from the active duties of his 
charge, and on tbe 18th of November of 
that year, Rt. Rev. Dr. Barry entered 
upon his duties as Bishop of Cnathem. 
Since then Bishop Rogers has lived in 
retirement at the episcopal residence 
waiting for the final call and preparing 
for the end which came as stated above, 
on Sunday morning last.

Bishop Rogers.
The venerable Biahop Rogers died at 

the Episcopal Reeidence, Chatham, N. 
B , on Sunday morning laat. He wae 
aeventy-aeven years of age, and had 
been a priest for fifty-two years and a 
bishop forty-three years. He wae 
born in the County of Donegal, Ireland, 
in 1826 In hie 6th year he came with 
hie parente to Halifax. Here he re­
ceived hie primary education end 
studied classics at St. Mary’e College. 
Heproeecutad hie Theological studies 
at the Grand Seminary, Montreal, and 
wee ordained to the priesthood in 1861. 
In 1860 the dioceee of Chatham 
was created, and the Rt. Rev. James 
Rogers wee appointed first Bishop of tbe 
new See. He was consecrated together 
with the late lamented Bishop McIntyre 
of thisjBocese, in tbe old Cathedral of 
St. Dunatan’a, Charlottetown.oa August 
16th, I860. He immediately entered 
upon hie episcopal labors in the new

MOST REVOLTING LIBERAL PLOT.

It is not a time for mere partisan tri 
umph but oi genuine sorrow for the 
shame and discredit which bave come 
upon the government and the prov 
ince.”

MARITIME PROVINCES LOSING GROUND

In no other part of Canada were the 
Liberals to accomplish greater things 
than in the Maritime Provinces.

Two men are dead, a third is badly 
burned and two others slightly iujared ;

stroyed and two^engines wrecked, as the 
result of a head on collision on the main 
line of the Canadian Pacific Railway, 
about a quarter of a mile on this side of 
Islington, Oat., a small station nine 
miles west of Toronto last Wednesday 
evening.

Arrangements have been made by 
which all persons coming by train tc 
the city to attend the seed fair car 
purchase return ticke's at one single 
first class fare. These tickets will be 
good to come oa the 2nd and 3rd April 
and return on 3rd and 4th April.

The bill renewing the Modus Vivendi 
regarding the French Shore for the coming 
year passed the Upper House of the 
Newfoundland Legislature Monday after­
noon by the President’s casting vote. 
There were five members for and five 
against the bill and two other members 
paired.

A serious riot was in progress at half- 
past two Monday afternoon in Port of 
Spain, Trinidad, according to a despatch 
them received from that city. The mob 
attempted to burn the G îvernment build­
ings there, and the police had to fire on the 
rioters, killing or founding several of 
them. The British Cruiser Pallas, at the 
time the despatch left, was just landing 
bluejackets. The city was in a state of 
great excitement.

A boy named McNeill died in North 
Sydney last week from the effects of e 
blow on the head from a hockey stick re­
ceived during a game, and a boy named 
Young lost the sight of one eye by being 
struck with the puck during the game in 
Strathcona ring. Wm. (Lon, of the Vic­
torias, during the game with the ^heg 
weite, suffered serious injury, being struck 
io the eye by the puck. It was at first 
feared that he might lose that member. 
He is, however, recovering.—N. Sydney 
Herald.

In the Nova Scotia House of Assembly 
on the 18th, Premier Murray announced 
that the government intended at this 
session to^ ask for a grant of money to 
erect a monument to the late Joseph 
Howe. Previous to this a resolution had 
5een unanimously adopted asking the 
government to do this. Citizens have al­
ready subscribed about 2,000, and the 
parliamentary vote will probably be $8,000.

Thursday last being the feast of 8 
Joseph the day was appropriately cele­
brated at the convent of that name in this 
city. Several Masses were celebrated in 
the Cm vent Chapel in the morning. In 
the evening an appropriate sermon was 
preached by Rev. Father Johnston. This 
was followed by Solemn Pontifical Bene 
diction of the Blessed Sacrament, his 
Lordship, the Biehop officiating, assisted 
by Rev. Dr. Morrison and Father John­
ston.

Provincial Legislature.

Religion and public life was the sub­
ject of Rev. Dr. Morrison’s sermon in the 
Cuhedral on Sunday evening last. His 
text was from the 1st verse of the let 
chapter of the book of Wisdom : “ Love 
justice you that are the judges of the 
earth. Think of God iu goodness, and 
seek Him in simplicity of heart.” Tbs 
Rev. preacher pointed out that religion 
should guide the deliberations of men in 
public life, no leas than the actions of in­
dividuals. No kingdom or government 
that despises religion has stood or can 
stand.

The entertainment given in Anderson’s 
Hall, Head of St. Peter’d Bay, on Monday 
evening last was eminently successful and 
the audience was very large. The hall 
was so crowded that standing room was 
at a premium. The entertainment opened 
with a address on “ Music and the Drama,’ 
by Mr. James Molsaao of Charlottetown.

