M. Henri Lavendan describes the 
burning of a body in the Milanese 
Crematorinm, in a letter to one of 
the French newspapers. M Lavedan 
ia one of the many pers ns of 
eminence who protest against 
cremation as a method of disposing 
of the dead, albeit, according to the 
book Lavedan bolds no brief for any 
religions sect, and calls bimself like 
so many of his literary compatriots, 
an agnostic.

He bolds, however, that the 
crematory process is unnatural and 
that burial in the old way is coun­
selled both by Nature and by pious 
regard for the departed. His des­
cription of the scene at the crema­
torium’s side is certainly a masterly 
one:

A procession composed of 
dozen persons, behind a coffin which 
four employees of the pompe funebre 
were pushing upon a little cart, 
had appeared-from one of the 
avenues.

My interpreter pointed out the 
modest funeral, and with a small 
sympathetic smile said: “Here is 
the cremation. Let us follow, 
Signor. Hastening my steps, I 
found myself mingling in the small 
group of the relatives and friends of 
the deceased.

Those who accompanied gave no 
sign of sadness ; they seemed rather 
to be accomplishing some long, 
tedious and dismal formality. I 
mmediately experienced a secret 

pity for that poor inanimate body, 
to which only two hours of exist­
ence remained, and which before 
the end of this radiant morning, 
was going to vanish, a thin column 
of blue smoke, by the high brick 
chimney of the oretpatory temple.

Suddenly a door was opened with 
an tffloious rattling of looks and 
bolts, and the coffin entered, still 
pushed on the oart which bad 
brought it, The bier was rolled 
into» corner of the hall, which 
formed a sort of alcove, and curtains 
of cheap blace cloth, unfolding from 
the ceiling, hid it momentarily from 
our gszs.

The temple cicerone was telling 
me.all about it. “The burning lasts 
about one hour and a half. We 
get rapidity and cleanliness—two 
good things, No odor whatever,
If the deceased died of contagious 
sickness, he is burned in his coffin.
If not of a contagious disease, with­
out the coffin. You will be able to 
see this one ; he is uncovered.”

Thep he wept on to tell about the 
cost waa only about fifty lire
($10). For those who cannot afford 
this, it is done free. Here he 
threw a glance at the family whose 
poor r.l>tion was to be cremated 
free. “He', there, you people I” 
he cried, “don’t fqrget (fiat this is 
being done free for you by the city.” 
Some of the family lowered their 
heads in a furtive kind of shame. 
“See the Are now,” continued my 
cicerone to myself. With his finger 
he uncovered a small circular aper­
ture, and looking through, I saw 
the fire, the terrible and hungry 
fire, issuing from four black pipes, 
These gargoyles spat out flames 
round as tree tiunks, though not lor 
long did ruddy fire break through 
the thick pillars of sulphurous 
smoke.

Then, my guide led me to a small 
room in which there were a series 
of show oases. In one of them 
were arranged several jars like those 
in which distillers put np cherry- 
brandy. E .ob contained what 
looked like pieces of pumice-stone. 
My guide took tbrge of these jars, 
removing the large flat stoppers. 
From the first be drew a pçbble 
which be thrust under my nose 
saying in his peculiarly jocose way: 
Lookl That’s a man of forty 
Taking a smaller piece, ‘Here,’.he 
paid, ‘is a lady of quality.’ fne 
third was a bambino—a li tie baby. 
When we returned to the temple, 
the preparations for the burial were 
complete. The custodian disap­
peared behind the curtains giving 
orders, then he re-appeared, wiping 
bis hands perfunctorily on his apron. 
“This time i.'a all over," he said, 
and everybody rose in the hall. 
Rebind the ourtaine, I oould descry 
ihe bearers bending over the open 
coffin from which they were pre. 
paring xo draw the corpse. Toere 
was a sound of wood bai-g knocked 
against and a s nffl ng of feet on 
the stone fl tor. A last the cur­
tains were violently drawn apart 
and the body, lying loll.length on 

! the sheet-iron slab (the grid iron, it 
is humorously referred to, by the 

jassistants), passed before our eyes. 
I do not remember if the corpse was 
dressed, or wrapped in a abroad, I 
only saw his pale profile and his

dead body in a scene so lacking in 
respect and solemnity. It all look­
ed so unreal that I almost expected 
the corpse to sit up and ory out: 
“My children, the joke has gone far 
enough; let us have done with it.”

