Mr, Farrow's committee to inveatl-
gate the salt interests rested from its
labors, after haying examined three
witnesses, in the early part of last week,
We bad anticipated that more witnesses
would be examined, and some repre-
senting our largest manufacteries, but
in this we are disappointed, and the
members of the House, when the com.
mittes's report is laid before them, will
have but a meagre representation of the
opinions of the salt manufacturers upon
this guestion to influence them, unless
Mr. Farrow has secured evidence by
other meana than through his commit-
tee, As it is the evidence adduoad is
#o limited as to givo the investigation
& hollow character, and it is 0 be re-
gqretted that some of the more extonsive
manufacturers were not axamined,

Both of the witnesses reprosenting
the manufacturers, Mr. 8, Platt, of
Goderich, and Mr. Gray, of Seaforth,
wera of opimion that the trade shenld

from foreign competition,
and & duty of $3 per ton was proposed
as sufficient to meet the end desired. —
In Western Ountario, according to the
testimony, the trade was controlled by
our manufacturers, but beyond Toronto
the competition from the United States
was too great for them and they were
forced to leave to their competitors a
market wherein was disposed from
25,000 to 30,000 barrels of salt at the
rateof $1.10 per bbl.
