Pekin, Nov. 24—Missionaries ar­
riving in Pekin from Tung Chow Pu, 
eighty miles northeast of Slang Fu, 
give accounts of the recent revnu- 
ticn in the province of Shen Si, where 
the anti-foreign element declare.)' ts 
intention to exterminate foreigners, 
Christians and Manchus, but only 
partly succeeded. The rebel general 
at Siang Fu, they say, issued a procla­
mation to the people not to harm 
Manch merchants, foreigners or non 
combatant Chinese, but only to de­
stroy Manchus. The Manchus, there­
upon prepared for defense wit ala 
their own walled Section of the oTy. 
They withstood one attack by a mop 
made up of students and soldiers, but 
in an attack :ne next day nearly, all 
the Manchus were slain. According 
to the missionaries the Chinesè n- 
l'ormed them that horrible barbari­
ties accompanied the 'slaughter and 
that Manchu women were spearsd or 
carried off by Chinese officers.

Policy of Chinese Republic.
Paris, Nov. 2 4.—Dr. Sun Yat Seri 

outlined the future regime in China 
to Le Courier European during his 
stay in Paris. According to this 
Journal he said that although it 
would be a federal republic and es­
sentially modern, care would be 
taken not to touch the ancient tra­
ditions of Old China.

"The revolutionaries wish," added. 
Dr. Sun, “to prove their, sympfcyy 
with peace. The Çhinese republic 
will be thrown open to foreign Com­
merce. The first act of the new 
government will be to suppress all 
limitations, on commercial relations 
with the outside world. In return, 
the republic Intends, in considera­
tion of fresh facilities granted for in­
ternational commerce, to reserve to 
itself the tight to regulate the cus­
toms in the interests of its own 
growing industries alfd no longer of 
the outsiders.

the field of colonial politics. :t is 
highly desirable that our already 
awakened appreciation of the eminent 
Importance of South America for our 
economic welfare be strengthened, es­
pecially as other nations are working 
persistently and with enormous energy 
to make the Spanish republics tribu­
tary to .their wealth.

"“It is "becoming increasingly ap iar- 
ent that America means to dispute the 
field in these countries with its Euro­
pean competitors. I

“It is high time that we Germans 
recognized the fact that the leaders 
of our foreign trade policy must not 
confine themselves to 'the conquest of 
markets only by investments of cap­
ital in industrial, irilnlng and rail­
way enterprises. They must strike 
out on the lines which the;Amc-r'c-ins 
are seeking to follow.’’

Later 
the witness produced a number of 
itemised statements of the business 
ci£ the Lacombe Produce Co., which 
he and Mr. Wilson and prepared, with, 
the object of getting a bank" in Cv- 
gary to grant .he accused a loan.

'The witness admitted that some of 
these statements were incorrect and 
false. They had been unable to pro­
cure a loan in Calgary and at the 
time of the fire they owed the Union 
Bank in Lacombe about twenty-two 
thousand dollars. Witness said the 
Lacombe Produce Co. had beeri a 
paying concern doing a good business 
and that in about fourteen mcnins 
Wilson, the accused, had taken out of 
the business in cash and produce 
somewhere about five or six thousa id 
dollars.

Raised Valuation.
In his cross examination the only 

point of interest brought out was that 
he had been instructed by Wilson to 
raise the valuation of the stock in 
the building to about thirty per cent 
above its actual cost and to have it 
insured, if possible, for one hundnd 
per cent of this increased value.

Gappy Smart, chief of the Calgary 
fire department, was called and gave 
evidence as to burning cif an old house 
belonging to .Wilson situated on Sixth 
avenue. This building had been un­
occupied for some time and clearly 
showed that it had been started with 
coal oil and that in his opinion the 
house was not worth more than tnroo 
hundred dollars. At the time of me 
fire the house was insured for six 
hundred.

