EXIT SIR SAMUEL.

The resignation of Sir
Sam Hughes, Canadian
Minister of Militia, comes
as no surprise: the way
had been assiduously prepared for it
by the General himself. To say truth,
it was time he were gone, but the sat-
isfaction his going will afford to many
will not blind their eyes to the ster-
ling work he has done. His bitterest
crities are compelled to see in the
rapidity with which the first great
Canadian contingent was raised, as-
sembled, equipped, trained and trans-
ported, and its all-through efficiency
when it had been done, one of the most
remarkable and . brilliant . perform-
ances of the war.

There-
after Sir Sam seemed ‘not content ex-
cept to dim the bright reputation so
deservedly won. His open favour and
defence of Allison was sheer. obstin-
acy; a much more serious obstinacy
his retention of the Ross rifle, which
had finally to be condemned at British
headquarters. His utter unfitness for
his responsible position so far as it re-
lated to control of ‘operations in the
fleld was demonstrated in a manner at
once ridiculous and painful on the oc-
casion of his famous interview with
Lord Kitchener, published by Sir Sam
himself after the great minister's
death, on the subject of the Ypres
salient. Even the most credulous
found it -hard to believe the story of
the iron-willed Kitchener virtually
consenting “with tears in his eyes”
that the great salient, one of the land-
marks in Canadian history and vitally
necessary to the maintenance of the
position, should be abandoned. Now
the General has capped his indiscre-
tions with an unfounded and disgrace-
ful reflection upon the British medical
service, in praise of which the whole
world is ringing. This is gaing too
far, and Sir Sam himself has had to
go. It is a pity he could not do so
voluntarily, but his; action is unfor-
tunately indicative of the man and a
further vindication of the decision
compelling his retirement.

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THE BRITISH ATTACK IN THE
ANCRE REGION.

PARIS, Nov. 14.

The British attack now in progress
in the Ancre region, was preceded by
four days of intense bombardment,
and began in a dense fog, says Le
Liberte’s correspondent at the front.
The British, he says, did not at first
fire' a shot, and were not perceived
till they were upon the Germans.
Rising from a creeping attitude when
a ‘ew yards from the German trench-
es they charg with loud hurrahs.
A French officer, who also was pre-
sent, says he ogseryed with astonish-
ment the progress the British troops
‘ad made. Every man, the corres-
pondent says, seemed to have a separ-
ite mission, and when he fell another
immediately went after the same ob-
ject. At the village of St. Pierre Di-
vision, where the fighting was bitter,
the British delivered ten assaults. A
whole German battalion, according to
the writer, with a major commanding,
'aid down -their arms. According to
rais correspondent the average depth
¢f the front penetrated by the British
was from 1,000 to 1,200 yards.

SERBIAN OFFICIAL.

SALONIKA, Nov. 14.

The following official communica-
tion from the Serbian headquarters
was issued to-night: On Monday we
fought sanguinary engagements with
the Bulgars and Germans on the Cer-
Ma River, which are not yet conclud-
ed. The enemy offered stubborn re-
sistance, hence certain trenches were
repeatedly changing hands.: At the
close of the day we were in definite
possession of very important enemy
positions near Tepavitsi. Apart from
enormous losses inflicted on the ene-
my in killed and wounded, we took
1,000 prisoners, including a German
battalion commander and several
German officers. The booty captured
is important, but the details are not
available.

UNITED STATES WILL TAKE NO
: ACTION.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 14.

The United States has not and prob-
ably will not join with Spain and the
Vatican or the Netherlands in a pro-
test against the deportation of Bel-
gians into Germany, it was officially
stated here to-day. The States will
preserve its independence of action in
this case as in many others which
have arisen during the war. The ad-
ministration is much concerned over
the deportations, but has not yet tak-
en official action.

BRITAIN’S NOTE MADE PUBLIC.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 14.

The British reply to the latest Am-
erican note protesting against the
trade with black list, which was made
public to-day by the State Department,
denies that the rights of neutral trad-
ers under international law have been
ruthlessly cancelled, and defines the
black list measure as municipal regu-
lations, plainly concerning - only the
British Government and British eiti-
zens, and contends it is designed to
shorten the war. The note fails to
meet the American demand that the
names of American firms be stricken
from the black list, but attempts to
convince the State Department that
the British position is just and found-
ed on law. It leaves open the door
for further negotiations which are ex-
pected to follow.

To Signor Gab-
ellini belongs the credit of giving
practical effect to this‘shipbuilding in-
novation in Italy.”
