(1) Parcels must not exceed eleven pounds.

(2) Parcels shouldbe addressed with the Regi-
mental number, rank, name and surname of
addressee, followed by.the last known ad-
dress of the Unit with which the individual
was serving; for example:

No. 0978 Cpl. John J. Kent
2nd Battalion’ = ¢
The Royal Newfoundland Regt.,
Hazeley Down Camp, .
Winchester,
! Hant’s Camp,
; Englane.

'(8) Parcels should bear the name and address of
a second addressee to whom the parcel may
he delivered or forwarded, if it should prove
‘'mpossible to deliver to the first. The Original

_address should be written on the FRONT of
the parcel where the postage stamps and
customs declaration are affixed, and the sec-
ond or alternative gddress should be written
on the BACK of the parcel.

(4) If second address is not furnished at the time
of posting and delivery cannot be effected,
the contents of the parcel, unless of excep-
tional value or of a personal nature, will be
turned over to the Military Authorities for
distribution.

(5) Parcels containing articles of personal na-
ture or of special value will be returned if
request for their return, in case of non-de-
livery, is made by the sender, such request
to be written on the cover of the parcel at the
time of posting.

» () The procedure outlined in (4) and (5) is
adopted at the suggestion of the British Post
Office;~to prevent the waste of a large quan-
tity of perishable food stuffs which form the
contents of 90 per cent. of parcels sent to
soldiers.

(7) Parcels should be packed securely.

(8) Attention is drawn to the Notice concerning
Christmas parcels recently published by the
Postmaster General. All Christmas mail for
B. E. F. should be posted in time to arrive at
the Pay and Record Office, London, not later
than the end of November.

WAR REVIEW.
The terms of the Entente Allies,

German delegates at the French Army

Deaprtment of the Aisne, and a Ger-
man courier now is speeding back to
Spa, the German Headquarters in Bel-
gium, with the document. Seventy-
two hours, or until Monday morning,
have been given the Germans to ac-
cept or reject the stipulations. Em-
peror William is said to be at Spa
awaiting the arrival of the courier
with the momentous conditions. The
German delegates, it is said, endeav-
ored to secure an immediate provis-
jonal suspension of hostilities, but
Marshal Foch refused to acquiesce.
Notwithstanding the fact that“the ab-
dication of Emperor William is gen-
erally believed to be cenditional upon
any terms of an armistice and the fur-
ther fact that the majority parties
in Germany have demanded that he
quit the throne and that the Crown
Prince renounce his rights to succes-
sion, the Emperor has refused to re-
tire. Meanwhile throughout Germany
revolt is in the air and the red flag is
fiying. A republic has been formed in
Bavaria and in addition to Kiel, Ham-
burg and Scheswig, Bremen are in
turmoil. Prince - Henry’ of Prussia,
Commander-in-Chief of the German
fleet, the greater part of which is said
to be in revolt, is reported to have
fled to Schleswig. .On the battlefields
the Germans everywhere are being
hurried backward to their borders.
Tournai, an important railroad junc-
tion point, has been captured, and all
along the front the Germans are be-
ing pushed farther east.

HAMBURG CONTROLLED BY THE

EMPEROR WILLIAM DECLINES.

AMSTERDAM, Nov. 8.

Emperor William, of Germany, has
declined to accede to the demands that
he abdicate, says a German wireless
despatch picked up here to-night, to
the ultimatum of the Socialists. The
Emperor replied through Minister of
the Interior, Dr. Ews, that he refused
to abdicate voluntarily, on the ground
that he could not at the moment of
peace undertake the terrible responsi-
bility of handing Germany over to the
Entente and delivering up the country
to anarchy.

SHIPPING QUESTION.

