The Passing of 
a Gallant Sailor

The death of Admiral Sturdee 
yesterday recalls at once his 
brilliant naval victory over Ad­
miral Von Spree’s fleet on De­
cember 8th, 1914. Well known' 
as the story is, a brief summary 
of the facts is worth recalling, 
for it was one of the few in­
stances during the war when 
Britain’s Navy was given an op­
portunity to engage a part of the 
fleet, which was at first the 
Kaiser’s pride, but in the end 
caused him his greatest humilia­
tion.

The Legislative Disabilities Bill was

HON. MR. MORINE—In rejecting 
the amendments made by this House 
to -the Legislative Disabilities Bill, 
the Assembly has not treated us with 
such courtesy as we have uniformally 
shown to it. It has not even taken 
the trouble to consult'with us as to 
the reasons for our amendments. It 
has amended them by an amendment 
which has no other effect than, to 
cure what was palpably a mistake of 
its own in the Bill as it was first sent 
to ns by the Assembly. I have to ask 
this House to reject this latest amend­
ment.

It was in 1707—or two hundred 
years ago, that the Parliament of Eng­
land passed a ■Jaw to the effect that all 

■ members of the Commons accepting 
I offices from the Government (which 
! they could hold and still remain mem­
bers of the Commons) should go back 
to their constituents for re-election 
after accepting such office. These are 
the sonorous words in which the Sta­
tute 6 Anne, Chapter 41, Section 25 
(1707) is couched : —"Provided always 
"that it any person being a member 
“of the House of Commons shall ac­
cept of any office of profit from the 
“Crown during such time as he shaV 
“continue a member, his election shall 
“be and is hereby declared vojd and 
“a new writ shall be issued for a new 
"election as if such person were 
“naturally dead, provided neverthe­
less, that such person shall be cap- 

-“able of being again elected as if his 
^“place had not been void as aforesaid.” 

'This was a measure of precaution 
against the overweening influences 
of the Crown. It was a democratic 
measure, intended to establish inde­
pendence of the Crown and the power 
of vote by the people. That principle 
had been a part of the constitution of 
this country since Representative Gov­
ernment was granted to it, almost a 
century ago .and though it has result­
ed from time to time in the expendi­
ture of some money amongst the peo- 

: pie, for the expenses of bye-elections,
: it has tended to the independence of 
j the Assembly and the control by the 
j people over their representatives. It 
j Is not iso much in what it has done as 
j in what, perhaps, it has prevented, in 
the way of corruption, that the meas­
ure has been justified by its effects.
The Legislative Disabilities Bill (com­
monly otherwise known as “Car’er’e 
Purge”) has long been regarded in 
this Colony as a safeguard to the pub­
lic interest, and that measure hah 
been' amended from time to time In the 
way of giving" greater freedom to thp 
members of the Assembly, to accept 
office from the government of the day, 
it has beqn generally felt that a dan­
gerous latitude was being given. It 
would be more in accord with senti­
ment outside the Assembly Itself It all 
the exceptions to “Carter's ’ Purge", 
which have been made From - time to 
time, were swept away, and the law 
restored to its original purity of de-

Trade Simpler
With Gold Basis

The -return to the gold standard in 
Britain will not mean wholesale 
shipments of gold from Great Brit­
ain to other countries, It was con- 
.irmed by leading bankers recently.

It does mean, in plain language, 
that a man in England owing money 

i to someone in the United States will 
be at liberty to send him a bar of 
gold or a box of sovereigns In pay­
ment of his bill. It does not mean 
that Englishmen will be likely to 
make a practice of paying their 
debts that way.

But it will stabilize the rate of ex­
change on English money, because no 
one will pay for a draft on New 
York or any other place, than it 
would cost him Jto settd a quantity 
cf gold of the same value.

Under the former conditions, when 
the exportation of gold was forbid­
den, all accounts had to be settled by 
bankers’ drafts, private drafts, bills 
of exchange and other paper values. 
When merchants wished to pay bills 
in a foreign country, they went into 
the market for that country’s paper 
values, and bid against each other 
for it, so that the price went up when 
many people wanted it, and went 
down when it was little in demand. 
Thus, when a British merchant want­
ed American money to pay a bill in 
New York with, he might have to 
pay $1.10 or more for each dollar.

Under the gold standard, however, 
if he can send a parcel of gold coins 
or a lump of gold cheaper than ho 
can buy American paper, he will send 
the gold. In actual practice, not a 
great deal of metal will be shipped, 
but when the demand for paper be­
comes too keen, a few shipments of 
gold will reduce the demand and 
keep the cost of paper money down.

Means Stability.
The great benefit which will he 

derived from this, and a benefit which 
will be enjoyed to a large extent by 
the people with which Great Britain 
is dealing, as well as by the mer­
chants in Britain, is that of stability. 
The British merchant buying in an­
other country will know when he 
buys, within a comparatively slight 
fraction, how much of that country's 
money his British five pound note 
be worth, not only when he gets the 
goods but also when he has to pay 
for them. He will not have to figure 
speculative variations In the rate of 
exchange.

There will be settlements of un­
favorable trade balances by gold ship­
ments, which some banking authorities 
think more satisfactory than settle­
ments by borrowing. Where one 
country may hav» shipped mote goods 
to another country than It has bought 
there, and a third country has ship­
ped less, the second country can set 
off its unfavorable balance with, the 
one country against his favorable bal­
ance with the other, and can close out 
any difference still outstanding by de­
livering tpe necessary quantity of 
gold, whereas otherwise, they would 
have to borrow the amount of the 
balance, until such time as lncreasdft 
export evened tMngs up.

A number of leaders think Britain 
has set a splendid example by return­
ing to the gold standard, and that it 
should be followed by the Dominion, 
Others, however, see no 
hurry for Canada, to follow 
ample of the Old
