WELLINGTON PALL ANNIZES.
BEFORE IfB. JUSTICE HAOABTT.

Buchanan vs, Niagara District Mutu­
al Fib* Insurance Company.—This was 
an action arising out of a fire which oc­
curred in Berlin in October 1872, when 
the premises of James Mitchell, store­
keeper, were burned down. Tlie premis­
es were insured by the defendants. An 
assignment had previously been made by 
Mr Mitchell: and Messrs Buchanan, 
Hamilton, as the largest creditors, had 
an assignment of the policy. Plaintiffs 
elaimed 82,400. Defendants refused pay­
ment of the insurance on the plea that 
the policy was obtained by misrepresen­
tation, and on other pleas. After the 
case had been opened by counsel for the 
plaintiffs, it was announced that it 
would be withdrawn, a compromise hav­
ing been effected by which defendants 
agreed to pay 8600. Mr. Martin, of Ha­
milton, for plaintiffs ; Mr Guthrie, and 
Mr Brown, of St. Catherines, for defen­
dants.

THE Wl^IBltBY-STEALING CASE.
John O’Donnell was arraigned. He 

pleaded not guilty. He was considerably 
under the influence of liquor, and was 
taken away to spend the night in the 
ceils and sober off im Readiness for his 
trial on Wednesday.

John Elgie said that en July 1st, he met 
defendant outside Elgie’s Hotel, kept by 
his mother, and of which witness was in 
charge at the time.

Next 
morning the knee got worse again, and 
was confined to Led for five months. 
The joint is stiff and. witness is lame

Andrew Collins, who was present, cor­
roborated the prosecutor’s evidence.

No witnesses were called for the defeu 
dant, and the judge said it was for the 
jury to decide what amount of damages 
was due to plaintiff. The verdict was 
for $300 damages.

THB FORGERY CASE.
Alexander Flood was charged with 

forging on order for thé delivery of goods 
in Minto, on the 16.ai July last. He 
pleaded Guilty, saying it was drink that 
did il, The forged order is as follows :— 
“ July 15th, 1873.—Please, Mi. Trotter, 
let the beat er, Alexander Flood, have tho 
amount, of goods np to 825. -Joseph 
Lowkuy.” The goods were obta ced from 
Mr. Trotter, and subsequently recovered 
from prisoner. As Flood bad already 
been in gaol three aud a-half months,!'is 
Lordship sentenced him to one month 
more in the common gaol.”

Dominion Parliament.
Ottawa, Nov. 3.

Sir John A. Macdonald entered into 
an elaborate defence of hie proceedings 
from the first charge of Mr. Huntington 
being made to the final issue of the Com­
mission. He defended the prorogation 
as exclusively a question of prerogative); 
argued that no charge of unconstitution­
ally attached to tbe act which the Gov 
ernor-General had taken by the advice 
of his constitutional udvisers. He de­
clared a solemn pledge was given that 
prorogation should then take place, and 
that could not be violated without a 
breach of faith. He then alluded to the 
issue of the charter in February, and the 
departure of Sir Hugh Allan and his col­
leagues for England in March. Early in 
April, Mr. Huntington moved his resolu­
tion, aud he charged that it was brought 
forward,at that time with the delibrate 
intention of destroying the Pacifie 
scheme. He argued elaborately in de­
fence of the rejection of Mr. Huntington’s 
motion, and pretended that his subse­
quent action was purely voluntary. He 
defended the delay of the enquiry until 
Allan and Cartier’s return from England, 
and once ^iore recurred to the question 
of prorogation. He imputed to the mem­
bers present on the 13th of August a de­
sire to get their pay. No man, he hold, 
would vote against prorogation without 
dishonor. He then propounded an ar­
gument to the effect that if the Commis­
sion was illegal, they had no right to ac­
cept the evidence taken by it as thc- 
ground of censure. Ho lmd permission 
frum the Governor-General to state that, 
’n addition to the papér already publish­
ed, an opinion had been given that the 
course taken by the Governor-General

