He had permission
frum the Governor-General to state that,
in addition to the paper already publish-
ed, an opinion had been given that the
course taken by the Governor-Genersl
Myvas legal and constitutional. After some
other remarks in defence of the Commis-
gion, he entered upon the question of the
Oaths Bill, and denied he had anything
to do with the disallowance of that meu-
snve. The Act of disallowance was not
taken on the opinion only of the Law
Officers'of the Crcwn, but of the Privy
Council guided by the opinion of the
Lord Chancellor. He blamed Myr. Hunt
ington for not appearing before the Roy-
al Commission, and asked whether all
the Ministers who appeared did
not giye their evidence fully and unre-
servedly. The House, however, was in
no way bound by the report of the Com-
mission. He slluded to Lord Melville's
case ag o precedent for the appointment
of & Commirsion, and,after defending the
personnel of the Commission, hereviewtd
some of the more important acts of hix
administration, alluding particularly to
the Nova Beotia Subsidy, the Washing-
ton Tieaty, and the ndmission of Britich
Columbia.

Orrawa, Nov. 4.

A loud cheer from the Opposition ben-
ches greeted Mr. Blake on his rising to
continue the speech interrupted by the
adjournment of the House on Tuesday
morning. He declarad his willingness at
all proper times and places to defend the
policy of his party in regard'to the emall-
er Provinear, but declined to follow the
example of the Premier by introducing
side issues into the present debate, to
which they were in no sense relevant.
During the campaigu of last year, he be-
lieved these topics had heen adverted to
almost exclusively by speakers in the
Ministerial interests, only for the pur-
pose of making a little political capita! at
the expense of their opponents, nor would
heladmit the propriety of discussing the
general policy and past services of Min-
ters. Only those who had some char-
acter to lose could obtain positions of
trust, and it was no bar to_a verdiet of
guilty that, having abused that trust,
they had once deserved confidence. In
fact, an appeal for mitigation of punish-
ment was really a confession of guilt. He
then adverted to the opposition of Minis-
ters to Mr. Huntington's first motion,
and proved conclugively that the pretence
of that motion involving a vote of no
confidence wag perfectly gratuitous on
their part, and not sustainable on the
facts. Ile showed that the determination
to move a resolution of their ewn subse
quently was taken under pressure from
some who had voted with them jon the
first oceasion. The Premier had been
guilty of a great want of candour to the
House when hé'¥8lled on his followers to
vote down i[r. Hurtington's resolution,
for all that time he had Sir Hugh Allan’s
letters in his desk, was acquainted with

his villiany, and should have taken the:

House into his confidence. He went on
to allude tothe disallowance of the Oaths
Bill. It was the Premier himself who

first made the proposal to pass that mea-
sure ; and the hurried way in which it
was passed by the House, and the Royal
Assent having been given in order that it
might at the earliest moment take effect
was a proof neither Sir John A. Macdon-
ald norany one else had at that $ime con-
templated delaying the enquiry. Quot-
ing from a State paper -written by Sir
John A. Macdonald in 1868, e showed
that the Bill was one of a class that wns
usnally exempted from disallowance, as
being one of local rather than Imperial
interest. Yetin this case the correspon-
dence lately brought down showed that
the submsssion of the Bill to the consid-
eration of the Law Officers of the Crown
in other words, the invitation to disal-
low it—came from Sir John A. Maedon-
ald himself, and in such haste was the
Miuister, that he had advised His Excel-
lency to issue she proclamation disallow-
ing it without waiting, as the law direct-
ed, for the certificate of Lord Kimberley
stating the cause of its disallowance,
which was only signed in London on the
day the Bill was formally disallowed by
proelamation at Ottawa. He ghowed the
gubsrdity of Sir Jobn A. Macdonald's
statement, that the Lord Chanecellor ad-
vised on all questions thst came beforo
the . Privy Council. As a matter of
fact the Tord Chancellor was not
present when the Bill in question was
declared to be ultra vires in the opinion
of the Law Ofticers of the Crown. He
disposed of the objection that because he
and his friends objected to tha appoint-
ment. of a Royal Commission, they
should not accept the advice of the Min-
isters themselves when given beiore that
Gommission.  With reepect to the opin-
jon of the LawOfficers of the Crown that
the Commission was legal,if that opinion
were really in existence, he pointed out
Ahat it was simply the individual judg-
ment of those officars, delivered without
any argument being heard by them, and
in no respect possessing the attribute of
finality.  The respect paid by Bir John
A. Macdonald to the opinions of the law
officers depended on their agreement
with his own. In the case of the misap-
propriation of the Intercolonial Loan
wmoney,he had referred to them in & man-
ner very different fromthat he employed
on the present oscasion. The appoint-
ment of the Roya! Commission had been
n vielation of the ancient landmarks, and
ho quoted a fine passage from Junius in
proof of the danger of admitting evan
the smallest inroad upon the popular li-
berties. Atone time the Prime Minister
declared tho prerogative eould do no
for it was exercissd only under the

