Mean-
while the naval guns have been moved to
more favorable positions near the town
and-commanding some of the Boer bat-
teries. At 6. this morning Gen. White
ordered the bombardment: of the enemy
and the bluejackets opened the battle.
he Boers replied vigorously. They fired
straight and some of the British were
hit. A terrible artillery duel has been
proceeding for over three hours. So far
the naval guns are the only ones that
1ave engaged the enemy.”

I.adysmith, Nov. 2.—(10 a.m. (delayed)

An artillery duel has been in progress
xince 6 this morning, but so far no dam-
age has been done, the British fire pre-
venting the Boer guns from making good
practice. Firing has been heard in the
lirection of Colenso.

Four naval long range guns have been
wounted here.

Lansdowne Shows Why Great
Army Could Not Be Des.
patched Earlier.

London, Noy. 2—The Marquis of
Lansdowne, secretary of state for war,
was the chief speaker at the Catlers’
feast in Sheffield this evening, the func-
tion being attended by the wmsual dis-
tinguished assemblage. Replying to the
toast to Her Majesty’s ministers he

went 6Y¢r.the usual-ground in explaining
the causes of the war and defended the
government against the charge that mil-
itary preparations were not abreast of
the negotiations. He said: “The diplo-
matic messages went by wire, reinforce-
ments by ship. Moreover, in order to
keep abreast, the army and navy would
have had to commit most provocative
and threatening acts. The Boer ultima-
tum followed British mobilization, and
if Great Britain had mobilized earlier
the ultimatum would have been earlier.
Lord I.ansdowne explained the prompt-
ness of the mobilization which had en-
abled five cavalry regiments, ten bat-
teries and thirty battalions to get far
away em sea. During the earlier
operations the enemy, he went on to say,
had great superiority of numbers and
the advantage of a choice of ground.
This phase of the situation he hoped was
approaching its cenclusion, for in less
than a week the first instalments of
Sir Redvers Buller’s forces would arrive
at Capetown, to be followed at a steady
rate by the remainder. *
“1 do mot think,” continued the secre-
tary of state for war,” that there need
be any anxiety regarding the result.

* There has been mothing in history to
compare with the patriotism of our colo-
nies, who will take no denial. Their at-
titude will impress upon the civilized
world two great truths—first, that Great
Britain is not an empty phrase; and
second, that such a large measure of
voluntary .support would not have been
accorded unless we were fighting in a
just cause.”

In conclusion Lord Lansdowne ex-
pressed on behalf of the government pro-
foand admiration for the heroism of our
troops, “who have rehabilitated the repu-
tation of British soldiers in South Africa,
a great gain, which to my mind out-
weighs the heavy losses we have sus-
tained, and eutweighs even the sad disas-
ter which was due to an accidental
cause.”

Rear-Admiral Lord Charles Beresford,
replying to a toast to The Imperial forces,
praised the transport arrangements, Re-
ferring to the surrender of the Irish
Fusiliers and Gloucester Regiment after
their ammunition was exhausted, he said
it was an honoerable surrender. He ex-
pressed the opinion that the government
was not sending men enough to South
Africa, in view of the probability that
the Cape Dutch would join the Boers.
Discussing the general question of
military armament, he observed that
there were only two really patriotic na-
tions in the world—the British and the
Americans—because they alone had vol-
unteer armies.

Bravery In |

Without Artillery or Reserve Rifle

It is dominated
by the hills on the side from the river
and is untenable if the Boers have ad-
vanced, as they seem to have done. More-
over, only a small' naval and colonial
forge was stationed at Colenso. The
seriousness of the evacuation, however,
lies in the fact that Commandant-General
Joubert, while- completely investing Sir
George White at ‘Ladysmith can. seize
this Tugela bridge and if. he has. suffi-
cient troops can detach and send them
south on Pietermartizburg, and in any
case by destroying the bridge ‘and rail-
road, can prevent any relief expedition
going to Sir George White for some time.
Militarymen optimistically predict  that
Gen. Joubert will withdraw “frem Natal
immediatsly Sir Redvers Buller's force
enters the Orange Free State, but the
iatter cannot be far on his way for at
least three or four weeks, and even then
Ken.

London, Nov. 4.—(4:45 4. m.)—There
is very little fresh intelligence to-day,
but it is believed that the Delagoa Bay
route, if not already restored will be,
thus giving quicker communication with
the Cape, ' The situation is still hopeful,
The accounts that continue to arrive
regarding the fight on Farquhar’s Farm
only confirm its serious nature and the
narrow escape Gen. White had. It now
appears as if it were only the arrival of
the naval contingent from the Powerful
which prevented a worse disaster.

The dis-
tance was too great and the ground too
rough for cavalry to go to his assistance.

DEFENCES FOR LADYSMITH.

According to despatches filed on Tues-
day, defensive works were being con-
structed on the hills around Ladysmith,
and it was expected that there the big
naval guns would be mounted the follow-
ing day.

The Boers were threatening to attack
the town in force Wednesday and
Thursday, and the women, children and
other non-combatants were being sent
south. Ladysmith is provisioned for
two months.

MAKES BOERS PREVAIL.
(By Associated Press.)

Paris, Nov. 2.—The Havas agency this
evening publishes the following extra-
ordinary despatch, which the agency says
came through its correspondent at Brus-
sels:

“ Capetown—The news of the Boers’
two victories around Ladysmith has
created considerable excitement among
the Afrikanders, who 'do not conceal
their joy. Sir Alfred Milner, the Brit-
ish high commissioner, is much perturbed
at their attitude. Gen. White in the
two engagements lost about 3,500 men—
killed, wounded and prisoners. The
second victory was won by the Free
Staters, commanded by Lucas Meyer,
who seized Colense, thus cutting off the
retreat of Gen. White, who is surround-
ed. The investment of Ladysmith is
«complete, and the Boers are masters of
the Pietermaritzburg & Durban railway.

“ News has reached Gen. White that
Mafeking is wclosely besieged, and that
the Boers have successfully repulsed the
sorties.. The surrender of Mafeking is
expected. It is also confirmed that the
Kree Staters have seized Colensburg.”

London, Nov. 2.—The secretary of the
war office, who was shown the Capetown
despatch of the Havas agency, said the
statements were utterly baseless. Brus-
sels, where the Havas despatch origin-
ated, is the headquarters of Dr. Leyds,
the diplomatic agent of the Transvaal,
and it is thought the Capetown despatch
may be an exaggerated Boer version of
the recent fighting.

MAY HAVE FOUNDATION.

London, Nov, 3.—The Times comment-
ing editorially upon the fact that news
appears to arrive in Belgium from South
Africa from some channel uncontrolled
by the British censorship, reminds the
fovernment that information valuable to
the enemy can similarly leak from Eur-
ape to the Transvaal. It suggests that
the government should fully exercise
their right under exigting conventions if
any such channel has been for special
reasons left open, and it appears to
think there may be some truth in yester-
day’s Berlin and Paris stories.

The Daily News suggests that these
rumors are more likely intended for pro-
pagation at the Cape and to influence
the Afrikanders.

Americans Find
War Costly.

Ten Thousand Casualties in
Thirteen Months Besides
the Mint of Money.

While Insurgent Strength Shows
Peace in Philippines Far
Removed.

By Associated Press.

Washington, Nov. 2.—A recapitulation
of the casualties in actions and deaths
in the regular and volunteer armies be-
tween May, 1898, and June 30, 1899,
contained in the annual report of the
adjutant-general of the army, shows the
grand total of 10,076 men.

The artillery list alone aggregated
3,334, of which 25 officers and 478 en-
listed men were killed, and 197 officers
and 2,764 men were wounded.

The death list, numbering 6,619, was
made up of 224 officers and 6,395 en-
listed men. Of this total but 38 officers
and 458 enlisted men were killed, the re-
mainder of the deaths resulting from
various causes, including the following:
Wounds, 10 officers and 192 enlisted
men; disease, 165 officers and 5,244 en-
listed men; accident, 6 officers and 209
men; drowning, 3 officers and 88 men;
suicide, 2 officers and 52 men; and mur-
ders or homicide, 52 enlisted men.

In the regular army the total casual-
ties in actions and deaths amounted to
4,155, and in the volunteer establishment
to 5,921. In the casualty list the regu-
lars have 127 officers and 1,856 enlisted
men killed ard wounded, and the volun-
teers 105 officers and 1,366 enlisted men
killed and wounded.

Manila, Nov. 2.—Aguinaldo has issued
a proclamation announcing that the
American congress meets in December to
decide whether * the imperialist poliey ”
and “this bloody war” is to be gon-
tinued. He exhorts his soldiers to con-
duct themselves so that congress will
consider them worthy of independence,
and requests the priests to abstain from
politics and to redeem the church from
the bad name the misdeeds of the friars
have given it. g

A crisis in the Filipino cabinet is pre-
dicted as the result of the resignation of
Paterno and Buencamino, two of the
I'ilipino leaders who have lost the confi-
dence of the rabid revolutionists.

Some Filipinos who attempted to come
to Manila with the Spanish commission
received a message from Major-General
Otis, saying the women and children
would be given protection, but that the
men who had cast their lot with the in-
surgents must remain with them. The
party included a brother of Gen. Luna,
who wuas assassinated by the guard of
Aguinaldo’s house with his family, and
the Filipino secretary of the treasury
and his family. The families returned
to Tarlae.

The Americans occupy Iloilo and the
adjoining towns of Jaro and Molow,
with 4,000 men, consisting of the Six-
teenth and Twenty-sixth regiments, two
battalions of the Eleventh regiment, a
detachment of the Sixth regiment and a
battery of the Sixth artillery.

The insurgent force is now supposed
to be between 3,500 and 5,000 armed
men and many that are not armed.

Late this afternoon the Prince of
Wales and the Marquis of Salisbury sent
their respective secretaries to the war
oifice to make inquiry but the reply giv-
en was that no further news had been
received.

DEATH OF JAMES PHILLIPS.

IMirst Game to British Columbia Thirty-
Nine Years Ago.

I'he death occurred at New Westmin-
ster on Sunday of Mr. James Phillips,
n his 73rd year. He was a native of

Cornwall, England. Deceased lived
ihere until he was 26 years old, when he
went out to Awustralia, and for two or
three years engaged in mining. He
then returned home, but when the news
of the gold excitement on the Fraser
iver reached him, he decided to come
and try his fortune in British Columbia.
He married Miss Ladner, sister of
Mossrs, W. H. and T. E. Ladner, of
Ladner. In the spring of 1860 he left
England, accompanied by his wife and
child (Mr. J. E. Phillips), and his two
sisters-in-law, Mrs. W. J. Armstrong
ind Miss Ladner, the latter of whom
died about thirteen years ago, reaching
Victoria on May 23.

