Incend‘arism _
At R :ssland

Four Attempts g Made to Burn
the City Develop in One
Night.

Excitement Runs HighBut Cool-
ness of Firemen. Prevents
Catastrophe. :

Rossland, Oct. 16.—An. atrocious at-

tempt was made here last night by un-
known incendiaries to destroy the ecity.
No fewer than four empty buildings
were fired 'within five hours. The fire
department was on hand in all cases,
and the fire were confined to the build-
ings in which they originated. Great ex-
citement was caused and the incendi-
aries will receive short shrift if they are
caught. The entire force of eight offi-
cers is employed on the case, but the
fire fiends covered their tracks well.

The first alarm was turned in from
two small cottages within a hundred
yards of the Central fire hall. The bri-|
gade was on the spot in less than a min-
ute and the blaze was confined to the
cottages, which were consumed. Loss
trifling.

‘The second fire was discovered half .an
hour later within fifty yards of the first.
This time another shack was burned.
The third alarm came half an hour
later, and a small erection near the Lan-
caster hotel was burned. The fourth
fire, about an hour later, was in a shed;
in the rear of the Hoffman house. _

The repeated alarms drew out hun-
dreds of citizens and much excitement
prevailed. None of the burned buildings
were occupied and manifestly was in-
cendiary. 1t is apparent that the fire
ffiend started at a certain point and made
the round of certain blocks applying the
torch as he passed. The business por-
tion of the city was not touched, but the
results might have been serious had it
not been for quick service by the regular
fire department. NWhile the brigade and
crowd were busy at one point the incen-
diary apparently went into the next
block and prepared combustibles. It is
believed in some quarters that the deed
was the act of an insane man, as no
other supposition is tenmable. The inci-
dent served to demonstrate afresh the
efficiency of the fire department and the

Averted in Orient.

Japanesz Despise the Russians
And Look For a Victory
Over Them.

The steamer Indrasamha, which ar-
rived .yesterday morning from the
QOrient, brought among her passengers
M. Wakimoto, a Japanese newspaper
correspondent from Seoul, who repre-
sented the Osaka Mainichi, one of the
leading journals of Japan, as war cor-
respondent dm‘ing1 the Boxer campaign.
1o an interview he eaid that all Japan
expected wary he did not think it could
be averted., The war feeling was grow-
i nger by day, and the Jap-
anes ulace, was '&teui'y ‘excited when
e Terl. all, from sahool children to old
men were awaiting

what all regarded
as the inevitabe outcome.

“Japan - knows ' zutt well,”’ uld“' the
visiting Japanese newspaperman,. “that
she must fight Russia—conflict cannot

be avoided. Japan is mow ‘mnot ‘as she
was, though; she has experienced: two
wars and knows full well what it means
to go to war, and, unlike the old Japan-
ese of before-time, she lg waiting, en-
deavoring to find-a peaceful solution if
possible. True, the people are excited,
but not so much outwardly by any
means as they are inwardly. The in-
fluential people are looking to the ne-
gotiations in the hope that the fnal
resort to arms may pe averted—but
they fear it cannot and are ready.

“Russia is the inveterate foe of Ja-
pan; the Japanese know that, and know
that if they do not fight Ruesia now
they will have to do so inevitably; have
to fight for existence, for once Russia
has secured Manchuria she will not be
content till Korea is taken, and then
Japan will have Russia on her_ next.
To fight now is best, and the Japan-
ese know this full well. If they wait
for three or four years then Russia
will have increased her squadron and
her resources on the. Far Eastern
shores, and will be a much stronger
foe to meet. Now, Japan is in the
best position to fight—and now, now
is the time.” .

“Japan is ready to fight.”” said Mr.
Wakimoto, ‘and I believe she will win.
Russia has been much over-estimated by
the Buropeans, and the Japanese found
that out at the time of the campaign
against the Boxers. Before that the
Japanese feared Russia as they would
a great ogre whom they knew moth-
ing about; now we know that Russia
is not so powerful. The Japanese offi-
cers who fought side by side with the
Russians in the campaign against the
Boxers in North Ciuina saw for them-
selves that the Russians were poor
soldiers, and the Japanese troops des-
pise, and the people of Japan despise,
the Russians. Bah—these Russians.”

