A great uproar ensued 
and from remarks made by those present, 
they appeared to consider themselves badly 
swindled.

Many more questions were asked and Mr. 
Livingston appeared to be willing to 
them all, but never answered them to the 
sa tisfaction of the enquirers. It was for the 
purpose of making money that the scheme 
had been originated. He was “going to 
make money and hoped all present would 
make money out of it,” then rising in elo­
quence and power he asked, “and what 
better or nobler way of making nioney than 
out of the riches of the soil implanted 
there by the divine creator himself.” 
(Redicuk and laughter. )

Of course those interested in the first 
third had reserved all the privileges 
possible for themselves. The call of 10 
per cent was made to separate the men of 
straw among the subscribers from bona-fide 
subscribers, so that the company could 
know with whom they were dealing. 
Answering a question of how the subscrib­

The meeting broke up by .the caretaker 
thicatenihg to turn off the gas.

Farewell 
to patriotism—farewell to honor—farewell 
to the noble aspirations of the young men 
(who like yourselves) are trying to build 
up a noble and truthfnl public opinion— 
farewell to the efforts for trpth in politics.

If 1 
allude to this matter again I will particul­
arize them more fully—the question may 
be asked why change well balanced or 
defined ridings—why disturbe old associa­
tions of fifty years standing for voting 
purposes !

Then if the government does this (should 
Mr. Blake get into power in 1883) why may 
not his government again cut up the tidings 
to suit new political purposes! This is the 
evil of the matter. One precedent may be 
followed by another govern aient. Where 
is the evil to end f If the national policy, 
which as a rule you and I certainly support, 
is to be upheld at the cost of corrupting 
public legislation by political man 
then let it go ?—we cannot afford ' 
country ruined and corrupted to support 
the national policy and to keep in power 
political tricksters at Ottawa.

The bricklayers union of Chicago has 
issued the following circular, which is fully 
explanatory : All brick-yard laborers are 
hereby instructed to keep away from the 
yards in the louth and west sides of Chicago, 
until such time as an agreement is come to 
about wages. The men ask the same wages 
they had when then quit last fall, but the 
bosses want them to work 25 cents a day 
less, although the cost of living is much 
higher for everything now than then. Is 
this reasonable or just ! No, it is wrong, 
and our demand will be sustained by all 
right-minded and honorable men. 
Pullman claims that bricks can be brought 
from Ohio and sold here cheaper than they 
can be made at our prices. That may be 
the case with him, because he has a lot of 
high-salaried bosses to provide for, and 
wants to do this at the expense of the 
laborers. We have figures to prove that 
each machine used in the yard clears 830 
a day, at onr prices, for the owner, and 
allows brick to be sold at 88 a thousand. 
We therefore want all brick laborers to 
keep away until the present difficulty is 
settled, and the bosses offer to pay just 
wages. That is all we ask, and we are 
sure $o succeed. Many men are brought 
here undçr contract from Canada, only to 
be deceived. The treatment they receive 
is badland they should take care what they 
are about.
