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| INSANITY IN ONTARIO.
From' the report of the inspector of
‘prisens and public charities on the asylums
of the province, which has just been issued,
we learn that the number of persons of

“‘ufisound mind in the five asylums of the

province on September 30, 1882, was 2742,
#HAding to these the insane convicts in the
the' provincial penitentiary, the lunatics
‘in the cemmon jails awaiting admission to
the asylums, those patients whe were out
m_lyﬁihﬁonﬂ leave at the date named, and
those for whose admission applications were
"on’ file, we’ have asfjthe total number of
idiots and insane persons within the official
coguizance of the inspector 2938. Large as
this maimber mufortunately is, Dr O'Reilly
points out that it probably does not by any
means represent the aggregate insane popu-
lation‘of the province. The inspecter says :
“We all know that it not infrequently
happens, ‘especially in country places, that
' insane people are kept in the family circle,
80 long as they are not violent or destruc-
tive, from a mistaken but not unnatural
aversion on the part of friends to send them
to an' afylum, or perhaps in the hope,
usually illusive, that they will more speed-
ily recover under home influences than by
placing them in unfamiliar surroundings.”
The percentage of recoveries to admis-
sions for the year, w: luding idiots—
32} as against 33 the previous year, and
the percentage of deaths to the entire popu-
lation for the year, 6 08 as compared with
541 for the year 1881,
Two important’ facts- may be inferred
from «he information contained in the
‘report. 'One is that the curability of in-
same'patients almost entirely depends upon
their being placed under treatment while
" the disease is yet in its incipient stages. The
other fact is that modern alienists are de-
pending more and more for the cure of
mental diséase upon attention to the sws-
thetic and sanitary surroundings of the
patients and the provision of suitable em.
ployment and recreation, rather than upon
the administration of drugs or the use of
restraints, either chemical or mechanical,
The question of whether insanity is in-
creasing more rapidly ‘in this province than
the general population is a diffieult ome to
,answer. Asthe. inspector points out, there
had accumulated in private houses as well
s in the common jails, at the time of con-
federation, a large number of the chronic
insane class, owing to the inadequacy of the

. public accommodation provided for these un-

fortunates. As soon as accommodation was
previded. it was largely availed of by this
class, who generally speaking,once admitted
into an asylum, remain in it till they die.
The presenee of this element in our asylum
population, and the consequent irregularity

of the accommodation provided for
recent cases, 80 disturbs the
oonditions  which are neeessary to

asoerfain the number of insane persons in
the provinces at any given time that
trustworthy calculations are almost impos-
sible, This dificulty would be obviated if
the relatives or attendant physicians of in-
sane persons were bound by law in all
cases to report them to the inspector as

_ they are compelled to do in some countries,

under heavy penalties for neglect. Even
the decénnial census is mot of much assistance
as .the custom heretofore has been to
classify idiots and lunatics together - under
the gensral description of persons of unsound
mind. For philanthropic as well a« econo-
mic reasons some plan, not too expensive,
. should be adopted by the government
which - would insure full and accurate
statistics on this point,

A REDUOTION IN MORTGAGES,
The Monetary Times contains a sununary
of returns from the registrars of various
counties throughout Ontarie on the number
of morigages registered last year, 1882, as
compared with previous years, The results
show a marked and general decrease, par-
ticularly from the return ef 1881, during
which year the namber of mortgages was
exceptionally large.. Some difference of
opinion exists among prominent persons as
to the cause of the reduction, Mr,
MecKnight, registrar of North Grey, in a
lengthy communication states that as far
as lis own division is concerned it
is not by any means owing to an
improved condition of the borrowing com-
munity, but_to the gradual cheapening of
money for some years past. Not long ago
loan companies had shght difficulty in get-
ting over 10 per cent per annum for their
money. As money became plentiful arnd
competition increased the rates lessened
down to 8 per cent, then to 7 per cent, and
last year borrowers could be accommodated
at as low as 6§ and 6 per cent, Naturally
enough, mortgagors who obtained funds six
or eight years ago on high rates were not
slow to take advantage of the fall by hor-
rowing money on the reduced rates to pay
off former mortgages whose rates were from
2 to 3 per cent higher.

' ' THE OATH.IN COURTS, 1 ]

Judge Brigdsof Philadelphia, the ether
day ruled that' atheists werd' ificompetent
to take an'oath"in'a court of justice. ' Ac-
cording to 'that authority the belief te-
quired by the laws ix a belief in the exis:
tence of an omniscient supreme ‘being, who'
will impose divine punishment for perjury
either in this world or inthe next, If the
belief he short of this it falls under the lIn
of legal condemnation.’ * The faith ‘of a
witness should be a religious helief of some
kind in the existence of an omnisciont,
being who will reward and punish elﬂ*er
here or hereafter for good and evil 'doinr
—a belief in a power as exhibited by, the
force of nature and calling it supreme, and
yet to.ignore. that thatipewer is the handi-
work of thc‘ omniscient and omnigotent
God, is' totally inspfficient to meet the
law’s requirements.

