£1000 for it by the British museum. A 
number of people have trled.to tempt Mr. 
Wolf to part with this keepsake, but he 
refu-es t« give it up for friendship or 
money. The grateful Egyp|ian official 
who gave it to him had beep befriended 
by Mr. Wolf to this extentT" The khedlve 
was very friendly to Mr. Wolf, and it was 
through the influence of the latter that the 
khedlve gave the ribbon of the legion of 
honor to the ambitious Egyptian, official. 
He in hie burst of gratitude for this favor 

. pressed this royal premmt upon Mr. Wolf 
One evening when Mr. Wolf was exhibiting 
this jewel a beetle identical in size, shape 
and marking lighted Upon the dark coat 
sleeve of a gentleman who a moment before 
bad boea looking at Mr. WoH e prize. This 
Saratoga beetle was a perfect specimen of 
the Egyptian ecarabee, save that the 
American beetle was light yellow in oolor. 
It is possible that the procele of petri­
faction, however, would have changed
