Paris, Dec. 18.—In June last four ‘men,
Tripone, Fasseler, Turpin and Fetiver, were

secret of the manufacture of melinite to the
Armstrong Gun. ‘Company. Tripone, who
was an lotficer in the ¥rench territorial

rmy, was also an agent for the Armstrong
Company. Turpin was the inventor of
mélinite,

MERCIER BSCORKS LIEUTENANT.
GOVERNOR ANGERS,

The Interim Report Due to the Fact That
Judge Jette Was Indisposed —The Ex-
citement Coutinues Unabated in Que
bec—Speculation as to the Formation
of the New Cabinet,

Quesec, Dec. 18.—This morning Mr.
Mercier made public his views on the poli-
tical situation, and has published the cor-
respondence  between  himself and the
Lieutenant-Governor and the interim report
of the Royal Commissioners. The report
contajns about 3000 words and is signed
only by Judges Baby and Davidson, Jud§e
p incapacitated by illness. It

between the Gevernment and the contrac-
tors, who were persuaded that this functién-
ary was necessary. The report continues:
The bargain between Armstrong and
Pacaud by which $100,000 was paid to
Pacaud was fraudulent, contrary to public
order and an audacious exploitation of the
provincial treasury.

gentleman.

Mr. Langelier Inculpated.

Mr. Langelier was one of the Ministers
who took the. greatest part in the adoption
of the sham proposal, and we cannot avoid
saying that when Mr Langelier accepted
money from Pacaud he was perfectly aware
of its source,

Mr. Mercier #lso was included among the
‘endorsers, and when the payment was
known better it was not repudiated by
them and they profited by it.

The commissionersthen point to apparent
contradictions between Mr. Mercier’s state-
ment to the Government and the evidence
before the commission in connection with
moneys forwarded for his hile in
Europe. The report regrets that certain
correspondence was not produced, and cop-
cludes: ¢ It is nos proved that Mr. }H:
cier knew of the existence of the bapgain
between Armstrong and Pacaud, and‘that
gentleman declares that he benefited in no
way thereby. Hon. Messrs. Ross, Sheyhn,
‘Boyer and Duhamel derived no advantage
whatever from the transactioh.”

In transmitting the report to Mz, Mer-
cier the Governor states that it proves
carelessness and illegalities and shows the
statements and justitications of the Premier’
to be of no value. ‘“The request,” he says;
‘““forces upon me the conviction that the
Ministry is not in a position to . adviseé the
representative of the Crown and therefore
he must dismiss them,”

The Count’'s Request.

Mr. Mercier then demands a copy. of
Judge Jette’s letter supposed to be dissen-
tient from the report and permission to pub-
lish the letter of dismissal, both of which
the Governor refnses, Then follows Mr.
Mercier’s final reply, in which he says: “I
have to do not with the impartial head of
the executive, but with “a political ad-
versary subjected to the outsideinfiuence of
evil counsellors and bad passions,and have
knowingly and willingly violated the usages
of constitutional law. - You have had the
audacity to do what our august Soverei
Queen Victoria would not-have dared to do
in' England without provoking revolution
among the English people;  All good
citizens must admit there is a limit to
tyranny and that a man though he may
have been a Prime Minister is not a slave.
The report is that of two partisans, from
whom you have dragged an unjust and
unfounded opinion, ' and it is altogether  in-
formal and without legal value., The alle-
gations of this pretended preliminary report
are contrary to the proof. = They contain
gratuitous 1nsults to your ex-Ministers sup-
ported by the great majority of thé Legis-
lature of,this province.” :

He then charges the Governor with per-
sonal and autocratic government, with hav-
ing arrested the working of the Govermment,
refused to pay legitimate debts, to call the
Legislature at the request of its majority to
trasisact  public business’ and of having
carried out one of the most odions conspira-
cies ever entered against the constitutional
liberties enjoyad by'a free pevple. He taunts
the Governor with a desire o place power
in the hands of political friends by taking
abusive advantage of the illness of Judge
Jette, against all the rules of decency and
professional etiquet, and trampling under
foot the dignity of;the crown. e charges
him with leaving politics for the'bensh
where even there he was a pattisan,

Considered Constitutionally.

