BLOOD MONEY IN PERSIA.
Curious Laws In That Country Gov­

erning the Crime of Murder.
A Persian murderer may pay blood 

money In lien of bis own life. The 
manner in which this is calculated is 
one of the most complicated things 
about Persian law. A woman Is worth 
only half a man, and so a man cannot 
be executed tor the murder of a mere 
woman. A husband whose wife had 
been killed by bis steward was obliged 
first to pay half the steward's blood 
price to the man’s relations, and thus 
the steward, having been reduced to 
the vaine of half a man, equal to one 
whole woman, was legally executed.

From this principle It follows that a 
man who has killed two women can be 
condemned to death, as equality is not 
infringed. If the murder of a woman 
be committed by several men the 
friends, upon whose initiative alone 
any proceedings can take place, can de­
mand the death of but one of the mur­
derers and always by paying the dif­
ference in the price of blood. On the 
same ground if two women murder a 
man the death of both can be demand-

THE ROCK PTARMIGAN,
A Bird of Storms and lee. Row Mists 

snd Bleak Winds.
In order to make the acquaintance 

of the ptarmigan it la necessary either 
to Journey Into the anows and Ice of 
the far north or to climb up to the 
very highest glacier valleya among the 
frozen peaks of the Rockies or Cas­
cades, where circumpolar conditions 
are reproduced. While this curious 
bird is essentially a subarctic type. It 
Is occasionally found among the Iso­
lated fields of eternal snow as far 
south as Colorado and northern New 
Mexico.

The rock ptarmigan Is a bird of 
storms and Ice and raw mists and 
bleak winds, In the summer gray as 
the rocks among which he lives. In 
winter white as the whirling snows In 
the midst of which he -survives after 
every other feathered living thing, 
save only the fearless eagle, has tied 
to the lower valleys.

His brother, the willow ptarmigan, 
lives lower down by BOO or 1,000 feet, 
among the dwarfed shrubs which 
mark the upper edges of tree life, 
and, while similar In size and struc­
ture, Is of a less somber plumage 
and more friendly disposition than the 
ghostly gray specter of the upper 
world, the rock ptarmigan. The males 
of the willow ptarmigan especially are 
beautiful birds, brownish gray upon 
the backs and wings, with rich red­
dish brown throats almost chestnut 
In color and dazzling white breasts.— 
Country Life In America.

diphtheria

Early Diagnosis and Quick Use of An- 
titoxin Imperative.

Diphtheria, which was formerly one 
of the most fatal of the diseases of 
children, has been robbad by anti­
toxin of much of its death dealing 
power. Nevertheless it is still a 
scourge of childhood.

It is an infectious and contagious 
disease that occurs for tne most part 
in children, although adults also may 
suffer. It is due to the presence of 
a bacillus that lodges and develops 
on the mucous membrane of the re­
spiratory passages, where it causes 
inflammation and the growth of fib­
rous, feltlike sheet which covers the 
surface. This sheet is the so-called 
false membrane, the visible evidence 
of the disease, in itself not dangerous 
except when it forms in the larynx. 
In that case it threatens death from 
choking. The real disease is the 

■ constitutional affection—fever, delir­
ium and depression, due to poisoning 

I by the bacillary excretions, the toxin,
1 absorbed into the blood from the mu- 
| cous membranes where the bacilli 
* have lodged.
I Diphtheria is one of the most con­

tagious of diseases, although, as in 
the case with other similar affections, 
not all who are exposed suffer. It 
prevails chiefly where filth exists and 
where the air is charged with emana­
tions from decaying matter, with sew­
er gas, illuminating gas or exhalations 
from many persons crowded together 
in unventilated rooms.

Authorities formerly held that the 
germs could linger for ,a long time in 
carpets, upholstered toys, especially 
woolly lambs and Teddy bears, books, 
and so forth, but that is now doubted 
by many sanitarians, who contend 
that disinfection of the room in which 
a child has been sick with diphtheria 
or disinfection of his playthings is 
unnecessary. Still, so long as a doubt 
exists it is obviously safer to disin­
fect. It is quite certain, however, 
that cats and dogs and probably 
birds, such as parrots, may catch 
diphtheria from a sick child and so 
assist in the spread of the disease.

The one sovereign remedy for diph­
theria is antitoxin, but it must be 
given early to be certainly curative. 
For this reason an early diagnosis 
is imperative. The physician should 
be called at once to any child who 
has a sore throat if his throat is seen 
to be red or covered with whitish 
dots or streaks or patches of mem­
brane.

