The law
courts n the Uuited States have ad-
mitted women to practice, and their
record so far has been a creditable one.
Many women are connected with the
press and wield vigorous pens. ‘The
practice for all past time has been to
consider women 2s inferior in intelli-
gence to the man,and consequently
whenever she has been brought into
competition with the sterner sex in the
various departments of labor, her pay
hias  invariably been smaller, even
when her work has been equal to and
better than that of the male. Granted
that domestic duties are the most fit-

female

ting sphere for the womau, still we
must consider that the census of the
population of the world shows a pre-
ponderance of the female element,
consequently many must remain un
married ; that a servant’s life is not
the one for a lady of refinement ; nor is
that of a factory girl much more con-
genial, while the more respectable em
ployments are poorly paid, and life
wearing. What is a woman then to
do who feels herself competent to
worthily occupy a position that will
give her a fair chance in the battle of
Jife. 1s she to be denied the chance!

Terrible Calamity,

Mi.wavkeg, Jan. 10th,—The New-
hall House, a six story brick building,
was burned this morning. 'The fire
was discovered at 4 a. m.,and in less
than balf an hour the whole building,
long designated as a death trap, was in
flames. A scene of the utmost terror
prevailed. The inmates jumped by
dozens from the upper stories to the
stone sidewalks with lifeless bodies.
The shrieks of the unfortunate inmates
filled the air.

The people below were unable to ren-
der any aid. Quite a number of terri-
ritied guests and hotel employes ap.|
peared at the windows, and seeing the
distance to the ground fell back in the
flames. The employes of the botel
were mostly lodged in t@e sixth story.
‘Their exit by way of the roof was out
off by fire and two stand-pipes with
tire ladders were not available for the
same reason. A very few were saved
by jumping on canvas. Stores and
oftices on ground floor, which were
occupied by a dozen or more tenants,
were destroyed. The ocashier of the
Manufacturer's Bank oarried a cash
box of the institution containing mo-
ney and papers amounting to $600,000
out of the flames,

Insurance on the hotel $125,000, all
held in Cincinnati agencies. Loss
about $500,000.

There were 110 guests and 67 em
ployes in the building. Twenty so far
bave been identified among the dead,
and 48 are missing and 67 are known to
saved, leaving 42 unaccounted for, who
are supposed to be in the ruins.

The building was 180 by 160 feet in
dimensions, and capable of accommo-
dating 800 guests. Theré "“Wére no
night watchmen, and the knowledge of
this fact has given rise to much hard
feeling against the proprietorof the
hotel. Three years ago six different
attempts were made to set the place on
fire.

“ At this writing I intend speaking
particularly of only one portion of our Pro-
vince—the valley of Annapolis and Kings
(commonly called the Annapolis Valley)
and of but one of the industries of that
portion, vlz., fruit growing. I estimate
that the valley, including the s’ ope of the
Sonth Mountain and the foot slopes of the
North, contains oné hundred square miles
of land suitable for boeticulture. Thus we
have 64,000 acres of land on which may
be planted 3,200,000 apple trees that would
yield two barrels per tree (by far tdo low
an estimate) and these at $2 per barrel
would amount. to, 12,800,000 dollars.

First.—They should lie dry, whether
bedded or not. A dry floor is far better
than wet bedding. Spar or slat floors,
through which urine will quickly pase, and
and which give the apimals » leyel stand-
ing place, are especially to be advised. A
good degree of comfort may be had ov
such floors, but & full supply of dry litter—
straw, leaves, swamp huy, ete.~certainly
makes all kinds of stuck more comfors®
able,

Second—8Bhelter saves fodder, wherever
lumbés dan be easily obtained, to & degree
which few practical meu are aware of. The
warioer the stables are, the better, except
perhaps for sheep. But with close, warn
stables, it is cssential that the manun
heap  should be located .s0 a3 Dot
to Jecontaminate the air, and
that there should be perfect ventilation,
w0 arranged as not to cause drafts of air,

Third.—As to feed. This should be
given with the ntmost regularity and uni-
