Another grim tragedy has been add­
ed to tho annals of the parish of Kent, 
in Carleton county.

It was only ten or a dozen miles as 
tho crow flies from Holmeavil!*, th* 
scene of tho murder fer which George 
Gee will bo hungtxl on Friday of this 
week, to Rut her Glen, where cn Sun­
day night an oven more shocking crime 
was committed by a man named Thom­
as Cammack, or Cirnmic, who formerly 
lived in St. John, and one of whose 
young sons is now visiting friends 
either in St. «John or tho neighboring 
parish of Lancaster.

The name of tho murdered man is 
William Doherty, the same as that of 
the youth who, two years ago cn Aug­
ust 1st, was done to death in Rock- 
wood Park, St. Jchn.

It appears that William Doherty was 
keeping company with Cammack’s 
daughter, a girl of about 22 years, 
and her father objected. So great was 
his animosity that ho several times 
threatened to shoot Doherty, but his 
tin eats were not heeded.

On Sunday night last, about mid­
night, ho armed himself with a revol­
ver, went to tho Doherty house, gain­
ed entrance by the cellar, and going to 
William tv Doherty’s room shot him as 
ho lay in bed.

The report of the gun roused two cf 
Doherty’s brothers, and they appeared 
on thlo scene, but when Cammack turn­
ed the weapon on them they sought to 
escape. The murderer fired at both, 
wounding one in the chin and the 
other in the shoulder. The wounds, 
however, arc not dangerous.

Ho also attempted to kill his wife 
(Doherty’s sister) from whom ho was 
separated, and wounded her in tho 
head with tho butt of his revolver. 
She got out of the house.

Two children, who were in tho bouse, 
also escaped, but Cammack set fire to 
tho bouse and burned it to the ground, 
the flamee consuming the body of Wil­
liam Doherty.

Cammack then fled to the woods. 
Tho alarm was given and he was pur­
sued, and was finally captured, after a 
desperate attempt at suicide. His self- 
inflicted wound was so serious that he 
was reported last night to bo in a 
dangerous condition.

Sakha- 
ioff, dated July 15, and given out this 
morning, the wings of General Oku’s 
an 1 Nodsu’a armies have joined at 
Tung Chi, 10 miles southeast of Ta 
Tcbe Kiao. The Japanese are also re­
ported to have occupied the fortifica­
tions at Pint Zau, about seven miles 
north of Kai Chou, and were still pro­
ceeding towards New Chwang, which 
had not bon occupied July 15. A de­
tachment of General Kuroki’s force is 
reported to have reached the village of 
Tszhakth », 4Q miles east of Liao Yatig, 
on the Feng Wang Cheng high road.

St. Petersburg, July 16,—General 
Kuropatkin in a long despatch to the 
emperor, dated July 17, tells of- an at­
tempt by Lieut.-General Count Keller 
to drive back the Japanese from passes 
in tho neighborhood of Liaiishankwan. 
Though a vigorous attack was made, 
and reserves wore hurried up, the Rus­
sians eventually had to withdraw. 
General Keller reported the Russian 
losses to exceed 1,000. The men wire 
more than fifteen hours on foot iJ&i 
fighting. **

London, July 19.—In British official 
circles tho recent seizures and over­
hauling of British ships in the !Rcd 
Sea by tho Russian volunteer licet 
steamers Smolensk and St. Petersburg 
are regarded as very grave Interna­
tional incidents.

The seizure of tho Peninsular and Or­
iental steamer Malacca by the St. 
Petersburg and her arrival in the Suez 
Caaal as a prize of w ar on her way to 
Libau, on the Baltic, has come as a 
climax and the cabinet to-day is con­
sidering the course to pursue.

The British law officers acknowledge 
the right of the Russians to seize and 
detain mails, provided that only offi­
cial commumcaticns are taken, but 
they take the most serious view of the 
status of the two Russian ships oa­
trolling the Red Sea and if any official 
action or protest ensues it will be 
chiefly in regard to the passage of 
these erstwhile merchant ships through 
the Dardanelles and the r subsequent 
transformation into ships of ^ar.

C Recto* An oriental notion for an elaborate 
scheme of table decoration is a dainty 
canopy of flowers a/nd greenery stretch­
ed over the table, with, hanging from 
it, tiny Japanese .lanterns, each of a 
different shape, but none larger than 
from two to four inches. In apple 
blossom or the almond flower this can­
opy is said to be exceedingly effective.
It is supported at the four corners by 
slender pedestals, from which the roots 
of the tree are supposed to spring. 
The pedestals arc arranged not quite 
at the table corners, but something 
like ten inches away. A dwarf Japan­
ese cedar stands in the middle, and a 
few ,tiny bamboos and cocoa palms 
dot the table, with here and there a 
spray thrown down of apple blossom. 
The menus arc written on wee Japan­
ese umbrellas, loaning open, and both 
doilies and table napkins are Japan­
ese, the latter made of the familiar 
embossed paper, the former painted 
with little characteristic figures. Each 
finger bowl has a Jew Japanese ex­
panding flowers dropped into it, an 
amusement for all the guests, who can 
watch the pretty marvel of their 
growth.

Japanese paper flowers make an ex­
cellent fl^istitute for the natural blos­
som, or the canopy looks very well 
decked with mimosa. In this case 
chrysanthemums are arranged at the 
corner pedestals and in the center of 
the table.—Brooklyn Eagle.
