REQUIREMENTS.

The hot water tank contains but
forty gallons of water, This may be
sufficient for the ordinary family, but
for an Institution of this kind it is
necessary that ome containing one
hundred gallons, or thereabouts.
should be installed. It would appreci-
ably increase the facility for the
bathing of patients and for the large
amount of clothing which is washed
daily. This item, unfortunately, I re-
iterate from that of 1907.

IMPROVEMENTS AND REPAIRS.

The fence in front of the Hospital
was becoming more or less dilapidat-
ed and has been replaced by a new
one. This, in addition to the amount
of labor put on the grounds, adds
very .materially to the appearance of
the front.

Several rooms in the basement were
plastered. The rooms in the attic.
fourteen in all, have been lathed agnd
plastered. The windows were repaired
and all the woodwcrk received a
much needed coat of paint. The re-
sult so far as appearance and com-
fort are concerned need not be de-
scribed.

The floors in the water closets were

very much decayed and have been re-
placed by new ones. Various repairs
were made in the different depart-
ments.

A water-power washing machine
has been purchased at a very moder-
ate price and its worth certainly ex-
ceeds its price a hundred fold, when
one realizes the amount of work it
does and the manner in which it is
done.

At our Institution, after a demise.
it has been the custom to keep the
body therein awaiting burial very of-
ten at times exceeding forty-eight
hours. Not only has inconvenirnce re-
sulted from this condition, but the
danger of infection ‘due to havinz the
body of a patient, who may die of
tuberculosis or other infectious or
contagious disease, as is often the

. case, lay for so long a time tn our
Institution. A buildine. 8x10, has
been built fqr this purpose, ani im-
‘mediately after g death the hodyv is
removed to this building, awaiting

under one year, $100 for those of one
to under three vears, and $143 for

those of three years and over. Horses |

of the last class are below an aver-
age of $120 in Prince Bdward Island,
Nova Scotia and Alberta; in New
Brunswick, Quebec and Ontario they
are about $140, and in Manitobag and
Saskatchewan they are $170 to $176.
Milch cows have an average value in
the Dominion of $34, ranging from
$29 in Prince Edweard Islapd and New
Brunswick to $36 in Ontario and $37
in Sasiatchewan; but in ‘British Co-
lumbia the averapge is $48 Other
horned cattle have an average value
over the Dominion of $9 for those
under cne year, $21 for those of one
to under three years and $32 for
those of three yecars and over. These
averages are gereraglly close for all
the provinces, but the highest values
are given for Ontario and the West
ern provinces.

The aveérage value of swine is given
as $5.86 per 100 pounds live weight,
being lowest in Manitoba, Saskatche-
war and Alberta and highest in Que-
bec, Ontario and British Columbia.
Sheep are given an average value of
$5.23 per head for the Dominion, and
are below the average in the Mari-
time provinces, Quebec and Saskat-
chewan.

The total value of farm animals
computed on the foregoing averages
and the number of animals on farms
in June was $530,000,000. The June
price of wool for the Dominion was
18 cents per pound.

The average wages of farm and do-
mestic nelp for the Dominion per
month was $24.€0 for males and
$13.50 for females, and per year, $209
for males and $130 for females. The

highest averages are reported for the !

western provinces, where they reach
about $300 per year for males, and

$160 for females. In Ontario and Que- |

bec thg average for males is about
$240 and for Iemalgs $120 per year.

22, by the
Cobb-Butler Co. The Seaman is a |
beautifully modelled and substantial-
ly built double deck four-masted |
| schooner, designed for the coastwise |
and Porto Rican trade. She is 189 |
feet in length, 39 feet in breadth and |
20 feet in <lepth. She has a gross ton-
nage of 1060 and net tonnage of 963. |
The frame is of oak, hardwood and |
hackmetack, and the planking and |
| ceiling are of yellow pine. - She is |
square fastened and extra strong |
| There is an unusual amount of gal-|
| vanized work in the vessel's equip- |
| ment. One of her boats is fitted with |
{ a six horse power gasoline engine. |
The two houses are 32x26 and 29x23 |
feet respectively. The after house is |

' main cabin, dining room, captain’s
cabin, a bath room, two spare state

Government Annuity Plan

A few days ago

plan which has previously been the
subiect of considerable .discussion.
The system is not a charitable sys-
tem. though the charity feature has
its place in it, but it is a system

| which is designed to encourage thrift

on the part of the people of the Do-
minion. Because it will tend to in-
crease Canadian thriftiness the svs-
tem is one of great importance since
aid in adding to the wealth
of a country which has every chance
to become g country of immense
wealth. Under the plan decided upon.
as an exchange points out, the earn-
ing power of the money paid in will
be calculated at four per cent. The
amount of any annuity is limited to
a minimum of $50 and a maximum
of $600 per year. The annuities can-

| not be seized for debt, nor forfeited
| nor tramsferred. The payments may

be made in a lump sum, or by regu-
irregular instalments as the
circumstances of the individual per-
mit. A man and his wife may obtain
a joint annuity. If the claimant dies
before the maturity of the annuity.
his heirs will receive the amount
paid in plus compound interest there-
on at three per cent for the time
since the payments began. Men em-
ploying labor can contract for their
workmén and incorporated societi:s
for their members. By paying twenty-

Character in the Face

I used to pride myself upon my
power to read faces casually encoun-
but an-
other way of saying that I used to
be young. Whole character sketches
could I make out of the curve of the
lips, the lines of the forehead, the
contour of cheek-and of brow, and,
as I never again saw most of the
people in question, and never really
| knew them, nobody was ever the
wiser or the worse for my minute
interpretations. It is only lately that
I have begun to suspect that my
instinct was more fallible than I had
thought, that Dame Nature is a far
more suqtle lady than I hgd dreamed
and that, in creating faces, as else-
where, she follows her usual method
of almost wholly concealing her
meaning by partially revealing it. **

Is it from actual observation that
we have grown to associate certain
inner qualities with certain character-
istics of cut and of coloring, or are
fiction and drama resuonsible for our
conventional beliefs? No amount of
enlightenment can keep us from
identifying golden hair with inno-
cence; the black locks and heavy
brow of the arch villain of melo-
drama, the square ohin of the man
of decision, the straightforward gaze
of conscious virtue—all these time-
worn generalities dominate, though
we do not know it, our observation.
If we had the use of our eyes we
should see, I fancy, that, in real life,
the villain wears a look of conscious
virtue more convincingly than does
any one else, and that, unlike his
image in fiction, he almost never re-
alizes that he is a wvillain. We hide
our real vision under the shreds and
patches of worn-out fancy, and I
think that the angels would laugh if
they ¢ould hear, gs mayhap they do.
our interpretation of those whom we
see hurrying past us upon the street,
or sitting beside us in railway trains
or, dare I add? at our own hearths.
