With
the face of the couniry in a porhus
and mushy condition. it is imposs'ble
to coffect the, essential quick move-
ments of artillery, without which any
big offensive is foredoomed to fail.

“The allied troops would probably
have little trouble in occupying the
greater part of the German front
trenches forthwith, because the enemy
holds these lightly. But then? ‘With
the ranges registered to a nicety from
myriads of artillery and machine guns,
such a step would be sheer suicide
untll the opportunity is ripe.”

Severe in Russia.

A Russian correspondent writes:
“The most severe part of winter has
now begun in the Russian theatre. All
reports agree that the weather this
year is harder than usual. It is in-
creasingly doubtful if any serious
events will occur until the end of
January.”

Despite the weather the duel in the
Vosges mountains, in the western
zone, continues, and may eventually
prove to be one of the big operations
of the war. The gains in either direc-
tion thus far have been small, but the
French claim progress in their efforts
to establish themselves on the crest
of the foothills which here dominate
the plain.

“The plan that was prepared met
with such approval that from Ottawa
to Windsor similar groups were ready
to go ahead and each was clamoring to
be first.

“The 'municipalities have staked
their credit behind radial roads and
they are saying to Toronto, ‘You pro-
vide the entrance and we pledge all
our business over that road.

Support is Pledged.

“Toronto is asked to guarantee some
$4,000,000 of bonds. This is about two-
thirds of one per cent. of her assess-
ment. The other municipalities are
guaranteeing an average of ten per
cent. of their assessments, and that
shows how thoroly they are behind
the project. According to the schedule
prepared by the Northeaster Rail-
way, Whitby guarantees $183,000, iten
per eent. of hér assessment; the Town-
ship of Pickering guarantees $578,000,
this is over ten per cent. of her assess-
ment; the Township of Markham
guarantees $803,000, and Scarboro
§565,000, both of which represent more
than ten per cent.

“Is it 1likely that, in view of this,
they will not do everything they pos-
sibly can to make the hydro radials a
success?

For the Good of All.

“Regarding the question of the city
handing over to the
right of way,” Mr. Laidlaw continued,
“a.l are agreed that that matter should
be in the hands of a body not affected
or changed by annual elections or local
issues on which the electors generally
run, but one that will operate the road
in the interests of all, and the muni-
cipalities guarantee that if there is
any loss they will stand for it, but the
hydro agrees that if there is profit the
n:unicipalities 'will divide it in pro-
portion to the amount of money in-
vested.

London Papers Do Not Now Con-
sider Resignations Are
Likely.

LONDON, Dec. 29.—“The notion
that there are vast numbers of
‘slackers’ is unwarranted by the facts.”
says the parliamentary correspondent
of The Daily Chronicle, why today pre-
sents the following figures: “The to-
tal number of unmarried men who
have not attested, as shown by the na-
tional register, is 600,000, and includes
a very large proportion of defectives.
It also comprises many thousands of
men engaged in essential industries.
In short, not more than one-hailf of the
600,000 are available for military ser-
vice. Again from this remainder of
300,000 large deductions have to be
made on account of numerous cases
where the son is the bread-winner of
the family. The notion that there are
vast numbers of ‘slackers’ is unwar-
ranted by the facts. Just as many
married men proportionately - are not
attested as unmarried men.” '
No Resignations?
The evening newspapers today all
concede that the decision of the cabi-
net is in favor of compulsory service,
and see little ground for belief that
there will be resignations of cabinet
ministers or for anticipation of the
serious opposition of the country. The
Westminster Gazette, which frequently
voices ministerial opinion, says:
“The only man who would have a
right to resign in the present circum-
stances is the man who has a con-
scientious objection to compulsory
service in any circumstances and who
is willing to face all the military con-
sequences of a shortage of men rather
than consent to the principle,”
Needed at Posts.
The others, the newspaper contends,
are needed at their posts to see that
compulsion is administered so ‘that
the military demand for men will not
swamp the demand of industries equal-
ly important for winning the war, It
hopes the government bill will be pure-
ly a measure confined to the perind of
the present war,
David Liloyd George, the minister of
munitions, whose urgent calls for
workers in maunition factories have
much to do with the speedy decision
reachgd. will now take none but men
ineligible on the fighting line, If the
trades unions, as is hoped, agree to
his proposal for dilution of skilled
workers oh munitions with a propor-
tion of the unskilled, he will be able to
fill the new factories with women and
ineligible men quite capable of doing
with little training the work now
done by skilled labor.,

New Building Has Accommoda-
tion for Forty, With Fifteen
at Present There.

