Twelve Men Missing-Cable

Simla, Nov. 1b.—0mdal despatches re-
ceived here to-day from the British camp
in the Maidan Valley, tell of a recon-
naissance in force by the British. The
movement was commanded by Brigadier
General Westmacott, and the British
force engaged consisted of the Dorset-
shire Regiment, the Northamptonsiire
Regiment, a regiment of Sikhs and two
batteries of artillery. This column mov-
ed yesterday to Saran-Sar and reached
the summit of the 'mnuntz_xin with little
resistance. There the troops found a
hastily evacuated camp and soon after
retired upon the main body. This move-
ment, however, was attended by gerioas
losses to the British. The insurgent
tribesmen followed after the column in
strong force, swarming from behind
the rocks, showing wonderful audacity
and keeping up a heavy fire at short
range ugon the British troops.

+pan Shelby was running the Adelphi
Theatre, and we played there, We sang
duets and did vaudeville—ne, it ‘was not
called vaudeviile in those days.' It was va-
riety.. We afterwards pla;ed two weeks’
engagement on the road. Then we joined
Tony  Pastor's company, and I was with
Pastor seven years. Our work then was the
short sketches so well known on the variety
stage., They might be called comediettas.
Some of them resembled the modern curtain
raiser, only they were adapted to the va-
riety [stage. We also seng a great deal.
The songs? Let me see. O, yes, there was
‘Hear Tuem Bells?—remember that?—and
‘Bright Light in the Morning,’ and ‘Down
Mobile’——yes, we sang that in those days.
Anothersfavorite was ‘Balm of Gilead.’ We
didn't yake a spegialty of negro songs then,
We sang a great many medleys. While we
were with Pastor we also did a sketch that
many people may remember, entitled ‘On
. Board the Mary Jane,” and another called
‘The Rpral Swell.’

“But 1 gaveé all that up in 1882, when I

KELLEY MURDER TRIAL.

Conductor Clark Remembered Him Paying
His Fare on the Train—Detective
Carpenter Gives Evidence.

Dover, N. H., Nov, 10.—In the Kelley
murder trial this morning, the early
evidence had a bearing on the presence
of the team driven by Kelley on the day
of the murder. John De Blue of Som-
ersworth said it was Kelley who was
driving the team. This witness said Kel-
ley had talked with him about starting
a Toof garden over a two-storey saw-
mill.

Frank P. Clark of Lancaster, a rail
road conductor, recognized Kelley as a
passenger who rode on his train from
Quebec Junction to Cookshire Junction
on the night of April 16, and paid his
fare on the train. On cross-examination
he said he noticed that Kelley had a
dress suit case with him, but saw no-
thing about his appearance to arouse
suspicion.

"T'he contents of the package which
was mailed by the brakeman ot Conduc-
tor Clark’s train was known by John G.
Pattee, postmaster at North Stratford,
who examined the parcel, and found in
it postage stamps to the value of $266.

Napoleon Bedard, hotelkeeper at St.
Justin, Que., gave the details,of Kelley's
visit to his place and his purchase of at
outfit of woman’s wearing apparel, and
Silas 8. Carpenter, Chief of Detectives,
of Montreal, followed with the story of
his examimation of Kelley after the
arrest. He recited the confession made
by the prisoner the mnext day, that he
alone killed Mr. Stickney. The finding
of the bag of money where Kelley said
he had hidden it was also described.

The afternoon session opened at 2.30,
with an increased attendance,

ness called, said he watched Kelley twc
nights before the arrest. 4t one time,
Kelley told witness that Mr. Stickney
was _anice: old ‘man, and that he ought
not to hawe committed the deed. He
had the job planned for a long while,
he said, but the girl in the bank pre-
vented him from doing it.

But it has sow
been taken away to be presentéd to tne
Smithsonian Institugion as a curiosity.

The Inquest Was Adjourned in Order
to Attend the Obsequies. .

Evidence Estabiished the Faet That Fred
Elllott- Shot His Elder Brother Harvey
During a Quarrel—Physicians Say the
Wound Caused Death—Jurors Took Twe
Hours to Arrive at a Verdiet,

Bayfield, Ont., Nov. 10.—The inquest
in the shooting case was resumed this
morning at 10 o'clock before Coroner
Stanbury.

