WILD PANTHER GOT LOOSE

The records unearthed cover almost the
whole perfod of the first dynasty of the
Egyptian kings, heretofore regarded as

© All this has come about thru a ocareful
study of thrze or four insignificant-looking
lumps of bilack mud.

Ottawa, May 12.—(Special.)—The Militia
Department is to institute an Investigation
Into the incident arising out of the receut
attempt to blow up the camal at Thorold,

when the militia was found to be without
ammunition. The regulations are very spe-
cliic in their requirements that a sapply
of small armr ammurnition should be kept
on hand constantly, and the work of seeing
that this regulation is carried out devolves
upon the district officer commanduig, who
in this instance would appear.to be some-
what neglectful. The order states that all
mounted or dismounteq should have 100
rounds per rifle or curbine, and all city
or rural corps 50 rounds. However, returds
showing the quantity of such supplies are
supposed to be made at the inspection of
the corps, amd conseguently reiach head-
guarters, which should be in a position of
kmowing the state of affzirs existing at
the different regimental points. So it will
be impossible to reiieve the Minister of
Militia of all responsibiilty. An investiga-
tlon, however, will do a lot of good, and
the Incident which has oceurred may have
the effect of awnkenlog the adthorities and
making them more careful in seeing that

The Mayor’s Loyal Speech,

Mayor Maecdonald. followed. He thought
that a demonstration of this kind showed
that the country would never be defence-
less, Canada would .always be equal to
any occasion that may arise. His heart
and soul were with the demonstraticn. It
was a grand tribute te the men who had
fought their countries’ battles, and he
trusted that the same pride would always
be taken in the defenders, and that they

| would be honored as they were to-day. He

v.as partfcularly interested in the cers-
he eaid, because he had two bro-
vhers who served their country, and ome
of them had brought forward a wreath to
lay on the monument.

Canada Has Had Her Troubles.
Dr. Parkin of Upper Canada College de-
livered a brief, stirring speech. Canada
wWas a Vvery young country and had never
been -welded together like Russia and Ger-
wany, by life and blood, which it was
sald would confederate a country soouer
than anything, But Canada had had ber
sbare of troubles' both externally and in-
| ternally, and in 1885 she provea that she
could enforce the law and maintain order
all over her vast territory.

Speaking of the war in South Atrica, he
'said that Canada had now many of her
sons in that country fighting the bhattles of
the Empire, and it was right that they
were there. Some people said that Canada
had been swept along on the wave of jingo-
iem and would regret it later. To this he
szld those statements were untrie. He did
not believe any act in the history of Can-
ada would .be more fully confirmed by gen-
erations to come, because the war in which
Canada was assisting England was a war
for right and justice.

Homnor Deeds of the Brave,

“I believe in honoring the deeds of brave
men,” Dr. Parkin concluded. *i think it
will strengthen that nationa® spirit which
is widening our outlook."

E. F. Clarke, M.P., spoke and, in a pat-
riotic strain and touchingly, referred to the
dead heroes whom they were honoring. He
also referred to the Canadians m South
Africa, and prophesied a glorious welcome
for them when they came home. They
deserved it, too, for they were fighting
nobly and gallantly for the honor of Can-
Ada and the glory of the Emplre.

This concluded the ceremony, but be-
for¢ breaking up Col. Mason sald: *'I
would like to make reference to the patriot-,
ism and persistence of the ladies to whom
we are indebted for this monument.’
