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GO WEST, YOUNG MAN.

John Davy of Leskard, Ontario,
Tells of the Country.

Mr. John Davy of Leskard, Ont., who for
the past two Jmonths has heen traveling
rather extensively thru the Northwest and
Manitoba, was in town yestecday. As a re-
sult of his observations, he falls In line
with Horace Greeley's oft-repeated phrase,
“Young man, go west!"”

““I'here ‘Is the place to make money,” Mr.
Davy said. “There is a fine opening out
there for young farmers just starting out
in life and who have a little capital to
commence on. They could go to no better
place.”

From what he could learn, the crop this
year in Manitoba and the Northwest will be
exceptionally heavy. Around Indian Head
it will run an average of 35 to 40 bushels
an acre, and in some cases 50 bushels,
while ét is heavy all over. There Is a
larger acreage this year, too, than ever be-
fore. As an instance of the fertility of the
soii, there is one farmer near Regina who
will get 30 bushels an acce from land that
Las not beem plowed for three years.

A heavy crop of oats is also looked for.
Barley will be fair. In Manitoba the grab
got at work on the first sowing and spoll-
ed it, but unless there is a frost the sec-
ond sowing will yleld well. In some parts
they are experimenting with beardless bar-
ley with success.

From present indications, harvest help
will be very scarce, and wages, as a coise-
quence, will be high. Settlers are cen-
stantly taking up land, but their ranks are
not very much recruited by the harvest
help, who are generally on the lookout
only for what money they can pick up.

Mr. Davy called upon a number of friends
who have gone out from Ontario, which to
his mind is not in it for farming when
compared with the great west. They are
all doing well and sharing in the wave of
prosperity. One man in particular, who
e'ght years ago was hardly making things
go at all in this prowvince, is now dolng re-
warkably well. :

In the ranching line all stock is selling
high, tho horses have the call.

PASSENGER TRAIN SUBMERGED.

Fishing Party Rescue Thirty People
By Cutting Holes in Car Roof.
Chicago, Aug. 9.—Advices from Sabine,

London, Aug. 9.—Gen§eral Baratieri, who
died yesterday, was jn command of the
Italian forces In Erythrea, Italian KEast
Africa, In March, 1896, when the Abyssisi-
ans inflicted a terrible defeat on the Ital-
fans at the battle of Adowa. The exact

number of men lost by the Italians has
never been ‘'accurately = deterniined, as
many of the thousands of camp followers
end others of the army were slain, but
from 3000 to 10,000 men are supposed to
have lost their lives in the engagement.
Among the Itallans killed was General
Dabormida. General Baratleri also lost
nearly half his artillery and his ammuni-
tion and stores. The disaster caused a
panic and riots thruout Italy, and a Ino-
tion for the impeachment of the govern-
ment was only forestalled in the Cham-
ber of Deputies bY the sudden adjourn-
ment of that body. General Baratieri was
recalled and succeeded by Geneéral Bat-
Alsera. Later General Baratlerl was
trie@ by court-martial, and was acquitted.

General Baratleri was born in 1841, and
joined Garibaldi as a volunteer in the
tThousand of Marsala.” He subsequently
entered the regular army, and v;v‘as for
several year$ editor in Rome of The Ri-
vista Militaire.

BUSY WEEK IN STOGK YARDS

Over Four Million Dollars” Worth of
Cattle Slaughtered in Chicago
in Three Days.

REPRESENT 84,000,000 POUNDS

Biggest Day Was Wednesday, When
Sixteen Miles of Cars Went
Into the Yards,

Chicago, Aug. 9.—Four million dollars’
worth of cattle in one week!

That Is what the commission men and
packers at the Union Stock Yards have
taken care of thus far this week, and the
animals are still comihg. From scorching
Kansas, distant Texas and half a score
of other states the farmers are sending
their stock Chicago wards, smashing all
world’s records and putting the stock

yard people to the severest test they have
experienced.

In singlefile, close formation, these cat-
tle would make a procession that would
reach for 140 miles. Standing upon edch
other's backs, the animals would make a
tower of beef al*7Teast 70 miles high. If
it were possible to mould these creatures
over into one beast, the result would be
an animal weighing . about 84,000,000
pounds. This monster would be miles In
height, and it might easily switch a few
tons of masoury off the top of the Masonic
Temple with its tail.