Somers ; Laura Wilbnr, Miss A. Somerr; 
Mrs. Kingsley, Mise M. Lewis; Kate 
Green, Miss I. Dvaine. Between acts ex­
cellent vocal and instrumental selections 
were rendered, and recitations were 
given. Splendid vocal solos were sung 
by Miss Nellie McDonald ; Mr. Charles 
McDonald (who brought down the house

In a bundle of delayed mail which reach­
ed us from Piotou via Georgetown on 
Thursday last, was a copy of the Boston 
Globe of Feb. 20th, containing a lengthy 
account of the third annual ball of the 
Prince Edward Island Association held io 
Copley hall on the evening of Friday, 19th.

■ The attendance of Islanders was very large 
and everything was conducted in an elab­
orate manner under the direction of Presi­
dent Daniel J. McLean and hie associate 
officers.

The Provincial Legislature was opened 
on Thursday last with the usual formalities. 
Following is the speech of the Lieutenant 
Governor :
Mr. Speaker and Gentleman of the Legis­

lative Assembly.
I have great pleasure in meeting you at 

this the Third Session of the Thirty-fourth 
General Assembly of Prince E Iward Is­
land.
^ Since we last met the Coronation of his 
Gracious Majesty King E Iward the 
Seven: h, as King of Great Britain and Ire­
land and of his Majesty’s Dominions be­
yond the Seas has taken place. This event 
vas celebrated with great magnificence and 
vas attended by representatives from all of 
ns Majesty’s Dominions. Unfortunately 
the illness of the King on the day first set 
or the Coronation necessitated a postpone­

ment, and owing to this many of the repre- 
<en ta lives of the different Provinces who 
had proceeded to England to attend this 
great event, weie unable to remain to the 
late to which the same was postponed. It 
was intended that this Province should 
oave been represented by my Premier ; but 
>wing to the postponement on account of 
the King’s illness he was unable to remain 
until the actual function took place, and 
with great regret he and many other repre­
sentatives returned to their respective Pro­
vinces without having actually witnessed 
the ceremony of Coronation.

The illness of his Majesty the King 
threw a shadow over the whole of hie great 
Dominions, and the feeling of rejoicing that 
was shown at his recovery evidenced the 
spirit of loyalty which animates the British 
>eople from one end of this vast Empire to 

thTCther.
Since we last assembled the great South 

African war has ended and the Empire has 
been greatly enlarged by the addition of 
the Transvaal and the Orange Free State.

During the recess delegations of my Gov­
ernment have waited upon the Dominion 
Cabinet for the purpose of having the'claims 
•f the Province more fully recognized by 
he Federal Administration. At the re­

quest of the Premier of Quebec a delega­
tion consisting of my Premier and mem­
bers of my Government, assembled at Que­
bec and were met there by the Premiers of 
he other Provinces of Canada and their 

colleagues. Resolutions were passed at 
rhis conference setting forth the demands 
of the different Provinces to a re-adjust­
ment of the terms of Union and of the sub­
sidies from the Dominion Government by 
the different Provinces.

A delegation of my Government also 
waited upon the Government at Ottawa 
with regard to the claims of this Province 
with respect to the Fishery Award under 
the Washington Treaty and the Halifax 
Fishery Commission. Both these claims 
have received favorable consideration by 
:he Dominion Government, and I feel con­
fident that much benefit will result from 
these conferences, and that the matters in 
dispute will be adjusted at an early date.

The claim of this Province that ita repre­
sentation, under the British North Am­
erica Act, in the Dominion House of Com­
mons, should not be reduced below the 
Dumber of members conceded to it at the 
time of our entry into confedeiation, have 
been pressed upon the Federal Government 
by my Premier and representatives of my. 
administration, and I feel confident that 
the Province will be given an opportunity 
to establish its rights in this respect.

The great advances made in agriculture 
in this Island within the past year must 
be to a great extent due to the increased 
efforts made by my Government in con­
junction with the Federal Governmant to 
improve every department of the agricul­
tural service of this Province.

During the past few weeks trade con­
nection between the neighboring Provinces 
and this Island has been almost entirely 
cut off, owing to the unusual condition of 
the ice in the Straits, the tying up of one 
steamer in the ice, and the disabling of the 
other. This has been a great loss to our 
farmers, producers, shippers and to the 
mercantile interests of the Province gen­
erally. My Government have assisted in 
every way to alleviate thip trouble by join­
ing with the CharlottetoWA'Board of Trade 
In taking steps for the release of the 
ateamers ; which efforts I am happy to say 
hvae been effectual.

The Telegraphic Communication between 
this Province and the Mainland having 
become most unsatisfactory, my Govern 
ment in conjunction with the Federal auth 
orities are now attempting to inaugurate a 
new system by which this communication 
may be made more up-to-date and satis­
factory.

The present unsatisfactory state of the 
laws of this Province, which have net been 
properly consolidated for many years, has 
led to a great deal of confusion, and a 
measure will be submitted authorizing the 
passing of a statute to consolidate the 
same. *

The Public Accounts for tbe past year 
will be laid before you, and the estimates 
of expenditure for the current year will 
also be submitted for your consideration, 
They will be prepared with due considéra 
tion to the economical and efficient conduct 
of the different departments of the public 
service.

I now leave you to the discharge of your 
important duties assured that under the 
blessing of Divine Providence your labors 
will result in the advancement of 
people.

Peterborough persistently exhorted 
her at this supreme moment to aban­