But no. He was brought before 
the furnace trap, and then, to add to 
my angui b, the guide began des 
oribing the process in detail. “The 
most curious thing of all is that the 
body seems to take life again as it 
meets the fire. The legs arms, 
hands—all begin to move. Ah ! I 
tell you, the body lives again, I 
feel sure of it 1’ Then the assistants, 
holding the corpse as if to allow the 
relatives one last parting look, just 
for an instant, at last.shoot the de­
ceased into the furnace of fire. A 
blaze immediately lights up the 
whole scene. Then the guide took 
me to the little aperture again. 
“Look there,” he cried enthusiastic­
ally. “Have I exaggerated ? Isn’t 
that a triumph of burial for you ?"

No, indeed. He had not boasted. 
The dead body lived again. Oer- 

80me tainly it gave me the most startling 
impression of horror I ever ex­
perienced ; and such that I oould 
not render it in writing. At the 
mere recollection of that body 
twisting, of those arms beating the 
air, asking, as it were, mercy, of 
those fingers contracted and crink­
ling like wood-shavings, of those 
black legs which were convulsed 
and caught the fire like soaked 
torches (one moment I thought I 
heard him howl), shudders ran 
through me, cold sweat was on my 
brow and I fled the scene."

Dangers of Counterfeit 
Science.

itself will continue going everlast­
ingly without any need of a Creator, 
And far from Astronomy (which 
many pseudo-scientists declare to 
have solved the mystery or origin 
of life) having brought us nearer to 
a positive knowledge of how we 
came to be, it is certain that we 
know no more about our origin be­
cause we have become acquainted 
with nebular theories.

Sir David Gill, one of the first as 
tronomers in the world, recently 
told the British Association that in 
his opinion “we do not know" for all 
our discoveries of the chemical con­
stitution of stars and their motions. 
Whence, he says, have they all 
come ? Are the hundreds of mill­
ions of stars we are able to observe 
the sole occupants of space? Or 
are they but one email item in a 
vaster universe of which we have 
no knowledge? His answer is clear 
and unhesitating: “We do not 
know."

Concerning Cardinals.

There is a danger, writes Father 
Gerard, S J, in a recent Catholic 
Truth Society paper, that the science 
of which we so loudly boast may 
become but a specious cloak tor 
ignorance and ignorance of the most 
pernicious kind, namely, that which 
plumes itself on being wisdom.

Whilst the mere possession of 
knowledge is apt to give us au in­
ordinate conceit of ourselves, for 
which there is no real warrant, 
there is danger likewise lest our 
study of science itself should become 
thoroughly unscientific.

It is the first principle of science 
that nothing should be taken on 
faith, that we should prove all thing-i 
and take no step forward till we have 
made sure of our ground. We must 
clearly understand how much of 
what we learn is fact and how much 
is hypothesis and what support any 
hypothesis presented tqui receives 
from the facts which alone oan give 
it any solid value It js plainly 
impossible for the great ipaj irity of 
men to pursue scientific research for 
themselves, and, most unfortunately 
too, many who undertake to supply 
the demand for popular sciuntifto 
instructions antj lyhoee wares are 
tpost assiduously pressed upon pub­
lic attention, and wljq are very 
commonly regarded as authorities 
from whom there is no appeal, have 
no claim to the character they as­
sume.

Scientists as theystyle themselves, 
they may be, for this is an ejastio 
term, amj rqsy be applied to any 
one who makes science the topic of 
which he treats—just as whosoever 
reports for a newspaper may call 
himself a j lurnalist. But they cer­
tainly are not Men of §)ienoe.

Their main interest in their work 
arises for the most part (Father 
Gerard suggests) from the fact that 
it helps them to supply to (hair 
readers a purely meohanioal ex-- 
planation of the universe which 
shall banish from the minds of men 
all idea of the supernatqeal—-of God, 
of religion, of a life after death, and 
of the obligations by which tempore 
existence mast be regulated In the 
prospeotof eternity. The constant 
and dominant note of their teaching 
is that all such notions are exploded 
absurdities — aoQqrtfiqç te their 
brand of science.

The great men of science, sug­
gests Father Gerard, have frequently 
declared that the origin of life and 
its mystery are wholly outside, and 
therefore are unsolved, by their 
discoveries.