Ottawa, Nov. 25—An unusual ex­
perience fell to .the lot of the mem­
bers: of the new parliament this evefl-

TO BLOCKADE 
THE DARDANELLES

The Grand Trunk Pacific Railway 
have procured samples of apples 
growh jn Kitsiimkalum Valley, ninety 
miles east of Prince Rupert. These 
apples are or different varieties, 
beautiful in their coloring, and the 
flavor is in every respect up to the 
perfect brands grown in Ontario, en­
tirely unlike the inferior flavored 
fruit graown under irrigation in the 
morç southerly regions and in prac- 
taically all the Pacific coast states. 
The specimens came from the or­
chard of D. Stewart, who has about 
15 acres under cultivation, and they 
represent the first grown on the 
operated line of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific. v

Ideal Fruit Land.
In the valleys of the Kitsumkalum, 

Lakelse and Copper Rivers, with 
other areas along the Skeena river, 
there should be approximately 300,000 
acres of ideal fruit lands pieced un­
der cultaivation in comparatively few 
years, and much of this land can be 
procured by pre-emption in 160 acre 
lots, the only charge being one dollar 
per acre in addition to the residence 
requirements of the' law. It is 
confidently predicted that this ter­
ritory will become the 'centre of a 
new and greater fruit district in Brlv 
tish Columbia.

Huge Strawberries Grown.
At Prince Rupert th.s summer 

strawberries grown along the Skeena 
river and in the valleys of the Kit­
sumkalum, Lakelse and Copper 
rivers came into the market for the 
first time in considerable quantities, 
and the fruit is reported to be super­
ior to anything grown on this contin­
ent, being expressly high colored, 
and as sweet and fine in flavor as 
wild strawberries; their size is. re­
markable, running as large as a 
good-sized crab apple or a small 
snow apple. <

As further particulars are received 
from the exploration party under 
A. O. Wheeler, director of the Al­
pine Club, regarding their recent ex­
pedition over the Grand Trunk Paci­
fic Railway through the Canadian 
Rocky Mountains, it is known that 
the new Transcontinental railway 
will be able to offer to its patrons the 
finest scenery of any of the trans­
continental railways in America.

Magnificent Mountain Scenery.
In the last report received, the 

territory in the vicinity of the head 
waters of the Athabasca and Whirl­
pool rivers is touched upon, and the 
party are, Mr. Wheeler states, open­
ing.up a field for exploration and re­
search, mountaineering and camping 
that is absolutely new, and of which1 
practically, nothing is known. This 
group of mountains is magnificent. 
It rises approximately to 12,000 feet 

•above the sea level, and shows con­
curs of the wildest and boldest pos­

sible forms. Immense snow fields 
and huge glaciers are everywhere 
oldest and most inaccessible rise the 
black precipices of Mount Goilkie, the 
central point of the group. Again, 
to the south are an endless array of 
peaks, towers and pyramids, domes, 
castles and ramparts in bewildering 
confusion.

HIS ANNEXATION TALKLondon, Nov. 22—The naval corres­

St Louis, Nov. 23—Strong disap­
proval of Chaqip Clark’s annexation- 
of-Canada speeches and interviews 
have drawn from the speaker to 'he 
St. Louis Republic a letter in which 
he says he favored only a peaceful 
annexation brought about by the 
mutual consent cf both countries, and 
that he has so qualified all his expres­
sions favoring annexation.

Speaker Ciark’s letter follows: —
“In view of your editorial in today’s 

Republic, entitled "Champ Clark’s 
Blunder,’ I desire to make a piam 
statement.

Report Did Not Tell All.
“You, of course, did not know how 

the remarks touching annexation of 
Canada came to be made at Fre­
mont, Nev. Without inquiry from me, 
you assume that, they were part >f a 
speech which I had prepared. The 
truth is that I was speaking cn the 
tariff when a standpat Republican 
broke in with the question: ‘What 
about annexing Canada?’ I answered 
somewhat as reported; but the re­
porter failed to say that I stated then 
and there that the only annexation 1 
had ever thought of was a union of 
the two countries by mutual consent 
and for the promotion of the best in­
terests of the two countries.