LONDON, Nov. 8.
8ir Laming Worthington Evans,
Minister of Blockade, announced to-
day that reminders had been sent to
the governments of neutral countries
that the British government had al-
ways declined to recognize any trans-
fers of enemy tonnage made during
war and that the neutral governments
had been warned that his majesty’s
government would refuse to recognize
either during or after the war any
such transfer to neutral flag, or own-
ership made before the final conclu-
sion of peace, except with special con-
sent. The British government, the
minister said, holds that the Allies
have a'claim against the shipping of
the Central Powers in view of their
illegal submarine campaign, and they
do not intend to allow their claim to
be defeated or prejudiced by any such
transfer.

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DELEGATES BLINDFOLDED.
PARIS, Nov. 8.

Describing the arrival of the Ger-
fnan envoys at the French lines, thé
Intransigeant says the -automobiles
earried white flags,:a_d were preceded
by a trumpeter.

DOES IT MEAN ALL THAT IT SAYS?

BASEL, Nov. 8.

The abdication of Emperor William |
and the renunciation of the throne by
Crown Prince Frederick William, be-
fore noon to-day, were demanded ln’
an ultimatum sent by the managing
committee of the German Socialist
party at five o'clock yesterday after-
noon, to Prince Maximilian of Baden,
the Imperial Chancellor, according to
the correspondent of the Socialiste,
the official organ of the Socialist par-
ty in Germany. The managing com-
mittee of the Socialist party consid-
ered the entire political situation, and
its decisions were embodied in the
ultimatum, which Philip Scheidemann,
Soclalist membér of the German Cab-
{net, without portfolio, sent to Chan-
cellor Maximilian, These decisions
were, first, the right of public assem-
bly; second, the military and police
must be ordered to exercise greater
reserve; third, the immediate trans-
formation of the Prussian government
in conformity with the view of the ma-
jority in the Reichstag; fourth, great-
er Socialist influence in the Reichstag;
fitth, the abdication of Emperor Wil-
liam and the renunciation of the
throne by the Crown Prince. The Im-
perial Chancellor was asked to reply
‘before noon to-day, accepting the com-
ditions, otherwise the Socialists -de-
clared they would withdraw from the
Government.

405,000 PRISCNERS.

LONDON, Nov. 8.

Two hundred thousand prisoners
were taken by the British on the wes-
tern front, from January 1 to Nov. 5,
jnclusive, according to an official an-
nouncement made in the House of
Commons last night. In the same
period the French captured 140,000,
the Americans- 50,000 and the Belgians
15,000.

Some believe that ac-
ceptance is assured, and will be hast-
ened now that a final effort to quib-
ble -with hostilities stopped is ended,
on the theory that even the Kaisor
himself must realize that unless peace
fs made quickly there will be no Gov-
ernment in Germany to make it.

REPLY EX.PEC%’ED THIS AFTER-

PARIS, Nov. 9th.

It-is probable that the German reply
to the Allied terms for an armistice
will be brought back by the same
course that took them to German
Headquarters at Spa yesterday. Un-
der the circumstances it is helieved
the reply cannot be delivered hefore
the middle of this afternoon at the
very earliest. The German Govern-
ment, however, may use the wireless,
in which case the plenipotentiaries at
Marshal Foch’s Headquarters will
have only to ratify the decision thus
conveyed to them. It is regarded pro-
bable in well informed circles that
Prince Maximilian, the German Im-
perial Chancellor, will to-day com-
municate the terms of the armistice to
a committee of Reichstag party lead-
ers, and will himself convey their vite
to authorize the Plenipotentiaries to
sign the armistice.

WILL CAPITULATE BETWEEN TO-
DAY AND MONDAY.

PARIS, Nov. 9.

5.45 am. Germany will capitulate
between now and Monday. French
opinion, which is remarkably restraiu-
ed and conservative, is unanimous in
this view. There is no fendency to
exaggerate happenings in Germany,
but it is felt that the Germans have
had emough to make it imperative fcr
the Government to make peace at the
earliest possible moment. M. Copies,
writing in the Figaro, fairly sums up
the views of all editorial writers when
he says, “The details of revolutionary
movements in Germany are lacking,
but we learn enough from nour to
hour to feel already that they are
neither superficial nor fictitious. Do
they contain the spirit of deepest re-
volution; are they but riots due to the
reaction of the defeat? What author-
ity does the Republic proclaimed at
Munich possess? These are. ques-
tions which concern Germany alone.”