IRUK BILL.
The Grand Jury brought in'

other remarks in defence of the Commis­
sion, lie entered upon the question of the 
Oaths Bill, and denied he had anything 
to do with the disallowance of that mea­
sure. The Act of disallowance was not 
taken on the opinion only of the Law- 
Officers* of the Crcwn, but of the Privy 
Council guided by the opinion of the 
Lord Chancellor. He blamed Mr. Hunt­
ington for not appearing before the Roy­
al Commission, and asked whether all 
the Ministers who appeared did 
not give their evidence fully and unre- 
serveuly. The House, however, was iu 
no way bound by the report of the Com­
mission. He alluded to Lord Melville's 
case as a precedent for the appointment 
of a Commission, and, after defending the 
personnel of the Commission, he reviewed 
some of the more important acts of his 
administration, alluding particularly to 
the Nova Scotia Subsidy, the Washing­
ton Ticaty, and the admission of British 
Columbia. He asserted that, contrary to 
an express pledge, the Canadian Govern­
ment had been opposed by tire Local 
Government of Ontario. T hey had also 
to meet sectional cries, and he justified 
the means they had resorted to on the 
ground that the prosperity of the 
country demanded that the present Ad­
ministration should continue iu power. 
He argued that it wok under pressure the 
resolution was passed declaring the 
Pacifie Railway should be built by private 
enterprise, and repeated the charge that 
the Opposition had persintently striven 
to prevent the bargain regarding the 
Pacific Railway from being carried out. 
He asserted the Opposition had spent 
two pounds to his one, and offered to 
agree to a Committee that should .go 
through the two Provinces of Ontario and 
Qiebeo to investigate the truth of his 
allegation. He said he would have been 
glad to subject himself to cross exami­
nation. He declared once more there 
wus no contract or agreement between 
the Government and Sir Hugh Allah. 
La admitted Allan’s letters showed Mr. 
Macpherson and his fncuds had good 
cause for their jealousy of American in­
fluence, and that Allan showed that 
during the session of 1872 lie had 
severed his connection with his Ameri­
can associations. He then entered into 
a justification of hi* conduct in granting 
tho charter after he had seen the evi­
dence of Allan’s intrigues with the 
Americans, but asserted he had noshing 
to do, when the Company was already 
formed, with the question between Sir 
Hugh and his discarded associates. He 
would not shelter himseli by laying Marne 
on Sir George Cartier, hut contended 
that the Cabinet could not he held re­
sponsible for the acts of an individual 
Minister. His argument then became, 
with respect to his election fund pro­
ceedings—nearly a recapitulation of his- 
evidence already printed. Ho next at­
tacked Mr. Huntington, who rose to 
explain that he never got any informa­
tion from Mr. McMullen till long afttr 
he had made his charges, and he went on 
further to dare Sir John A. Macdonald 
to prove his statement that lie had been 
influenced by foreign gold. A very ex­
citing scene occurred, during which Sir 
John A. Macdonald «read the report of 
Mr. Huntington’s late speech, one por­
tion of which in the Ottawa Times, had 
he di lared, deliberately falsified his . 
language on that occasion. An attempt 
was made to put Mr. Huntington down, 
but his vigorous and indignant protest 
secured the ear of the House, and Sir 
John did not attempt to sustain the alle­
gations. Sir John A. Macdonald then 
labored to excuse his application to 
Allan, and declared he did nut know of 
one dollar being spent illegitimately , n 
statement received with derisive cheer, 
and laughter.

The Government Resigned
We hear that a gentleman in 

Guelph has received a despatch from 
Ottawa that the .Government have 
resigned, and the report has been 
confirmed.

The Great Debate.
The most intense interest con­

tinues to be felt in the great debate 
on the Pacific Railway Scandal, which 
lias now extended over ten days. 
We believe that to-night will# how­
ever, witness its close, when the un­
certainty and doubt respecting the 
strength of the Government will be 
finally set at rest. Within the past 
few days rumours of all sorts have 
been flying thick and fast as to the 
relative strength of parties, but after 
careful consideration our belief is 
that Mr. Mackenzie’s amendment will 
be carrietl by a very small majority, 
unless some unforseen change takes 
place in the views of some of the 
members. That extraordinary and 
unheard|of influences have been used 
to induce some members to change 
their vote is no secret, and in Parlia­
mentary circles in Ottawa these 
tilings are openly spoken oi. Never 
in the history of the country have 
such means been used to influence 
votes, all of which goe to show the 
desperate straits the Government 
arc put to in order to save them from 
infamy. Whatever may be the result 
of the vote, it is quite clear that this 
great scandal has struck the death 
knell of the present Government, for 
even if they are sustained by a nar­
row majority they cannot overcome 
the odium which attaches to such an 
immoral transaction.

During the debate the Opposition 
have had a decided advantage. They 
had the right on their side, the argu­
ments were all in their favour, and 
these were handled with consummate 
ability by the different speakers as 
one after another in turn exposed 
the acts and designs of Sir John Mac­
donald and those members of the 
Government who w ’?agued .vith 
him in backing up ilugh Allan.
It is confessed that Sir John Mac­
donald’s speech on Monday night 
failed to meet or answer the accu­
sations brought against him, and Mr. 
Blake, in one of the finest speeches 
he has ever delivered in the House, 
completely demolished the argu­
ments advanced by the Premier.

ft is fully expected that the vote 
will be taken to night, and in the 
meantime the whole country is wait­
ing with breathless anxiety to hear 
the result.