the Government and Sir Hugh Allans
showed, by reference to the published evi-
dence taken before the Commission, what
had been overlooked by previous speakers
that the letter ot the 318t of July, em-
bodying the terms of the agréement with
Allan, and signed at the same time as
the one stipulating for payment of the
money, was not, a8 had been stated,with-
drawn or cancelled, but that the letter o
cauncelled was one sent by 8ir Hugh Allan
to Sir Jobn A. Macdonald. He showed
by Allan's letters, and his speech at
Montresal on the'9th of August, that the
actual agreement was still in existence
and in full force. It was an insult $o
common sense to eontend there was no
contract,one that even a court of law would
hold to be valid, and that the two letters
written on one day by the same hand
were parts of one and the same bar-
gain. . The nterpresation of the words
“ your Company" occurred in both,show-
ing that one idea was present in the
minds of the parties; and as “ your
Company '’ was admitted to allude to the
Canada Pacific in one case, 8o it could
only apply to the Canadian Pacifie in the
other. He then exposed ihe fallaey of
the argument that Allan got nothing for
his money, proving that he at all events
placed a high value on the eoncession
made to him, although it did not affect
the case in the least if Allan finally re-
ceived something less than he bargained
for. The promise exaoted by Allan from
the Government, that the money should
be “‘recouped,’” was evidently intendod to
place the récipients of his advances at
his mercy, and render them liable at any
moment to be called upon forrepayment.
He alluded to the oase of Lord Bacon,
and showed that Baeon was impeached
for receiving money from suitors in his
court, although it was a matter of history
that he had actually decided against the
persons from whom he had corruptly ac-
cepted it. If they blotted out all the cvi-
dence of a corrupt bargain, there still
remained the fact that Ministers had ac-
cepted money from a public eontractor—
an offence, as he proved by English pr
ceden's, always treated with great se-
verity. He exposed the equivocation of
the Prime Minister, when he declared
that no Ministerial eandidate had
ceived pecnniary aid from him, and
scouted the pretenee that the sums fur-
nished had been applied only to legiti-
mate purposes. Alluding to the boasted
loyalty to the Empire of she First Minis-
ter, he pointed out that nothing would eo
certainly cement the connegtion, between
Canada and the Mother Country, as the
law of mutual attachment founded on
| mutual respect. He referred to the in-
| dependent and impartial opinion of the
British press, and made a most foreible
appeal to the membeis on the Ministerial
benches, declaring ' that the name of
every one recorded as voting to sustain
the corruption they now sought to de-
| stroy wounld be marked and disgraced.
| They were now to end an era of twenty
years of corruption, and welcome the
dawn of a better day. He concluded by
an eloguent peroration, and resumed his
seat amid loud and repeated cheers.

Mr. John Hillyard Cameron next spoke,
replying to Mr. Blake’s arguments, Mr.
Laird, one of the mew members from
Prince Edward Island, made an excellent
and most animated speech, in which he
brought out some very telling points in
the evidenco mot mnoticed by previous
speakers.