Later the late Mr. Phillips went to
New Westminster and proceeded to Fort
Hope with the idea of meeting the
Messrs. Ladner, who were then engaged
in business in the Upper Country.
Learning that they had been delayed in
the interior, Mr. Phillips returned to
Victoria and took up a farm in North
Saanich. The severity of the winter of
1861-62 having killed most of his stock,
he closed down his farm and himself
went into the Cariboo country to mine.
in company with Mr. €. G. Major and
the late Messrs. W. J. Jeffree, J. H
Todd and others.

After two seasons of mining Mr. Phil-
lips returned to his farm at Saanich and
resided there until 1874. In February,
1875, he was appointed to a position on
the staff of the provincial insane asylum
in Vietor¥a, and on that institution being
removed to New Westminster in 1878,
he was appointed as superintendent, a
nosition he held for several years, until
1 medical superintendent being appoint-
ed he was made bursar. ‘This latter
position he held until a year ago last
Wednesday, when illness compelled him
1o retire from the serviece.

This illness, it might be stated, was
the first serious illness he had had. It
was a severe attack of la grippe, followed
by complications from which he mnever
filly recovered.

Of the deceased’s own family, a
hrother, John, still lives on the old
'ornish homestead; another brother,
Matthew, with a maiden sister, also re-
sides on an English farm, and another
sister died there a few months ago, aged
(6 years.

The children of the deceased, J. E.
Phillips, Miss Phillips and Matthew J.
Phillips, survive him, the wife and
mother having died 'in January, 1893.—
Vancouver News-Advertiser.

Mr. Maitland Kersey, manager of the
Canadian Development Company, who
arrived from the North yesterday, was
close to the scene of disaster, and hav-
ing heard of the serious position in
which the passengers were—they are at
a point remote from assistance, and with
littie or no food or shelter—sent word to
the superintendent of his company’s win-
ter road to do everything within his
power for the stranded ones. The
steamer was recently sold to big Alex.
McDonald, Dawson’s gold king, and was
under charter to the Canadian Develop-
ment Company.

The Stratton’s accident, however, was
only one of the serious ones happening
to steam craft and attributable to the
sudden freezing of the rivers. The B.
L. & K. N. Co.’s steamer Nora, it is said,
had her hull cut by float ice in Crossing
Lake Marsh, and had started to fill when
beached, the passengers being compelled
to abandon the vessel and take to sleds,
on which they reached shore. Steamer
Olive May was similarly cut. She was

.on her way to White Horse and had to

be beached. where she will spend the
winter. The Clossett, Anglian and
Kilburn were stopped by the ice above
Selwyn. 2

The Skagway Alaskan of October 25
says: ‘It is reported that the Olive
May is a total wreek on Tagish lake,
and the Stratton near Selwyn; that the
steamer Anglian js aground on a sand-
bar and frozen in the ice below Selwyn,
which means her destruction: that the
Clossett is in a cove mear Selwyn and
may possibly survive the breaking of the
ice in the spring, and that the Matlock,
the Severance and other scows ‘are
frozen in above Selkirk, with slight pros-
pects of reaching Dawson this season.”

huei tement that his name was '
mas Hughes, His linen bore the initigls
“T. H.” His clothing was very plain.
He wore a black stiff hat of the prevail-
ing style, and for travelling wear,. a
plain dark cloth cap. In appearance he
was between 35 and 40 years of age, of
medium height and weight, and with a
pronounced English cast of features—a
round, full, rather florid face, double
chin, well-kept light brown moustache
and short “side burns,” and sandy, rather
curly hair, slightly - tinged with gray
about ears. :

The physicians who attended him at
the hospital state that there is no ques-
tion about the man’s death being due to
alcoholism. They think little of the
theory that he had been given “knock-
out” drops. - Nothing has been found to
substantiate his statement that he had
been associating with Sir Thomas Lip-
ton, the yacht man. It seems probable
that he was merely travelling for plea-
sure and had been overindulgent .in liquor
for a prolonged period. His body is be-
ing embalmed at Boney & Stewart’s un-
dertaking establishment, where it will
doubtless remain until his friends are
heard from.

AN AGED ADMIRAL’S WOUNDS.

Admiral Lord Clanwilliam, who was
to have accompanied Sir Themas Lipton
to attend the cup races, failed to do so
in consequence of an operation to which
he was obligéd to subject himself two
weeks ago. Forty years since in the
war with China he was badly wounded
in the arm by the discharge of a Chinese
cannon, loaded with shrapnel. The sur-
geons of that day could suggest no other
remedy than amputation. But Lord
Clanwilliam preferred to face the risk
of death to being deprived of his arm,
which he insisted on keeping:. For tl_le
entire period of 40 years he has been in
daily pain, sometimes in downright tor-
ture, in connection with this arm.

Just before he was™ to have started
with Sir Thomas Lipton for New York
he was persuaded to submit to an exam-
ination by means of the Roentjen rays,
and these disclosed the fact that em-
bedded in the arm during all thqse four
decades have remained jagged pieces of
iron, or shrapnel, forming part of the
charge of the Chinese gun. These have
now been removed by means of an opera-
tion, which was only dangerous in view
of the advanced age of the gallant old
admiral of the fleet. Another equally
aged admiral of the fleet, Sir Edmund
Cemmerell, a Victoria Cross man, still
carries embedded in his shoulder a bullet
which he received thirty years ago on the
west coast of Africa.

ABERDEEN CA)‘ENERY BURNED.

Loss Estimated at $150,000, With In-
surance of $70,000.

Fairhaven,” Oct. 80.—The Aberdeen
cannery burned this morning at 1 o’clock.
The loss is estimated at $150,000; in-
surance $70,000. In fifteen minutes after
the first explosion, probably in the laec-
quer room, the entire building, 265 feet
long by 185 wide, was in flames. There
was turpentine and other inflammable
material close at hand, and the flames
raged furiously. A three-inch gas ‘pipe
was not shut off and furnished a power-
ful factor in the destructive blaze until
the gas ¢ngineer was aroused and noti-
fied.

‘When the fire brigade arrived they
could do nothing but play on the out-
skirts and the nearby buildings. The
giant Pacific-American Company’s can-
nery, 480 feet by 260, is within 150 feet
of the burned cannery, and not tar away
is the Great Northern depot, the Earles
shingle mill, the largest in the world; the
Export lumber mill, the Fairhaven Can-
ning Company’s cannery and the Pacific
Sheet Metal Works. A dry night and a
slight wind would have swept them all,
as they are grouped close together.

In the burned building were 15,000
cases of canned salmon, 13,000 empty
cases, 1,500,000 labels, worth $1.25 per
thousand; lacquer to the extent of $2000
and numerous other materials used in
cannery operations. One large marine
boiler and another boiler and five re-
torts are in fair shape and can be used
again. Otherwise the entire machinery
is a wreck for old iron.

The Fairhaven Canning Company had
a warehouse, 75 feet away, with $40,000
worth of the finest sockeye catch stored
in it. The warehouse was of corrugated
iron, and the fierce heat turned it a
fiery red and at last the top and side
gave way. ‘The product was saved, ex-
cept a part of the cases had the tops
burned off. This loss is entirely covered
by insurance. 5

B. A. Seaborg, president of the Aber-
deen Company, is expected to-day, and
affairs await his coming.

Only one accident oceurred, as it was
at an hour when few people were
around. An eugineer on a tugboat, in his
hurry to raise steam to get away from
alongside the burning building, threw
kerosene from a can on his fire. The
explosion badly barned his face and
bodv.

The
town was canvassed and sufficient money
secured to erect a building on Hudson
Bay Company’s property, just below the
site of the present board of trade build-
mg. Of the men who organized the
company there is now but one living, Mr,
W. H. Oliver, of San Francisco. Ten
years after it was built the building was
moved to Government street, where it
stood until  yesterday, when workmen
commenced to pull it down to make room
for Mr. Vernon’s new block. It was
vacated by the fire department in 1890,
four years after the city took over the
apparatus of the three volunteer fire
companies.

‘Chief Deasy yesterday had a photo-
graph taken of the old building, and also
secured the name-plate and a piece of
the wood, with which to make a gavel
for the Pacific Coast Association of Fire
Chiefs. The Chief himself was a mem-
ber of the Union Hook and Ladder
Company, joining as a member of the
lantern brigade—a body of youngsters
who carried lanterns to fires—in 1869,
when he was but 12 years old. He
worked his way to the front, being fore-
man of the parent company when elected
assistant chief of the Vietoria fire de-
partment., Since the time he carried
the lantern the Victoria firemen have re-
sponded to 2,000 alarms, ‘and from few of
them was Chief Deasy absent.

The bell which called the men of the
Union Hook and Ladder Company in
the old days now does service in the
Yates street fire hall, and their old truck
is part of the apparatus of the Jubilee
hospital.

A WEAK SURRENDER.

From the Toronto Mail and HEmpire.
Every time the Cangdian government
changes its base in respect to the Alas-
ban boundary question it is to takée up a
worse position. Its last action appears
to be founded on the supposition that it
is now quite manoeuvred out of the Lynn
Canal country. Retiring from our solid
ground of right, the government throws
itself upon the generosity of the United
States. It craves the grant of a har-
bor on the upper arm of the canal, offer-
ing, in consideration of a quit claim title
to such an entrance, to waive Canada’s
rights to the other approaches, the own-
ership of the remaining disputed terri-
tory to be referred to arbitration. This
is the proposal Sir Louis Davies has
made to Mr. Choate, the American am-
bassador to Great Britain. To smooth
the way to a final settlement, he offers
to surrender our just claims to Dyea
and Skagway, the condition of this sur-
render being that the United States leave
us in undisputed possession of another

port, Pyramid Harbor. If the United!