‘As I told you, Japan is ready to
fight,” said the little correspondent from
Japan. “Before I left Seoul for Japan,
and that was on ‘September 10th, the
Japanese had already transported a
number of troops secretly into Korea.
Of course, the soldiers could not. be
sent openly, so they were sent as im-
migrants, ununiformed and clothed as
peaceful citizens. They were trans-
ported to Ifusan and Chemulpo, the
commercial ports of Korea in the regu-
lar Japanese commercial liners, and,”—
the visitor winked significantly—*‘‘their
arms and uniforms are also in Korea
although they have not got them with
them.” .

‘““Masampo would probably be the
port where an army would land, it be-
ing the most convenient port for the
landing from the transports, and if I
do not make a great mistake, I think
that it will not be many days hence
before the transports are landing sol-
diers there or elsewhere, The trans-
ports are ready. Before I left Japan
‘the transports had been secured and
liners of ‘the Nippon, Yusenr Xaisha
and others, were waiting the orders of
the government. Then, provisions and
munitions are ready, for the govern-
ment has been accumulating stores of
these kinds for some time. The steam-
ers which have besen coming from this
side of the Pacific have been ecarrying
large amounts of wheat, which, al-
though much of it may have been con-
signed to commercial houses, it has
really been intended for the Japanese
government.

“The army divisions are all ready
and the reserves have ail been notified
to be ready; orders have been been is-
sued against soldiers or men of the re-
serves leaving Japan in consequence of
€he crisis. At the divisional head-

uarters there is much excitement. At
Osaka the middle division of the Jap-
anese army is getting ready, and the
comrmissariat and transport officials are
preparing for the shipment of rice and
foodstwfis; at Koruka the southern di-
vision is ready, and if the cable brings
Tflews at any time of the troops being
Manded in Korea, do not be surprised.
© “The Japanese- army is mobilized at
Sasebo, off Korea, and is now engag-
ed in manoeuvres. All the ships are
in service and all are in a high state
‘of efficiency. If war is declared, and I
‘do not doubt for a moment but that
it. soon will be, the Japanese naval
squadron will at once sail north to en-
‘gage the Russian uadron, 'which is
in the ‘Gulf of Pechili, and we will
'‘beat the Russian navy in the sea fight.
Of that I am confident. Then the troops
‘will attack Port Arthur. We have tak-
en this place once, and we can do so
again. It has been reported that Rus-
sia has greatly strengthened ‘this place,
and it is said to ‘be much stronger than
it was when we took it during the
‘war with China, but we have been in-
formed that, although it has been
strengthened and is much stronger on
the sea side, it is no stronger than it
‘was on the land side, which would be
the objective of attack.” ;

“Wiill the negotiacdons now dn pro-
gress have the effect of averting the
war?’ repeated Mr. Wakimoto. *“No,
‘T do not think so. Russia has refused
o evacuate Manchuria; she is threat-
ening Korea. In cousequence, I believe
war will surely occur. This was *the
opinion” of the majority of the Japan-
-ese people when I left Yokohama. Ja-
Dpan is said to be handicapped financi-
-ally, and this was expected to aid much
in averting war, but I noticed in the
columns of the Yorodzu, which is a
reliable paper, that there were reports
-that Japan would secure a large loan
from one of the European countries for
War purposes,

* “There are plenty of soldiers of Japan

in plain clothes in Manchuria, and 1
-<do mot doubt they will manage to wreck

much of the Russian railway and pre-

vent the coming of troops. In Port

Arthur itself there are Japanese spies,

and _mnot long since two of them were

arrested and imprisoned by Russia. The
weather will also aid@ Japan, for, with
“the _coming of winter, the big railway
of Russia will be handicapped and the
transport of troops. will be difficult,

‘wihereas. the Japanese welcome the

‘winter for. campaign purposes.”

““Yes,”. .concluded the . visiting Japan-
#ge. “it fis now that Jdpan must battle
with Ruesia, and the majority of the

. influential men. of Japan have .arrived
v+ that opinion.