Some modification of, the oath seems to
be necessary if that feature in the adminis-
tration, of justice is. to command our
respect. It's a mockery for men to solemnly
kiss the book, one word of which they do
not believe. It's a mockery on the part of
the law toask them to doso. Further than
this the ends of justice would often be
thwarted were men to ba disallowed giving
evidence because they didn’t entertain cer-
tain speculative , beliefs. The suggestion
made long ago by Richard Cobden is worth
repeating. It was his idea that no oath
should be administered, but that the law
concerning -perjury should be read to
every one about to give evidence, A strict
and vigorous enforcement of the law against
perjury would prove a better preventive
of false swearing than a dozen oaths. For
the procuring of trustworthy evidence the
courts will be obliged to look to their own
powers of chastisement rather than trust
to heaven to punish perjorers.

THE WEIGHT OF GAMBETTA'S BRAIN.

There will be occasion for an overhauling
of theories relating to the brain if the
weight of that of M. Gambetta—eleven
hundred grammes—is correctly stated hy
cable. It is quite poesible, however, that
some mistake has been made in transmitting
the figures. The average brain of men
weighs forty-eight ounces ; the average in
women is forty-two ounces. Gambetta’s, as
reported, weighs but thirty.eight and feur-
fifths ounces. The average 'idiot brain
weighs thirty-five ounces, and any approach
to this figure is considered by experts to be
an indication of & weak order of intelligence.
Great  mental ' capacity undoubtedly
is intimately related to the strue.
ture and volume - of < the ' brain,.
although it by no means follows that
"a big brain invarisbly puts. its owner on a
lofty plane of inspired genius. Cuvier’s
brain weighed sixty-fonr ounces, but so did
that of an English brieklayer in London,
who died a few years ago, nnable through-,
out his life to write his own name. The
brain of Ruloff, the Bingham murderer,
weighed sixty;two ounces; Daniel Web-
ster's, fifty-eight ounces, and Guiteaun’s
forty-nine and one-half oumces., Te the
physiologist and comparative amatomistthe
figures given for M, Gambetta’s. brain
will seem well-nigh incredible. But if they
are correctly stated, the ex-dictator of the
French republic was certainly the most re-
markable man physically, as he was iatel-
lectually, of the epoch in which he lived.
Scientists everywhere will await with
much inlerest the detailed report of the
autopsy.

Ventilation,

From Our Continent.
Whoever approaches this apparently
simple yet actually eymplicated snd be-
wildering question, is at the outset in
partial or complete despair. For, from the
beginning, the mission of man has been to
fight day and night against the admission
of the element, without which existence is
impossible. Black death, plague, leprosy,
all manner of diseases have been the wit-
ness of his victory over an element which,
excluded, can always find its own revenge,
and even to-day, with all the enlightenment
of this most enlightened century, the battle
still goes-on.

Theoretically, we all admit that it must
rule, Practically, we deny it hour by hour.
Millions of dollars have been spent in per®
feeting systems, all of which have come to
nothing. The senate chamber and house of
representatives at Washington are both de-
liberately arranged in such fashion that
sunlight and air are alike impossible, and
the latter can only come from force-pumps
in the cellar, It is true that air-holes
under each seat are warranted to give a
pure atmosphere, but repeated personai
observation ‘has shown that when the
openings are not used by our respected
law-makers as spittoons, they are plugged
with paper, this being ths case with so
large a proportion of them that one need
not at all wonder at the character of the
legislation going on above,

n our churches, theatres and all public
places the same ingenious methods prevail,
and if, as sometimes in railway cars, ven-
tilators are opened, there is always some
enterprising man with cane or umbrella
who shuts them, and then returns well
pleased to his place, to breathe with -calm
enjoyment the rejected effluvium of all the
laboring lungs about him, We, who would
shrink from drinking from a stranger’s or
even a friend’s eup, or eating from a plate
already soiled by use, drink in unhesitating-
ly the breath—not as it enters the lungs,
rnn, outer air, but as it is thrown out—
aden not only with the natural weight of
deadly carbonic acid gas, but with what.
ever, personal peculiarity of disease or habit
the breather may own—reeking with to-
bacce or liquor, with foul fumes of indi-
gested food—with deadly germs from dis-
eased lungs or other organs.