Mr. Mercier then discusses the constitu-
tional side-of the question, referring to Lord
Dufferin in the Pacific scandal, who laid the
matter before. Parliament, and he charges
the Governok with supporting the then
guilty niinisters and to-day he says: ‘“You
obey*the will of the Federal Prime Minister,
Mr. Abbott, who was himself the distribut-
er of this bribery money to the .ministry.
Your conduct puts our political institutions
in jeopardy. I will try to undo  your ne-
farious Work with the assistance of my
colleagues and my political friends, and
will willingly exgeud all that I possess to
save our ‘cherished province. I denounce
you before public opinion, and it is not far
distant when the representatives of the
people will again resume the power of which
you have stripped them snd vindicate the
constitution which you havebroken. You
will shortly receive from Mr. Abbott, your
master, the price of your national treachery
and I shall soon .go before the people and
receive from its strong and powerful hands
a new mandate which will epable ‘me to
resume in the legislature the position from
which you have driven me and to chase you
conséi?utiomlly, but surely, from Spencer-
wood.”

ly now carry a revolver besides their trun-
cheon. The pay of the force, including the
chief constables, the assistant chief con-
stables, superintendents, inspectors, and
constables, amounted in 1890 to £1,206,287

The police rate is now fixed at 9 pence in
the pound, of which 4 pence in the pound is
paid out of the local taxation account under
the Local Gevernment Act of 1888.

Next year there will be a surplus, for the
total amount of police rate levied on the
London parishes for the year ended March
31, 1891, produccd £738,603 and the local
taxation account contributed £5980,681 more.

The headquarters of the metropolitan
police was moved in 1888 from Whitehall
place to New Scotland Yard, on the Thames
embankment. It is now, outside as well as
inside, a fine structure, as worthy of the
capital as the last headquarters were not.

The London policeman, as a rule, is & fine
and civil fellow, generally admurably pa-
tient, enduring and courageovs. There are
exceptions, of course, as there have been
cowards'in the most gallant regiments.
Thus in the year 1890 146 constables. were
dismissed for. misconduct. But, on the
other hand, no less than 2,249 policemen of
all ranks were speciaily commended by the
Commissioners, Judges, and magistrates for
their conduct in comnection with various
matters of duty during the same year.

Then it is.also necessary to impress one-
self with the multiplicity of the work which
is assigned to the metropolitan policeman,
which must be a terrible strain on his brain

ower as well a$ on his physical strength.

esides waging war against the many crim-
inal classes, he has to attend to public
political meetings, prevent- or stop disturh-
ances during strikes, give alarm in case of
fires, regulate the traffic in the streets,
write down all the particulars of vehicle
collisions, visit the commen ledging houses,
report on the smoke nuisance, license public
carriages, keep a lost property office, where
all articles left in public carriages or lost in
the streets are brought and kept; enforce
the statutes against betting and houses of
ill:fame, prevent prostitutes from annoying
male passengers, ward off street accidents,
bring ambulances when they do occur. Dur-
ing 1890 mo less than 300 constables were
publicly commended for stopping or attempt-
ing to stop runaway horses in° London, and
thirty-four more for resciling persens from
drowning. \

The efficiency of the metropolitan police
would seem to be improving, for, according
to the last official criminal returms, there
has been greatver security for propesy and
persons in the metropolis during 1890
than in any previous year included in the
statistical returns, But if the vigilance
of the metropolitan ’'police -seems to
inspire the would-be felons with salutery
awe, it cannot yet be said that the number
of convictions in this metropalis is as near
a8 it could be wished to be of the actual of-
fences. Every one remembers the murders
committed at various recent periods im
the East End of London and popularly at-

perpetrator, or perpetrators, have escaped
apprehension, and there have been many
other contemporary murders, the authors
of which are still at large. Again, out of
395 cases of burglary in 1880, 108 convic-
tions only have gcsn obtained