Early treatment not only removes 
the danger of * suffocation from the 
growth of membrane in the larynx, 
but also makes much less probable 
the ‘xsv(*ïT*rnve of the paralysis that is 
ï/ften such a distressing sequel of 
neglected or tardily treated diph­
theria.

Douglas Jecrold.

BCSTOit HARBOR FROZE.
But That Didn't Keep the Britannia 

From Balling en Time.
Boston harbor froze over In January 

of 1844, and the advertised sailing of 
the Britannia, then In dock, seemed 
surely to be Impossible. But the mer­
chants of Boston would not have it so. 
They met and voted to cut a way, at 
their own expense, through the Ice, 
that the steamer might sail practically 
on time.

The contract for cutting the neces­
sary channels was given to merchants i 
engaged, like Frederick Tudor, In the 
export of Ice, bnt not Ice cut from the 
harbor. Their task waa to cut within 
the space of three days a channel about 
ten miles long. For tools they had the 
best machinery used In cutting fresh 
water ice. and horsepower was em­
ployed. The ice was from six to twelve 
Inches In thickness.

As the Advertiser of Feb. 2,1844, de­
scribed the scene: “A great many per­
sons have been attracted to our wharfs 
to witness the operations and the curi­
ons spectacle of the whole harbor fro­
zen over, and the tee has been covered 
by skaters, sleds and even sleighs. 
Tenta and booths were erected upon 
the ice. and some parts of the harbor 
bore the appearance of a Russian holi­
day scene."

On Feb. 3 the work was done, and 
the Britannia, steaming slowly through 
the lane of open water, lined on either 
side by thousands of cheering specta­
tors, made her way to the sea.

THE HOUSE OF COMMONS.

It Hat Frequently Expelled Member* 
Legally Qualified to Sit.

The assumption made In more than 
one dally journal that the house of 
commons cannot expel a member who 
Is "legally" qualified to sit Is not war­
ranted by precedent, the only authori­
ty to which the commons bow, says an 
English writer.

In the eighteenth century the south 
sea bubble caused many expulsions, al­
though the members’ defense had not 
been heard in the law courts. One of 
the rictims was Chancellor of the Ex­
chequer Alslabie, credited with having 
bagged £250,000 from the public. In 
addition to expulsion, he was sent to 
the Tower and ordered to refund bis 
booty. An Irish peer -wop expelled for 
directing a lottery, while for organiz­
ing a “charitable association” of shady 
habits Sir Robert Sutton and two oth­
ers were shut out In 1730. Steele of 
the Taller was prohibited the house 
for “maliciously Insinuating that the 
Protestant succession In the house of 
Hanover Is In danger under her maj­
esty’s administration."

But perhaps the oddest reason tor 
closing the doors of the bouse of com­
mons upon a man Is to be found In the 
case of Mr. Asglll, whose sin was that 
of writing a treatise “On the Possi­
bility of Avoiding Death."—Philadel­
phia Ledger.

An Odd Incident ef War.
In the Philippine portion of his book 

"The Memories of Two Wars” General 
Funston tells of a unique Instance at 
the siege of Malabon: "Company L was 
firing a few volleys, and one of the 
men. having just discharged his piece, 
felt a second blow against his shoulder, 
It being almost as hard as the kick ol 
the gun. Upon trying to reload It waa 
found that the breech of the piece could 
not be opened, and it was laid aside to 
be examined by daylight, which was 
done in the presence of a number of us 
officers. Upon forcing the breech open 
It was found that the base of the cop­
per shell of the cartridge that had been 
fired just before the weapon had been 
disabled had been shot away, while 
mixed all up in the breech mechanism 
we found the remains of the steel 
jacket end the lead filling of a Mausei 
bullet There was e very pronounced 
dent on the muzzle of the piece. What 
had happened was that while the man 
had the gun extended In the firing po­
sition n bullet had gone down the muz­
zle. This weapon Is new in the Army 
Ordnance museum In Washington."

The Wettins of England.

nounce the throne and resolve to be­
come an ordinary citizen he would be 
called George Wettln. How does the 
name Wettln come to be the king’s 
surname? This is the answer:

Queen Victoria married Albert duke 
of Saxe-Coburg-Gotha, of the senloi 
branch of the house of Saxony. The 
family name by which this house, dat­
ing from the middle of the tenth cen­
tury, came to be known afterward was 
Wettln, and this was and la the sur 
name of both branches—the Ernestine 
and Albertine—of the house of Saxony. 
The name comes from the castle ol 
Wettln, near Magdeburg, which claim­
ed Wlttekind as the founder of the 
race.—London Answers.