The formal opening took place yes-
terday afternoon of the New Ontario
Oddfellows’ Orphanage at the corner
of Davenport road and Ossington ave-
nue. Bro. Dr. A. T. Campbell, PGS,
who was to have given an address,
was prevented by illness from attend-
ing | the meeting.

In an opening address the president,
Bro, J. T. Hornibrook, reminded the
assembly that it was exactly 20 years
since the project of such a home nad
teen brougkt before the grund lodge,
and that Bro. Dr. Campbe'l was the
first to bring the matter up.  First
supported by voluntary subscriptions,
it was, after a few years, decided
by the committee, formed of mem-
bers of Grand Lodge and the Rebecca
assembly, to levy an assessment of 20
cents per capita, and this is now the
source of revenue.

The present new building has been
finished to meet the requirements of
the law that children should be housed

entirely apart from the older people;

and for the comfort and well being of
the children. There were short
speeches of congratulation and en-
couragement by Rev. P. Bryce, Bro.
W. 8. Johnston and John Donogh, P.
G. M.

Several recitations and songs were
given by the children of the home, who
looked so happy, free-and-easy, and
well cared for, that it was difficult for
some to believe that they were orphans.

Grateful tributes were paid to Mrs.
L. E. Ryan, Mrs. J. Buchanan, J. Bu-
chanan and Mrs. Campbell for their
work on behalf of the children.

Mrs. Campbell announced that ‘the
Rebecca assembly, of which she was
the president, would give the furnish-
ings for a dormitory for the girls.

The home, as a whole, takes in chil-
dren from the age of three years, and
adults to the age of 86.

CHICAGO Dec. 29.—Despite numer-
ous rallies, wheat today averaged
lower, influenced largely by a deecline |
at Liverpool. The close was unsettled, |
varving from 1 1-8 off to 5-8c up, with
May at 1.24 7-8 to 1.256 and July 1.16-
Corn gained 1-2 to 3-4c¢ and outs
1-8 to 1-2¢. In provisions the out-
come ranged from 25¢ decline to a
shade advance.

Bears in wheat appeared to regard
the setback shown by Liverpool quo-
tations as . decidedly significant. In
this connection, a leading authority
said that United States exports up to
Jan. 1, would be 50,000,000 bushels less
than at the corresponding time last
vear, whereas the primary arrivals had
overtaken those of a year ago and the
outlook is for a steady increase of the
domestic visible supply total. There
were advices also that the Argentine
harvest is turning out, better than ex-
pected and that o large yield in Aus-
tralia is assured.

Bullish crop estimates from Kansas
caused one  of the temporary rallies
in wheat. Another transient upturn
was due more or less to word that an
embargo on shipments of grain to Phil-
adelphia had been removed. State-
ments, however, that foreigners were
selling futures and that no vessel
could be obtained for January and
February shipment at the Gulf of Mex-
ico gave an advantage to the bears
until just before the close, when a
sharp upturn took place on account of
covering by shorts.

Notwithstanding that corn at times
showed sympathy with the wheat
weakness, prices during the greater
part of the day were inclined o ad-,
vance., Higher cable quotations tend-
ed to help the bulls and so too did
diminished estimates of the Kansas
crop.

Oats was dominated by the strength
of corn. Besides, some export business
was said to be in progress,

Packers selling more than counter-
balanced in the provision makket the
effect of a falling-off in slaughterings
of hogs.