A post mortem examination was held
on Tuesday afternoon at 2 o'clock by
Drs¢ Sheppard and Grey. The body was
found in a healthy condition. Death was
shown to have been caused by a shot
from a revolver. The course of the ball
was from between the first and second
ribs, on the left side, passing through
the body to the right side, and lodging
between the eight and ninth ribs. The
jury was empanelled, viewed the body,
and proceeded to the Town Hall, when
the inquest was adjourned till 10 a.m.
on Wednesday before Coroner Stanbury
Mr. Lewis of Gocerich appeared for the
Crown, and William Proudfoot for the
accused.’

. ‘What Albert Woe(s Saw.

The first witness called was Albert
Woods. He related the story of being
at Varna with Harvey Blliott and L.
Dumart. They had several drinks while
there; started for home about 6, got to
Bayfield ‘about 8. Shortly before Lew

City Engineer Keating has prepared his
report regarding elevators for the new Olty
Hall. If the Board of Cuntrol faces the Is-
sue: at thelr meeting this afternoon, which
is very improbable, they will find them-
selves precisely ms far/ ndvanced In the di-
rection of making a choice between electric
and hyd:aulic systems as they were when
they tried to throw the onus on an only
ndirectly tresponsible civic official. The

| engineer submits that in cost of installation

the electrie tender is cheaper by $10,G%5
than the lowest hydraulic tender. The con-
trollers knew that when they opened the
tenders.

Secondly, the report goes on to say:

“The chlef questions requiring considera-
tlon are: 1. Safety, 2. Reliability as to ser-
vice.

roversy is thereby narrowed down
to a question as to the comparative econ«
omy in ¢peration. This was practically the
subject on which the board asked for most
enligntenment.

o many qualifying “ifs” and “buts” that
he niust be adjudged to be non-committal.
He pruceeds to quote from the report of the

Weight of Evidencs With fiyraulte.

The feport sums up as follows:

“if, therefore, we assume that the entire
ower plant is to be installed within the
pullding, I do not think, from all I can
gather, that the difference in cost of opera-
tion between the two systems is worth con-
sideriig, providng, of course- that each
eystem is of the most modern description,
and providing also that we could be sure
that the loaas and service would be toler-
ably uniform| and regular. As this latter
provision, however, is exceedinly unlikely”
to be realized in practice, it appears to me
that the advantage is on the side of the
hydraulic plant, as that system admits of
ihe storage of power in the tanks, which
the electric system proposcd does not pro-
vide for in any way. Taen, again, If we
take the question of repai1s and mainte-
hanee, the weight of evidence is in favor
of thie hydraulie elevator.

“f have not so far taken into consideration
the question of purchasing the current to
run an electric plant. If this is done, the
question becomes somewhat more compll-
cated, as we cannot tell beforehand, with
any degree of accuracy, what the consump-
tion is going to be; and If this current 18
bought, 1t Is clear that the arguments of
the hydraulic adyocates as to the utilization
of the waste steam by their system are
pertinent. | Against this, there is the saving
on the first cost of the electric installation,
nearly 16,000, the interest on wuich, the
advocites of electricity claim is sufficient
to run the eleciric plant for all time. This
claitn, however, I should hesitate to ac-
cept, and I am inclined to think that, bal-
ancidg the one against the other, the saving
would still be on the side of the hydiaulic
plant.

“‘Before closing this report I would sug-
gest directing the architect’s attention to
the possibility of utilizing the exhaust
steam from the works of the Toronto In-
candescent Electric Light (Toquany. in Ter-
aulay-street, for_the purpose o heating the
new Municipal Buildings.

“It the architect finds this practicable and
satisfactory arrangements could be effected
with the company by which this steam
could be so used, I have little doubt that
in that case, and with the electrie current
at the low rate of 3c per kilo-watt hour
(which the company has, 1 understand, al-
ready offered), that very considerable econ-
omy would b2 effceted by adepting electric
elevators.”

British Indin,
Bystander in The Sun.