The heaviest day of the week was Wed-
nesday. Sixteen miles of cars came Into
the yards before 8 o’clock on that after-
noon. Ninety-two thousand head of cat-
tle, hogs and sheep were handled before
sundown. Most of them were sold to
packers and butchers before they had been
in town 24 hours.

The packing houses ,have been running
full time, whereas they usually kill up to
ahout 3 o'clock in the afternoon. Drovers
have scarcely had time to take nags, and
the railroads have been kept busy eount-
ing engines and cars off to the shippers.

The actual cattle receipts on Wednes-
day were 85,472. This herd weighed about
RQ:OO),OOO pounds on the hoof, and fur-
nished the eating‘public with about 20,-
000,600 pounds of beef.

BECAUSE OF ERROR.

Physician’s Loss of Memory Brings
Doom to Insane Man,

Tacoma, Wash., Aug. 9.—Benjamin Boyce
will be hanged to-morrow at sunrise because
Dr. E. M. Brown, now county coroner, for-
got that Beyce was the same man whom he-
declared insane at the Presidio military
camp near San Francisco two years ago.

Boyce is a musician and wanted to be-
come cornist in the Fourth Cavalry.
Dr. Brown, who was surgeon of the First
Washington Regiment, examined him and
pronounced him insane. General Miller and
other officers asked Dr. Brown to recon-
sider his statement, as cornists were very

scarce. At their urgent request he de-
stroyed his report and passed Boyce.

The latter soon showed clearly that he
wag insane, spending in the hospital most
of the time he was with the army. Later
he joined the band of the Fourteenth In-
fantry, and in this capac’ty returned to
San Francisco and was mustered out. He
there met a young woman wiom he mar-
ried. He squandered his earnjngs and she
was obliged to support hersel In Delerm-
ber, 1809, he shot and killed Her as she was
performing her duties as restaurant cashier.

His defence was insanity, and had Dr.
Brown’s evidence been given at his trial
it is agreed he would have been acquitted.
Tho Dr. Brown was a witness at his trial,
glving general testimony regarding <“he
campaign in the Philippines, he did not be-
come aware until this afternoom that Boyce
was the same man whom he had once de-
clared insane.

Says Nice Things Concerning Amer-
ica and Americans,

Paris, Aug. 9.—The Echo de Paris to-day
prints a long Interview with the French
Ambassador to the United States, M. Jules
Cambon, during which he says on the sub-
ject of the steel strike that the workman
in America is not hostile to the moneyed

aristocracy, and he believes that with In-
telligence and good luck he may also be-
come a Carnegie.

S0, Instead of being jealous, he says that
Carnegle played his game fairly.

§M. Cambon is also guoted as saying:

“‘Buropeans have qo idea how hard Am-
ericans, both rich and poor, work.

“I'he French people are not aware how
many French there are in America, espe-
clally the descendants of French people.

“A large part of the United States is sel-
tled by the French, and, if their descend-
ants have not preserved that language, they
still love France.

“The Americans speak English, but they
are not English.

“The whole effort of the Americans has
been to weld into a single metal the
French, English and German who compose
the nation.

“The French language is popular. If the
educated young women of France who are
vainly seeking employment in schools
would go to America, they could easily gain
a good living there as teachers. 2

“The Americans, perhaps, are inclined
to reproach the French with remembering
too well what they did for America, 8till,
the cultured classes know what America
owes to France.”

Deseribing the country, M. Cambon says:

‘““When one returns to Europe after liv-
ing with the Americans, everything here
looks small. America is so colossal and
80 young that she has many other surprises
in store for Europe.”

CHARGE UNFAIR DISCRIMINATION.

O.R.A’S

Government Withdraws
Free Ammunition.

The Ontario Rifle Association is exceed-
ingly Indignant at the action of the De-
minion government in refusing to supply
it with free ammunition for the annual
matches, which will commence at the Long
Branch rifle ranges on Aug. 20.

The facts of the case are these:

The rifle ranges are leased by the O.R.A.,
who receive from the government $800 per
annum fer their maintenance. This amount
has proved so entirely inadequate that last
year the government came to the rescue
by furnishing free ammunition for the
matches. This saved the *O.R.A. abcut
$600.