Thus Huxley;1 thus Kelvin ; thus 
Crookes, Lodge, Pasteur. Yet a 
Mr. Eiward Qlodq, one of the active 
popular “scientists’ of the day has 
no hesitation in declaring that “the 
origin of 1 fe is pot a more stupend­
ous problem than the origin of water; 
it hides no profotinder mystery than 
the lifeless j it ia only a local and 
temporary arrest of the universal 
movement towards equilibrium" 
which (aays Father Gerard) of course 
mak s things clear to the meanes' 
capacity.

As to the dogmatism of pseudo 
or false science, nothing oan exceed 
Its pretentiousness. The afore­

The title of cardinal (Latin: 
oardo a hinge) has existed in the 
Oatholio Church since the close of 
the fourth century. Id 492 the 
dignity of cardinal took its specific 
rank among titular distinctions, and 
in the twelfth century to rank as a 
cardinal of the Churoh was to be 
rated with the sons of sovereign 
princes.

Since 1059 it has been usual to 
select the Pope from the body of 
Cardinals. Not always, however, 
has an elected Pope previously worn 
the purple. Urban IV, Gregory 
X, Oelestine V, Clement V, Urban 
V, and Urban VI had never possess 
ed the oardinalitial dignity.

The constitution of the College of 
Cardinals was drawn up in 1586 by 
Sixtus V. The body was limited 
to 70 members, namely : 6 Bis­
hops, fifty priests, 14 deacons. In 
modern times this number is not 
often complete. Not since 1665 
and 1667 has the College been tilled 

In 1245_ Innocent IV ordained 
that all cardinals should wear the 
red hat to show that they ought to 
expose themselves to the shedding 
of their blood for the Chqroh, The 
scarlet skull-cap and biretta was 
osrtluted in the fifteenth century.

The creation of the largest 
number of cardinals by one Pope is 
recorded to the late Pontiff Leo XIII 
who gave the red hat to not fewer 
than 147. Eight popes did not 
create a single cardinal. The total 
number created si- oe 1099 is 2,559 
Two oousistories, one private, the 
other public, are held for the in­
vestiture of cardinals who are pres 
ent in Rome. The ceremonies in­
clude the giving of the hat, the ac­
colade, the ring, the closing and 
opening of moqthg and the reading 
Qf the letter conferring the title 

Absent cardinals, when created, 
have the scarlet cap seat them bv 
special papal courier. The hat and 
title are giyen only to those who 
visit Rome, and since many, through 
old age or infirmity are unable to 
undertake the joqrqqj^ they die 
without beoquaipg completely oar­
dinalitial.

Richelieu, Mazarin, Dubois never 
received the hat in person. Among 
those counted as cardinals are two 
who died before their creation. 
They $re William Mareefield, an 
English priest, and a Portuguese, 
Pablo de Carvalho, both of whom 
died but a few days previous to their 
nominating,

Many saints have figured among 
the cardinals, namely, Peter Igoeo, 
Peter Damian, Alberta of Brabant, 
Gqarino Bnsoari, Gtldino Sala, Ray- 
mond Nonnanto, Cbailea Borromeo 
and John Fisher,

Hohism has been a fruitful cause 
for deprivation of rank among car­
dinals. Among resignations from 
the dignity have been many royal 
grinças mho abdicated for reasons 
of state,

Caesar Bargia gave up hts dignity 
after five years tenqra. In 1885 
Cardinal tjohenlohe resigred hie 
Gardinal-bishoprio to take inferior 
rank. The United States has pro­
duced two Cardinals—McCloskey 
and Gibbons. English Qardinals 
number 42, beginning with Ulfrio 
in the latest being Vaughan
(1893 1903). Ireland bag had four 
cardinals: CuHen, MoC ihe, Logue 
and Moran. Taschereau is the only 
Canadian, Scotland had two: 
Beaton and Erekine.

In our local columns we call 
attention to the advertisement of 
a Liberal Conservative conven­
tion for the second district of 
King’s County, to be held at 
Morell on the 15th of September.

“order-in-council” navy real 
ize that their hands have been 
completely tied by the voluble 
opportunist who sits at the 
head of the cabinet table. All 
the young French Canadian 
and German youths in Canada 
could not raise one finger to 
repel an enemy of Britain un­
til the high mogul in his pal­
atial residence on Laurier 
Avenue made up his mind 
that the Canadian naval force 
should enter the fray.