“You assume that in my speech in 
the House, as well as at Fremont, I 
suggested or advocated forcible an­
nexation. There is not a fact in the 
universe on which to base that as­
sumption. I never dreamed of such 
a thing, and the language of the 
speech in congress flatly contradicts 
the assumption. President Taft’s 
clap-trappers undertook to make a 
mountain out of a mole-hill by jump­
ing on me in the papers, and certain 
Democratic papers fell in with him.

Misrepresented, He Says. •
“All these papers which assailed me 

assumed falsely that I was advocat­
ing forcible annexation, and every one 
of them knew, or could have known, 
by the simple expedient of reading my 
speech, that their assumption had no 
basis of fact and that the reasons 
which I gave for desiring to ee a 
union of the two countries were ot 
the friendliest and most pacific sort- 
such as kinship in blood, a common 
language and great similarity of our 
institutions. * * » I have always
advocated reciprocity, not with Can­
ada alone, but with all commercial 
nations. * * *

“I have been grossly misrepresent­
ed from the beginning in this matter, 
partly through ignorance, partly 
through imalice, and partly to prop 
the waning fortunes of the stand­
patters."

For a Port on Hudson Bay.
Secure Use of Port From Manitoba
Government,

Mon with a port- on Hudson Bay, was 
the statement" made here tonight in an 
address by Sir James. "Whitney. Sir 
James referred to the efforts of the 
province to get a harbor on Hudson 
Bay. Through the determination of 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s Government to re­
fuse to give Ontario access to a port 
on Hudson Bay, this province was shut 
out for all time from ever having a 
port on Hudson Bay.

Ontario was not interested so much 
in the amount of territory as in getting 
a port, but as a.- result of the action 
of the Dominion Government, Ontario 
had no harbor or port on Hudson Bay, 
no spot where a harbor could be made; 
no spot where a craft, large or| small 
could land; no spot where craft, large 
or small, could weigh anchor and go 
out to Europe.

Three years ago,the Laurier Govern­
ment passed the act by which Ontario 
was shut off from having a port. It 
was to come into effect "when the Le­
gislature of Manitoba passed an act, 
and Ontario mhst do the same.

Sir James said he was speaking with 
some hesitation, because- he was not 
at his office, and did not havé the facts 
before him. There were several other 
questions to he considered, such as 
subsidy, etc.

"Whatever else has been done,” sa'd 
Sir James Whitney. “I do not know, 
but we have felt for some time that 
the Manitoba government, out of good 
nature, might allow us something 
more than the Dominion «Government 
with reference to securing a port, but 
I don’t know about that yet.”

LOWER FREIGHT RATES.

The Winnipeg board of trade is tak­
ing up the question of freight rates in 
the West and embodied its case and 
what it is proposed to do in a reso­
lution which is published herewith. 
Perhaps the movement would be 
more effective if the boards of trade 
in other western cities joined with the 
Winnipeg board in pressing the matter 
%pon the attention of the Government 
and the Railway Commission. The 
resolution of the -Winnipeg board iol-

“Whereas the rates charged by 
the Canadian Pacific Railway com­
pany for the carriage of freight 
from Winnipeg and throughout the 
whole western country were orig­
inally based on a much higher scale 
than those charged for a similar 
service in the eastern portions of 
the Dominion, and

“Whereas the complaint being

“Whereas the burden of excessive 
freight rates has fer many years 
been a source of great complaint as 
well as being a grave injustice to 
the pèople of the entire western 
portion of our Dominion, and

“Whereas the railway commis­
sion, Whether from want of suffi­
cient jurisdiction, or whatever 
cause, has failed to deal with the 
matter.
“Therefore be it resolved that in 
the opinion of ttiis board the time 
has arrived when the government 
of this Dominion should by legisla­
tion lay down the principle that the 
rates allowed to be charged by the 
railways in the western provinces 
shall not exceed those charged in 
Ontario and Quebec for a similar 
service to a greater extent than 

-'necessary to cover any excess there 
may be in the cent of operation in 
the w^st over that in Ontario and 
Quebec, and it is recommended mat 
this board take immediate action in 
respect hereto, and ask the co-op-x 
eration of western boards in the* 
presentation of facts to the govern­
ment through Hen.