While Germany is reflecting on the
Allies’ terms, Marshal Foch continues
his blows without intermission. The
German army may break at any mo-
ment. There were signs of a new re-
treat from the Seheldt yesterday, and
the French are along the Meuse over
a front of fifteen miles. The alterna-
tive for Germany now is armistice or
invasion—not evasion.

FOCH RECEIVES DELEGATES.

PARIS, Nov. 9, 6 A M.

Germany’s armistice delegates were
received by Marshal Foch yesterday
morning, at nine o’clock, in a railroad
car in which the Commander-in-Chief
of the Allied forces has his headquar-
ters, according to the Petit Journal
When the German credentials had
been opened and verified, Mathias
Erzberger, leader of the enemy dele-
gation, speaking in French, announ-
ced that the German Government had
been advised by President Wilson that
Marshal Foch was qualified to com-
municate to them the Allies conditions,
and had appointed them plenipoten-
tiaries to take cognizance of the terms
and eventgally sign an armistice.
Marshal Foch then read the terms.ina
loud voice, dwelling upon each word.
The Germans were prepared-by semi-

This
morning the French resumed their
march forward along the entire line.”

BUNKUM ORATORY.

AMSTERDAM, Nov. 7.

Absolute unity is necessary among

avoid unforseen consequences, declar-
ed the Chancellor in an appeal to the
German people. The Chancellor’s
appeal, received in an official de-
spatch from Berlin, reads: “For
more than four years the German na-
tion, united and calm, has endured
the most severe sufferings and sac-
rifices. If at this decisive hour, when
only absolute unity can avert from
the entire German pedOple great dan-
gers for (its future international
strength the nation gives way, then
the consequences are unforseeable.
An indispensable demand in these de-
cisive hours, which must be made by
every people’s Gaovernment, is the
maintenance of the hitherto calm un-
der. voluntary discipline. May every
citizen be conscious of the high re-
sponseibility toward this people in the
fulfilment of their duty.”

AMERICANS CONTINUE ADVANCE.

WITH THE AMERICAN ARMY ON
THE SEDAN FRONT, Nov. § (by the
AP.)—The American Army, east of
the Meuse, continued to advance to-
day despite strong machine gun re-
sistance.

German Kultur.

A terrible arraignment of Germany
is found in a book—~written by Prof.
Niecolai, who was professor of physio-
logy in the University of Berlin, but
was punished for protesting againBst
the¢ infamies perpetrated by the mili-
tarists of his country. Here is o12e
passage from the book, which was
published early in the war:—

“A little while ago one ofggur best
educated officers, a man of the high-
est standing (whose-name I will not
mention for the sake of his great mer-
its, since I am certain he will rgret
this question as soon as peace is re-
established) asked me whether it was
not possible to throw bombs with
cholera germs or plague bacilli behind
the enemy’s lines. When I told him I
did not consider the idea very practical
of very human he answered me with
a contemptuous movement of his hand:

Germany is entitled to do
anything she likes.’ And, I am sorry to
say, there are millions who think like
him. Thus a staff surgeon at Grand-
enz told me ‘he had often wondered
whether he might not somehow or
other slip into Russia and inoculate
the Russians with live germs; every-
thing was permissible  against thal
%ind of spawn.'”

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WOMEN AND THE VOTE.

I hear of an interesting movement
that is going on “behind closed doors”
to organise what is popularly known
as the “woman’s vote” in readiness for
the General Election., Brifley what is
desired is to get as many of the new
6,000,000 votes as possible “earmark-
ed” for what is called the “win the
war and no nonsense issue.” Miss
Christabel Pankhurst with her Wo-
men’s Party resurrected from the old
Women’s Social and Political Union is
understood to be at the head of the
movement. Such an object is, how-
ever, more difficult to attain in the
organised manner desired than might
appear. In the first place there is no
“women’s vote” in the solid form sug-
gested by a gonvenient figure of
speech. Nor would the recognised
suffrage leaders as suck wish that the
new voters should be segregated in a
manner suggesting that their new
power is to be applied to anything in
the way of sex antagonism. Women
as a whole will probably vote nor-
mally much as men have done, accord-
ing to their traditional leanings to
party colour or to local circumstances,
and except on a few matters of sex
quality or social reform which may
arise from time to time there is noth-
ing in the nature of a concerted pro-
gramme to which they will apply the
franchise.