Haul Times, over the Border.
Indications are multiplying that 

there is a very hard winter befo 
the working-men of the Uni .i 
States. The leaven of the great . 
uancial panic is now working in » 
sphere where it will cause infinite!j 
more misery than when it was ;on- 
:ined more closely to stock-broking 
and financial circles. The manufac­
turers of New England and the Mid­
dle States are feeling severely the 
effects of scarcity of money and re­
duced demand, and are contracting 
their production on every side. Une 
of the largest manufacturing firms in 
the States, Messrs. A A W. Sprague, 
of Providence, R.I., Juts suspended 
payment, this step being preceded 
by a similar one on the part of Hoyt, 
Sprague <fc Co., their New York 
agents, whose “ paper ” has hitherto 
been thought almost -as good as 
gold."" The operations of these firms 
iiave been on a colossal scale. They 
control several large mills, and count 
their workmen by thousands; their 
print-works at Cranston giving era 
ploy ment to no less than 12.000 
hands. Besides this, they either 
control or are largely interested in 
other great enterprises in the States, 
—saw mills, timber mills, and the 
ike. Amongst others, they control 

the Providence Street Railway Co., 
the “running gear” of which in 
vilifies 300 men, 5(X) horses and 1U0 
cars. It may be imagined what wide 
i-pread embarrassment is caused by 
the suspension of a firm who control 
millions of invested capital and whose 
operations ramily in every direction 
through the manufacturing and com­
mercial interests of the countiy.

Scarcely any manufacturing indus­
try seems to be unaffected. In the 
busy hive-; of Massachusetts working 
short time is universal, and tbe whole 
of the thirty-nine nulls at Fall River 
are working half time by mutual 
agreement. In Germantown, Penn., 
one half the operatives are out of 
employment. There is a partial clos­
ing of the iron and woollen mills in 
Port Schuyler, N.Y. The iron and 
coal trades are compelled to curtail 
orders and in some instances reduce 
wages. In fact, the same story is 
told universally —a lessening of de­
mand, and consequent curtailment of 
production. The policy of the New 
England manufacturers appears to 
lie to run short time rather than dis­
charge hands or reduce wages; but 
taking th most favorable view of 
matters, working men in the States 
will have a hard struggle tiiis winter, 
and so will the small retailers who 
stand or fall with the workmen 
Happy those who have had self de­
nial and foresight to become custom- 
vis of the savings’ bank.

The question that come.-. Home to 
us. in connection with all this, is, 
How will the stagnation of trade in 
the States aff ct us m Canada? Our 

•commercial relations with our neigh­
bors to the south am so intimate that 
sve cannot but feel the effects, sooner

t®r, and declared that Allan did not get 
the contract, and committed himaell in 
conclusion to the House and the country. 
The cheers that greeted his concluding 
wprds were soon drowned in the ap­
plause, again and again renewed, which 
.greeted Mr. Blake when ho rose at ten 
minutes to two to reply.

At 2.15 a.m. the House adjourned.
Ottawa, Nov. 4.

A loud cheer from the Opposition ben­
ches greeted Mr. Blake on his rising to 
continue the speech interrupted by the 
adjournment of the House ou Tuesday 
morning. Ho declared his willingness at 
all proper times and places to defend the 
policy of his party in regard'to the small­
er Provinces, but declined to follow the 
example of the Premier by introducing 
side issues into the present debate, to 
which they were in no sense relevant. 
During the campaign of last year, he be­
lieved these topics had been adverted to 
almost exclusively by speakers in the 
Ministerial interests, only for the pur­
pose of making a little political capital at 
the expense of their opponents, nor would 
hejadmit the propriety of discussing the 
general policy and past services of Min 
ieters. Only those who had some char­
acter to lose could obtain positions of 
trust, and it was no bar to a verdict of 
guilty that, having abused that trust, 
they had once deserved confidence. In 
fact, an appeal for mitigation of punish­
ment was really a confession of guilt. He 
then adverted to the opposition of Minis 
ters to Mr. Huntington’s first motion, 
and proved conclusively that the pretence 
of that motion involving a vote of no 
confidence was perfectly gratuitous on 
their part, and not sustainable on the 
facte. He showed that the determination 
to move a resolution of their ewn subse 
quently was taken under pressure from 
some who had voted with them [on the 
first occasion. The Premier had been 
guilty of a great want of candour to the 
House when lië"81îlled on his followers to 
vote down Mr. Huntington's resolution,