States accepts this offer, -and further
agrees to have the remaining part of the
boundary line fixed by an arbitral tri-
bune under such rules as governed the
Venezuelan case, the Canadian govern-
ment will ask nothing mere. It will
strike most people that after Skagway,
Dyea, and Pyramid Harbor have been
disposed of, there will not remain much
for which it is worth while to press our
claims before a board of arbitration.
Such a proposal is a natural sequence
from the modus vivendi closed a few day
ago. That agreement left the United
States in control of practically the whole
disputed territory—of all the sea coast,
the ports, the coast termini of the trails,
the mountain passes, and the choicest
territory, and leaves the great body of
the settlers subject to its laws. It con-
tains no provision for the bonding of
Canadian goods nor for the permanent de-
limitation of the true boundary line. We
have conceded everything in this pro-
visional arrangement, and have not ob-
tained even the promise of a final settle-
ment by arbitration—the grand end to
which the modus vivendi., from the Can-
adian point. of view was supposed to be
a means. The United States wanted cer-
tain temporary -advantages: we wanted
the equitable arbitration of the case.
They got their temporary advantages,
but as the price of them we have no
guarantee of arbitration. To secure this
latter Sir Louis Davies comes along with
this~ proposal of his, supplementary to
the modus vivendi—a proposal which
shows haw completely the government
has capitulated. Instead of standing on
our rights, he offers to relinquish them,
so far as the ownership of Skagway and
Dyea is concerned, asking from the Unit-
ed States in return only that it shall
permit us to call Pyramid Harbor our
own and agree t® arbitrate everything
else in dispute. This readiness to dis-
claim Canada’s rights is to be condemn-
ed on every ground. It is nothing less
than confirming the American claim. To
leave the ground of right and make such
a weak proposal of compromise will have
the ‘effect only of making the United
States grab the more tightly the whole
Lynn Canal region. Even if it would
agree to Sir Louis Davies’ proposition,
of what value would Pyramid Harbor be
to us, separated from the Canadian in-
terior by a band of United States terri-
tory?

WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY.

Naval Authorities of the United States
Making Experiments in Its
Application.

New York, Oect. 27.—The navy depart-
ment on Thursday began a series of ex-
periments with the Marconi system of
wireless telegraphy, with the object of de-
termining its practibility for general use
for naval purposes on sea ‘and land. The
e€xperiments will extend over a period of
several days, and the results in detail will
be set forth in a report to be submitted
to the bureau of equipment by a board ef
naval experts, which has been appointed
specially for this work. ’

The particular object of the tests was
ty determine the practicability of using
the system of short signaling while
§quadrons are at sea. Marconi’'s system,
i¥ it does all that is claimed, would be of
iinmense advantage in this work. The
ofternoon experiments consisted of of six
tests.

The first test wag the sending the con-
tents of a newspaper article of about 1,500
words. 'This was sent and received withowut
a sglgle error, at the rate of eleven
worls a minute. This is a little over half
the average speed maintained on the ordi
nary instrument. Signor Marconi explained
that this speed could be greatly im-
creased, and in fact the instruments dur-
ing the yacht races had transmitted gixteem
words a minute. The second test was
the sending of a series of numbers  eof
varying lengths, which were ticked off
with a little more rapidity than the pre-
vicus message. Test No. 3 was the send-
ing of a series of letters written, drawn at
random. The fourth test was the sending
of a sdries of short messages. The fifth
and sixth were the transmitting of a
series of code messages. These were enough
to tax the skill and patience of the opera-
tor, the words having to the uninitiated
absolutely no meaning. There were one
or two errors discovered in these tests, but
Signor Marconi explained that these, as
well as the speed, were purely tests of the -
ability of the operator.

The New York and Massachusetts, on
which the tests were carried out, will leave
to-day for a trip to sea to further test the
new system. ‘A third vessel will be ap-
chored off Navesink Highlands, and Signor
Marconi will have an instrument and as-
sistant at Sandy Hook. It will be deter-
mined just how far the instruments will
carry between vessels and the shore. The
inventor claims that his instruments as
ucw constructed will operate successfully
thirty miles apart. If this proves to be
the case, their use in war times in emer-
gencies, for instahce, like those existing
at Santiago just before the capture by the
Americans, would be invaluable.

One feature of the test will be the firing
of the guns of the warships while the mes-
sages are belng sent, to determine {he
tsefulness of the system during an engage-
ment.

Rear Admiral Farquahar will personally
wath the’ tests, dnd upon the success of
the experiment will depend the adoption
of the system by the United States navy.
The navy department continues its test
of the Marconi system of wireless teleg-
raphy to-day. The demonstrations are being
1iade on the flagship New York and the
battleship Massachusetts, in the North
river, off the foot of Thirty-fourth street.
The ships lay 448 yards apart, and the dem-
onstration was one of speed aad aceuaracy.
Code messages, using both fhe navy and
the International Morse codes, were sent,
and numbers and letters selectad at ran-
dum. . The largest continuous message was -
a rewspaper article of 200 words. In alf
there ware gix demonstrations, -and the
werk continued with intervals of prepara-
tion for abuat two hours. Signor Ma~coni
sald he paid no attention to the speed main-
teined, as the navy department was more
particular as te the accuracy.

.
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" Yesterday was marked by a lot of ex-
ceedingiy contradictory  stories ‘from
South Africa, mixed up with a lot of
surmdses of the most transparent kind.
It is not easy to understand what s
meant by the statement that Colenso has
beén evacuated, and that the British
forces have been concentrated further
south. ~ Who . have withdrawn, and
" what forces have been concentrated?
The last reliable < news we had from
Colenso was to the effect that 500 men
were siptioned there to  protect the
bridge. There would be no poimt in
such a force as this retiring further
south. - If they cannot hold the bridge,
and Gen. White proposed to remain at
Ladysmith, one would suppose that they
would have joined him. Nor does the
word “ concentrated” appear. to be ap-
plicable to the movement of any body
of men that was likely to be at Colenso.
‘We cam interpret the despatch as indi-
cating that the Colenso force has gone
further south on the railway so as to be
near Pietermaritzburg in case the Boers
attempt to reach that point, and that the
railway is being kept open by an ar-
mored train, but we frankly confess to
be unable to reconcile any possible ex-
planation of the safety of the Colenso
bridge with the absence of word from
Ladysmith, There would of coufse be
no reason why small parties of Boers
could not cut the wires to Ladysmith,
but it ought to be possible to get news
through. The whole character of the
news is unsatisfactory. There is
nothing upon which to base even a rea-
sonable\ guess of what is taking place
around Ladysmith, except that we may
feel sure that if the Boers had captured
Gen, White's force word would long ago
bave been received at Durban and have
reached Europe by way of the Cape.

The invasion of Cape Colony by way
of Bethulie is a step in the direction of
checking any advance that may be made
from Port Elizabeth, and it may also be
intended to lead Gen. Buller to send a
portion of the reinforcements there,
which will leave Joubert free to cope
with White.

It is worth recalling that Gen. Buller
gave out that he intended to exercise a
very strict censorship on all news sent
out, and it is significant that since he
arrived on the scene very little informa-
tion has been given out to the publie.
While this is very exasperating it is
doubtless sound policy, for it enables
him to veil the movements of his forces.
The Boers arc absolutely ignorant of
where he proposes to strike, but they
would not be if telegrams were allowed
to come cut freely. Meanwhile we must
possess our souls in patience, and com-
fort ourselves with the assurance that
it anything important had happened, the
news would not have been withheld.

About the only thing in connection
with human existence that we can be
absolutely sure is permanent is the mem-
ory. .

Instances are many where the
memory of past periods in 'a person’s life
‘has been temporarily obscured, so that
not a trace of it wus apparent, but sud-

aneous review. It is true that we often
forget things, but it seems safe to say
that nothing passes out of the domain
of memory. Bvery incident of our lives
:ippears to be put away in its proper
pigeon-hole, to be brought forth often
when we least expect it. = When we re-
visit old scenes old memories are revived.
Peonle who have occasion to drive much
over country roads will tell you that fre-
quently the jolting of the carriage at
some particular spot, or the turn of the
horse down to a watering place, or some
trifling incident of that nature will bring
back thoughts that passed through the
mind years before in the same spot. To
seek an explanation for this is, in the
present state of human knowledge, ut-
terly useless.

Does memory end with deathh Who
can answer this? Does the mysterious
scroll upon which we are writing hour
after hour remain an eteMnal record?
There can be no more elusive inquiry
than this. We know now that it re-
mains as perfect as ever, although the
faculty of unrolling it may have dimin-
ished, until the very moment of death.
Old men will frequently admit that their
memory of events in their early life is
much more distinet than of those trans-
piring in recent years. As the doctrine
of annihilation is without warrant by
anything in nature, we make a very vio-
lent supposition when we think that
memory is annihilated. If we are asked
how so intangible a thing can exist after
aeath, we reply by asking how it can
exist before death. ‘There may be some
good reason for the latter which does
‘not apply to the former, but no one can
suggest what it is.

The fact is that so far as we can
judge we are erecting in our memory
“ A monument more lasting than brass,”
to quote Horace’s words descriptive of
his fame. The monument is all our own.
No one ever contemplates it except our-
selves, unless there is some All-Seeing
eye that perceives the unseen. We may
overcome poverty; Wwe may recover
from disease; we may live down a bad
reputation; we may with infinite care
make the world forget what we have
been and done. But no inventor has yet
discovered how to wipe the slate of
memory clean. The writing may be for
a time invisible; but when we are not
looking for it, when indeed we would
pfefer to see almost anything else, it
may appear before us in letters of fire.

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NEXT YEAR'S GOLD RUSH.

From present indications a great rush
of gold seekers to Cape Nome and other
points on Behring Sea may be looked
for as characteristic of next season.

He wa}s
brought here from Seattle yestert?ay, in
charge of an officer whom Superintend-
ent Hussey of the provincial police sent
over for the purpose. The prisoner
waived extradition, and when asked to
come over to the Canadian side to stand
his trial, did so without reluctance.
Messrs, Langley & Martin are acting
for the Dominion government in the case
and it .is expected that Sarga will be
:ent back to Dawson by the Dominion
sovernment to there stand his trial.

Negotiations Will B¢ Resumed
With S8trong Hope of
: Success.