Securvy is a typical
seorbutic disease. ®mallpox is another.
[Smallpox always. rages during the
‘winter season, when the poor people are
deprived of fresh vegetable foods. Cel-
ery and onions are good for this pur-
pose, but there is sueh g long interval
between their being gathered and being
eaten that they lose most of their anti-
seorbutic properties. Lettuce is served
shortly after it is picked, and hence con-
tains the valuable properties which will
prevent smallpox. We say without the
least hesitation or reserve that lettuce
will prevent smallpox. It has no liabili-
ties, like vaccination,’ to produce other
diseases. - We ‘are willing to stake our
professional reputation on the broad
statement that any one who eats let-
tuce daily will not catch smallpox,
whetner he be vacginated or not.—Medi-
cal Talk.

We grant all that,
and yet remain of the opinion that the
publicists of the United States turn 'an
unwarrantably blind eye to the entire
lack of attraction that country and its
institutions have for Canada. To tell
the honest truth, the TUnited States
would have to have a thorough house-
¢leaning before it was fit for Canada
to dwell in. A country with nine mil-
lions of negroes in it by cant and hum-
bug free and equal to white men, by
practice and custom dominated by the
superior race, is not at all attractive
40 a country of equal area inhabitated
by a sturdy and homogeneous race. A
.country which imports nearly a million
0f the scum of Europe annually, and
refuses to maintain the breed of its own
strongest and most virile stock, is one
whose future we may be excused for
dreading too much to share it. A coun-
try whose laws are good simply be-
<cause they are the wvonventional tribute
paid by hypocrisy to virtue, and whose
-administration of these laws is made an
engine for the protection only of rich
men and criminals, rich men because
they can buy its tribunals and crimin-
als because they can defy them, is a
country in which life and property are
too insecure for the admiration of a.

basis of Anglo-Saxon civilization, of an
integral part in which ‘Canada is the
unquestioned heir, and into which it is
not unlikely that, in‘the future, the
United States might beg admittance.
This is Canadian loyalty to the Em-
pire, and only if Great Britain abdi-
cates her great prerogative of assisting
in its full development, will Canadian
loyalty ever become atrophied and de-
cay. .

CAUSE AND EFFECT.

‘We have often enough prophesied the
present condition of the New York
Stock Exchange to take a melancholy
satisfaction in what is otherwise a
somewhat serious phenomenon. We
have never been able to subscribe to
the doctrine that wealth could be creat-
ed by amalgamations and consolidations
and over-capitalizations. The fact that
the “insecurities” thus produced were
exchanged at a high price was a proof
that the nation had wealth, not that
it was increasing it. The speculators
were enriched by this kind of business
not the people, and the speculators are
now looking round for a cause of the
condition of affairs whkich has checked
their enrichment. They declare that
when the United States government
brought action against the Northern Se-
curities Company as an illegal merger,
capital received a shock and confidence
was destroyed. As a matter of fact
we may be excused for thinking that
the revelations of dishonest promoting
which have taken place, have destroyed
the confidence of the small investor, on
whom -the whole strueture of sudden
millionaires and bloated financiers is
really built. It is curious tq reflect that
while tavo years ago the Schwabs and
Morgans and Gateses were types of all
that was most admirable and desirable
in the United States, they are now
generally recognized as products of a
dangerous mania of stock and share
speculation. What we honestly con-
fess we did not expect was that this
mania-could have passed away with so
little disturbance to the prosperity of
the United States and the continent.
The slump in stock exchange values
and the wreckage among over-capitaliz-
ed companies and combinations cannot
go very much further than they have
already gone. Yet the general pros-
perity is unabated, and, in the West
particularly, Wall street might be Mim-
buctoo for all the suffering caused by
its tribulations. The power of resist-
ance developed on this continent, both
in Canada and the United States, to
conditions which in most countries would
have precipitated a violent panic, is
something marvelous. The ordinary con-
ditions of business have been barely
disturbed by a series of violent shocks
in what is supposed to be the centre
of affairs. The West suffered by the
extraordinary concentration of surplus
capital upon what are called “indus-
trials.” In our opinion the West is
beund to gain through the release of
tapita]l from absorption in industrials
and its application to the development
of new resources. The savings of the
people of this continent, both in Can-
ada and the United States, have been
absorbed in the maintenance of inflat-
ed values in the shares of manufactur-
ing concerns. That has stopped, but
the accumulation of capital has not
stopped, and it is the turn of the mines,
forests and wheat fields of the West
which is coming in the immediate fu-
ture. It is thus that we interpret the
situation as it now stands, and it is
full of good omen for British Columbia,
the greatest and widest and richest of
the but partially developed portions of
North America.