The pietureis disgusting, but is it over-
drawn? And if not, can any words be too

strong agaiust the passive acoeptance of such
92 condition of things? For precisely as

one should shrink from contact with le‘pros{
or loathsome sores should they shrin
from the pollution of breathing an
air fainted by passage through eve
sert of lung and as truly foul ani
indecent for one’s own use as wonld be the
food chewed by another and handed on to
one’s own plate for consumption. Yet
people go on calmly, or if moved to tempo-
rary ‘action, pass quickly trom energy to
apathy. The judge on his bench falls into
an apoplectic it induced by wan3 of air.
Women faint and are carried out of
crowded theatres, where even if glight ven-
tilation exists, every gas-jet means the con-
sumption of air enough for eighteen Jungs,
no allowance having been made, however,
for any such added draught upon resources.
And in churches, rising at all points, and
thronged wilh seekers after spiritual life,
the same results are found, and disease and
death in subtle disguises have their way
with the body and thus with the soul,

The average school-room is as fatal, and-
children in thém are the vietims of slow
murder, passing from a pale and nerveless
childhood to a pale and nerveless ‘man or
womanhood, . If air were only on sale and
to be bought, the world would be earning
money for its purchase and would eount
1o toil too great for a share in the precious.
possession. But, as it is God's free gift,
the portion of all, we shut it out or con-
tentedly poison it, day and night.

A full-grown man averages about 154
pounds in weight One hundred and eleven
of this is oxygen, drawn from the air we
breathe, food and air being the two means
by whieh bodies live. But food withont
air is useless. (Oaly when it has been first
dissolved in the stomach, carried by ab-
sorption into the blood, and at last, by
means of circulation brought into contact
with the oxygen of the air taken into our
lungs, does it begin to either feed or nour-
isb, 80 that the lungs may be said to be
really the true stomach, and the other only
a convenient receptacle on which to draw
after deposit,

Any avatomy or physiology will give the
details of structure which ought to be
plain to all, aud when this is thoroughly
understood it will be easy to see why
thirty-three hogsheads of air are used
each day by every healthy pair of lungs,
and what necessity exists for ensuring s
pure supply. It rests solely and wholly
with ourselves whether this ebbing and
Alowing tide shall remain charged with
poison—carrying death to every organ of
the body, or shall receive its full supply of
the vitalizing oxygen, and so cease to be
weighed down and made powerless for good,
Fifty years ago ventilation was scouted,
but it existed in spite of windows nailed
down and cracks stuffed with cotton, the
open chimneys makirg a constant draught
and renewing the air in every room where
a fire was burned. ‘I'o day we open win-
dows oftener, but furnace and gas bhoth
vida'e and conguine air enough for many
lungs, and thus eomes the necessity for a
method which shall give us the health of the
ol while retsini ¢ the advantages of the
vew., Wheiher this can be aceomplished
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The representatiye assembly of trades arnd
labor uniona of the Pacifio coast having ap.
pointed a committee some three months ago
to collect statistics on the Chinese coolje-
labor question, now presents the result of
its investigations as contained herein, a
copy of which was forwarded to the Toronto
Trades and Labor council,

The time has come when decisive action
must be taken to stop Chinese immigration,
A bill was introduced in the United States
sepate last December by Senator Miller of
California totally prohibiting Chinese immi
gration into the United States, and the
other California representatives have pro-
mised to support the bill for this purpose.
The people desire the hearty co.operation
of all interested in the freedom and elevation
of labor throughout the United States to
agitate this question by public demonstra.
tion at the thme the bill is introduced in
the senate,and thus bring the pressure of pub.
Tic opinion to bear upon congress in order
to show that the peaple are alive to the
importance and gravity of the sitaation,

% experience of thirty years of Chinese
®oolie labor on the Pacific coast entitles us
to speak with every degree of authority as
to its pernicious and degrading effects, This
competition is inevitably destructive, and
will be certain to foree the laboring Ameri
can down in habits and expenses of life to
the level of the half barbarian, Labor
should be honorable and honored, and not
degraded by being compelled to eompete
with a debased and servile roce, In the
struggle between coolie and free white
labor the latter is heavily handicapped ; the

~coolie brings neither wife nor family with

him, consequently he finds no diiculty in
underbidding the Caucassian warker, who
maintains his family in a decent, eivilized
manner and has been taught %o believe that
honorable toil is worthy 6f more than a bare
sabsistence. The coolie, comes here with
the sole purpose of accamulating all the
money he ean. To do ap he lives poorly,
crowded togetbar as tlose as possible with
out regard tq Banitary requirements—a
hundred of them being contented in a homse
Rot 1arge, enough for ten of our race—the
type of their sleeping  chamber being

®  sardine box, nnd as & conse
‘quence they have developed all the
evils engendered by such overcrowd.

ing and close persomal conmtact. His 5000
Years’ training to wretched frugality in com-
petition with his five hundred millions of
fellow Mengolians has taught him how to
live upon the least possible amount of air
and food. The conflict of the two races in
California has, so far, only n a question
of the *‘survival of the cheapest” and mot &
“‘survival of the fittest.” = Cheap labor, as
such, is a curse to any country—even from
adollar-and-a-cent standpoint ; the policy

+ of eheap labor is a policy tending to the

degradation and decivilization of the mauy
by the enrich t and adva t of the
few, and as such we mast ‘oppose it. The
permanent prosperity of a country depends
upon the just distribution of the weaith of
labor amongst the producers of it.