The Government of British India is never
in serious danger from insurrectien. The
people, even where ,as in the Mahratta
ecuntry or Mysore, they owe were warlike,
Lhave been so long disarmed that they are
now mere sheep. They are, moreover, di-
vided by race, caste and religion, destitute
of any bond of political unity among them-
selves and devoid of the sentiment of na-
t!on.ullty. Nor is there much adanger of mu-
tiny in the native army, so long as the
caste of the native soldier is respected. The
chief danger is financial. India, though
gorgeous, 18 poor. The mass of the people
are miserably poor, and their penury in-
crefires with their numbers, the reckless
multiplication of which, since the peace
of the empire has been established, is no
longer limited by war. Yet the Anglo-In-
d¥an Government is expected by British
philanthropy to administer the country in
acconlance with the principles and on the
scalet of European civillzation. This s
more than its treasury will bear; at least
without the unhallowed suppiement of the
opfum trade. Famine, pest lence and the
military expenditure, increased by carrying
on the ‘‘forward policy” inaugurated by
Lord Lytton, are now bringing on a finan-
cial crisis, in which the British treasury
will probably have to come to the ald of
that of India. At the same time Great
Lritain is being called upon to face the ex-
pense of a great addition to her own army.
The Rritish citizen will presently begin
to meditate on the cost of Empire.;

Wants to Convert Part of New
Brunswick's Debt.

HOPES TOMAKE A NEW DEAL

By Which the Rate of Interest Will
Be Cut From 4 to 3 Per Cent.

The Lumber Cut of His Province Not Like.
1y to be Heavy This Winter—Coalition
Government Works Well—A Discovery
Which Peeple Construe as an Indica-
cation That Milkman Mecch Intended
te Murder Mr. Last—Grave Found All
Ready—Montreal Rews,

Montreal, Nov. 10.—(Special.)—New
Brunswick is going to convert a portion
of her bonded debt, wiich amounts to
a little less than $3,000,000, and of this
sum $1,200,000 is convertible, and with
this object in view, Hon. L. J. Tweedie,
Provincial Secretary of the province, is
in the city interviewing capitalists ard
money lenders. He states that the pro-
vince is now paying 4 per cent., but
hopes by the new-deal to reduce the
rate to 3 per cent. The province has
7,000,000 acres of timber land, and of
this there are yet 2,000,000 acres not
under lease. In fact, Mr. Tweedie says
that the Government in the past could
have disposed of the entire limits for
$12,000,000 or $15,000,000, thus wiping
out the debt and securing a respectadle
reverrue for all time to come, but such
a policy would have thrown the timber
into the hands of monopolists and para-
lyzed to a greater or less degree the
lumber indystry of the province. Mr.
I'weedie adds that, owing to the drop in
the market and the lack of ships, no
less thad 100,000,000, feet will be kept
over, and no doubt this will have a ten-
dency to very considerably lessen the cut
this winter.

The Provincial Secretary says coali-
tion works like a charm in New Bruns-

Nid Meech Premeditate Murder ?

The tragedy at Back River where
Milkman Meech attempted to murder
his creditor and boarder, a Mr. Last,
has been called to mind again. Mr.
Ovila Sanscartier, who occupies _the
farm adjacent to the one occupied by
the Meech family, and on whose land
the deadly struggle took place, was walk-
ing through the serub yesterday, when
he reached the spot referred to. About
four yards from thé place, and conceal-
ed by decaying brushwooﬂ., he found a
grave three feet deep and five and 2
half feet in length, and apparently ex-
cavated about the time of the occur-
rence of the affair. The police have lit-
tle doubt from this discovery that
Meech. intended.. to murder Last for
gome time before the assault, and that
the grave discovered by Mr, Sanscartier
had been prepared to receive the victim.
Meech is now at St. Vineent de Paul.

Transporting Thoroughbreds.

The Joint Traffic Association has recom-
mended the following rules to govern the
transportation of race horses. trotters and
other horses sent by express companfies or
by cars attached to passenger trains.

troin.

2. With horses other than race horses
attendants may be carried free as follows:
One attendant with each consignment up to
and Including three cars belonging to one
owner; two attendants with from four to
seven cars inclusive belonging to one own-
er, and three attendants with eight cars or
more belonging to one owner. Three at-
tendants is the maximum number which
will be carried free for one owner, on one
train, and such attendants will be permit-
ted to ride only in the B8Second-class or

WONDERS [N THE WILDS OF ASIA,

Returning From Explorations, Dr. Sven
Medin Brings Stories of Buried Cities’
and Great Bodies of Water.