Expected the Grant,

The Dominion government also makes a
regular grant of $1800, and the Ontario
government a grant of $1000, to help pay
for the prizes at the annual competition.
This year’s prize list totals about $4000,
having been made out in the expectation
of recelving the free ammunition, which
the government has at the last moment
summarily refused, on the pretext that it
it now under the additional expense of
supplying ammunition to rifle clubs.

This excuse is regarded by the O.R.A. as
a mere subterfuge, because rifie clubs are
as yet exceedingly few in number.

Looks Like Injustice.

The O.R.A. feels that it has still more
reason to feel aggrieved at the action of the
government, claiming that the latter is
making an unfair discrimination fn with-
drawing the provinecial ammunition, at th
same time leaving its grant t il

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UNCERTAINTY AS TO HOLIDAY.
When the Queen’s Birthday was made &
permanent holiday at the last session of
the Dominion Parliament and called Vie-
toria Day, it was announced that the King's
birthday, which comes in November, and
Thanksgiving Day, which comes in October,
would be consolidated into one holiday.
Since that was announced In Parliament,
however, the King has intimated that he
will have his birthday celebrated on May
24, instead of in November. If that is to
be the rule, then there is no reason for in-
terfering with Thanksgiving day, which
will come as usual some time in October.
The rallways, the providers of amusements
and a great many other persons who have
engagements to book, are In the meantime
at a standstill. The government should
inform the public at the earliest possible
moment what is to be the practice in re-
gard to the King’s birthday and Thanks-
giving Day.

UNCLE SAM’S FOREIGN TRADE.

There are Some significant features
about the foreign trade statistics recent-
ly lIssued by the Treasury Department at
Washington. The total exports to'all coun-
tries for the last fiscal year amounted to
$1,487,755,657. Of this total, Great Bn-
tain took $631.266.263, and British North
Anfenica $107,789,333, or an aggregate
of $739,055,596 to the Mother Country
and her greatest colony. It will thus be
seen that about one-half the exports of the
United States were taken by people
Whose ensign is the Union Jack, without
counting India, Australla, South Afriea
or other British possessions. Another fea-
ture that ,arrests attentign Is the fact
that, while' the total export trade in-
creased last year by $98,272,475, the ex-
ports to Great Britain alome Increased
by -$97,647,718. With the increase to the
United Kingdom wiped yout, the whole
Increase would be gone, and there would
be a balance against the United Btates,
or a loss compared with the previous year.
Add to the deficit the Canadian share
of $107,780,383, and the balance against
Uncle Sam would reach a considerable
figure.

Whllg Britain leads with over six hundred
millions Canada comes third, Germany
only coming im betweemn, with $191,072,-
9852. The Netherlands comes fourth with
something over eighty-four millions, and
France is fifth, with almost seventy-nine
millions. The statisticlan finds that trade
with the United )Kingdom wand Canada
was almost equal to the total exporta for
the year 1889.

The other side of the story shows that
the United States bought from Great Bri:
taln during the year only $143,365,901
worth of goods, or less than a quarter the
value of the goods sold, and that the pur-
chases .from Chnada ‘'amounted to ‘the
small sum of $42,800,860, as against the
$107,789,338 which the Dominion took in
imports.

There is surely a lesson a the United
States in the above figures. There has, of
course, been an extra business done by
the Mother Country with the United States
because of the Boer war. The purchases
of mules and horses and other war sup-
plies will account for a very considerable
part of the aggregate purchases, yet It
is certain that John Bull is Uncle Sam’s
best customer by all odds, war or no
war, and that Jack Canuck cuts an im-
portant figure, in spite of the tariff wall
and prejudice against him. Indeed, tak-
ing population into accounr, Canadians
buy more per capita from the United
States than any other ,country In the
world. Small wonder, then, that the
Chambers of Commerce and other c¢om-
mercial bodies in the United States are
beginning to angle on the question of re-
ciprocity. But the Canadiaps, having de-
veloped good markets outsidé of the Unit-
ed States, should pursue a tit-for-tat ta-
riff policy until there is something like an
equalization in the value of our imports
and exports to the. United, States. A fair
reciprocity treaty may be“acceptable, but
Canada must not be made a slaughter
market.