If the sug­
gestion of Mr R L Borden had 
been accepted Canadians 
would not to day have to hang 
their heads in shame at the 
petty proposals of a govern 
ment; which brags of its pride 
in the Imperial tie. Sir Wil 
frid Laurier looks calmly on 
while millions are fritterec 
away on the National Trans 
continental, on Quebec 
bridges which collapse, on 
sawdust wharves which help 
to elect supporters of the gov 
ernment, on Hudson Bay 
railways, on public works 
which do the most pollttca 
good and the least public 
benefit, and on the hundrec 
and one expenditures which 
have taxed the credit of Can 
ada to the limit.

The increase in the nickel and copper 
output of the Sndbnrv mines were very 
large. The official returns to the bureau

copper. 4,634 tons, $660,497; nickel, 
9,349 tons, $2,005,660 ; fromore, 39,497

Shipmente from silver mines aggre­

gated 14,787 tons, of which 12,024 tons 
were of ore and 2,763 tone of concen­
trates . The former averaged 814 ounces 
of silver to the ton, and the latter 1,017 
ounces. Cowganda contributed 325 tone 
of ore containing 317,915 ounces of sil­
ver, and the Lake Superior district a 
small production, the remainder being 
from Cobalt proper. The production 
for the corresponding period of 1909 wee 
11,234,382 ounces of silver valued al 
$5,379,980, The nickel copper mine# of 
Sudbnry tamed oat 9,339 tons of nickel 
and 5,634 tone of copper as compared

The British cruiser Scylla has sailed 
for Jamaica, Honduras to collect in­
demnity for the murder of three 
Jamaicans, recently committed by 
Hondurans, and to protect tbe British 
turtle fishermen on the Honduran coast.

Friday Ust ‘was sales day at the 
Charlottetown Cheese board. A great 
many cheese were boarded and some 
factories sold at 10 11-16. A number of 
others sold on the curb afterwards at 
probably about the same price.

A man who is alleged to have obtain­
ed small sums of money from a number 
of officers and men at the Portsmouth 
N. H. Navy Yard under l^e pretense 
that he was a Canadian Naval Officer, 
was an importer, according to advices 
received from Montreal,

After having been in operation for 
sixty years or more, the saw mill and 
box factory of James Walker and Co., 
at Basin Mills, Maine was totally des- 
troyed by fire. The loss which is es­
timated at$l60,000 is fairly well cover­
ed by insurance,

Penny-in-tbe Slot machines have 
been adopted by tbe Canadian P. O., 
department for the sale of stamps. 
Fifty machines have bean bought, and 
will be installed at Montreal, Toronto, 
Ottawa and Winnipeg. If found suc­
cessful they will be put in at other 
places.

One hundred and fourteen men left 
Soringhill, N. S., Friday to locate in 
Western Canada, including sixty-nine 
foreign miners. A fatal accident in the 
mines the same day caused the death 
of a German miner. The deceased 
leaves a wifs and two children in hie 
native land. The body has been em­
balmed and taken to Germany.

As tbe result of the combined calls of 
railway contractors and western farm­
ers, the labor market at Fort William 
has suffered and it is difficult to procure 
ordinary laborers for $2.50 a day. It 
it estimated that Fort William and Port 
Arthur employment agents have sent 
out no leas than 4000 bands during tbe 
summer to Manitoba. Saskatchewan 
and British Colombia construction. 
While this number is all that is requir­
ed for railway work there the wheat 
growers are asking for help and trans.

labor is delaying their work.

The Czar of all the Russians has 
been arrested by a German policeman, 
according to a story printed by the 
Tagebatt. Emperor Nicholas, with a 
Grand Duke, slipped across the frontier 
incognito, according to a story. During 
their stay at Wolf’s Garden they enter­
ed a park the use of which is forbidden 
to the public.

$,000 men each number will bave to be

ing a Head-Qiarters Staff for each of 
the military commande.

The Canada-West Indies Royal Com 
mission's recommendation in London 
is mainly of a permissive nature. One 
question wae how far in framing any 
reciprocal trade arrangements It might 
be desirable jto deal with the West In 
dice collectively, or whether it might 
not be well to make an application of 
each arrangement permissive in indivi 
dual cases, so that the Colonies not de 
siring to adhere at once might have the 
option of doing so at a later date.