A new subject introduced 
is “Civics,” and an old one, “Algebra,’’ 
is dropped, to be taken up in, the first 
grade of the high school course. 
Manual training and household sci­
ence are introduced with elementary 
exercises in the first grade. Mu sic is 
also introduced as a subject of study. 
Physical culture is made part of the 
regular program. In manual train­
ing, physical culture, hygiene and 
music no departmental examinations 
are held.

Subjects of First Grade.
Subjects introduced in the first er* 

primary grade, are: 'Reading, writing, 
arithmetic, composition, nature study, 
drawing; clay modelling, basket weav­
ing and paper cutting as an introduc­
tion to manual training and house­
hold science music and physical cul­
ture. The elements of etiquette and 
deportment are taught the first grade 
pupils in conjunction with physical 
culture. The teacher is to conduct 
games in the open air, and in the 
country schools, attended by foreign 
ers who know nothing about games, 
is to teach the children how to play.

The subjects of grade one are con­
tinued throughout the course. Nature 
study is gradually developed into the 
formal study of geography in grades 
five to eight and of agriculture in 
grades seven and eight. The study of 
history proper begins in grade five. 
Much preparatory work is done in the 
reading course which includes stDries 
of other lands, descriptive historical 
sketcfiSs" and fables.

Studies in Government.
The /subject of civics is introduced 

in grade seven and continued in grade 
eight. The object of this course is to 
fit pupils for the duties of citizenship 
by giving them before leaving school, 
a full idea of the forms of govern­
ment under which they live.

FIRST BLÎBÇABD OF
SEASON IN WINNIÇRG.

Special to. the Bulletin.
Red Deer, NoV. 22—At the opening 

of the court this morning Kelley was 
sentenced to seven years for shooting 
Police Chief Geo, Bell after which the 
case of Neine a,nd Leine charged with 
manslaughj^f was called. The bag­
gageman of Red Deer was the first 
witness called and said that on Octo­
ber 11th the two accused had come to 
him in the station at Red Deer and 
requested the privilege of. opening 
their baggage which consisted of a 
small- black trunk. To this he con­
sented and they took from it material 
for, their photographic work up town. 
Later in the day they returned and 
requested that their trunk be re- 
checked to Laqombe. They themselves 

, placed it on the truck for loading, into 
the train which arrived at thaj mo­
ment at the station.

The next witness was the assistant 
baggageman at Lacombe who helped 
with unloading the baggage. Upon the 
arrival of the train at Lacombe he 
said he had taken a small black can­
vas trunk and another trunk into the 
baggage room while the deceased Mc­
Leod preceded him with a larger load. 
He then placed the black trunk on 
top of another one and a very short 
time later the deceased McLeod had 
pulled the black trunk off the other 
and as it hit the floor the .explosion 
occurred, injuring seriously both Mc­
Leod and him. He had but a faint re­
collection of what afterwards occur­
red until he found himself in the hos­
pital.

Had Talk With McLeod.
Mr. Jackson, station agent at La­

combe, said that night after the ex­
plosion he had visited McLeod in the 
hospital and had had a talk with him 
and during the conversation McLeod 
had told him that it was the black 
trunk which had exploded. This evid­
ence was admitted after a somewhat 
lengthy objection on the part of Mr. 
McDonald, counsel for the accused, 
who claimed that it was not admissa 
ble unless McLeo'd had given up all 
hope of recovery and knew he was 
dying at the time he made the state­
ment. The evidence in this connection 
was given of his having used the ex­
pressions that he guessed he was ail 
in and that he did not think he would 
pull through before he made the 
statements and on the strength of this 
the evidence was admitted.