British Shipping
Losses During
the War.

During his recent visit to the. Un-
ited States Sir Eric Geddes, First
Lord of the British Admiralty, made
some important announcements on
topics which have hitherto beea closed
by the censor. In reviewing the Brit-
ish effort, Sir Eric said that this year
British casualties on the western
tront had equalled those of all the
Allies combined.

From the mer-
chant marine, said Sir Eric, they had
lost 2,400 ships, representing a gross
tonnage of 7,750,000, which is nearly
three times the aggregate loss of
Great Britain’s Allies.

The Greatest
Robber King.
Frederick the Great Founder of “Prus.
“sianism.” ‘

They have taken down the statue of
Frederick the Great in Washington.
Let us ask ourselves why he was, call-
ed great. He tried to do many. things,
and from the position he occnpud.he
was able to essay them under thie‘most
favourable auspices. In which ' of
them, then, did.he excel to sucn, a.de-
gree as to earn the title by whichrha
is known? A

He tried to write poetry, but even
Voltaire’s hired praise (which he
reversed as soon as his pay was stip-
ped) had not “convinced the world
that he was great in that departmeéut.
He tried the flute and the fiddle, but
we should inquire in vain for any
evidence that he ravished any'éar oa
those instruments. He tried to.be a
lawgiver, but outside of kicking the
shins of his judges when they objaated
to his interference he acquired no
groatness in that attempt. In what,
then was Frederick great? The an-
swer is too plain that he was great
only in those qualities of perfidy, cun-
ning, faithlessness, cruelty and rapa-
city that made him the greatest robder
king who ever sat upon a throne. In
that greatness he has had few emula-
tors, and in our times, at least, they
have been confined to his own family.

Frederick, to do him justice ore-
tended to be nothing but what he was.
When he started out to rob a neighbar
he did not go forth canting about his
mission. He called things by their
right names. When he started out to
rcb Maria Theresa of Silesia some flat-
terer about the court inscribed.a ban-
ner to be borne by the army with the
words, “For God and Our Country.”
Frederick regarded it with disdain.
“Strike out ‘For God,’” he said, “we
are going to get a province, not to de-
fend religion.” He was under solemn
treaty pledge to respect thé Queen of
Hungary's title to that province ard
cynically admitted it. But his ambi-
tion and his interest, he said, de-
manded a war of conquest, to which
reasons he added one of personal vaa-
ity. He wanted, he said to make peo-
ple talk about him.

Frederick entered on this war with
something of the impishness with
which he was accustomed to throw ol
on the new velvet suit of a courtier
who was taking too much pride in his
looks. Thus we have - him writing
home in a vein of questionable pleas-
antry. “I have the honour to inform
your humanity that we are Christianly
preparing to bombard Neisse; and
that if the place will not surrender
of goodwill, needs must that ic be
beaten to powder.” It is easy to im-
agine the present wielder of Frad-
erick’s sword rubbing his hands in the
same way before Louvain and Rheims.
It was to the same correspondant that
Frederick wrote in his daredevil und
cynical humor, “My dear Monsizur
Jordan, my sweet Monsieur Jorian,
my quiet Monsieur Jordan, my good,
my benign, my pacific, my most hu-
mane Monsieur Jordan—I announce
to your serenity the conquest of Sile-
sia.” It was in 'such humor that he
pursued his greatness.