the transactions between the leaders of 
the Government and Sir Hugh Allans 
showed, by reference to the published evi­
dence taken before the Commission, wbat 
had been overlooked by previous speakers 
that the letter ot the 31st of July, em­
bodying the terms of the agreement with 
Allan, and signed at the same time as 
the one stipulating for payment of the 
money, was not, as had been stated,with­
drawn or cancelled, but that the letter so 
cancelled was one sent by Sir Hugh Allan 
to Sir John A. Macdonald. He showed 
by Allan's letters, and his speech at 
Montreal on the'9th of August, that the 
actual agreement was still in existence 
and in full force. It was an insult to 
common sense to contend there was no 
contract,one that even a court of law would 
hold to bo valid, and that the two letters 
written on one day by the same hand 
were parts of one and the same bar­
gain. The interpretation of the words 
“ your Company” occurred in both,show­
ing that one idea was present m the 
minds of the parties; and as “ your 
Company ” was admitted to allude to the 
Canada Pacific in one case, so it could 
only apply to the Canadian Pacific in the 
other. He then exposed the fallacy of 
the argument that Allan got nothing for 
his money, proving that he at all events 
placed a high value on the concession 
made to him, although it did not affect 
the case in the least if Allan finally re­
ceived something less than he bargained 
for. The promise exacted by Allan from 
the Government, that the money should 
be “recouped,” was evidently intended to 
place the recipients of his advances at 
his mercy, and render them liable at any 
moment to be called upon for repayment. 
He alluded to the ease of Lord Bacon, 
and showed that Bacon was impeached 
for receiving money from suitors in his 
court, although it was a matter of history 
that he had actually decided against the 
persons from whom he had corruptly ac­
cepted it. If they blotted out all the evi­
dence of a corrupt bargain, there still 
remained the fact that Ministers had ac-for all that time he had Sir Hugh Allan’s . , _ _. ■ ___ .

House into bis confidence. He went on 
to allude to the disallowance of the Oaths 
Bill. It was the Premier himself who 
first made the proposal to pass that mea­
sure ; and the hurried way in which it 
was passed by the House, and the Royal 
Assent having been given in order that it 
might at the earliest moment take effect 
was a proof neither Sir John A. Macdon­
ald norauy one else had at that time con­
templated delaying the enquiry. Quot­
ing from a State paper written by Sir 
John A. Macdonald in 1868, he showed 
that the Bill was one of a class that was 
usually exempted from disallowance, as 
being one of local rather than Imperial 
interest. Yet in this case the correspon­
dence lately brought dowu showed that 
the submsssion of the Bill to the consid­
eration of the Law Officers of the Crown 
—in other words, the invitation to disal­
low it—came from Sir John A. Macdon­
ald himself, and in such haste was the 
Minister, that he had advised His Excel­
lency to issue the proclamation disallow­
ing it without waiting, as the law direct­
ed, for the certificate of Lord Kimberley 
stntiug the cause of its disallowance, 
which was only signed in London on the 
day the Bill was formally disallowed by 
proclamation at Ottawa. He showed the 
eubsrdity of Sir John A. Macdonald’s 
statement, that the Lord Chancellor ad­
vised on all questions that came before 
the . Privy Council. As a matter of 
fact the Lord Chancellor was not 
present when the Bill in question was 
declared to be ultra vires in the opinion 
of the Law Officers of the Crown. He 
disposed of the objection that because he 
and Lis friends objected to the appoint­
ment. of a Royal Commission, they 
should not accept the advice of the Min­
isters themselves when given before that 
Commission. With respect to the opin­
ion of the LftwOflicers of the Crown that 
the Commission was legal,if that opinion 
were really in exiatenoe, he pointed out 