President Cushing, Mr. Trumbull, of
the Port Angeles & Eastern Railway,
spent two hours last night discussing
with the Mayor and aldermen and Mr.
Bradburn the Port Angeles ferry by-law
now before the city council. The rail-
way representatives plainly pointed out
that in its present altered condition the
by-law would not be ‘accepted by the,
company, and there was a difference of
opinion between the legal advisers of
the city and the company as to whether
the by-law, if passed in its present con-
dition; would be legal. Mr. Trumbull ar-

gued it would not and quoted Mr. B. V.
Bodwell as authority for that opinion,
while Mr. Bradburn took an opposite
view of the question. The net result of
the whole conference was that the mat-
ter should lie in abeyance for two or
three weeks till the directors of the rail-
way, now in Boston and New York,
should get back to the Coast, when me-
gotiations will be held with a view to
finding out if a plan can be devised upon
which the company and the ¢ity ean
agree, The general feeling seemed to
be that an arrangement can be arrived
at, and Mr. Cushing stated after the
meeting that he went away feeling that
the outlook is deededly hopeful. :
The meeting was a very friendly one
and_entirely informal. It was opened
by Mayor Redfern suggesting that per-
haps it would be better to tackle the
by-law clause by clause, for unless the
company agreed to accept the subsidy
now in the by-law—one-half of the
amount the company had asked—there
was no use of going into anything else.
Ald. Hayward believed that a general
discussion of the whole question might
be better, as some middle course might
be arrived at for an agreement.
Finally Mr. Trumbull proceeded to
place the company’s position before the
meeting. The promoters, he pointed out,
entértained entirely different views than
the majority of the council seemed to
do on the question of the aid to be pro-
vided. Some: of the aldermen he feared
did not regard the difference between a
bonas and a subsidy when they spoke of
the ecity paying for the boats. Now the
proposition of a subsidy did not mean
that the city paid for one plank—it was
just the same as the government giving
a mail subsidy, The company provided
the vessels and it was only for the ser-|
vice of the connection between Port
Angeles and Victoria that the city was
asked to pay. If the city gave a bonus,
it would have to borrow the whole
amount of the money, arrange for sink-
ing fund and interest. As a matter of
fact, however, with a subsidy as in
tl_ns case, the company had to take the
risk of securing all the money for con-
structing the steamers and putting the
ferry 'in operation, and- it~was net till
after the ferry was in operation that the
city had to pay one cent. At the
very lowest, $375,000 or $400,000 repre-
sented the amount of funds necessary to
put the connection in operation, and the
interest would come to at least $17,500
or $20,000. In twenty years the ves-
sels would be worn out and would have
to be replaced. Nothing less than $17,-
500 a year could be accepted, as the ob-
ject of the subsidy was in a measure to
pay the interest on the bonds. It was
to be supposed too that for several years
the ferry would not pay any very great
dividends, for the country on both sides
of the line hrad to be developed and built
up. The company had in their opinion
made a very liberal offer. They were in-
vesting a great amount of money and
taking the risk; if they could not deliver
the goods, then the city dd not have to
pay. ‘Then there weére other changes in
the by-law besides that of subsidy, to
which the company object. These
changes required the company to buy
all their supplies here without regard
as to whether they could do it cheaper
eisewhere and also the boats must be
built here. He did not think it was
a Dbusiness proposition; no business
man would agree to it, for it was a well
known truth in political economy that
the moment you limit the source of sup-
ply, so soon you raise the price to the
consumer. As for building the boats
here, that would be all very well if Vie-
toria had as many ship yards as his na-
tive city on the Clyde possessed, but
when there were only one or at most two
companies” in Victoria who could build
the steamers, it put the company at the
mercy of those firms. For these two
reasons the company could not accept
the by-law. Then there was the stipula-
tion that the ships must be British bot-
toms. That was a pardonable desire on
the part of Victoria, but it meant that
the vessels could not be used for a trip
from Port Angeles to Dungeness or some
other United -States: port for freight.
This was ' a business proposition and
there was no sentiment about it. An-
\other fatal objection, he said, to thé by-
law as it now stood was a legal one. He
approached it with some diffidence and
delicacy, as he would have to disagree
with the city’s legal adviser on the mat-
ter. The Municipal Act provided that no
money by-law could be passed by the
council and submitted to the property
owners for sanction without 10 per cent.
of the property owners petitoning for it.
Now the petition had been for a by-law
providing for a subsidy of $17,500 a
year. The council had so altered the
terms of the by-law that it did not cor-
respond with what was asked for by the
petitoners, and practically made it al-
together a different by-law. The coun-
cil had not the power to change the by-
law in its essential parts.. The matter
had been placed before Mr. Bodwell for
his opinion and he coincided with this
view. Now the company did not feel
like taking the risk of accepting a by-
law that might be declared absolutely
void, and consequently they must refuse
to accept the by-law as it stood.

The Mayor did not think it was any
use further discussing the subject if the
company would not accept the by-law.
He did not think that the service offered
justified a larger subsidy and he felt that
he had the large majority of the rate-
payers at his back. He would like to
have the ferry, but not to pay so much
for it.

Mr. Bradburn, in reply to Mr. Trum-
bull’s remarks on the legal aspect of the
by-law, held that the petition of one-
tenth of the property owners was only
precedent to the by-law being introduced
in the council. -Once introduced the
council had a right to amend it or deal
with it like any other by-law. The coun-
cil did not get any power from the peti-
tion, but the petition was only a ques-

B. C. IN LONDON.
An Hditor’s Views as to What Should
Be Done by the Government.

Mr. Walter Lefroy, managing editor
of the British Columbia Review, a- Lon-
don weekly devoted entirely to the min-
ing interests of Canada, arrived in the
city last evening, Mr. 'Fefroy formerly
resided in Victoria, leaving here in 1896
to estabiish the Review. In an interview
he said:

“Things were somewhat dull in Lon-
don when I left on August 12, but that
was only to be expected seeing that it
was the middle of the holidays and the
Transvaal crisis was nearing a head. It
seems to me that this unfortunate piece
of mislegislation—the eight-hour law—is
likely to cost the Koetenays a lot of
money. British Coiumbia has been
steadily growing in favor with British
investors, but the progress has been slow
for reasons which I will explain by and
by, and now that the inflow of capital
into the Witwatersrand has been abso-
lutely cut off, mining investors and specu-
lators have Westralia or Canada to turn
to, and you might have obtained a large
share. I am afraid now,”’ said Mr. Le-
froy, ‘“‘that since the labor trouble has
frightened promoters Cripple Creek will
take your place. Now it comes to the
reason why the progress of British Co-
lumbia has not been more rapid. With
minerals, as with boots or machinery,
or any other merchandise, you have to
create a demand for your produce: When
the old country investor has very fre-
quently hcard very good reports of a
mining district he commences to ask
questions and enquire of his brokers for
stock, ctc., then the promoter sets out to
supply the demand. Now hitherto pro-
moters have taken up flotations without
sufficient interest having been previously
excited among investors, and the fault
is entirely due to the apathy of the gov-
ernment of British Columbia, Ontario,
Nova Scotia and other minig provinces.
The local authorities in South Africa
and the Australias have been educating
the public for years at enormous expense
which has been many fold returned to
them. The Greater Britain eshibition
is a case 'in point. No trouble or ex-
pense was spared by the Colonies I have
mentioned to create an attractive and in-
structive display. One of the Australian
colonies has about £150,000 worth of
gold just as it came from the crucible,
standing there- earning no interest, and
yet it is a very good investment and a
wise advertisement. Where are Can-
ada’s minerals in this exhibition? The
names of British Columbia and Ontario
do not appear and‘this great opportunity
of instructing the many millions who will
pass through the gates is lost through
a stereotyped policy of suicidal economy.
In this connection I might mention that
the journal which I have the honor to
represent has been published weekly for
nearly three years in the world’s market,
and although it is the only organ entirely
devoted to Canadian mining matters it
has received no longer suport. What Brit-
ish Columbia requires to-day is notoriety
of the best kind in the European mining
markets, so that she may obtain a hear-
ing while her greatest rival is tempor-
arily disabled.

“Our idea is to enlarge the scope of
the paper which has hitherto been deal-
ing only, or almost only, with invest-
ments in British Columbia, originated by
London companies, and to make it thor-
oughly representative of the commercial
progress and opportunities of British
Columbia and in fact of all the territory
where Canadian enterprise is so heavily
interested, to form as it were a lense
which will from week to week focus our
progress and imprint it upon the invest-
ing public in Great Britain. This in-
voives the systematizing and organiza-
tion of the news of the development of
infustry in the province, not exactly an
eaSy nor an inexpensive task, but one
that will be very. profitable and bene-
ficial to the province. Judicious adver-
tising and accurate reports are the secret
of successful business for a province, a
company or an individual.”

Seals as Plentiful as Ever Dur-
ing the Past Twelve
Months.

This yegr marks an important epoch
in the sealing industry. Not since 1896
has the catch been so large, nor has the
‘average been so good. Seals seemed as
pientifal this year as they ever have
been. Every locality visited, either off
the coast of California, the Fairweather
grounds or in the Sea bore evidence of
this fact. The story of the year’s seal-
ing is the story of mearly every year
since restrictions have been placed on
the business, excepting that humting
never commenced so early as this year,

and several of the haunts visited were
entirely new. Accidents, too, have per-
haps been’ fewer this year than for some
time. All the fleet escaped very fortu-
nately, and though the Mermaid amd
Penelope have yet to reach port, they
have been reported near home with all
well.  Another cheerful aspect of the
business is the good prices which skins
will, it is expected, bring on the London
market this winter. With fair prices:
this year’s catch ought to bring into
direct circulation in Victoria over
$300,000. This fact is apparent from a
study of the appended sealing statement
of the year’s catch, which when com-
pared with the other catches given, al-
lowance should be made for the larger
fleets out other years. * The statement,

ASTOUNDING INDIFFERENCE.

Sir: Victoria is living fairly well up to-
her reputation of being meglectful of op-
portunities to better herself. The other
day President Shaughmessy of the C. P.
R. paid a visit to the city. To the man
of ordinary intelligence it would appear
that the occasion should have been seiz-
ed by the citizens to ascertain from Mr,
Shaughnessy if the C.P.R. had any plans
in contemplation in connection ,with the
extension of their gigantic railway sys-
tem calculated to result in benefiting
Victoria. “The few private citizens who
conversed with Mr. Shaughnessy during
his brief visit here found him exceed-
ingly favorably disposed towards Vie-
toria. He evinced a lively interest in all
that concerned the welfare of the city;
and all his remarks were of a character
such as would at once remove all sus-
picion that the C.P.R. is hostile to Vie-
toria. a

During the past few months our citi-
zens have been wrestling with the prob-
lem as to how to secure better transpor-
tation facilities. Now it will perhaps be
conceded that Mr. Shaughnessy knows a
little about transportation matters, There
is indeed no man on the Continent who
is in a position to speak with greater
knowledge than that gentleman. Yet the
board of trade let slip the opportunity of
getting Mr. Shaughnessy’s views. In
‘Winnipeg, Nelson, Rossland, Vancouver
and New Westminster Mr. Shaughnessy
was officially consulted in regard to mat-
ters affecting those points and the C. P.
R. But Mr. Shaughnessy comes to
Victoria and hardly more than a dozen
citizens consider it worth while to call
on him. .

Referring to Victoria’s position and the
remarkable growth of business with the
New North, Mr. Shaughnessy expressed
the opinion to a gentleman who convers-
ed with him that the early extension of
the E. & N. railway to the north end of
this Island was an imperative necessity.
He spoke also of the possibilities of the
development of the Island; and his ideas
on these points, coming from one occupy-
ing his position, were of the most valu-
able character. Had they been delivered
before a meeting of the board of trade
they would have engendered great inter-
est and proved valuable hints to those
who must act if Victoria is to “keep up
with the procession.” But our local
board of trade hadn’t time to get Mr.
Shaughnessy’s ideas. One almost des-
pairs of the future of a city where monu-
mental apathy is the chief characteristic
of the inhabitants.