For the
loss of territory, for an adverse decision,
they care nothing. But upon their de-
cision whether it has been fairly done
much depends. We are a people pa-
tient above the ordinary, and in the
eyes of many, subordinate, but never-
theless 'a people seized by a burning
sense of justice, a sustaining conviction
of our own power, and a firm determin-
ation that if less than justice has been
done us, those responsible shall rue it.

abled freighter Meteor. She left the mouth
of Solomon river October 9. Telegraphid !
advices to that effect were received from |
Nome yesterday morning by the Globe Nav-
igation Company and the Northwestern
Commercidl Company. One message came |
from Capt. O. J. Humphrey, Yukon super-
intendent of the North American Transporsta-
tion & Trading Company, which has the
Meteor chartered, and the other from Capt.
‘O’Brien. The latter’s message stated that
he was starting to the assistance of 'the
Meteor: that her boat, containing the first
officer and three men, had arrived at the
mouth of Solomon river, the occnpants <be-
Ing in a pitiful state of exhaustion. They
had been exposed im an open boait ‘several
days and nights to the rain and cold of
Behring Sea.

The Meteor's disabilities, according to
the messages from Captains Humphrey
and O’Brien, are much more serious thamn
first reported. Her rudder, tail ‘shaft and
propeller were all lost. Without a rudder,
which will render her most difficult to
tow, Caut. Humphrey stated that she
would probably be taken back to Unaldska.
St. Michaels, her destination, is nearer, as
the Meteor’s position was given by those
of the crew arriving at Solomon river as
Seing seventytwo miles south of Nome.

Wreck Néar San Francisco Being Com-

whether there will be left enough of the ill-
fated wind-jammer to offer at an auction
sale. The chief pity in the loss of the
Gifford lies in the fact that proper action
taken immediately after she had stranded
would undoubtedly have resulted in saving
the vessel.

RAISES SUNKEN
" TREASURE SHIPS

Two of the mest marvelous inven-
tions ever perfected are described by
a Chicago journal, the Inter-Ocean,
which declares&_hat they will reveal to
their discoverdr, Cavaliere Pino, of
Genoa, all the secrets of the sea.

The inventions are, first, a machine
called the hydroscope, and, second, a
machine called the elevator. The hy-

There are to be two trials—one at
Kiel, before the German Emperor, and
the other at Southampton, it is hoped
before the King, or at any rate, before
the British Admiralty, and several of
the leading shipbuilders and salvagel
companies..

Pino now has at his mercy all’ the
treasures of the sea—the pearls, the
sponges, the coral reefs and the sunken
ships with their lost cargoes of gold
and works of art. With his hydroscope
he can see them, with his elevator he
can rescue them.

. For an example of the sea’s wealth
in thg: shape of sunken treasure one may
ention the Black Prince, a British
ship that went down in the days of the
Crimean war with an enormous sum of
gold on board, of which not a single
gold piece has been recovered.

Pino has made it possible. to locate
coral banks and to.garner the coral har-
vest with absolute certainty. He is
making arrangements with the British
'Government to recover the Black,
Prince’s cargo. - (
There is another big contract be-
tween Pino and the Greek Government
for the recovery of certain statues and
other works of art of inestimable value
known to have beeil sunk in Cerigotto
harbor during the Pompeian war.
Though these treasures from ancient
Athens have lain beneath the sea for
some 2,000 years, already many of!
them have been photographed as seen
by the hydroscope’s far reaching eye at
the bottom of the sea.

With the hydroscope to locate sunken
ships and the elevator to raise them.
the work of the salvage companies will
be utterly revolutionized. As it is,
divers can only descend some ninety
feet; while only a minute proportion of
the ships that sink every year are
brought to the surface again.