In 1877 a congressional committee was
appointed to take evidence <in California
from all classes of the cammaunity, in order
to arrive at an inrelligent estimate of the
influence  and  probable  results = of
unrestrained Cainese immigration. After
impartially investigating the question, in
their re,ort they spoke of the Chinese as
“‘making their way by revolting character-
istics and by dispensing with what would
be mere necessaries in modern civilization.”
The late Senator Morton joined with the
other members of the committee in declar-
ing that *‘it has become painfally evident
that the Pacific coast must in time either
become American or Mongolian;” als thar
“the Chinese have advantages which will
put them far in advanee in the race for
possession; they can subsist where the
Ameriean would starve; they can work for
wages which will not furnish the barest
neecssaries of life to an American.”'

The evidence taken before the California
state senate committee on Chinese immigra-
gration, at Sacramento in 1878, when testi-
mony was taken frcm witnesses of all
olasses—clergymen, judges, lawyers, ship-
captains, state and city officials, erc —fally
sustained the general belief of the people
of California as to the disastrous conse
quences of Chinese presence in this country,

It has been ealcuiated that the number of
Chiuese in California is about 150.000, or
nearly twenty per cent greater than the
number of male whites capable of bearing
arms. Althongh forming one-sixth of the
total population of Califernia, they pay
less than one four-hundreth (1-40¢) part of
the revenue required for the state govern-
ment. In the city of San Francisco they
number from 35,000 in summer to 40.000
and 50,000 in winter, when many come in
from the country. In his testimony before
the senats committes, Alex. Badlam,
assessor of San Francisco, said the Chivuese
in the city have personal property to the
amount of $500,000 and real estate to the
amount of $200,000 assessed t)» them—
thereby p.yiug about one three-thousandth
part of the taxes, although forming nearly
one-sixth of the population.

Nearly 8 000,000 are sent home to
China annually by the Chimese ou the
Pacific coast.
® The Chinese women aro imported almost
wholly for the purjose of prostitution, 8au
Francisco being cursed with about 4000 of
these human cuattels, and whose contamin-
ation and pollution are destroying our
youth. .

Our objections te the Chinese may be
summed up as follows: They underbid white
men in the labor market; purchase little or
no American productsand manufactures; live
squalidly crowded together, constantly engen-
deringdisease; unlike white immigrants, they
do not come to make homes with us and
heip build up the counmtry, but come with-
out wives or children; thay do not and can
not assimilate with the Cavcassian race; they
continue their heathenish religion and
castom; evade our laws, especially internal
1-venue, whenever possible; use the state
#nd feleral laws frequently to carry out
tentenees which have been awarded by their
own seeret tribunals, and also to keep
Chinese women in a state of bondage and
prostitution—these poor creatures being
op=uly bought and sold among them; have
s-cret tribunals of their own for trying anu

junishing those who dare to rebel aguinst
the arbitrary authority of the Chinese com-
panies, whieh, under the name of benevo-

lent  as<ceiations, virtually eoutrol nearly
a1l the Chinese in the state (these companies,
through their agents, making contracts to

The dangerous ctiminal element
among the Chinese, known as ‘high binders’

(one company alone collected $4000 head.
fax on the departure of the China steamer
in November, 1882),  This latter practice
is carried on in efiance of a state law
passed by the last legislature to prevent
such infamous extortions,

The results in all occupations where the
Chinese compete with white labor are most
disastrous to the laiter. In oigar-making
they have nearly driven out the whites. In
1878 there were about 500 white cigar-
makers in San Francisco. At present they
number abous 179  The Chinese oigar-
makers number 8500. A large quantity of
tobacco is brought to California from the
ont‘, manufactured into cigars by Chinamen
in S Francisco, and reshipped east to the
amount of sixteen to twenty million cigars
a month, thus directly competing with
eastern white labor, The white cigar-
makers of California have suffered more
from the curse of Chinese Inbor than any
other trader, most of - whom, despairing of
4ny lmprovement ia the future have left
the state o engaged in other employments.