Boston, Nov. 10.—A Stockholm special
spys: The most astonishing centribution
to science in many a long year was furnish-
ed by Dr. Sven Hedin, a young Swedish
savant, who has just returned to Stockholm
after a four years’' sojourn in what bave

hitherto been considered inaccessible por-
tions of Central Asia, The facts which Dr.
Hedin brings back are so marvellous as to
more than astonish all, and utterly upset
cherished theories of many savants.

The explorer found burled citles of which
the world had never heard. He learned of
the existence of great bodies of water of
which even the most learn¢d in the science
of geography never dreamed. He found
great herds of wild animals, he saw thou-
sands and thousands of camels without
owners, he ascended to heights hitherto
ccnsidered beyond reach of man, and he
eccountered a catalog of dangers which
make one shudder to hear of.

. Dr. Hedin headed an expedition of which
he was the only Buropean. He was backed
by King Oscar of Sweden and a number
of other wealthy persons interested in ex-
plorations. He was absent a trifie less
than four years, and though the outside
world has not learned of it to any extent,
he was accorded almost as royal a recep-
tion in Sweden as was Dr. Nansen. It is
possible for many Europeans to now pene-
trate the district through which Hedin
traveled ,and it will likely in time prove &
find of tremendous importance to com-
merce. Sixty-two times he had to defend
his life against Inhabitants of that section
of Asla ﬁxmngh which he traveled, who
not only sought to kill him to obtain pos-
session of whg:aho had, but because they

The inhabitants he found were flerce and
warlike. The majority of them claimed to
be utterly {gnorant of the great matlons
of the world, and declared that mo force
could be brought against them 8o strong
they could not conquer it.

Dr. Hedin find a mixtare of blood. In ap-
pearance this people showed traces of Tar-

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A GOVERNMENT CORDAGE IAC'I:OIY.

The proposal to erect a cordage fac-
tory for the employment of the Central
Prison convicts continues to meet with
the opposition of the firms that have
their money invested in that business.
They hold that the Government should
not antagonize their business, and that
some other occupation can be found for
the prisoners without conflicting with
private interests.

MR. CHAMBERLAIN AND BRITISH
GUIANA.

Hon. Joseph Chamberlain, in a recent
despatch to the Government of British
Guiana, uses rather strong language in
remonstrating with that colony for its
refusal or neglect to appropriate a suf-
ficient portion of its revenue towards the
fortification of its ports. He urges this
duty upon them as a matter of self-
interest and self-defence, in case of war.
In such an event, England, he says,
may be expected to" prevent foreign
fleet from attacking any of its dependen-
cies, but it cammot be expected to he
able to prevent anly sudden attack by,
say, single cruisers. It is to provide
against such an occurrence that the
fortification above referred to becomes a
duty incumbent on -all colonies which
have harbors exposed to such attacks.
The Colonial Secretary reminds the
Government of Guiana of what other
colonies have done or are doing in this
respect, and assumes that the lack of
action on the part of Guiana exhibits a
want of interest in national honor and

pire. Is Mr. Chamberlain quite justified
in assuming that the imaction of Guiana
is due to unwillingness to do its duty?
Is this inaction not rather to be attri-
buted to its present inability to spare
funds for a service which, under fairly
prosperous © eircumstances, it would
cheerfully ‘undertake?

The report of the West India Commis-
sioners on the present/position and pros-
pects of the West Iddies has shown to
the British Government the deplorable
condition of most of the colonies; capi-

of unemployed workmen, very low
wages, and complete collapse of credit.
1t shows that at present prices of sugar,
matters must become worse, further
abandonment of estates and a still
greater lack of employment must result.
With respect to the special colony un-
der consideration, the report says: “Bri-
tish Guiana would also suffer severely,
and the problem to be dealt with in that
colony might prove to be one of excep-
tional difficulty,” and again: “If there
occurred . a sudden and general failure
of the sugar industry in Barbadoes and
British Guiana, where the population is
comparatively large and the people de-
pend so greatly upon the cultivation of
the sugar cane; in such a contingency
neither British Guiana nor Barbadoes
would be able to meet the necessary
cost of administration for, probably, a
considerable number of years.” With
their country in such a condition, it is
hardly to be expected that the Govern-
ment of Guiana should feel very wolici-
tous about the future, or should squeeze
out of its impoverished resources any
large amount for a purpose so remote
as the contingency of war; mor is their
failure to do so to be attributed to the
absence of ‘patriotic sentiment.