Another probable reason why the United
Sfates business people are beginning te
talk of reciprocity lies in the hostility that
Is developing in Europe against the ualtra-
protective policy of the United States.
Russia’s retaliatory action has started a
sentiment which appears to he growing
A correspondent of The Chicago Record-
Herald, who is just now in Paris, has
been discussing trade matters with M.
Paul Leroy Beaullen, one of the world's
most famous economists, and lie predicts
that a trade war with Amerlca, in which
all Burope will combine,’ is Inevitable.

you Americans who travel do not get

at the real feelings of the people who
live on this side of the water. You
meet only those whose busihess it ig
to entertain you, to sell goods to you
to extract money from you, to be po-
lite to you. It is not from them you
learn the truth. They conceal thelr
thoughts. But men like myself, who
travel about on the Continent as con-
tinentals—we know the state of the

public mind. We know that every im-

portant government on the Continent

is already under the pressure of manu-
facturers and tradesmen and producers
who want a sharp, drastic policy of

retaliation, upon Amertca insti tubed
at once.

“This pressure will make itself felt
In time—that is inevitable. With the
men who foment it it is a matter of
dollars and cents. They are from the
most influential classes, the capital-
Ists, the employers, and they will have
their way. Governments will be com-
pelled to respect their wishes, in or-
der to maintain themselves.”

While the movement may not be made
in the way of a formal alllance, M. Beau
lien says, there will ‘be a combination
of sentiment in the different countries,
which will have practically the same re-
sult as a written treaty.

Of course free trade Great Britain Is
not likely to join any concerted move-
ment, and, with the magnitude of the
business done with the United Kingdom.
it Is not to be wondered at that the
United States views the sitnation with
comparative complacency; but Canada
in a position to retaliate, and in a few
vears will be a strong competitor with th

with the Mother Country and other colo-
nies. ‘While a protective policy has built
up the DUnited States manufacturers and
put them in a position to compete gnim
all nations, .1t is just possible that the
protective policy may be carried " to .n
extreme , that will cause an hostility of
such magnitude as to offset previous bene-

fits.

SOMETHING ‘ABOUT JAPAN.
The difficulties on the Pacific coast of

Canada between the white and Mongolian
fishermen have brought up the questionas
to whether or not the Japanese are an in-
ferior people and not to be desired as im-
migrants. While there may be good rea-
son to object to the Chinaman, there is
no question but that the Japanese is much
superior in intelligence and enterprise to
his brother Mongol. The rapidity with
which the Empire of Japan has come to
the front among nations is & marvel. Fifty
or sixty years ago it was almost an un-
known territory, gemi-clvilized, and famous
only for its rude art decorations, grotesque
costumes and antiquated notions of every-
thing, To-day it is a first-class power,
with a modern army and Davy, and is
taking Its place alongside the leading
European powers in the doings and nego-
tiations regarding China. So potent Is its
inflnence that it has been called the Great
Britain of the East. By military prowess
Japan has acquired the large and Ilmport-
ant island of Formosa, and has earned
an indemnity of great magnitude from
China. Above all these things, it has de-
veloped marvelously In trade and com-
merce. Just now, according te reports, it
{s going thru a period of depression, and

gration of young men- and the political
unrest which has caused so many govern-
ment crises within the past year or so.
The “slump” in trade may be understood
from the fact that the principal market
for Japanese exports has been Northern
China, and the recent war and unrest In
the Celestial Empire has destroyed that
outlet, To this may be attributed the
financial troubles and bank suspensions of
the past few months, and the consequent
hardships of many merchants. Russia’'s
aggressiveness in Manchuria has also had
an influence in upsetting Japan’'s commer-
cial Interests in that Chinese province,
and the two nations have been on the
verge ‘of war repeatedly. There is still a
tension In relations which is a menace to
peace, ]

Again, Japanese banks have been lavish
in advancing cash te traders om the secur-
ity of their cargoes, and in that way have
become so involved that suspension was
inevitable. But the Japs have Iimitated
British tenacity of purpose, set their teeth
and struggled thru. The principal banks
have survived the crises, and the govern-
ment has issued regulations restricting the
advances that are to be made in the
future.