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Railway Engineers as 
Heroes.

No man| eludes death oftener or 
more narrowly than the locomotive 
engineer, says Mr. Tbaddeus S. Day. 
ton, writing in Harpei’s Weelky. 
On a fast train the danger threatens 
and is gone in a fraction of a second. 
He goes on to tell of some of those 
" close calls" which every engineer 
must reckon as part of the day’s 
work. There are a few cases, we 
are told, when Providence steps in 
and averts a disaster which seems 
inevitable.

The moat remarkable instance of 
this sort happened many years ago 
on a railway in eastern Missouri. 
The story was told recently in the 
official organ of the Order of Railway 
Conductors.

One summer morning a twelve- 
car train containing the members of 
a Sunday school was bound for a 
picnic at a point about fifty miles 
distant. Although the sky was 
cloudless when the excursion started, 
the train had not proceeded more 
than half way when a thunderstorm 
broke. The rain fell in torrents. 
The engineer was worried for fear 
the terrific downpour might cause a 
washout or a spreading of the rails, 
and he slowed down to about 35 
miles an hour.

As the train swung around a curve 
and approached a small station 
which it was to pass without stop­
ping, the engineer, peering through 
the broken curtain of rain, saw that 
the switch just ahead was open. It 
meant a terrible disaster. He closed 
his throttle and put on the brakes in 
an instant.

“ Better stick to it," he shouted to 
his fireman.

“I moan to," was the answer,
“ God help us all !"

His last words were drowned by a 
terrific crash of thunder which came 
simultaneously with a flash of light 
ing that seemed to strike the ground 
just ahead of the engine. The next 
thing they knew they were past the 
elation, still riding safely on the 
main line rails.

The train came to a stop, and the 
engineer and conductor hurried back 
to discover what had happened and 
how the train had passed the open 
ewitoh. They found that the lightn­
ing bad struck squarely between the 
switch and the rail and had closed 
the switch.

Quick Wittkd Hiroism.

More often the story of a close 
call is 11 a tale of quick-thinking 
heroism." We are told of an en­
gineer whose presence of mind saved 
scores of lives in Newark, N. J., one 
December day a few years ago :

“ A freight train was going up a 
steep grade about half a mile from 
the station when the couplings broke 
between the third and fourth oars 
from the end, and they began to roll 
down hill at a terrific speed. A 
long passenger train bad just arrived 
and was standing directly in the 
path of the runaway cars. The en­
gineer of the passenger train saw the 
approaching danger and realized in 
a flash that the on-rushing oars must 
be stopped at all hazards before they 
reached the station, otherwise there 
would be a terrible loss of life. He 
uncoupled the engine, sprang into 
the cab and opened the throttle. 
The big engine bounded forward 
like a spirited horse struck with a 
whip. At the last moment belore 
the collision the engineer shut off 
the steam and jumped. He landed 
unhurt in a heap of cinders. The 
engine crashed into the runaway 
oars, and an instant Inter there was 
nothing left of the locomotive or the 
cars but a mass of wreckage. At 
least a hundred lives were saved by 
the engineer’s prompt aolion.”

The Broken Driving Rod.

“ Occasionally a fastening of one 
of the great driving rods will break, 
Then at every revolution of the 
wheel to which the other end is 
attached, the great steel bar, weigh 
ing several thousand pounds, will 
come, “swinging like a Titan’s 
flail," beating three hundred strokes 
a minute.

■ No disaster comes so unexpect­
edly and is so much dreaded as this. 
Almost invariably it happens when 
the engine is running at high speed. 
When a driver breaks it is a miracle 
if the men in the cab escape with 
their lives. If they do survive, and 
by their heroism succeed in stopping 
the train and avoiding a wreck, de­
spite the rain of blows from this 
huge fliil of steel, their acts bring 
forth a greater measure of praise 
than almost any other form of 
bravery that the railroad knows.