Shortly after this conversation Mc­
Leod died from the effects of the in­
juries he had received. .

Accused Prepared to Go.
Staff Sergeant Tuckeflof the R.N.W. 

M.P. was then put on the stand and 
said he had come to Lacombe on the 
midnight train from Stratheona arriv­
ing in Lacombe at about four o’clock 
on the morning after the explosion. On 
his arrival he found Corporal Bailey, 
the mounted policeman at Lacombe, 
talking" to the accused who had their 
grips at the station prepared to take 
the same train to Calgary. He had en 
tered into conversation with them and 
at his suggestion they did not take the 
train but went to the barracks with 
him to, talk the. matter over. In the 
course of the conversation they told 
him they had checked a trunk from 
Red Deer to Lacombe that afternoon, 
had received a check for the same hut 
had lost it between the time of the 
explosion and that time and they had 
no idea of where it was.

They a'lso gave the information 
that they had in their two trunks cang, 
orie each of potassum chloride and 
magnesium metallic powder and also 
in another can they had a quantity of 
these two powders mixed* which they 
were using for flashlight purposes. He

.died he placed them under arrest and 
later charged them with manslaugh­
ter

After this tho Crown called a num­
ber’ of expert witnesses among them 
being a professor of the University nf 
Alberta, who testified to the highly 
explosive power of flashlight powdvr 
composed of a combination of these 
two substances.

Miss Dorothea Wil­
liamson, sister of the dead woman, 
charges the starvation cure practition­
er with having starved her to 1-sath 
to get her jewelry and wealth.

CEREAL MERGER HAS

ernment placated the labor leaders b . 
the offer to appoint a royal commis­
sion to enquire into their grievances.

Both the companies and the men 
at the time offered loyally to abide 
by the findings of the commission, 
although the men. now allege they 
gave this promise only on the un­
derstanding, arrived at privately, that 
such finding àhoùïà be in their favor 
amt include full recognition rls defined 
by themselves. It is ov< r th 
that there is bound to be trouble.

Before the commission was ap­
pointed the^leaders specifically stated 
that -it was part of the settlement than 
both sides should accept the decisions 
of the commission, but now that the 
commission’s report has failed to give 
redô&nîtfofi, the railway unions have 
repu dated it on .the ground that they 
were not bound to accept it if it were 
not .wholly satisfactory. The whole 
thing; the men say, has oeen ;i 
swindle/

Coincident with the railway men's 
strike, the miners in Wales and in 
the north of England are threatening 
a national strike before Christmas 
for a minimum wage. If both sides 
join forces, England this winter will 
be -in the throes :of an industrial re- 
voliÇTTTn which will ma,ke the strikes 
of tnK summer pale into significant1 •.

Railway shareholders dread the 
outlook. Already they have lost mil­
lions of dollars in dividends in the 
commercial warfare between labor 
and capital. A strike will hit almost 
every section of the community as 
the railways number their sharehold­
ers by millions. The total amount 
of authorized capital invested in Bri­
tish railways at the end of last year 
jjvas $6,995,000,000. The average 
rate of dividend on.the ordinary capi­
tal in 1910 was 3.48 per cent., as 
compared with 3.15 in 1909.

WANTS ROOSEVELT TO RUN

Montreal, Nov. 22—Accordihg to 
present indications investors in the 
Canadian Cereal and Milling company 
may look for developments at the an­
nual meeting cf the new merger at 
Toronto next week which will be more 
interesting than pleasant to them.

Imperial Forces Short of Food.
London, Nov. 22—A news despatch 

from Tien Using today says : ’The
imperial forces at Nanking, under 
General Chang, are surrounded and 
short of food, with their retreat cut 
off. The fall of the city before, ihe 
rebels appears imminent. Manrhus 
in Peking are fostering an anti-for- 
eign propaganda. Imperial troops are 
concentrated at Shi Kai Shuang In 
Shan Si province with the intention" 
of attaching the revolutionists there. 
General Chang Wei-Chih, of Boxer 
gotriety, is in command.