If treachery to an ally is a title to
greatness Frederick was great in tha’,
too. He made an alliance with France
and then came to secret terms with
Austria by which he was still to pre-
tend to make war against her, but to
allow her to withdraw her army ‘rom
in front of him to surprise his ally in
another quarter. The record of his
treachery was made in Frederick’'s
own hand. “In exchange (for Silesia)
we will go no farther. We will be-
siege Neisse for form. The command-
ant shall surrender and depart. We
s will quietly go into winter quarters;
and they (the Austrians) can take
their army where they will. Let all
be finished in twelve days.”

This is the Frederick who was call-
led great. He was the founder of
Prussianism, the full fruits of whaich
. the world now sees.

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A “Responsible”
Chancellor.

The earnestness of the resolve of
“the German peopie” to establish re-
sponsible parliamentary government
is made particularly clear by
speech of Prinz Maximilian, the Ger~-
man Chancellor, the fashionable, aris-
tocratic cavalry officer, tc the Reich-
stag. To be sure, Prinz Max is only a
stop-gap, a creature of the hour, to be
disowned and superseded in the arith-
metical progression of the military
masters of Germany to show that they
are neither military nor masterful.
For the moment, however, what he
says illuminates the present condition
of the German autocrats. “Deputies,”
he says, “will take part in the direc-
tion of the Imperial policy, and, in the
name of the Chancellor, will be re
sponsible without being Ministers.”
The Chancellor is merely the Kaiser’s
echo, So long as he is appointed by
the Kaiser, so long as Deputies vague-
ly and to no purpose “take part in the
direction of the Imperial policy,” so
long as they and the Chancellor are
irresponsible, wherc does a responsi-
ble government come in? The Reich-
stag—and the Reichstag®we know too
well—will “co-operate” with the Kai-
ser.

Prinz Max is going to establish re-
government = when  the
League of Nations is established. He
admits that it will be hard work to
set up the League of Nations, hard
work to induce Germany to consent to
it. In other words, to patrician Ger-
many the League of Nations is as ab-

the !

surd and as much a millennial dream
as responsible parliamentary govern-
ment. Even in a moment when he is
trying to give an impression of good
faith, the Prinz’s larynx cannot utter
the words necessary to clothe with an
air of good faith his “patter.” “Thus
a new way is open for arriving at re-
sponsible conduct of Imperial affairs,
the parliamentary way. We are con-
vinced that it will supply, not only the
Government but indirectly Parlia-
ment, with precious forces from the
people which had hitherto not been
utilised.” How delightful! The Kai-
ser is to continue to run the whole
show. The Chancellor, his agent, is
to continue to be irresponsible. Irre-
sponsible Deputies, not Ministers, are
to be responsible for their irresponsi-
bility. In short, as before, nobody is
responsible but the Kaiser.

“The new system,” continues the
Chancellor, in a delightful and instruc-
tive passage, “involves, as a mnatural
consequence, a new mode of govern-
ment in Alsace-Lorraine.”

The airy Max is not mistaken.
Alsace-Lorraine will be restored to
France, a hundred restitutions and
reparations will be made. It is not
worth while wasting time on a Junker
who has the impudence to maintain
that “our aim is the political author-
ity of the German people.” $So far
as affairs outside of Germany are con-
cerned, the Allies will decide. It is
for the German people, if there be a
German people, not the docile recep-
tacle of Junker leadings and mislead-
ings, to give itself what is by mno
means promised it yet, the will and the
power to determine its domestic pol-

The bridge of living men helped to
carry the British 3rd Army of Gen-
eral Sir Julian Byng across the diffi-
cult and strongly defended valley lof
the Selle. Here it attacked about &
o’clock yesterday morning between Le
Cateau and Solesmes simultaneously
with General Horne’s 1st Army on
the left, which continued to push the
enemy towards the Selle between
solesmes and Denain generally in the
direction of Valenciennes.

Third Army’s Stiff Task.