/hat it was simply the individual judg­
ment of those officers, delivered without 
any argument being heard by them, and 
in no respect possessing the attribute of 
finality. The respect paid by 8ir John 
A. Macdonald to the opinions of the law 
officers depended on their agreement 
with his own. In the case of the misap­
propriation of the Intercolonial Loan 
mouey.be had referred to them in a man­
ner very different from that he employed 
on the present osoasion. The appoint­
ment of the Royal Commission hud been 
a violation of the ancient landmarks, and 
be quoted a line passage from Jnniue in 
proof of the danger of admitting even 
the smallest inroad upon the popular li­
berties. Atone time the Prime Minister 
declared tho prerogative eould do no 
harm, for if. was exercised only under the 
itdvici» of Ministers amenable to Parlia­
ment. At another, as it suited him, he 
argued that the prerogative was beyond 
the question or control of Parliament, 
and that no one was responsible for its 
exercise, lie ridiculed the idea that be- 
eauso the Crown was one branch of the 
Legislature, it could take cognizance of 
matters occupying the attention of the 
Commons as another branch of the Leg­
islature. In the present ease the Crown 
had no knowle tgo officially of the ques­
tion pending in the House of Commons, 
and the aet of the Ministry, in advising 
the Crown to act without a communica­
tion from tho Commons, was the height 
of audacity, and au insult to the Cham­
ber. He then examined tho several pre­
cedents. cited at various times by the 
I'render, and showed how ho had aban­
doned them all but tha Melville case, 
which he showed was strictly opposed to 
the present case. There could be no 
more revolting scene than that of the 
Minister ot Justice going from one Judge 
to another, begging them to try him. He 
(Mr Blake) was not a member of the 
Co isnrvative party, but he was conserva­
tive of the principles of the Constitution 
when abuses of tho prerogative occurred. 
They were abuses advised by the Minis­
ter, and he instanced tho case of the im­
peachment of Buckingham, in the reign 
of Charles Ï., as a parallel to the present 
one, Ho then criticised the proceedings 
of the Commissioners, and called atten­
tion to some very serious discrepancies 
between the evidence presented to Par­
liament and that published in the lead­
ing newspapers ; and went on to nrgo 
that Mr. Mackenzie would have boon ve­
er, ml to his duly if ho had not, at tho 
v;: ;iest m.m i nt,placed before Parlia­
ment a !v< - :'i-n expressing the judg­
ment of tho House on the whole of tho 
pif-stious arising out of tlm Pacific 

‘•eii'.idal. He then alluded to the proofs 
that the intviilioa was to use money in 
t'ri" elections, and the rejection of the 
Coet .vpited El-étions Bill was, concur,

in his evidence that an illegal expend! 
t-iro had prevailed for many years, and 
that the existing form of trying petitions 
by Parliamentary Cmvmittee hail failed 
to stop it- U did not lie in his 
mouth, therefore, to say a large expendi­
ture was forced upon him, bejauso 
it was he who in Hie first instance desig­
nated ami fqrced it. The pretence of 
tlm Prime Minister that he would appoint 
a Committee to go roving about investi- 
gating bribery, might be considered, if it 
was seii >nsly made. He was sure, how­
ever, a great many of the followers of the 
Government would not tlin- k their leader i 
f, r i is proposition. Tim whole hisforv of

verity. He exposed the equivocation of 
the Prime Minister, when he declared 
that no Ministerial eandidate had re­
ceived pecuniary aid from him, and 
scouted the pretenee that the sums fur­
nished had been applied only to legiti­
mate purposes. Alluding to the boasted 
loyalty to tho Empire of the First Minis­
ter, ho pointed out that nothing would so 
certainly cement the conneotiori between 
Canada and the Mother Country, ns the 
law of mutual attachment founded on 
mutual respect. He referred to the in­
dependent and impartial opinion of the 
British press, and made a most forcible 
appeal to the membeie nn the Ministerial 
benches, declaring that the name of 
every one recorded as voting to sustain 
the corrnptiou they now sought to de­
stroy would bo marked and disgraced. 
They were now to end an era of twenty 
years of corruption, and welcome the 
dawn of a better day. He concluded by 
an eloquent peroration, and "resumed his 
seat amid loud and repeated cheers.

Mr. John Hillyard Cameron next spoke, 
replying to Mr. Blake’s arguments. Mr. 
Laird, one of the new members from 
Prince Edward Island, made an excellent 
and most animated speech, in which he 
brought out some very telling points in 
the evidence not noticed by previous 
speakers. He oonoluded by saying he 
mast vote in favor of the amendment 
proposed by Mr. Mackenzie. Mr. Hagan 
felt bound te condemn the condnot of 
the Government in regard to the Paoific 
charter. Mr. D. A. Smith, after some 
personal explanations, whilst acquitting 
the Government of any corrupt intention, 
declared be mast give hie rote against 
the Government on the ground that in 
accepting money from Sir Hugh Allan 
they had been guilty of a grave impro­
priety. Mr. Pope, of Prince Edward 
Island, explained his reasons for record­
ing his vote in favor of the Government. 
He regretted, however, the acceptance of 
money by the Government for election 
purposes. Mr. Dodge protested his in­
dependence, and paid a vx.ld'y enthusias­
tic tribute to the present Government. 
Mr. Davies (P. E. Island), in a brief 
speech, declared his inteahoa of voting 
for the ame- ment of Mr. Mackenzie. 
The House then aljourned, on the un­
derstanding that the debate will close