The truth of the matter is that there
is altogether too much - false dignity
about Victoria. If we were content to
expect nothing from railways and qt‘her
great business concerns, our top-loftme§s
would be excusable. But we meet in
the board of trade and elsewhere and
pass resolutions by the yard, declaring
this, that and the other thing about
what ought to be done for us, which are
telegraphed here, there and_ everywhere,
and then we go to our various ch_lbs or
our offices and wait for the lightning to
strike. There is a place called Vineyard
Haven or Martha’s Vineyard, an island
off the coast of Massachusetts. It is a
very old town, and the inhabitants are
said to give thanks at least once a week
that the trumpery things, which distract
the people of such places as New York
snd Boston, do not disturb their rest.
There is no one on this earth quite as
proud as a native of Martha’s Ymey:\rd,
except it be a native of Provincetown,
away out on Cape , where a bellman

Assurances, too, that should ever the
storms and passions of envy and hatred
beat about the Motherland, the
hardy sons of this Western hem-
isphere will ‘surround her during
every period of gloom and despondency,
their strong arms bear her through the
dark clouds of trial, tribulation and ad-
versity into the glorious sunshine beyond.

Three Swedes then located.property now
owned by Mr. Lewis and several other
White Pass railway officials and some of
the ore taken to the Treadwell mill for
testing gave the high return of $322.
Col. Doyle’s claim, the Alpha, adjoins
this claim, Further along there are three
claims, the Black Bear, owned by Col.
Doyle; the Cumberland, owned by Wmn.
Clark, Col. Doyle’s partner;. and the
John Irving, owned by Col. Doyle and
‘Wmn. Clark.

Col. Doyle produced an assay certificate
showing that the Black Bear ore test
went 27.6 oz. in gold or $752,.besides 17.2
oz. in silver, and naturally he is not dis-
pleased with the result. Other promising
claims are the Bluebell, owned.by Clark;
the Shamrock, owned by Col. Doyle; and
the Thistle, owned by Capt. John Irving.
The vein on the Blucbell is no less than
25 feet wide between the walls, so it is
decidedly well defined.

Across on the west side of the Arm is
the Bureka in which Messrs. Hawkins
and Hauey are interested. The assays
show $16.80 in gold.. The property is in
course of development.

The Monitor, on the extension of the
Black Bear is owned by Capt. Irving and
other very likely claims are the Sunrise,
owned by Mr. Clifford, M.P.P., and the
Victoria, owned by Mr. M. King of this
city.

The leads in the district are very strong
and well defined and thought more atten-
tion has been paid to the placer ground
in Atlin so far, Col. Doyle has a de-
cidedly high opinion of the outlook for
quartz mining there. Gleanerville, he
predicted, would be a good camp.

During his trip North Col. Deyle and

his partner, Mr. Clark, made a trip to
White Ilorse where they had heard of a
number of quartz properties being secur-
ed by the British American Corporation.
The ore here is copper and three likely
claims with a ledge 25 feet wide were
staked by the Colonel and his partner.
" Like other experienced miners Col.
Doyle condemned the alien law which
has had the effect of retarding to an
enormous degree the growth of the Atlin
district, besides inflicting many hard-

MR. TURNER HOME.

Returns From Several Months’ Sojourn
in the Metropolis of the World.

Mr. J. H. Turner, accompanied by
Mrs, Turner, reached home last evenming
from London, where the ex:Premier has
been since the close of the last session of
the legislature. - Although the interven-
ing months have been very Busy ones
for Mr. Turner, he appears considerably
improved in health, and despite a long,
hurried and tiresome trip, he was as

bright and cheerful as ever when he
stepped from the Islander to be greeted
by a party of friends. A representative
of the Colonist called on Him last even-
ing. 'The present season, he said, had
een a very busy one throughout Great
Britain in all lines of trade, and it was
difficult to have anything done. There
was in consequence a great dedl of
money seeking investment. No doubt
more of this would have come to British
Columbia than did were it not for the
legislation of the last session, particu-
larly the alien and eight-hour laws, Lon-
don capitalists considering them at least
inopportune.  British Columbia they
considered could ill afford te put a check
on her development at the present time.
The legislation had a bad effeet on Brit-
ish Columbia investments, the repudiat-
ive policy of the government doing a
great deal of harm. For example, the
cancelling of a land grant for a line of
railway from Kamloops inte the Cariboo
country had been taken up by a com-
mittee of the board of trade, and he
heard that they had addressed the gov-
ernment in respect to it. Such things
as these were bound to imjure the credit
of a country. The issme of inseribed
stock, too, was not well received by the
public, which also injuriously affected
everything relating to the province.

In London the excitement over the war
was at fever heat. The feeling during
the negotiations was that everything
possible should be done to preserve
peace, and it was this that prevented the
government from sending troops earlier.
As soon as Kruger broke off the negotia-
tions, however, with his ultimatum, the
people were for war, and are now almost
wnanimously in favor of carrying it out
te the utmest.

Mr. Turner just missed the British
Columbia velwnteers at Montreal, they
having passed through shortly before he
arrived. =~ This was a matter of great
regret to him, as he would have liked to
have met the men from British Colum-
bia. In Montreal and all along the line
the greatest enthusiasm prevailed over
the Canadian contingent, but Mr. Tur-
ner felt that none of the provinces or
colonies had done as well as British Col-
umbia, when the populations were com:
pared. The province he felt had done
nobly.

Port Townsend, 'Nov. 1.--Advices from

Honolulu by the steamnship Elihu Thomp-
son show that residents of the Hawaifan

Islands core in a great state of excitement
ever the receipt of a letter from Assistant

Secretary of the Treasury Frapk Vander-
lip, stating that the customs department
of the Hawaiian Islands is now under the
control of the war departmwent, The letter
was in reply to an application for a posi-
tion in the customs service by a resident
of Honolulu. It is claimed that this is the
first intimation that the authorities on the
islands have received that the castoimns
department has been transferred to the
military, and when shown the letter Har-
old M. Sewall, special agent of the Unitad
States ' government, and other representa-
tives, expressed the belief that Assistaut
Secretary Vanderlip had got the Hawailan
Islands confused with Porto, Rico, Cuba,
and other conguered territory. Col. Rub-
len, in charge of the military supply sta-
tion at Honolulu, is quoted as giving it as
his opinion that the letter Is a mistake,
and that his department has received no
instructions to that effect. Major Mills,
in command of two battalions of the Sixth
artillery, stationed at Honolulu, disclaims
any knowledge of the new regime. It is in
eirculation in Honolulu that present offi-
cers of the local government were to be
removed hy President McKinley, and new
appointments made immediately, but both
President Dole and Special Agent Sewall
deny any knowledge of the contemplated
change,

Hcnolulu may be on the eve of a coal
famine, caused by the large number of
transports calling there, which have made
serious inroads on the supply of army coal,
and Colonel Ruhlen has been compelled to
borrow 2,000 tons from the navy to supply
the last transports sailing for Manila. The
navy coal is nearly exhausted, and the com-
mercial supply is so nearly depleted that,
if some of the expected fleet do not arrive
within a short time, some of the sugar mills
will have to close, as well ag other factor-
jes. Several vessels with coal are daily ex-
pected, among them being the bark Moody,
173 days out from Norfolk, and from which
no tidings have been received since she
started on her voyage.

The transport Zealandia sailed for Ma-
nila October 14; Valencia, October 17;
Sihk and Rio de Janeiro, October 18. Dur-
ing the stay of the Thirty-fifth regiment at
Hcnolulu many outrages were perpetrated
by many of its members. Japanese and
Chinese storekeepers were assaulted and
robbed, and the police interfered with, and
a reign of terror seemed imminent.

Major Surgeon J. C. Schulte, of the
Thirty-fifth, was ordered to his quarters om
the Rio de Janeiro for drunkenness, and, it
is said, resigned his commission rather
than stand trial by court martial on charges
filed by Colonel Plummer. The Rio de Ja-
neiro and Sikh sailed together, carrying ghe
Thirty-fifth, the former transport having
orders tn keep the Sikh in sight the entire
way to the Philippines.

James Anderson King, minister of the in-
terior of the Hawallan Islands, died of
apoplexy on October 16. He, with his fam-
ily, were at a watering place at Mokapn
P.oint. While in bathing, in about two
feet of water, he was stricken, and fell
foiward in the water. His small son at-
tempted to raise him, and at the same time
ealled for assistance, but when it arrived
life was extinct. Minister King was a
native of Scotland, aged 67 years. He is
well known on the Pacific Coast, having
been master of vessels coasting in the early
¢ays, as far north as Alaska. With the
cverthrow of the monarchy, he became
minister of the interior. Ie leaves a
widow and several small children. He was
a prominent Mason.

The ship Sir George Curtis and bark 8. C.
Allen, both from San Irancisce, arrived at
Honolulu October 18. They left San Fran-
cisco on October 8, on a race, and arrived
within a few hours of each other. On the
evening of the first day out a cabin boy of
the Curtis, named Fred. Glieseke, was
washed overboard and drowned. The vessel
was making 13 knots an hour, and darkness
had set in, so no assistance could be ren-
dered.

The Hawaiian Islands are having trouble
relative to the influx of Chinese, and many
are seeking admittance to the United States
via Honolulu. During the past month
twenty-four arriving on the Toyo Maru
were rejected. All had affidavits settin‘g
forth their right to land. The \‘?S'SPX is
stromgly guarded, and the authorities will
see that they return to Yokohama.

LILLOOET.

Col. G. T. Rives returned to town Wed-
nesday evening, after an absence of a
wonth at Vancouver and San Francise),
completing arrangements with the Toronto
& Lillooet Gold Reefs, and purchasing the
necessary machinery to work their prop-
erties .on Cayoosh creek. ‘While in San
Francisco the Colonel purchased the ma-
terial for an aerial tramway and all the ma-
chinery for a 50-ton-a-day cyanide plant.
The ore will be crushed by rollers, first go-
ing through a rotary drier.

Five thousand feet of 4-inch pipe will
be laid from the old Golden Cache power
plant to the new mill, and all the maghin-
¢ry in connection with the works will be
run by air compression. All the machinery
and material has been shipped, except the
rolls, which were secured in Denver, and
they will be along in time. As soon as the
machinery arrives it will be put in place;
the buildings, etec., will ail be in readiness.
It is the intention to rush work as rapidly
as possible and get eyerything in running
shape. About twenty men have arrived
from Vancouver with G. E. Davis as fore-
man of the work. They are all experienced
wminers, and ‘will commence work at
once.