The possibilities of the hydro cope,
apart from its uses with its companion,
the elevator, are endless.

Commanders of men of war may see
where explosive mines are lying, or ob-
serve the approach of submarines or
torpedoes. - Surveyors, with the hydro-
scope’s help, may map the sea as close
ly as the land.” And cable . companies
will bless the invention, fom it solves at
once all their greatest difficulties.

Then the hydroscope offers a new
sensation to ocean voyagers, for it may
be so adjusted as to reflect the sea’s bed
and the things in the sea—the fishes and
the flowers—on a screen on deck, where
a hundred people at the same time may
watch, as at a biograph show, all the
infinite beauties of the sea waters as
the ship passes over the surface. " With
the hydroscopes attached to fishing
boats, ‘sea fishing Will no longer be a
matter of chance. The fishermen will
be able to see exactly where the shoals
are feeding or movinzg, .

To the hydroscope hight and day are
alike. 'Cavaliere Pino has ascertained
that even at great depths the instru-
ment ‘needs no help from artificial light
in the day time to clearly reveal every-
thing in the water. But for use at

night time and in the deepest waters
he has designed new electric lamps of

If the cat
had swallowed a small metal button,
Lhowever, the X-ray would produce a
shadowgraph of that button, and it fol-
lows naturally if the cat’s stomach were
illed with any substance more or less

pervious to the X-ray, tl.xat a prac-
tical shadow of the stomach itself would
hecome visible on the luminous screen
of the X-ray apparatus. This is t.he
hasis of Dr. Cannon’s remarkable series
of experiments, more recently duplieated
by the French scientists, Rloux and Balt-
hazard. The ecat, after a fast of some
12 hours, or about as long us a con-
scientious housekeeper would consider
necessary. to prepare the appem’ce.for
a2 mouse-catching expedition, was given
a_ substantial meal of bread softened
with milk and mixed with subnitrate
of bismuth, a harmless, non-irritating
powder which presents the necessary
condition of being impervious to the X-
ray. Then the weat is placed in a po-
iticn to be observed, arranged especi-
ally -with a view to the anfmal’s phil-
osophic content during the ensuing pro-
cess of digestion. The average domes-
tic Pussy, it was found, would lie for
hours without attempting to disarrange
a few straps necessary to keep her in
the proper position, although the aver-
age Thomas cat seemed to comsider the
whole matter as something of an indig-
nity. The difference, although this is
not a matter of scientific opinion, is
perhaps simply one of sex distimetion.
tions.

Within five minutes after having eat-
en her meal of bread, milk and bismuth
ihe outline of the cat's stomach, as rep-
resented by the contents, became visible
on the screen of the X-ray apparatus,

The shadow is thus an outline
of the stomach that practically repro-
dunces the pear-shaped organ with which
every schoolboy becomes familiar in his
text book of physiology. For a few min-
utes this pear-shaped shadow remains
quiescent, but from this time on, until
hread and submitrate of bismuth have
left »the stomgch, the inner mechanism
works, under ordinary conditions, with
clock-like regularity and the outline of
the shadow is in constant motion, visibly
undulating in momotonous response to a
series of waves passing over its surface
and showing plainly not only the method
by which the stomach churns and digests
its contents but the way in which it
passes.on the digested bread and milk to
the cat's intestines. These waves, start-
ing near the centre of the stomach and
moving toward what might be called
the threshold of the intestines, that
is to say, the emaller end of the stomach
that corresponds in the familiar descrip-
tion to the stem end of the pear, Te-
cur at 10-second intervals; when one
wave is just beginning several others
may be seen running on ahead of it.
During a single period of -digestion their
number reached the amazing total of
2,600 succeeding waves.

That such waves existed and played an
important part in the daily routine of
digestion was known to science long be-
fore the use of the X-ray revealed them
actually in motion. What had not been
€ither known or theorized, however, was
that they extended over only about_half
of the stomach, thus dividing that useful
viece of animal mechanism into two dis-
tinct divisions, the one a reservoir for
food and the other a churning apparatus

TRIED TO BRIBE _
IMMIGRATION MEN

Two Japanese on the Sound
Get Into a Heap of
Trouble,

(From Friday’s Daily.)