Is Bfigland clcar of reproach in its
treatment of Guiana and other West
India colonies? The West -India Com-
missioners all agree that the present
severe depression there has mainly been
produced by the sugar bounty policy of,
continental Europe, through which the
cane-sugar producing colonies have suf-
fered from unfair competition. For
years they have been appealing for re-
lief. They do not ask England for a
protective tariff on sugar, nor for any
bounty on colonial sugar, but merely
that they should be relieved from this
unfairness. ‘What they ask of Engiand
is: Put a stop, if possible, by remon-
strance, to the export bounty on sugar,
but if the bounty-paying countries will
not consent to this, do you itppose (n
bounty-favored sugar a customs daty
equal to the bounty paid. Und¢r such a
policy, the West India sugar|indusiry
will survive, and will show thjt it can
compete, on equal terms, with|the beet
sugar industry of Europe. The British
Government, so far, has deflined or
cmitted to accede to the reasopable de-
mands of the West India planters, fear-
ing that this must add about|one far-
thing per pound to the price |of sugar
and jam. Although fully aware| that iLis
sugar bounty policy has neaifly extin-
guished the sugar refining injflustry in
Great Britain, and is fast ruining the
West India colonies, the Govenpment of |
England apears unwilling tp sustain
this trifling increase in the price of one

ished and decaying colony like Guiana
ghould at once embark on an expendi-
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ing to incfease i customs duties, there-
by necessitated, must considerably in-
crease the prices of all the articles which
its people import.

DELAYS RY THE CROWN. 4

Justice Meredith yesterday dismissed
the Criminal Assizes peremptorily, be-
cause the Crown was not ready to pro-
ceed with the cases. In doing so His
Lordship remarked: “The eourt is ready,
the jurors are ready, the prisoner is
ready, but the Crown is not ready.
There is something wrong, or the sys-
tem is wrong.”

Justice Meredith is right, There is
something (jlecidedly wrong. In- this
particular instance, because of the
Crown’s - unreadiness, people who may
be innocent, who are ready for trial,
and who demand trial, are compelled to
either linger in jail, or mix with their
fellows with the obloquy of an unproved
charge hapg-ing over their heads.

It is not by any means the first time
that, on account of the Crown’s un-
readiness, or unwillingness, to proce:1,
“owing to the interests of justice,”,
people who have afterwards been ac-
quitted have to remain in durance vile.

The Dicks case was an instance. Ar-
thur Dicks was charged wich muz-
der of his wife for the insur: upon
her life. The defence was ready, but
the Crown got the case traversed ‘in the
imterests of justica.” /The defence
openly accused the Crown Prosecutor of
holding the case over so that it might
be brought on later, when the minds of
the jurors would be inflnenced against
that kind of case. But the Crowa had
its way, and the caSe wae traversed.
At the subsequent trial the presiding
judge took the case away from tlie jury,
after compelling the Crown Prosecutor,
the same who had demanded the tra-
verse, to admit that he could not make
out a case against the prisoner.

There was “something wrong” in that
case, but the only person who felt it was
the innocent man, who remained in
jail. The theory that the Crown can
do no wrong held good.

In the instance afforded by the events
at the Assize Court yesterday a judge
held that.the Crown can be wrong. His
Lordship : pointed out that the Crown
had, on two occasions during the pro-
gress of the court, obtained adjourn-
ments of two and three days, bécause
it was not ready. Some eighty or nine-
ty jurors had been kept away from their
homes and business, drawing pay for
ten days from the country, for which
they did about two days’ work. When
sending these jurors away, His Lord-
ship said that they had nights. He
might have gone further and said: “Pri-
soners, who are innocent until found
guilty, have rights; the country, who
pays jurors, Crown Prosecutors and all
the court paraphernalia, has rights.”

But His Lordship did say that some-
thing or the system was wrong.

Sewage Contamination.

Mr. McGill points out that specific dis.
ease .germs from sewage are the cause of
most impure wells and that the question «f
examining a well water resolves itself into
the detection of sewage. Iu wsing a 1ok
luted or a suspected, well water, danger
may be very much,, jessened by artificlal
filtration, or by boiling the water. Boiling
is not the absolute guaranty of safety
whieh is generally supposed; since it i9
now known that some forms of bacteria
are able, in the so-called resting spora con<
dition, to resist a boiling temperature; but
there can be no doubt that greater safety
in use comes frem boiling the water.