The armaments and defences necessary
to keep pace with the other great military
and naval powers have also drawn heav-
ily on the resources of the country, and
large and important public works have
been undertaken which have absorbed vast
sums of money. These, however, may be
looked upon as Iinvestments which will
yield a handsome revenue in the future.
Should the country succeed In keeping
out of war, it will pot be long before mat-
ters will right themselves, Capital Is re-
quired for development, and there is a
probability that British and American in-
vestorg«will ere Jong see that there are
possibilities of profitable Investments and
supply the needed money. Great Britaln
has a particular Interest in cultivating
the good will of Japan because of mili-
tary and naval as well as commercial con-
siderations, and the United States willl
wish to capture the profitable trade that
is available in the “Flowery Kingdom.”

Canada has a great deal to gain by cultl-

arms. In the Transvaal and Orange River

complete already, and omly the threat of
banishment will affect those who formerly
owned farms there. Prompt submission to
the inevitable is the only semsible policy,
and if Kruger and Steyn are really friends
of thelr countrymen that course will be
advised by them. Then, with the aid the
Imperial government wiil give, the burgh-
ers will be able to start life afresh and
soon be more prosperous than ever.

STRAIGHT BUSINESS NEEDED,

Prof. Robertson’s address to the applé
shippers contained some good advice In
regard to growing, picking and packing the
fruit. Even hand-picked apples may have
blemishes, and careless picking and han-
dling result in bruises which will diminish
the value. Undoubtedly the middleman, or
consignee, on -the other side, say at Liver-
pool, is on the alert for any opportunity
to turn a penny, and, if he can, by de-
crying a shipment on arrival there, knock
down the price, he will do so. Perhaps
be will try to persuade the consignor on
this side that the whole shipment 's dam-
aged, and charitably offer to take it off
his hands at a rate much below top price,
then turn around and sell the lot/as first-
class apples. Such  things have been
heard of. ~Careless handling on board
ship may also cause great shrinkage In
value, and the proposal to publish names
of ships on which there has been damage
done will no doubt be of some benefit. But
the best plan would be for a shipper to
sall with the fruit and personally attend
to tHe consignment. Or, perhaps, two or
three or more shippers might combine and

|let one of them accompany a shipment.

No one will attend to your business as you
yourself would. Personal supervision by
one having pecunlary interest In seeing
that straight business is dome will be bet-
ter than trusting any agent, who works on
commission. The one thing to be insisted
on~js that Camadian apples sent over shall
be found as represented, so that charges
of dishonesty cannot truthfully be . made
on any account. It has grown to be a pro-
verb that an Englishman will grumble at
any rate; all the more reason,therefore, that
the apples shall be delivered in such condi-
tion ‘that there will be no possible oppor-
tunity for grumbling.

THE ROYAL TITLE.

The official correspondence in reference
to the King's title shows that the sugges-
tion of Canada was more nearly followed
than any other. Jan. 29 last Mr.
Chamberlain cabled to Lord Minto, Gov-
ernor-General of Canada, and Lord Hope-
toun, Governor-General of Australia, this
message:

King Edward’'s accession offers an op-
portunity of considering the monarch’'s
titles, and I am very desirous that the
separate and greatly increased import-
ance of the colonies should be recogniz-
ed if possible. I therefore venture to
suggest ‘‘King of Great Britain and Ire-
land and of . Greater Britain Beyond
the Seas.” It is possible that some of
the self-governing colonies might desire
more special recognition, as King of
Canada, King of Australia, but this
would give rise to great difficulties.

3 I request that you will consult
your Ministers most confidentially and
inquire whether such recognition by the

King would be gratifying to jfhem,

and, If so, whether they approve of the

proposed style,
Canada’s Reply Was First.