“Only the other day one of the 
driving rods of a fast passenger loco­
motive broke while the train was 
running more than sixty miles an 
hour down the steep grades ol Pick­
erel Mountain In an instant the 
whirling bar of steel had smashed 
the oab and broken the oontmlling 
mechanism, so that it was impossible 
to bring the train to a stop by ordin­
ary means. The great locomotive 
lunged forward like a mnaway horse 
that had thrown its rider. In some 
Way, however, Ln'z, the engineer, 
had escaped injury. He crept to 
the opposite side of the cab and 
climbed out through the window 
upon the boiler to try to reach some 
of the controlling apparatus from 
the outside. He e as working him 
sell astride ' he SCO' nbing boiler when 
eudder ly the engine struck a curve, 
which it took at terr ifio speed.

shook half threw the engineer from 
his perilous position, but he saved 
himself by grasping the bell rope. 
Then he worked himself down along 
the uninjured side of the swaying 
locomotive to where he could open 
one of the principal steam valves. 
A cloud of vapor rushed forth with 
a tremendous roar. Although rob­
bed of its power, the locomotive did 
not slacken speed until it reached 
the bottom of the grade. Then little 
by little the threshing of the great 
driving rod, which was pounding 
the upper part of the engine to 
pieces, grew slower, and finally it 
stopped. No one was killed or in­
jured, and not a passenger in the 
long train knew until it was over of 
the danger that had been avoided so 
narrowly. If it had not been for 
ihe bravery of the engineer one of 
the worst wrecks in the history of 
railroading might have resulted."

An Extraordinarily Close Call.

Ooe of the most extraordinarily 
close calls that an engineer ever had 
occurred on a Western Railroad last 
year, says Mr. Dayton :

A heavily loaded 1 flier’ was sail­
ing along one night at between sixty 
and seventy miles an hour, approach­
ing a broad river that was spanned 
by a drawbridge, which was some­
times open and sonreûmes closed. 
The train waa supposed to come to 
a halt and the engineer to find out. 
If all was Well he would sound the 
whistle and proceed slowly. On 
this night, however, the long train 
rushed on the bridge with undimin­
ished speed. Fortunately, the draw 
had just been closed and nothing 
happened.

“ The engineer’s failure to stop at 
the bridge was the first intimation 
that the fireman had of anything 
wrong. He ran around to the en­
gineer’s side of the oab, shut off 
the steam and applied the brakes. 
He found the engineer fallen forward, 
senseless, with an ugly gash in his 
bead. Beside him lay the stone 
which bad inflicted the wound. It 
waa afterwards established beyond 
question that in some inexplicable 
way this stone had been picked up 
by the engine itself while moving at 
its great speed and hurled into the 
oab. II the draw had not been clos­
ed that night when the 1 flier’ rushed 
across the bridge there would have 
been another accident which would 
have added to the story of railroad­
ing a mystery almost as deep as any 
connected with the navigation of the 
sea.”

Such things as these make the 
engineers fatalists. According to 
Mr. Dayton, all of them believe that 
they will die when their time comes, 
and there isn’t much use of Worry­
ing about it, Mr. Dayton concludes 
with the story of an engineer on a 
Southwestern railroad who firmly 
believes that he bears a charmed 
life.”

Sated by a Cyclone.

“ Several years ago be was haul­
ing a long train of refrigerator oars 
loaded with Irait from California 
and running on express time. It 
was toward the close of a hot mid­
summer day. The track stretched 
for miles straight away over a level 
plain. In the distance a storm 
seemed to have broken, and the en­
gineer observed that it seemed to be 
moving diagonally toward bim, In 
a few minutes be dashed into a tor­
rent of rain, and then, preceded by 
an ominous hush, he beard the roar 
of the cyclone. A broad, thallow 
liver spanned by a wooden bridge 
lay ahead. Peeling through the 
darkness, the engineer lanoied that 
be saw the funnel-shaped cloud em­
brace and obliterate the bridge. The 
next thing that he knew was that he 
was sailing through the air, and his 
last thought was that he would land 
in the river and could not swim .

11 When he recovered oonsoioas- 
nesa he was lying in a wheat field 
five hundrdd feet from the track 
amid the debris of the woodwork of 
the engine. Much to his surprise, 
be was still alive. He struggled to 
his knees and Saw bis fireman crawl, 
ing toward bim. When the storm 
lulled they made their way to the 
track aud tbenoe to the river. A 
mass of wreckage almost dammed 
the stream. lu its indescribable

confusion they recognised what had 
been their train. The clyoone had 
tom the oab free and carried it and 
itg occupants to safety. They were 
the only ones of the train crew who 
escaped.—Star.

When the Storm Clouds 
Gather.