Peking, Nov. 22—According to a 
Chinese report an attempt was made 
to assassinate the Premier Yuan Shi 
Kai on Monday last. There have been 
various rumors that the Premier’s life 
was threatened. He has been going 
about-escorted by a bodyguard. .

An edict was issued today givmg 
Yuan Shi Kki freedom from a daily 
audience with thé throne, thus per­
mitting the premier to proceed with 
his attempts to bolster up the adminis­
tration.

The president of thg Shan Tung ;e- 
public has sent another message ao- 
vising the abdication of the throne and 
Yuan, has replied, according to the 
Chinese newspapers: “Watch the Ger­
mans.”

A special despatch from Shanghai 
says that not only was the Governor of 
Tai Yuan Fn murdered, but his nit,, 
and two sons have also been ®vecu 
The Teamen has been burned, the Man- 
chu city entirely destroyed and the 
whole city looted by a mob.

WAINWRIGHTS GROWTH

There was a gbod attendance at 
the annual meeting of the Alberta 
Provincial Stock Breeders' Associa­
tion, held in the Edmonton Exhibi­
tion offices on Monday evening.

A most suc­
cessful spring bull sale had been held 
during 1911 and it was proposed to 
hold a like show this spring, as well 
as a fat stock show and sale of -cattle, 
sheep and swine together with a stal­
lion show.

That the formation of the Swine 
Breeders’ and' Sheep Breeder?’ As­
sociation had already had some in­
fluence is shown by the fact that 
while in 1909 the entries for sheep 
were only 31 at the Edmonton ex­
hibition and 188 in 1910, they were 
510 in 1911. A like increase was 
made in the stllne entries, being 106

ENSURE PURE SUPPLY FOR THE CITY'S NEEDS.

AN INFiRMLRY FOR THE 
TREATMENT OF BRUNKS

Chief of Police Lancey to Recom­
mend Establi-slunent of Institution 
Where Inebriates Who Have Been 
Arrested May Be Properly Cared 
For.

It is likely that in the near future 
the Chief of Polÿe will make a- re­
commendation to the city commis­
sioners that an institution be estab­
lished in the ni t v lor the care of 
persons arrested lor drunkenness. 
The incarceration of drunks in the 
police cells is not considered, by 
Chief Lancey to be the best method 
ot dealing with persohs guilty of this 
offence. If his recommendation is 
adopted the city will erect a building 
for the accommodation of such cases. 
A medical man would be employed to 
exercise supervision over the institu­
tion.

While persons taken there would be 
treated in a measure as invalids, the 
entertainment afforded would not be 
of such a character as to encourage a 
repetition of the offence. The punish­
ment imposed would be more severe 
than under the present system, which 
allows the drunk to depart “the 
morning after” on payment of a fine 
of $4.

Under the arrangement suggested 
he would probably be kept in en­
forced sobriety for several days, and 
would be given work to do which 
would save him from the mischief 
which a certain gentleman is said to 
providè for idle hands. In some 
cities 0*1 the United States such cases 
are treated with the view to checking 
their predelictlon for alcoholic bever­
ages, and the adoption of measures 
of this sort may be considered. It is 
thought that some system might be 
devised ajhl^J^jy^uld combine preven­
tive anp^qurative measures with 
punishme^

We, the undersigned medical prac­
titioners pf the City^of Edmonton and 
Strathcona, being, desirous of assisting 
the movement that is being made to 
procure for the* city an adequate 
and continuous supply of pure water, 
hereby endorse the proposal to secure 
such supply by gravity from Pigeon 
Lake; and state that after having ex­
amined into the matter, we are of 
the opinion that such proposal should 
be at once adopted by the city.

We are further.of the opinion that 
the health of the citizens is being