Very hard fighting was experienced,
particularly by the troops of the 3rd
Army. The result of the day’s battle
was to throw back the German 2nd
and 17th Armies, their combined front
hanging on positions just east of Le
Cateau. They lost the line of the
Selle Valley for a considerable dis-
tance north of Le Cateau, and the re-
maining fragment in the vicinity of
Denain, where the Selle empties into
the Scheldt, seemed untenable in view
of the continued pressure north of
Cambral. y

The Selle, as I have explained, is a

dering river from ‘4 to 10 feet
pp, flanked by steep slopes. Every
dge was destroyed by the retreat-
ing enemy, the trees on the eastern
bank were cut down, tremches dug
along the railway embankment, and
great deal of wire stretched by re-
érve ‘troops. The valley villages of
Montay, Neuvilly, and Briastre, be-
tween Le Cateau and Solesmes, could
not be put in state of complete de-
forié) bitit they were heavily garris-
’ N h machine guns.

The Divisions of General Byng's
Army, marching steadily after . the
vanishing German rearguard, reached
the valley ‘without much troublé. On
his right the 66th and 25th Divisions
had reached Le Cateau, crossing the
river which runs west of the town af-
ter some fighting, and experiencing
more in the eastern quarter, which
was liberally fed by the Germans
from the high ground behind. Be-
tween Le Cateau and the hamlet of
Montay on the north, English and
Scottish troops gained the river by
passing through Clary. They had

en Clary at 9 o’clock on the morn-
ing of the 9th after hard fighting, cap-
turing a field battery, and stopping
the drivers just as they were about
to gallop.away.

The priest of Clary had just time
to cut the wires which connected the
band of a shell around the base of his
church and prevent its destruction by
German Pioneers.

Scottish Troops Push Ahead.

The Scottish troops and the Surreys
received the accldmations of the vil-
lagers, and went on to Bertry, which
they occupied at one o’clock in the
afternoon. Other troops passed
!through them, and took Troisville at
"5 in the evening. At dusk the “Jocks”,
who marched 16 miles and fought 12,
pushed to the outskirts of Neuvilly,
ion the Selle, where they found a
strong German garrison. On October
10 there was constant scrapping be-
tween British and German infantry
opposite the banks of the river.

In the evening our troops managed
to secure a footing on the east. Some
got over by crawling on trees which
had fallen across the stream but
the majority waded up to the waist,
even to the neck in the water.

They met a severe fire' from the
Germans, but stuck to their little
posts till Friday, when preparations
were made to get the remainder of
the force over. During Friday night
bridres were thrcwn over the Selle
between Montay and Neuvilly, cover-
e«d by the Worcesters. At daybreak
yesterday the Hig: landers near Moa-
tay and the Riflemen by Neuvilly
forced the river, anc, after desperate
fighting on the raiiway line, succeed-
ed in getting through the wire en-
tanglements, and overcame the deter-
mined garrison. They gained the

 “In You Go.”

dead.

“ A Race to the River Bank.

Early yesterday morning the Man-i
chesters were told that they must get,
across as best they could. The river
in front of them was 16 to 20 feet
wide. Some of the Manchesters pick-
ed up bits of planks to serve as rafts,
and carrying these they followed the
sappers, who bore the light bridges
already constructed. When the cov-
ering bombardment began, answered
promptly by a barrage of 4.9's from
the German lines, the sappers plung-
ed into the river with their bridges,
which were not quite long enough to
reach theé opposite bank. Standing
closely together, they raised the
planks on their shoulders, and the
Manachesters stepped across in single
file. Many others forded the river in
their heavy kit.

It was a race to the river bank, said
a staff officer, who described the at-
tack to me at their headquarters
while the fighting was in progress.
They were told they had to do the
best they could, and they never hesi-
tated a second. All the infantry got
across without delay.

Neuvilly lay in about the centre of
their front. The river describes the
form of a “U” through the village,
and the cottages close to the Banks
were full of machinet guns firing
from the windows. Instead of fight-
ing on both sides of the village, as
has been the recent custom of the re-
treating Hun, his infantry was mass-
ed in it, and the struggle in the
streets was flerce and sanguinary as
any of the war. Not only every house,
but every street and by-path, was
protected by machine guns, and the
troops had to push frem- cottage to
cottage. L

During the greater part of the day
they held only the southern half of
Neuvilly, and were unable to take the
church, which seemed to be the core
of the German defences.