Besides opening up and treating the ore
from the Ample claims, it is the intention
as soon as possible te put men at work on
the Golden Cache property to prospect for
the ledge, and as soon as it is found the
mill on these claims will be started up as
a free amalgamation property. The stamp
will and other machinery at the Cache
will not be removed. All the property of
the Golden Cache Company, mill, mineral
ciaims, ete., having passed into the hands
of the new company, the Toronto & Lillooat
Gold Reefs. The Golden Cache Company
now c¢eases te exist. Work will be con-
ducted on a large scale, and as soon as
the work proceeds more men will be put
on, and at present in the neighborhood of
thirty men will be employed.

The opening up of this property and act-
fve work continued means a great deal for
the town of Lillpoet, and the new company
should receive all possible encouragement
from the citizens.

Colonel Rives, the superintendent, has
werked hard and faithfully the past several
mcnths to get things in shape and on a
socund basis to proceed with the work. He
has shown faith in Cayoosh creek, notwith-
standing the many drawbacks he has had
to contend with. FKrom the look of the
work now proposed and started, Cayoosh
creek will from now on be a busy spot, and
will, no doubt, redeem itself to the world
at large.—Prospector.

ALPHA AT OUNALASKA.

Steamer with Cape Nome Supplies
Makes First Part of Voyage
Successfully.

A letter received yesterday by Capt.
J. D. Warren indicates that the steam-
er Alpha will be successful in reaching
Cape Nome and St. Michael before the
great Northern ice jam sets in, through
which the locality is completely isolated
from the outside world during the winter
months, If able to reach port the Al-
pha’s cargo of supplies will go far to-
wards alleviating any possible distress
of the miners. The letter referred to
was dated at Ounalaska, October 19,
and was writtea by Capt. Otto Buck-
boltz, in charge of the Alpha. It reads
as follows:

“Arrived at 6:30 p.m., after a rough
but otherwise good voyage. Had
strong westerly winds all the way across
with a head sea. Have to fix feed pipes
on boiler; that will take from 6 to 10
hours. The A. C. C. steamer Bertha is
here with two and a half millions of
gold and 400 pasengers, reporting that
weather at Cape Nome and St. Michael
is very good. She made the trip in
three days. Must close, as Bertha is
leaving soon.”

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GAME AS AN ASSET.

Eastern Canada Figuring Up the Money
in Its Preservation.

From the Montreal Herald.

The act passed last session by the Do-
minion parliament empowering the govera-
ment by order-in-council to permit the ex-
bcrtation of deer from Canada is of inter-
est to the public as well as to sportsmen.
The act provides that under provineial or
territorial authorization in Canada any per-
son not domiciled here may’ be permitted
to export deer ainder certain conditions and
liritations. These limitations seem to have
been wisely devised. The deer must be
exported at customs ports, such as Halifax,
Macadam Junction, Quebec, Montreal, Otta-
wa, Kingstos, Niagara Falls and Sault Ste.
Marie. The exportation is limited, both as
regards quantity and time. No person, for
example, must export more than the whole
or parts of two deer: and the exportation
must be during the season or within fifteen
days of its close. In connection with this
new arrangement there are certain facts
which it is well to bear in mind. Every
spcrtsman before he can hunt in Canada
pays a license of $25. His railway expenses
represent another $25; the cost of a guide
for fourteen days is $28; and the food and
other necessaries for himself and guide for
fourteen days mean an additional expendi-
ture of $42. His Incidental account in that
time would not be less than $25. These
sums every sportsman not domiciled here
leaves behind him in Canada. The game
commissioners In the state of Maine esti-
mate that every moose is worth to the
state $400.

He nad
grave doubts as to the gentility of letting
his ancestral halls and wide-spreading
acres to rich stock brokers and wealthy
tradesmen, Opinion swiftly changed, how-
ever, after the Harl of Dalhousie, who own-
ed some 162,000 acres of land in Forfar-
shire, had planted 1,300,000 trees and care-
fully protected his large game, which
brought him a revenue of some $10,000 a
year,” The renting of shooting lodges and
deer forests has become a great business
among the Northern aristocracy. The Duke
of Sutherland derives a very handsome
revenue from his deer forests. The forest
of Invermark, which is some 35,000 acres
in extent, and possesses nothing palatial in
the way of accommodation, commands a
rental of £8,500 a year. The Duke of Suth-
er}and’s best customer is His Grace cf
Westminster, who rents from his kinsman
six shootings, for which he pays some £12,-
000 a year. The Dominion of Canada has
certainly moble precedents for obtaining as
much money as possible out of its big
game,
NEW EXPORT LAW.

The new customs regulations of the Do-
minion respecting ahe export of deer, cari-
bcu, moose, ete, found below, are clipped
from Rod and Gun. The importance to
Canada of this new law thus given effect to
can scarcely be overestimated, Every
ILocse is worth to Canada at least foar
hundred dollars ($400), the money left in
Canada not only by the non-resident who
Succeeds, but by him who fails. Hence it
is of the first importance to induce the
non-résident sportsman to come here, and
having done so, make his path easy, as hav-
Ing enjoyed ‘“‘one of life’s coneentrated mo-
ments,”” when the .monarch of the woods
succumbed to his skill, he is able hereafter
to exhibit to admiring friends and would-be
imitators the animal itself. "Human natire
is so' much the same everywhere that see-
ing is necessary to believing, and it is not
surprising . that the embargo heretofore
placed om exportation has deterred many
who would have otherwise come.

Deer, when shot for sport under provin-
cial or territorial authority in Canada, may
he exported under the following conditions
and limitatiens:

1. The deer may be exported only at the
customs ports of Halifax, Yarmouth, Ma-
cadam Junction, Quebee, Montreal, Ottawa,
Kingston, Niagara Falls, Fort Erle, Wind-
sor, Sault Ste. Marie, Port Arthur and
such other ports as shall from time to
time by the Minister of Customs be desig-
nated for the export of deer.

2. The exportation of deer in the ear-
case or parts thereof (except as to curad
deer heads and hides of deer) shall be per-
mitted only during or within fifteen days
after the ‘‘open season’ allowed for shoot-
ing deer under the laws of the province
or territory where the deer to be exported
has been shot.

3. No person shall in one year export
mcre than the whole or parts of two deer,
nor shall exportation of such deer be made
by the same person on more than two oe-
casions during one calendar year.

4. Deer in the carcase or any part there-
of, Wwhich has been killed in contravention
of any provincial or territorial law, shall
not be exported, nor shall any deer in_ the
carcase cr parts thereof be exported with-
out the permit of the collector.of customs
accompanying the shipment.

5. A person not domiciled in Canada,
who has shot deer for sport, and not for
sain or hire, under the provincial or terri-
torial authority, may make an export eniry
in duplicate of deer in the carcase or parts
thereof so shot by him and allowed to be
exrorted--upon subscribing and attesting
before a collector of customs a declaration
in the following form to be annexed to the
sald export entry, viz.:

6. The exporter shall produce his license
or permit for shooting deer under provincial
or territorial authority to the collectos- of
customs before the exportation of the
deer, and the collector shall endorse there-
on a description of the quantity and parts
entered for exportation.

The enllector of customs dat any customs
rort of entry designated for the export
of deer, upon receiving the said export en-
tries duly completed may thereupon under
the seal of i{he custom house issue his per-
mit for the exportation of the deer, if satis-
fied as to the identity of the sportsman,
and that the exportation-is not prohibited.

Trustee Marchant’s Letter the
Cause of a Great Public
Meeting

Patriotic Speeches and Resolu-
rions After Dealing With
~the Main Question.

A monster public meeting, which filled
the large council chamber at the city hall
and overflowed into the corridors, last
evening demanded that Mr. William
Marchant resign his seat at the board of
echool trustees. This action was taken
on account of a letter published in the
Times on Saturday evening and address-
ed to the clergy of the city who had
preached on the war in South Africa.
There was a good deal of fun in the
meeting, but beneath it all was a deter-
mination that a man who held such views
as the writer of the letter should not con-
tinue as a member of the school board.
Mr. Marchant was not present himself,
but wrote a letter, in explanation. There
was no one there to defend him, except-
ing of course Mr. Alex. Wilson, who is
always in his element when taking an
opposite view to that held by the large
majority; while Mr. Walter Morris ask-
ed forgiveness for the offender. Before
adjourning the meeting passed resolu-

tions endorsing the action of the Imperial
government; expressing the opinion that
Ca_npda should bear her share in main-
taining the Empire and sympathy with
the relatives of those who had fallen in
defence of their Queen and country. It
was a great gathering of patriots, men
who wanted their children to learn no
disloyal sentiments from those elected
to_see to their proper education.

Mayor Redfern was voted to the chair
and Major Ben Williams was elected
secrctary. During the meeting the
Mayor read the following letters from
Mr. Marchant, Bishop Perrin and Rev.
Mr. Hughes:

Haughton Street,
Vietoria, B, C., Oct. 31, 1899,
To the Chairman of Public Meeting:

Dear Sir: I observed by the daily news-
pipers tpnt a public meeting was to be eall-
ed to dlscuss_a letter written by me and
pPublished in the Daily Times. As I have
recelved no invitation to attend.-a course
vsually adopted in meetings of this kind
—I have no course left open but to remain
at home.

I.should have much liked to be present,
believing that a Victoria audience would be
ready to accord fair play to any one, how-
ever unpopular’ his course may be.

Permit me, however, to say in defence
that the whole of my letter was dictated as
a religious man to religious teachers. I
had for years admired the saintly life and
character of Bishop Cridge. I had worked
in harmony with Dr, Campbell and Rov.
J. C. Speer on moral and religious matters.
I had read Bishop Perrin’s strong demands
for religious teaching in our schools. And
it appeared to me that these gentlemen had
fnrggtten for a time their "proféssions’ as
ministers-of Jesus Christ, in thelr other ca-
pucities as citizens.

The letter was written in a vein of satire,
without one particle of intentional malice,
ill feeling or disrespect; the only intention
of which was to arouse the thought of
Christian people to the horrors and deso-
lation of war. And in so doing I have of-
fended against the rules of kindly feeling
and good taste. If either of the gentlemen
attacked will- say that I have done him
wrong, or misrepresented him in any way,
I freely and unreservedly apologise to
him.