Two Japanese, one aeresident of this
city and the other of Tacoma, yester-
day made a brazen attempt to bribe
three United States immigration officers
with the result that hoth—are now in
jail, says the P.-I. of yecsterday.

They sought to secure asaim:sslon into
this country of ‘two Japanese women.
[The names of the two men who ten-
dered ‘the money are Rinzo Kushahera
and C. Imazumi. The latter is proprie-
tor of the Asahi-Kan hotel, 1824 C
street, Tacoma, Kashahera being an
employee of the Bismarck beer hall bowl-
ing ailey in this city.

No bolder attempt probably was ever
made to buy United States officials in
the iNorthwest. The evidence against
them is most convincing. They boldly
counted out two twenties and one ten
dollar gold coin, flaunting the money in
the face of the three immigration officers,
who were sitting as a special board of
inquiry as to the right of the Japs to
enter this country.

Eleven Japanese, two women and nine
men, were detained at Tacoma where,
with 200 or 300 others, they arrived
from the Orient several days ago, pas-
sengers on the steamship Olympia.
Last night Kushahera and Imazumi

The Japs broached the subject of buy-
ing the admission of the eleven persons
detained and finally offered $130 if the
officers would passe the entire lot.

The officers gave them no satisfaction,
though the would-be bribers finally quit
the office apparently laboring under the
belief that they could easily bribe them.
Before leaving they agreed to retarn
to the office in the Lumber Exchange
the following meorning. Bright and
early yesteérday they were on hand. As
soon_as the special board of inquiry met
the Japs announced that they were w.li-
ing to pay $50 to secure the entry of the
two women and started to count on the
money on Inspector Estell’s desk. They
had no more than deposited the coin on
the desk than one of the officers placed
the bribing Asiatics under arrest. Both
were greatly surprised at the unexpected
turn the affair had taken and were
more s0 half an hour later when they
found themselves behind county jail
bars. Kushahera claims that one of the
women is his wife and that the other is
his cousin.

The officers sought to be bribed are

Fulton.

[There are sounds of going from the
ranks of the emplcrees of the provincial
government, and these sounds are nei-
ther too loud nor too promiscuous, says
the » Columbian.' The civil service has
expanded beyond all reason in recent
years,. and it is a safe estimate that
there are now employed at least two
mien to every one who would be re-
quired by a leivate employer for the
same work, while the proportion of un-
is even larger in
some quarters. Notoriously has it been
the case, too, that several of the most
highly-paid have been the least indis-
pensable of the official staff; and these
erstwhile favorites of fortune experi-
ence a rude shock in the turn of the
wheel. ! 4
The government is acting none too
quickly in this matter. Perhaps it would
have been unseemly for the ministers
to ‘Wweed out the ecivil service before
they had received the confirmation . in
authority which a general election .alone
gould give; but it is a fact nevertheless
that the abuses in the civil service were
made a cry against the candidates of
the government everywhere during the
campaign. The present ministers had
no hand in over-manning the service,
and were outspoken against the abuses
in this connection; but officially they
were the successors of some men pro-
fessing the same stripe of politics who
had rewarded personal service by pen-
sioning favorites upon the province, and
‘as such the ministers had to bear blame
not deserved. Their prompt action now
will help to free them from the reproach
which unscrupulous campaigners have
‘uttered; and if the employees whose
services have been dispensed with feel
sore at the ministers who have decreed
their dismissal, they should not confine
their resentment to that quarter, but
direct it as well upon those opposed
to the government, who made the ecivil
service an issue,

A feature of the campaign just over
‘was_ the prominent part taken in it by
‘employees of the civil service, both pro-
vincial and federal. The candidates of
the McBride government stood to a man
for civil service reform, and in nearly
every constitnency they found members
of the civil ‘service prominent in the
‘councils of their oppoments. For these
offensive partizans—the term is that
applied by the Laurier Liberals at Ot-
tawa—there should be short reckoning.
They have chosen to use their offices
for political purposes, and, having fail-
ed in their object of dislodging the
government that menaced their snaps,
‘they should ‘Ppay the logical penalty.
Those inviting immediate attention are
the provincial employees; but for the
federal office holders who took so of-
fensive a part in the recent campaign,
‘the day of reckoning. probably, is not
much further removed.