POLLUTED WELLS.

Bulletin Issued by the Laboratory ot the
Inlanid Revenue Department
oot Oawa,.
From the Laboratory of the Inland Re-
venue Department at Ottawa a valuable
bulletin on well waters has been issued. It
consists of a report by Mr. A. McGill, B.A.
on a , number of samples, Which
were collected in various parts of the
Dominion by order of Cominissioner Miall
in June last. These samples were 61 In

pumber and the results of the exumination
by official analysts are given.

Sources of Supply.
“\WWhen we consider that every water sup-
ply originates with rain, and is nothing
more than rain water variously collecteéd
and stored; that the gathering ground 18
the surface of the earth itself, and the
natural or artificial
excavation to which water finds fccess
from higher levels; when further we con-
sider how large a proportion of the earth’'s |
surface is made up of manured fields, town
and village streets, country barnyards, pas-
ture fields, ete., it becomes really a source
of wonder that our great water courses are
so little tainted as they are. And even
when the gathering ground is mainly the
untilled land of the back settlements, and
of the virgin ferest, it is still to be remem-
bered that the decaying vegetable matter
of these regions, the peat-bogs, marshes
and swamps, must cause t water there
originating to have an amo int of organic
matter in solution, which differentiates 1t
sharply from pure water,

Easy in Citlex.

“In the case of cities and larger towns
which are supplied from a single source—
generally a lake or river—it is compara-
tively an easy matter to ascertain from
¢ime to time the character of the supply.
Any conditions likely to alter Iits nature,
as the inflow of sewage, the establishment.
of mapufactures, the decay of conduits,
etc., are matters of municipal importance,
and are generally looked after by the citi-
zens or their representatives. .
“It is quite otherwise In the case of vil-
luge supplies, and the wells throughout the
farming districts. Bach particular supply
has its own character; and, while one may,
in general, safely assume that a farm well
is a wholesome food supply, this is by no
means universally true.
The Owners’' Daty.

“QOf course it Is impossible that anything
like a systematic and comprehensive €X-
amination of all the wells in the country
should be undertaken by the Depattment
of Iniand Revenue, or by any other de-
partment of the Government. This is a duty
which must devolve primarily upon the par-
ticular owners and users affected. But the
danger of using a polluted water supply
does not end with the immediate consumer.
All the residents of any locality are af-
fected by the outbreak of typhoia fever,
diphtheria, cholera, or other contagious dis-
ease within its limits, and are, Iin conse-
quence, secondarily interested in the condi-
tion of any contaminated water supply
through which the discase may be spread.

No Guaarantees of Purity.
It is with a view to awakening the atten-
tion of owners and users of wells to the
importance of having them looked after,
that this work has been done. Feople as-
sume, too frequently, thdat watér used as
a domestic supply is all rignt, when Jin
truth the facts are quite otherwise. Jt
cannot be too emphatically stated that,
although clearness, coldness, coloricsgm:ss
and palatability syuld he insisted wpon,
they are no guarasitee of the purity of a
water supply. It has again and again been
fovnd by our collectors that the utmost con.
fidence in the purity and wholegomenesgs ot
a water supply has existed where the an-

TWODAYS WORKDONEINTEN

Class of Speed Which Caused Justice
Meredith to Wind up the Court.

Something is Wrong, the Judge Declares—

' 9id Mau Huton Was Semt to the Penil
tentiary for Five Years for Stabbing His
Son to Death—Grand Jury Tells the
Court About the Larze Amount of
Work They Nave to do—Will Hand
Their Presentment to the Sheriff.

“The offence of delay is not a serious
offence, but it is a segous inconvegl-
ence. .1 cannot force avcase on, but I
will not keep the jurors here from day
to day with nothing to do. They have
been from their homes, their families
and their business now for ten days,
and have possibly done two days’
work, It is not their fault. There is
something wrong or the system is
wrong. I will not detain them any
longer. The éourt is ready, the jurors
are ready, the prisoner is ready, but the
Crown is not ready.”

Justice Meredith, to use the wernacular,
fired the whole Criminal Assizes yester-
day, lock, stock and barrel, or, to be more
precise, jurors, prisoner and Crown prose:
cutor. 3"*

Créwn Not Ready.