The Governor-General of Canada (Lord
Minto) telegraphed on Feb. 6 expressing
for his responsible advisers high apprecia-
tion of the proposal, but stating that they
entertained some doubt as to the appro-
priateness of the expression ‘“Greater Brit-
ain,” which, while convenient colloquially,
was, perhaps, hardly definite or intelligible
enough for such a formal purpose. They,
therefore, suggested for consideration the
expediency of retaining the title of King
of Great Britain and Ireland and Emperor
of India, and adding the words, “King of
Canada. Australasia, South Africa, and all
the British Dominlons Beyond the Seas:”
but, if the mentlon’ of greater colonies bhe
deemed wunfair to the remainder of smaller
colonies, or otlhprwise objectionable, the
addition to the title might be, “King of
all the British Dominions Beyond the
Seas.” The repetition of the word “King’”
in the title would perhaps be open to eriti.
cism. in which case the word ‘‘Sovereign™
might be used as a suitable synonym. The
King’s titles would then be, *“King of
Great Britaln and Ireland, Emperor of In-
dia, and Sovereign of all the British Do-
minions beyond the Seas.”

Australia’s Prefegence.

The Governor-General of Australia (Lord
Hopetoun) telegraphed on February 8:

With reference ¥o your telegram of
Jan. 29, the Ministers of the Common-
wealth wounld prefer as the title of the
monarch the following, which appears
to them to meet. the wishes of His Ma-
jesty’s subjects in the Commonwealth
of Australla, namely, ‘““of Great Britain
and Ireland, King, Defender of the
Faith, Emperor of India. and Sovereign
Lord ,of the British Realms Beyond the
Seas.

The Other Colonies.

Mr. Chamberlain telegraphed the follow-
Ing message on Feb. 13 to the Governors
of the Cape of Good Hope, Natal, New
Zealand and Newfoundland:

King Bdward’s accesslon offers an ap-
portunity of considering the titles of ‘he
monarch, and I am desirous that the
separate and greatly increased import-
ance of the colonies should be recognis-

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ed if possible. The following sugges-
tions have been made:

First—'‘King of Great Britain and Ire-
land, Emperor of India, and King (or

of the words ‘‘Sovereign Lord (or King)
of the ‘British Realms Beyond the
Seas.”
Third—Addition to the present title of
the words, “King of all the British
Dominions Reyond the Seas,” without
specifying any particular colony.

On the whole, I prefer the third sug-
gestion. I shall be glad if you will
consultt %our Ministers confidentially
and inquire whether such recognition
by His Majesty would be gratifying to
them, and, if so, which they would pre-

0DD PLIGHT OF SEAMEN,

Americans Shipped as British and
Then Mutinied.
Washington, Aug. 9.—An effort 'is being
made by Consul General Stowe at Cape
Town to have about 30 American seamen
brought back to the United States by the
British government. The sailors were
shipped on the British transport Mil-
waukee from New Orleans to take care
of horses purchased by the English for
service in the Boer war. The men refused
to work on the ground that they were not
provided with good food. This letter from
the Consul General at Cape Town tells

the rest of the story :

“On May 30 I received notice that about
30 Americans, shipped as British seamen
on the British steamship Milwaukee, had
arrived under charge of a file of marines,
taken aboard at Ascencion, they having
mutinied at sea. I at once wired our Con-
sular Agent at Durban to do all he could
legally for the men.

“It appears that the ship’s articles pro-
vided that the men would be returned to
New Orleans, or provision made to return
them by some other ship. The crew con-
sisted of 58 men, 31 of whom refused duty.
Under the law these men are, or woré,
British seamen, and, as such, under the
control of the British authorities; but the
fact remains that the ship's articles. pro-
vide for their return, which should be car-
ried out.

as men of all nationalities who ship on
American ships become American seamen;
that if they come to Sonth Africa to Jnin'
the British forces they must not expect the
United States to return them free of care
for them in their needs.”

Relief is felt in all de-
partments of the iron and steel Industry,
now that uncertainty is ended and the

sition of the contestants made clear.

ne idle mills have resumed, and it is re-
ported that others will be working next
week. Structural wire and plate mills,
are not affected, and the production of
rails will not be materially curtailed, Sup-
plies of bars and tubes will be restricted,
and quotations in these lines tend to fol-
low the advance already secured® for
sheets and hoops. A bad feature is the
increased importation of tin plates, which
had been manufactured in sufficient quan-
tity to about meet the domestic demand.
Purchasers of many forms of finighed steel
are showing much eagerness to place con-
tracts, while, on the other hand, pig wron
is in less (urgent request.