Every cloud baa an open aecret 
written upon its face, which may be 
read by any one who will give him­
self a little trouble. There are two 
distinct types of clouds, Stratei aud 
Cumulus. The first is of sheet-like 
formation, the second possesses aheap 
ed up appearance. When these two 
types merge, a storm is brewing. 
Tbe union of these two forms the 
storm cloud.

There is no term more misused in 
general than cyclone. Such a storm 
is associated with destruction of life 
and property, with a general leveling 
of buildings, and is considered de­
cidedly out of tbe ordinary. As a 
matter of fact the ordinary storms 
which move over the United States 
are cyclones. They come from the 
northwest and from the southwest, 
usually passing off toward the Gulf of 
St. Lawrence.

It might be thought, in view of 
the fact that we are becoming more 
aud more familiar with what may be 
termed weather knowledge, that such 
popular errors would correct them 
selves, but just as the cloud is more 
or less of a mystery to most persons, 
at least so far as its significance Is 
concerned, so the proper way to de­
scribe a storm seems almost wholly 
misunderstood.

Storms are divided Into three 
classes, cyclone, hurricanes and toroa 
does. Hurricanes enter tbe United 
States from tbe south or south-east, 
usually occurring from July to Octob­
er in this part of tbe world. They 
originate in the eastern parts of the 
Carribean Sea, travel by a curved 
track, northwest ward at first, gradual­
ly changing more to the north and 
northeast ward In the Gulf and At­
lantic States, until they, too, join the 
great path in New England by which 
storms leave this country. In the 
central portion of the hurricane the 
wind usually blows from sixty to eigh­
ty miles an hour. It is In cities and 
towns they work their chief destruc­
tion. When we read of a wind so 
severe that plate glass windows of 
stores are shattered, that here and 
there a tree falls before its fury, we 
may set It down as a hurricane. 
Cyclones, ordinary storms, may be a 
thousand miles io diameter. Hurri­
canes are somewhat less, say six hun­
dred or eight hundred miles.

The tornado is the most dangerous 
of all, although there is no severe 
storm unaccompanied by a degree of 
peril. In tbe United Stales torna­
does occur most frequently in the 
Mississippi and Ohio Valleys, although 
there are few States east of tbe Rocky 
Mountains which do not receive oc­
casional visits from them. They 
form in all parts of the temperate 
zones under different aspects being 
known at sea as water spouts, and in 
deserts as sand storms.

Small tornadoes are called fair 
weather whirlwinds, when they hap­
pen in fair weather on tbe lake or on 
land under suitable cooditions. In a 
dry atmosphere they are known as 
white squalls, because a email white 
cloud at a great height is all that is 
visible. A family of tornadoes may 
be produced from the same cloud, as 
many as fifteen tubes having been 
observed at once at such a time.

The most characteristic feature of
* tornado is a funnel or spout. The 
diameter of the actual spout rarely 
exceeds a lew yards, and the total 
area of tbe destructive wind is rarely 
more than three or four hundred 
yards across. The height of the 
spout is that of the lowest layer of 
clouds, never very high at such a 
time, and as in thunderstorms, the 
upper air currents are not in the least 
affected by the storm raging below. 
The general appearance of the cloud 
over the spout is peculiarly smoky, or 
like the fumes of a burning haystack, 
always accompany a tornado.

• Usually, threatening clouds, tbe 
merging of the cumulus and stratus, 
give warning of the storm. This 
cloud merger then discharges bail- 
stones of considerable size, the storm 
continuing anywhere from ten to 
thirty minutes. Then the tornado 
may be seen forming, and almost any 
one can graspe what is about to hap­
pen. The tube of a tornado is most 
uncertain in its journey. Guided by 
currents, it sometimes turns at almost 
right angles, leaving what seemed to 
be its objective point unharmed.

One cloud feature which almost 
every one is able to read, is tbe ap 
proach of a thunderstorm. The 
simplest kind of a thunderstorm may 
be more properly described as a 
squall, accompanied by thunder and 
lightning, instead of only by wind 
and rain. On a wild, stormy day, 
with common squalls, one or two of 
these which are exceptionally violent, 
will be accompanied by one or t o 
claps of thunder, with lightning.