Our guns tried to spare the village
as far as possible, but the resistance
»f the enemy made its bombardment
necessary., In and around Neuvilly
and extending down the valley near
to Le Cateau,” was the Ob6th Cyclist
Brigade in the firing line for the first
time, and it fought with all the old-
time vigour and tenacity of the origi-
nal Germany infantry.

While Neuvilly was the scene of
bayonet fighting, which extended for-
ward back across the valley, and up
to the eastern slopes, other English
troops north of the village pushed
across the Selle and gained the high
ground between Neuvilly and Brias-
tre. They had secured a footing on
Friday night, and the advance of the
main body in the dawn, partially by
bridges, partially by fording, cleared
the enemy out of his riverside
trenches.—The Scotsman, Oct. 14,

The Assassin-
ation of Count
: Tisza.

Amsterdam, ~Nov. 4.-—The Berlin
Vossische Zeitung contains a dra-
matic description of the assasination
of Count Tisza, former premier of
Hungary, last week.

At six o’clock in the evening three
soldiers invaded Count Tisza’'s resi-
dence and presented themselves into
the drawing room. Count Tisza, with
his wife and the Countess Almassy,
advanced to meet the intruders, ask-
ing what they wanted.

“What have you in your hand?”
a soldier demanded of Tisza. Tisza
replied that he held a revolver. The
soldier told him to put it away, but
Tisza replied: “I shall not, because
you have not laid aside your rifies.”

The soldiers then requested the
women to leave the room, but they
declined to do so. A soldier then
addressed Tisza as follows: “You
are responsible for the destruction
of millions of soldiers because you
caused the war.”

Then raising their rifles the sol-
diers shouted: “The hour of reckon-
ing has come.”

The soldiers fired three shots as
Tisza fell. His last words were: “I
am dying. It had to be.”

The soldiers quitted the house, ac-
companied by gendarmes, who pre-
viously were employed to guard the
door.

Why Germann
Fear an Invasion.

(From the New York Times.)

Why is it that the Germans mani-
fest such a wild fear that their coun-
try will be invaded? That 1s, of
course, a purely rhetorical question—
a question the answer to which every-
body knows—but one can in the usual
fashion pretend inability to under-
stand, without taking careful thought,
the cause of the panic reported to be
prevailing in Germany. Invasion is
dreaded and hated everywhere, in-
deed, but in these days invasion by
the armies of any nation except Ger-
many or her late allies would not put
civilians in much apprehension as to
either their lives or their property.
and women and children would con-
sider themselves fairly safe even
from -insult. The expectations of the
Germans are different from those of
other people because the Germans are
different from other people—and be-
cause they do not know it and cannot
believe it. They know what invasion
meant when they were the invaders,
and to think of it as meaning any-
thing  else for themselves when in-
vaded is for them impossible. Hence
their wild rush out of the Rhineland.
But how hard it will be for them to
select a direction in which to run
that will not take them, after not
many miles have been passed, among
a' people whom they have cruelly
abused and ruthlessly exploited un-
der the plea of “military necessity!”

Coin Collectors.

There is hardly a country in the
world the coins of which are not, at
some time or another, handed over
the counters of the YM.CA. in
France. The recognized legal tender
is current English or French money,
but, quite regardless of that, coins
come rattling into the tins from Bel-
gium, Italy, Portugal, Switzerland,
Greece, Australia, Canada and the
United States, and even from Spain,
Luxemburg, Roumania, India, Argen-
tine, Tunis, Indo-China, and Mexico.
Papal coins of Pius‘ IX. have been
noted, and on one occasion a half-
penny of William and Mary, dated
1694. Probably the rarest numis-
matic treasure, besides the English
seventeenth century coin, was the
franc piece of Napoleon 1., which
bore the compound legend “Repub-
liqgue—Napoleon Empereur.”