May I further say that nothing I have
said or done can fairly be construed as an
expression of disloyalty. The first lettet
I wrote upon the subject made the statt-
nient that in the event of war ‘“no loyal
British subject could but desire the gac-
cess of the British arms.” :

Deploring as I do the sanguinary method
of dealing with international disputes, I
cannot but believe, and have freely express-
ed the opinion, that there could be but one
result of the war, and that is the sover-
eignty of Great Britain over South Africa.
There are prominent men in Great Britain,
of high standing in all political parties and
in all religious circles, who have spoken
and ‘written with feelings of horror at the
thought of war, and no one ever charged
them with disloyalty. Sir Edward Clarke,
M.P. for Plymouth, Mr.. John Morley, M.P.,
Mr. J. T. Bright, ex-M.P., have all depre-
cated a recourse to arms. And as a lifelong
advocate of international arbitration I have
ventured to openly express sentiments of
that character. z

I might have written under an anony-
mous signaure, in which case I should have
avoided an unpleasant notoriety. But
whilst this would have been easy, it did
seem to me a coward’s course. I also be-
lieved that the intelligent ecitizenship of
Victoria would readily discern between an
honest avowal of humanitarian doctrines
and an apparent reflection upon the patriot-
ism and military ardor of the majority of
our citizens. I have been accustomed for
many years io look to the mnisters of re-
ligion as interpreters and expounders of the
teachings of Jesus of Nazareth. And I do
not think either of the gentlemen I named
In my letter will assert over his signature
or in public meeting that in publicly sanc-
tioning war he was saying or doing that
which is in accordance with thé prineiples
inculcated by the Christ of the Gospels.

In conclusion, I wish to avow in the clear-
est terms my loyalty to the British Empire.
I am an enthusiastic admirer of her insti-
tutions, a bellever in the honor of her
statesmen, the purity of her laws, and the
integrity of her judges. And my best and
highest aspirations are conneced with the
British fiag, and I think I am no less a
patriot because I sorrow over the miseries
and desolations caused by war.

Mayor Redfern in opening said that all
must’deplore and regret that the letter
was written, but he asked that each
speaker be given a fair hearing.

The secretary having read the letter
complained of Mr. George Jeeves rose
to move a resolution. In a few supple-
mentary remarks he said the Times had
seen fit to call the promoters of the meet-
ing a lot of hotheads. He acknowledged
the corn and would be a hothead as long
as such letters coutinued to appear.
(Applause.) He denied nobody the right
of speech, but when a man took advant-
age of it he must also take the conse-
quences. (Applause.) The Times furth-
er said that politics had animated the
promoters of the meeting, “In plain
Anglo-Saxon” said Mr. Jeeves “the man
who says that lies.” Mr, Marchant had

"been elected as a school trnstee and as

a parent ke did not want his children te
be taught such patriotism(?) as Mr.
Marchant preached.” He would sooner
have trustees and teachers like those
at Revelstoke: who had taken the child-
ren to the train to cheer on the yolun-
teers, giving them an object lesson of
what they might be called upon to do
some day, shoulder a rifle and march to
the defence of the Empire. (Loud ap-
piause.)

Mr. Jeeves then read the following reso-
lation, which was seconded by Mr. Wm.
Furpel:

Be it resolved that in the opinion of
this meeting the conduect of William
Marchant, customs appraiser, and one of
the school trustees of the city of Victoria,
In writing the letter addressed to Bishop
Cridge, Dr. Campbell, Bishop Perrin,
Revs,  J. C. Speer and Robert Hughes,
published in the issue of the Victoria
Daily Times on the 28th day of October
instant, is offensive and unpatriotic in
the extreme, unworthy of one oceupying
the position of school trustee, and an
office in the service of the Dominion of
Canada, and meets with the unguali-
fied disapproval of this meeting, which

ereby demands of him that he resign
forthwith his position of school trustee.

Be it further resolved that a copy of
this resolution, together with a copy of
the said letter so published be forwarded
by the chairman and secretary of this
mecting, accompanied by a suitable coy-
ering letter, to the Premier of the Domin-
lon of Canada, and algo to the senators
and members of the House of Commons
for the province of British Columbia.

Things began to warm up a little when
Mr. Walter Morris took the platform,
nlthough_hissing and catealls had greeted
the reading of Mr, Marchant's original
le.tter and ringing cheers that of the Lord
Blshqp of Columbia. In opening Mr.
Morris gave the audience to understand
that he did not agree with the sentiments
contained in the letter but he asked the
uudlex_xce to believe that it was written
at a time of great mental excitement and
he told of how sorry Mr, Marchant was
for having written it. He asked the au-
dience sto forgive the writer, but they
were evidently not in a forgiving humor
as the request was answered with the
public meeting cries . of dissent.

The Mayor had several times to ask
the audience to allow Mr. Morris to
continue.

In answer to calls from all parts of the
hall Mr. C. H. Lugrin took the platform
and gave it as his opinion that Mr. Mar-
chant’s second letter aggravated the
case. It called for more indignation than
the first one. Mr. Morris was kindly
disposed towards Mr. Marchant and said
that if the reverend gentlemen to whom
the letter was addressed forgave him,
the public should do so. 1If the letter had
only been addressed to the reverend gen-
tlemen .there would have been no public
meeting. But the letter struck at the
traditions and institutions of the Em-
pire and flung insults at the flag, which
to Britishers was the emblem of liber-
ty. Like Mr. Jeeves he denied no man
the freedom of speech but held that they
must be held responsible for what they
said. (Applause.)

Mr. Gordon Hunter, the next speaker,
called for; said the charitable view
to take of the matter was that the let-
ter was written with an egotistical desire
to get into print, otherwise the writer
would have had it typewritten and sent
copies to those to whom it was address-
ed, instead of having it printed. He
protested against Mr. Marchant’s utter-
ing such sentiments as a school trustee.
As for the war, all true Britishers hoped
it would be successful and when it was
over the map of South Africa would be
printed in but one color. (Applause.)

Major, Williams said when he first
rend the letter he was highly disgusted
as he did not believe there was a man in
the city who would utter such sentiments
The writer merited any punishment the
citizens meted out to him. The speaker
had long been connected with the sechool
board and knowing the bearing the per-
sonal view of trustees had on teachers
and pupils, he contended Mr. Marchant
was no longer fit to continue in his posi-
tion. Mr. Marchant was living on the
taxes of the people and he should respect
the opinion of the people. (Applause.)

Mr. Alex. Wilson delivered one of his
characteristic speeches, starting by say-
ing that he did not expect to please any-
body and ecarrying out his promise, he
said it was all humbug to say the letter
would have any effect on the children
and then launched into a personal attack
on the previous speakers. ridiculing Mr.
Jeeves' pronunciation of words and
questioning Mr, Lugrin’s sincerity when
speaking of loyalty. He contended that
nine-tenths of the people at the drill hall
on the occasion of the farewell to the
volunteers had scoffed at the prayers of
the ministers, a statement which was
received with cries of dissent. Mr. Wil-
son continued in this strain, referring to
war as murder, and after many inter-
ruptions ending with the remark, “I
don’t know as I pleased anybody and
I don’t care.”

Mr., Jeeves rose to thank Mr. Wilson
for his personal remarks. He had only
hagd,the advantages of a fetv weeks edu-
cation and wondered if Mr. Wilson
would have done so well as he under
similar eircumstances.

Mr. C. H. Lugrin then moved the fol-
lowing resolution which was seconded by
Mr. G. S. Williams and ecarried.

Resolved: that this meeting declares its
hearty approval of the course taken by
the Imperial government in dealing with
the South African Republic, and ex-
presses its unbounded admiration for the
courage displayed by our troops on the
field of battle and its sympathy for the
dead and wounded, the prisoners and
their families.

Some comment seems called for on the
rather peculiar letter, which we reproduce
elsewhere, from Mr. Willlam Marchant, of
Victoria, to a number of prominent clergy-
men of that city, of various denominations,
concerning their patriotic attitude towards
the Canadian Transvaal contingent, or Vie-
toria’s contribution to the same, which let-
ter appeared, over Mr. Marchant g signa-
ture, in the Victoria- Times of Saturday
last, and, aceording to our special despatch
from Victoria yesterday, is to be made the
subject of discussion by a publie meeting
at the capital to-night, a hundred names
having been secured in a short time to the
requisition asking the Mayor to call a meet-
ing for the purpose, the idea evidently be-
ing to hold. Mr. Marchant as a public of-
ficial, Dominion and civie, responsible for
the public expression of such sentiments.

While one may admire the courage of
Mr. Marchant in thus flying in the face of
the evident patriotic sentiment of the over-
whelming majority, including the best ele-
ments of the community, not only of' the
Capital city, but of every town and city
apnd rural community in the province and
throughout the Dominion, one cannot fail
to perceive at the same time the utter
pointlessness and illogicalness of the whole
tirade, nor help wondering what peculiar
rrocess of reasoning dictated the produc-
tion; what, in other words, were the writ-
er’s assumptions on which it was based? As
there are no conceivable' conditions which
could more completely justify the position
in which Great Britain finds herself in this
quarrel than the. conditions which actu-
ally exist, and which led up to the present
sitvation, one is forced to conclude that
the writer of this pcculiar letter must as-
scme, as the basis of his screed, that war
is unjustifiable in apy conceivable circum-
siances.

Let us look at the assumption. War, wan-
tonly provoked or precipitated, or lightly
entered into, all will admit to be an un-
speakable crime. But war in defence of
principles, convictions, rights, . even of
rightly held territory, as a last, unavoidable
rescrt—as the only apparent alternative to
n.aking an ignoble surrender of all or any
of the essemtials that have been justly
held for in diplomacy—is 'a ndtional duty,
that may not be weakly shirked without
loss of national manhood, prestige and
honor, and all that such loss would in-
volve—a degradation in the family of na-
tions and an invitation to insult and spoil-
ation on every side. We bave said that
war, when unavoidable, is justifiable, in de-
fence of principles, convictions, rights, ete.
‘We are not overlooking the fact that arbi-
tration is possible. But there must first be
a basis of agreement, on which to arbitrate,
arrived at. In the case of the Iong-standigg
and vexed difficulties between Great B:‘}t-
ain and the Transvaal, which unhappily
eventuated in war, Britaln was striving,
with remarkable patience, to bring those
difference, involving most important prin-
ciples on her part, to a peaceful lssue,. after
repeated and most exasperating failures,
showing an utterly insincere and untract-
able spirit on the part of those who repre-
sented the Boer Republic—when the latter
inconsistently put itself out of court by is-
suing an insulting and impossible ultima-
tum, declaring war and initiating an armed
invasion of British territory! What, for
pity’s sake, would Mr. Marchant and those
wh’o think with him; if there are any, have
had Great Britain do in the circumstancgs?
The mistake which all such welll meaning
people evidently make 1is ln_ﬁxmg their
minds upon some imaginary Utopia, where
things are as they ought to be, inﬁtead of
grappling with the stern facts of things
as they are.

Arrival at Fremantle of the Long
Overdue Steamer
Waikato.

Advices Brought From the
South Colonies By the
Steamer Miowera.