i(We do not believe in applying the
American system of wholesale dismis-
sals upon change of administration to
the civil service of this province or this
Dominion. We believe in making every
office holder feel that his position is a
permanency so long as there are duties
to be performed and he attends proper-
ly to them. But when the civil servant
voluntarily thrusts himself into polities,
he becomes a fair mark for those whose
continuance in public. life he challenges,
and when the mark is hit in return
there ‘can be no cause for lament or
protest. s

SYSTEM'S SUCCESS

Interesting Report From Ia-
spector of the Ontario Board
of Education.

'I:he success of the manual training
System, as applied to the public schools,
Las been generally conceded.

“In addition to the three cities above
named, manual training centres are es-
tablished  in Kingston, Brantford,
'Stratford, Cobourg, Woodstock, Lon-
don, ; Essex, Berlin, Renfrew and Ham-
ilton. In these towns the work was
commenced to meet a popular demand
and public opinion is almost unani-
mously in favor of its continuance and
extension,

« ~Many other educational authorities,
lnspired by public opinion, are consid-
ering the question. Among them are
Peterborouzh, Gak, Guelph, St.
Thomas and Owen Sound. It is perfect-
ly legal to give such instruction during
school hours, apd the subjects included
in the new course of study.

Steamer Olympia, of the Northern Pa-
cifiic line, sailed from the Ocean docks yes-
terday for the Orient, carrying a heavy
cargo of flour and merchandise—the flour
being consigned to Japan where heavy im-
ports of foodstuffs are being made on ac-
count of the preparations for the contin-
gency which threatens the country, war
with ‘Russia, The steamer had an average
number of passengers.

The Olympia had a full cargo or general
freight, chiefly flour, tobacco amd cloth,
valaed at $165,194, and consigned to various
parts of the  Orient.

The Olympia had five saloon passengers
and about'twenty-five steerage passengers.
Her saloon passengers include tue Misses
Margaret and Alice Cooper, daughters of
General Mamager Thomas Cooper, of the
Northern Pacific railroad; Miss Helen Bunn

Over 35,000,000 cigarettes are fin the
liner's hold consigned to Shanghai, bpesides
481,172 pounds of leaf tobacco and a smadl
shipment of smoking and plug tobacco.

The steamship companies are mot bene-

fiting as much as they would have douei
were it not for the rate war to the Orient
on- the large demand for flour and wheat

in Japan by reason of the warlike move-
ment. A meeting of the agents of the va-
rious lines running to the Orient was held
at Seattle on Friday, which was atended
by wepresentatives of. the Nippon Yusen
Kaisha, Canadian Pacific, Boston Steam-
ship Company, Northern Pacific and Port-
jand & Asiatic Steamship Company.
effort was made to agree on December rates
for flour shipments, but after the situation

| was thoroughly canvassed it was decided !

to hold the question in abeyance until the
San Francisco rates are announced.

‘Representatives of the lines interested
in the conference insist that there is. no
woney in the $3 rates and are anxious
to sdvance the charges to $4 or $5 per ton.
This will be done if the San Framcisco
lines will stand by the $3 rate, but the
re-entry of the China Commercial Company
into the fight is a complication that is
likely. to upset everything.

The flour shipments to China and Japan
are umusually heavy at present. The de-
mand has quickened and the shortage in
crops In districts that are ‘tributary to
China and Japan is ajding the mills of the
Northwest in controlling the situation. The
steamship companies, however, are mot yet
in a position to shore in the -px.'oﬁts of the
trade. They cannot afford to cr{p‘ple North-
west mills by putting them under a handi-
cap in favor of California, and the rate
question will be left open until the Np—
vember situation works itself out.

Flour rates to be be quoted by the steam-
ship lines of the Northwest imnterested in
the Oriental traffic for Decembeg' busi-
ness depend entirely upon the actiom of
San Francisco lines. If the re-entry of
the China Commercial Company into San
Francisco trade means another cut of
flour rates the Northern lines will not be
able to advance the freight charges to $4
or $5 per ton as had been contemplated.
The $3 rate effective during November
would, under circumstances, be continued.