The general understanding was that the
charge of abortion against Dr. W. E. Bes-
sey would be proceeded with. The pri-

soner was brought into court, arraigned
and through his counsel, J. E. Faulds, plead-
ed not gullty.

Then Mr. Kerr announced that the
Crown was not. ready. Justice Meredith
stated that the jurors should be considered
and promptly ended the Assizes by dis-
charging the whole panel with the remarks
above quoted.

Hutom Gets Five Years.

James Huton, convicted of manslaughter,
was then brought up for sentence. Asked
if he had anything to say, the old man, who
was very agitated, stated:

*“The only thing I -can say is that I never
intended to commit any crime. - The trou-
ble brought it abbut, and I am very sorry
injjeeg." 3 . -

ustice Meredith in pronouncing sentence
said that it would be “a mockery of jus-
tice and an encouragement of crime to in-
flict a nominal sentence.” Heat of pas-
sion was no excuse. It was owing to that
fact that he was not charged with mur-

er.

“In consideration of the jury’s recom-
mendation to mercy, your son’'s brutality
and your advanced: age, the court has de-
cided to inflict as light a sentence as pos-
sible, having regard to the nature of tt\ﬁ
crime. The senterice of the court Is tha
you be imprisomed in Kingston Penitentiary
for five years.”

Huton took the sentence calmly,

In fllustration, he stated that the
Vietoria Industrial School at Mimico and
the Blantyre Home were ten miles apart.

iMore than that, Koreman Steele stated
that the grand jury repudiated the state-
ment published in certain evening papers
that they were not diligent in the discharge
of their duties. :

i During the recital Thorn’s lawyers left
their accustomed seats, near the prisna-
er, and were aecommodated with chairs
closer to the witness.

That Letter to Thorn.

Mrs. Nack, in reply to: Mr. Howe,
acknowledged that while in the Queen’s
County. Jail she wrote a' letter to Thorn.

THORN HAD A LONG KNIFE.

The Biade Was About Eight Inches in
Length, Mrs. Nack Sald. .

New York, Nov. 10.—When the court
re-convened Thorn took the seat allot-
ted to him and Mrs, Nack resumed her
place in the witness chair.

“How long was it?’ asked the assist-
ant prosecutor.

The witness stood up and measur2d
about eight inches on her arm. She
said Thorn gave the knife to her the
evening of the killing and she retain-
ed it until they were both riding to-
gether in ‘the wagon on Saturday.
Thorn asked her about it and she gave
it to him. When she did so he threw
it away on tbe side of the road, some
distance from Woodside, but- she could
not locate the exact place. The knife
was encased in a leather sheath.

The telegram, said to be from Gulden-
suppe, which was introduced earlier in
the day, .was again brought up by the
people. It was handed to Mrs, Nack.

She failed to identify the telegram,
and it was not admitted in evidence.

Cross-Examination Remewed.

Later Mr. Howe renewed the cross-
examination and asked for the revolser
which the detectives found in Mrs.
Nack’s apartments. When it was pro-
duced it was carefully examined b,
the attorneys, and then Mr. Howe hand-
ed it to the witness,

She said it belonged to Guldensuppe
and after he and Thorn had quarreled
he (Guldensuppe) unloaded it and put it
away in a closet.

“He told me not to touch it,” raid
the woman, “and told me if I did ke
would do something ta me.”

After a few more questions, the wit-
ness left. the stand and was provided

1! with a chair a few feet away.

{ It-was with a big sigh of relief that
she got down from the witness seat.
She-occupied it from 9.30 in the morning
until 2.07 in the afternoon, with the ex-
ception of the adjournment for lunch.
The prosecution tried for a third time to
get the telegram admitted in evidence
and produced the original copy and call-
ed the young woman operator, who re-
ceived it. The defence strenuously ob-
thcted and the court sustained the objec-
ion.
. Corimer Tuthill’s Evidence.

Coroner Tuthill of New York was then
called to prove that the several portions
of a human body found in the three
bundles belonged to the same person.

In cross-examination by Mr. Howe,
the coroner said that a saw was cer-
tainly used in the severing of the legs
and there was every indication that sne
had been used in beheading the body.

During the time that Coroner Tuthill
was on the stand Mrs. Nack was taken
away from. the court room’ by the mat-
ron, but she requested to be taken hack
to the court. again, as she did not like
to go baeck to prison or sit in an outer
room. The matren granted her request