There is no difference betwee - i 
common squall and a thunderstorm, 
except that the clouds are more in­
tense, as any one who cares to look 
closely and compare, when oppor­
tunity offers, can planily see. Is 
Western Europe this class of thunder 
storm is much more common in 
winter than in summer, the reverie of 
what takes place In all other kinds of

thunderstorm. So much is this the 
case that in Iceland there are no 
summer thunderstorms, but only 
winter ones, of this simple, small type. 
In Norway both types occur, tbe 
winter ones being much more de 
structive, because the clouds sink 
lower, and, therefore, the lightning is 
much more likely to strike buildings.

Aside from the question of direct 
storm clouds, tbe study of clouds, as 
a whole, is one of tbe most interesting 
pleasures that can be enjoyed. Io 
the beginning, one must understand 
that clouds, owe existence to two 
causes. Through the passing of 
warm, moist air into colder, owing to 
condensation, a certain proportion ol 
the moisture becomes visible in the 
form of a cloud. Then clouds are 
also formed by air that rises to a 
height where there is a decrease in 
both pressure and expansion. The 
result in this instance is also conden­
sation. Here is the origin of tbe 
cloud. Now the thing to do is to 
trace the cloud into the various re­
gions where It drifts or is propelled, 
and learn what the alliances it may 
form bring, and just what are the bits 
of cloud we see floating about.

Take, for iustaoces, the mackerel 
sky. Ever so many persons believe 
that sky of this description, or, rather 
such a cloud effect, Indicates, fair 
weather. On the contrary, It is a 
strong indication that the weather is 
to change for the worst. Soft sunset 
clouds, or colors, indicate fine, settled 
weather, fiery or brilliant hues denote 
a change to stormy or wet weather.

Coronas are broader rings, seen 
quite close to the sun or moon, and 
are due to the shining of light through 
the edges of loose clouds. They 
have red on the outside and blue on 
the inside of the ring. Now and then 
one may notice these same effects 
not In circles, but they are of the same 
formation, drifting about unattached, 
because of tbe very lack of form.

Cirrus, or tufted, clouds are reliable 
weather guides, as a rule. They form 
in parallel threads. Should tbe threads 
appear on and parallel to the western 
horizon, and moving from a northerly 
point, what the weather bureau calls 
a depression is approaching from the 
west. This, while likely to cause bad 
weather, will probably pass to the 
north of ttie observer. Should the 
lines appear parallel to the southwest

A Drink in the Desert.

Strangers left alone in the desert 
often die; native animals and native 
races do not. For the natives know 
that there is water in all deserts and 
that tbe receptacles for this water 
are plants which by means of their 
roots absorb water from the soil 
when tbe rains come and atore it np 
like reservoirs for nse in time of 
drouth. An examination with the 
microscope shows bow this ia done. 
The interior of a plant that holds 
water consists of myriads of water 
storage cells, and according to the 
Strand a determination of the water 
in a sample of the storage tissue of 
the barrel caotns has shown over 96 
pot cent..

One specimen recently kept in the 
consorvatory of tbe United States 
Department of Agriculture at Wash, 
ington weighed 170 pounds. A 
specimen weighing a ton and meas­
uring nine feet high and three feet 
in diameter was once received at 
Kew, but soon died owing to injuries 
in transit.

Some years ago when Frederick V. 
Colville of the Department of Agri­
culture at Washington in company 
with D. T. MoDongal of the New 
York Botanical Garden, was in Mex­
ico seeking a location for a desert 
botanical laboratory for the Carnegie 
Institution of Washington, be made 
a special study of the barrel oaotue.

Happily for the investigation 
there was at hand in the person of 
Mr. Coville’e guide an intelligent 
Papago Indian—one who, from old 
time practice, was able to show how 
deftly and quickly the traveller in 
the desert may quench bis thirst 
He first picked out a cactus a little 
over three feet high and twenty 
inches io diameter. He then sliced 
off the top and exposed tbe white 
interior, raising the top from the 
plant as if it were a lid on hinges.

Inside could be seen a pulpy struc­
ture, evidently saturated with water, 
although it was noticeable that the 
water did not exude from the palp 
when the out was made. The guide 
then cat a stake about three inches 
in diameter at the blunt end and 
began to mash the flesh of theoaotne 
into a palp.

By this means he made in the top 
of the caotns a so t of bowl and sooij. 
had collected a suitable quantity of 
this palp. Then taking it np hand, 
ful by handful he squeezed out tbe 
water into the bowl and tossed the 
useless pulp away. The flavor of 
the water was slightly salt.