The Canadian-Australian = liner Mio~
wera, Capt. F. A, Hemming, reached the
outer wharf at 8 yesterday morning, af-
ter a pleasant voyage of 22 days from
the Southern Seas. She brought but few
passengers, they being: Mr., T, Riley,
a correspondent of the London Daily
News, who has been travelling through
Asia and Australia; Mr. W. D. Birchall,
of the Toronto Silver Plate Company,

who has been appointing ‘agents in Aus-
tralia; Mr. C. D. Cooper; Mr. T. T. Sis-
sons; Mr. H. R. Rodgers: Mr. M. C.
Clayton, another London correspondent,
who has been in Manila and is now
bound home; Mr. and Mrs. Miner, Mr.
J. W, Collins, Mr. L. Ahern, Mr. T. D
Ingersoll, Mr. C. Ridgway and daughter,
Mr. and Mrs. Sagata, and Mr. and Mrs.
J. J. Palmer. Mr. Palmer is well known
in Victoria, being largely interested in
Texada mines. He went to Australia to
fleat a.company to purchase the rights
for the Australian colonies. He suc-
ceeded, a company being floated at Mel-
bourne ‘with a capital of £170,000. Mr.
Palmer left here in June,

UNEASINESS IN SAMOA.

Rumors Afloat of Possible Troubles
With the Natives Near Apia.

A correspondent writing from Apia
says: *“ Since last writing ail has re-
mained quiet, but there are many who
think it is only a ease of smouldering
fire. True the head chiefs of the rival

factions assert there is no likelihood of
fighting, but all the same there are dx_s-
quieting rumors being constantly put in
circulation.  Last week it was that the
Mataafa supporters in Savaii were erect-
ing forts and taking up positions rou{xd
the Malietoa district of Toa. This,
however, turned out on investigation to
be untrue. 'This week the report has
come down from eastward, Atua, Ma-
taafa’s strongest supporters, that the
chiefs there are having a fono (meeting),
and that some of them are anxious to
have Atua men come down and take up
positions occupied by them at the close
of hostilities in May last. This would
mean within some four or five miles from
Apia. The reason for this proposal is
stated to be the fact that the Malietoa
adherents from Falealili, Safata and
Savaii were here in large numbers on
the occasion of the wedding of ex-Vice-
King Tamasese, and it was clni_med }3y
their opponents that they Wwere in Ap{n
for political reasons. ‘This was not in
any way a political movement bv the
Malietoa party, and they only desired to
do honor to Tamasese and to, settle some
business matters with their counsel in
the late kingship trial. Previous to
coming to Apia the permission of the
authorities was asked and was not Te-
fused, and after the wedding festivities
and the conclusion of the business with
their lawyers, the crowd departed as they
came. :

“ The natives charged with man-
slaughter were tried Dbefore t‘hv two
native judges, Toomata and Tagalog,
and two of them were sentenced to terms
of imprisonment. Faalata, who occu-
pies the position of vice-kmg' under Mu-
taafa, objected after the decision to im-
prisonment being awarded', and requested
the judges to commute it with a fm_e.
This they declined to do, as the.law did
not permit of a fine being mpos»ed.
Thereupon Faalata took possession of
the prisoners, and, I am informed, took
them off to the German consulate to see
the consul about the matter.

“Tamasese was married last Satgxday
week to Faanifo, a daughter of Asi, one
of the Malietoa chiefs, who was deported
in 1888 with the late Malietoa Laupepa.
There was a great funetion; all the
foreigners were invited, and the leading
officials and residents attended the cere-
mony.

“The high commission issued a pro-
clamation forbidding the possession of
firearms by matives, and since :dleir de-
parture several have been punished _by
slight terms of imprisonment for having
rifles and fowling pieces. Of late the
officials seem to be bent on working on
conciliatory lines, and natives are now
allowed to go about with shotguns, and
pigeon shooting is in full swing. A_l-
though many rifles are stated to be in
the possession of both parties, no at-
tempt has been made to collect any fur-
ther arms. Tamasese and others of the
Malietoa party are still living close to
Apia, and the Mataafa party object to
this, and have interviewed the provi-
sional government on the subject, but
stated they did not wish the men-of-war
to interfere in the matter, as they were
anxious to avoid eomplications with the
powers; but they did expect the govern-
ment to strongly insist and demand that
Tamasese and his friends should obey
the commission order and return to their
homes.

“The copra season has been a very
good one and will last till the end of
next month; our traders have all been
having a good time, and if only the gov-
ernment of the country were firmly es-
tablished, gzood times and brisk business
would continue.”

REPORTED MURDER.

British Warship Proceeds to the Scene
to Conduct an Investigation.

The steamer Ville de la Ciotat, which
arrived at Sydney recently from New
Caledonia, ‘brotight news of the arrival
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THREE MONTHS ADRIFT.

Arrival at Fremantle, Australia, of the
Overdue Steamer Waikato,

After drifting around the Southern Pa-
cific in a helpless condition for three

tow of a yessel much smaller than her-
self, the Waikato reached Fremantle,
Australia, on Sunday, August 8. She
left London on May 4 with a general
cargo for New Zealand ports, and on
June 5 her tail shaft broke, leaving her
at the mercy of the seas, she having to
rely on the few sails that could be set.
She could not go west towards the South
African coast, because all the prevailing
winds were between northwest and
southwest, and though at the time that
her shaft broke she was less than a
day’s steam from Port Elizabeth, it
took nearly four months to reach there.
LA position as nearly as possible on the
steam track from South Africa to Aus-
tralia was maintained, and when the
‘Waikato was first spoken, on July 28, by
-the bark Tacora, she was'in 30 deg. south
and 39 deg. east. The Tacora tried to
take her in tow, but the undertaking
was too much for the sailer in the heavy
seas, and after coming into collision
with the Waikato’s bows the attempt
was abandoned, and the Tacora went
on to Mauritius and reported the acci+
dent. Subsequently H. M. S, Melpomene
was sent from Mauritius to search, but
returned to Port Elizabeth and reported
being unable to find her. From other
sailing vessels the crew of the Waikato
Teceived provisions.

On September 15 she was sighted by
the steamer Asloun>and taken in tow.
Capt. Weston, of the Asloun, gave the
following aceount of the long tow: “The
Waikato is nearly twice the size of the
Asloun, and after drifting about for so
long her bottom would be very foul, and
very slow progress could be made. Fur-
thermore, the distance to any port was
very great, Fremantle, the nearest, be-
ing about 2,600 miles off, and the route
to be traversed was over an almost total-
ly unfrequented part of the ocean by
steamers. At any rate, should anything
have happened to the Asloun, such as
getting the tow rope around propeller,
then both ships would have been render-
ed helpless, .and might have drifted about
for months before assistance could have
reached them, Another matter had to
be taken into consideration. It was the
question of the exhaustion of my coal
supply, for I knew that I had not suffi-
clent coal on board to enable me to
reach Fremantle, travelling at the rate
of speed that towing would entail. How-
ever, I eventually agreed to do my best
to tow the disabled steamer into port,
provided the Waikato supplied me with
coal when opportunity offered. On this
decision being made known, the crew of
the Waikato mustered on the poop and
cheered again and again. After supply-
ing them with what provisions we could
spare a Tin. steel hawser attached to 30
fathoms cable was made fast to both ves-
sels, At 6 pm. the Asloun began to
tow. All went well for three days, but
on September 18, while a strong beam
wind was blowing, with a high sea run-
ning, the tow rope broke, and three
hours were spent in getting fast again.
At 10 a.m. on September 20 we reached
the small island of Amsterdam, under
the lee of which it was proposed to
tranship coal. Fortunately the day was.
fine, and the Asloun took up her position
close under the steep cliffs, holding the
Waikato in tow all the time. Coaling
was commenced at once, all hands of
both ships working with a will through-
out the day with boats. It was a bright
moonlight night, and, working continu-
ously, from the time of starting oper-
ations, by noon on the 21st 100 tons of
coal had been transhipped from the
bunkers of the Waikato to the bunkers
of the Asloun, This is probably a re-
cord performance in itself, a similar
feat never having been performed so far
as is known. At one time all of the five
boats employed broke adrift and got out
into the open sea, but they were brought
back again without mishap, thoroughly
tired out with their ardous labors; but
it was recognized that no other opportun-
ity would recur for coaling on the voy-
age, and the men bent themselves to
their task with a will. At 1:30 p.m. on
September 11 towing was resaumed by
the Asloun. A eable was placed round
the foremast, leading along the deck,
and passing out of the port-quarter
pipe. Another cable was fixed round
the mainmast, passing out on the star-
board-quarter pipe. All went well for
several days. On the evening of Sep-
tember 22 the ships were spoken by the
B. I. 8. 8. Ujina, bound for Newcastle,
New South Wales, and the captain was
asked to report them. This was the only
vessel sighted during the tow, and in the
track we were on it was remarkable that
we sighted anything. On September 28
a heavy gale from the southeast was en-
countered, which soon brought up a tre-
mendous sea, in which both vessels floun-
dered and wallowed about practically
helpless. About 8 p.m., during a ter-
rific squall, accompanied by blinding
showers of rain, the tow rope parted.
Fortunately the precautions taken
against such an emergency proved to
have been sufficient, and the gear was
kept from fouling the propeller of the
Asloun. Just about this time, with the
excessive rolling of the ship, the Asloun’s
funnel broke lose somewhere at the base,
and it had to be secured with chain lash-
ings to prevent its going over the side.
Having thus to look after our own safe-
ty, by keeping the Asloun’s head to sea
we soon lost sight of the Waikato in the
thick rain. We saw her burning fe-
quent flares for a time, but the thickness
of the haze soon prevented us from see-
ing these, and she drifted altogether out
of view. The gale moderated towards
morning, and as soon as daylight ap-
peared the horizon was eagerly scanned
for a sight of the Waikato.

At 10 o’clock, the sea having gradually
fallen, the Asloun was put about to look
for her companion. After steaming
about 40 miles in a N.N.W. direction
we came up with her at 5 p.m. on the
29th instant. 'We had her once more in
tow. This time the tow rope was re-
duced to 30 fathoms length, with 30
fathoms of steel rope, 30 fathoms of
mooring chain, and 60 fathoms of cable
chain. Rough, munsettled weather now
set in, and further wunpleasant experi-
ences were gone through. On October
5 at 10 a.m., during a strong southwest-
erly wind, the Asloun shipped a very
heavy sea over her poop, which washed
away everything moveable, broke the
cabin skylight, and completely flooded
the cabin to a depth of 2 feet, making
a dreadful mess of everything, and ruin-
ing the cargo and a quantity of stores.
During the 5th the wind settled into a
steady westerly breeze, ~which finally
brought the two storm-beaten vessels
safely into port about 8 a.m. on October
-7, to-the great rejoicing of all concerned.”