The China Commercial Company has suc-
oeeded in enterine imto another contract
with the Mexican government for the de-
Hvery of 1,000 Oriental laborers per month.
This means the receipt of $45,000 each
month and places the ‘China <Commercial
Company in an independent position, where
every dollar paid on return cargoes is so
wuch profit.

It is this circumstance that has made the
Northern lines hold off on the December
rates. The China (Commercial ‘Company
will have a sailing out of San Francisco
during November, and it is feared by the
Northern lines that the flour rates agreed
to at the previous meeting will be upset.
Jf this happens a demoralization of Decem-
ber rates is likely amd the lines interested
in the Northern bureau cannot afford to
¢ommit themselves to a December policy.

A strong hope is entertained that San
Francisco will be able to maintain rates.
This, ‘however, involves an understanding
with the China Commercial Company, some-
thing that does not appear to be probable
at present. By the steam schoomer lines
operating out of Portland and the Sound
flour manufacturers are able to get a rate
as low as $2 per ton to San Francisco. If
the old 1 rate were to be restored at San
Framcisco this would mean that mothing
better than §$3 per ton could be charged
by the Northern lines

Bven this rate means 10 cents a barrel
in favor of the California millers and
Nerthwest flour mill owners insist this dif-
ferential is sufficient to keep them under
a eerious handicap in the Oriental flour
trade. It is mot likely, though, that a res-
toration of the $1 rate out of San Fran-
cisco would lower Northern charges, for
California is now dependent upon Wash-
ington and Oregon markets for the grain
ground into flour. This equalizes the in-
crease in freight charges and the steam-
ship lines will take advantage of it.

DE WITTE AND THE RUBLE.

Mr. iWtte, the ex-finance ‘minister of
Russia, delivered an address to a com-

mittee of the St. Petersburg Exchange
the other day, which is generally regard-
ed as a defence of his policy and a for-
‘mal reply to his political ‘adversaries
who charge him with the responsibility
for much of the unrest prevailing in
the agricultural districts. He said that
he had fixed the yalue of the ruble be-
cause he had always believed that it
was Russia’s best¢ policy to enter upon
as the value of the ruble was at the
mercy of foreign bourses. Having aec-
complished this, his next move was to
develop the natural riches of*the .coun-
try by encouraging Russian industries.
He succeeded so well, he said, that at
the present time the concerns quoted on
.the Exchange represented a capital of
tfourteen milliards of rubles (one thous-
and five hundred million sterling). The
national debt of the country yose only
tby one-tenth.of this sum—less, indeed,
Ithan the capital value of those under-
itakings, railroads and the like, which
are customarily accepted to cover foreign
loans. He then went on to say: “If I
hurried over the realization of my
schemes it was because I feared that
I might not have time to accomplish ail
that I had begun in various departments
of the financial and economical life of
the country. I believe that I was right
to hasten on as I did the accomplish-
ment of these measures. All my princi-

pal reforms I have succeeded in placing|

+on a more or less firm footing, and there-

fore, in the future, although they may
undergo changes and improvements, it is
+hardly likely that any one will venture
iupon radically altering or doing away
,with them.” The boldness of these ut-
}terannces has caused much comment. The
jallusions to (European civilization are not
at all pleasant to the Russian mind.

'The grievance is aggravated hy
the dredge, King Edward, built speci-
ally for this work, being kept in Vie-
toria harbor,

was shattered by the brass off a ca
ridge which flew out of the defective
breach of his gum.

The municipalities = of Burnaby,
Coquitlam and New Westminster have
taken joint action in condemning as
“dangerous” the V. W. & Y. railway
crossing on the North road, and are
now seeking government aid to force an
‘overhead crossing.

Surveyors have just compreted laying
out a route for the proposed railway
from Sumas to Port Kells, and have
now started to run lines for the pro-
posed short line from South Westmin-
ster to Ladner along the river. In the
former case it seems likely that another
route may have to be chosen farther
back from the river, as the present line.
as surveyed, will make the right of
way too costly to buy, for it cuts the
heart out of several farms, as well as
running through several farm houses
and barns.
