Second,
the brighter and more ambitious chil-
dren of every clase, Doth these classes
will probably enter- into business or
professional life. A 'séund and vigor-
ous body and' tough , nervous syst m |
are absolutely essential to their suc-
cess. i

Muscular exercise and fresh air are
necessary to the child to promote |
growth and development of -all the vi-
tal organs. the brain included. If the
motor ceatres are not weil developed,
the adult becomes an unpractical
dreamer, ever, as President Walker has
sald, “standing shivering on the brink
of action,” always planning, hoping or
criticizing, never creating or realizing.
The motor centres must be developed
early, if at all. ;

The average child " neeiGs far more
cutdoor exercise to-day than a century
azo. He actually has far less than
‘used to be furnished by the farm. In
the city he has very' little, if any. The
child begins going to school youhger,
and the school year is almeost three
timeg as long as then. We are plan-
ning summer schools to keep him busy
and to take him off our hands for the
rest of the year, We hope that the
‘vroom is properly warmed and venti-
leted and lighted, and that the desks
are suited to his stature.

New York—About 60 delegates to the
International Railroad Congress, late-
ly hHeld in Washington, arrived 'here
from Boston, after making a-tour of
the¢ industrial centres of the country.

Speaking of American railroads,Hugh
McLachlan,sécretary of the railwdy de-
partment of New South Wales, said:
“I noticed that thé€ current discussion
is the government regulation of rail-
way rates. It is of course difficult for
an outsider to discuss this subject, but
what strikes me forcibly is the fact
that, under the present conditions, Am-
erica has far and away the cheapest
rates in the world.

This has been more marked in Britain,
owing to the fact that the cuitivation
of the soil hag become unremunérative
the rapid expansion of wheat
areas in the Americas, ' and the im-
portation of cheap East Indian wheat,
But because young farmers and farm
laborers prefer to seek business and
employment in the cities that does not

/make them vagabonds or residents of

slums.

The following statements, however,
call for more extended criticism:

“America is the greatest agricultural
country in the world.”

“American farmers are the most
sc’entific and the most progressive.”

“It is they who have invented and
applied the perfected farming ma-
chinery to which the English sofl tiller
is for the most part a stranger.”

“This contrast” is sald to be due to
no other condition than that the Ameri-
can is the lord of his own estate, and
pays no tax to idle earls and dukes.”

I wish to enter a denial to each and
every allegation,

American farmers are not the most
scientific, and consequently are not ‘the
most progressive.,

They have not been the sole inventors
and appliers of perfected farming ma-
chinery, nor were they the pioneers in
the invention and application of farm-
ing machinery.

And the English soil tiller is not for
the most part a stranger to the per-
fected farming machinery.

I can say from my own knowledge
and observation that at the time when
the American farmer was sowing his
grain by hand, the English farmer was
planting his grain by machinery.

The traction engine now employed so
extensively as the propelling power of
the threshing machines, was developed
in England.

Again, the steam plow is an Eng-
lish institution; and when they were

employed in the cultivation of the #oil

in England, and when steam plows cf
English make were ripping up the
“flax” in far distant Australia the
Yinkee farmers were turning over the
virgin

mule. During a long residence in the
United States, with ample opportuni-
ties of observation in those vast prairie
regions that form the Missisgippi and
Missouri valleys, and where steam
plows could have been advantageous-
ly employed, T never saw one in oper-
ation or otherwise.

There are other implements for field
use of English invention. British mana-
facturers of agricultural implem :nts
have competed successfully with
American in South America and East-
ern Europe.

But the employment of machinery
does not constitute scientific agricul-
ture. It makes no difference, in this
respect, whether the soil is cultivated
the horse plow or the
steam plow, whether the grain is har-
vested by the sickle or the reaper.

Scientific agriculture consists 1in giv-
ing to each variety of soil its pro-
per treatment, and returning to it, the
richness removed by the crop.

And this, at any rate in
great area which now
constitutes the source of the Ameri=
can wheat supply is
and in some instances, at least
intentionally so, in order to take
the cream off the soil, sell the farm
and let some one else do the fertiliz-
irg. Such was the statement made to
me by western farmers, in reply to

| the question whether it would not ray

to cultivate the land better.

The value of the vaunted sciencs of
the American farmer can be estimated
by the fact that the quality of the goil

Prof. Haanel, superintendent of mines,

Ottawa, with others, went to Euiopa|
to investigate iron smelting by electii-|

They were ve:y favorably m-!
pressed, and a valuable report was,
printed and circulated by the professor|
dealing with their observations, Re-
cently the professor has induced the
Dominion governent to set apa.t a suii |
of $15,000 to make a pract.cal test in our
province, Mr, Clérgue of the Soe, with'
his @sual foresight and energy, has of-
fered the department a building and
free power for electricity for four
months, and as they have a splendid
outfit of machine shops and skilled la-}
bor, all available at reasonable cost, it
has been decided to experiment at the
Soo, where ore from various localities
can be assembled cheaply and quickly.
Dr. Harault of France, who has had ex-
tensive experience in Europe in smelt~
ing iron by electricity, is to be in chaige!
and make the test. Expeiiments will|
also be made in treating the. nickel |
ores of Sudbury locality, as there are |
quantities of the nickel mattes at the!
Soo., The plant will not be in operation
for a couple of months, as the furnace
is not fully designed yet, and the elec-|
troids have to be imported from Swe-|
den, nothing of the kind being available |
here. In a country as scarce of fuel;
ag Ontario is, and dotted with water|
powers where cheap electricity can be!
produced, there seems to be a great|
opening for electric smelting. Prcf. |
Haanel is very confident of the success;
of his experiments, and, by the way,
the professor is an old resident of On-|
tario, having' a chair for years at Vic-|
toria. I think the Dominion gove.nment '
deserves credit for this appropriation, !
and if they can see their way clear to'
initiate a broad statesmanlike policy in
regard to mining industries and 1re-
sources, it wil] soon put us in posres-
sion of information in such a manne: as
will be of the utmost value in rega'd
tn those resources. In the past we have
lacked a bureau conducted in such a
manner. A strong feature in electric
smelting of iron ore is that it makes no
difference what sulphur or phosphorus
ig in the ore and now they can handle|
magnetic iron as well as hematite, No
question but what we have an enor-
mous quantity of iron deposits in On-
tario of different values. In the past|
some of these were classed as having too |
much sulphur, some too much phosphor-‘
us, or perhaps some other objection-
able materials, or again some deposits
situated so that fuel costs too Mmuch
to 'bring to the ore. With electrio’
smelting a success, and power trans-
mission so favorable, almost every de-
posit in Ontario of a reasonable vidlue
can be worked, and it goes without say- |

| ing that iron production is the base of!

the commercial business of any suc-|
cessful nation. The Ontario govern-
ment should keep a watchful eye on this |
work.

ON TRAIL OF THE GRAFTER
HND OLIYER 15 REPT BUGY

Minister of the Interior Asked to
Explain Scrip Incident and Sale
of Muskeka Island,

Ottawa, May  25.—(Special.)—The
house to-day was occupied in a dis-
cussion of the very pronounced habit on
the part of the present administration
of rewarding pelitical friends for 1o-
litical service. Two cases of grafting
of the most pronounced type Wwere
brought up by the opposition, and the
| government was taken to task severe-
ly. One case occurred on the Georgian
Bay, where it was alleged that island
particularly suitable for summer resorts
were sold at trivial prices. The lucky
recipient of the “handout” being a
brother of the member for North On-
tario. The other was a case of scrip
given to western half breeds, then
bought up by speculators, who were
naturally given the proper tip and
thus enabled to pull in large profits.
Mr. Wrignt of Muskoka brought up
the Georgian Bay matter. He asked
it there was not some conflict of jur-
isdiction as to whether the ownership
was in the province or the Dominion.
Their definite status ought to be de-
termined. Mr, Oliver said the islands
belonged to the Indians, but in 1856
they surrendered them to be sold for
their benefit. They were sold up till
1895, when they were withdrawn from
the market. In 1897 1000 of the islands
were again placed on the market, but
the Ontario government protested, and
afterwards sales were made with the
consent of both governments at fixed
prices.

Mr. Bennett laid considerable stress
on the fact that an island had’ been
sold to Mr. Grant for $140, a ridieulpus
price. There was more than a sus-
picion tMat these islands were being
sold in an illegitimate and underhand
way.  'Why not advertize them? R.
L. Borden briefly upheld Mr. Bennett,
and Sir Wilfrid dodged the question.
He explained that the jurisdiction lay
with the province, but the Dominion
government was acting the role cof
trustee. Neither Sir Wilfrid nor his
eabinet youngster attempted to explain
the ‘“‘Grant” episode.

The Scrip Episode.

Then Mr- Foster brought up the mat-
ter of the scrip, and wanted ths pap-
érs in regard thereto. Some had neen
brought down, but not all. Those pro-
duced by the minister of the irterior
had been responsible for putting the
government in a bad light. The com-
missioner who had spent the money
of the country. in investigating "the
matter of the serip in 1901 held that
the claims of non-residents should not
be recognized. This, however, had been
trodden under foot by an order in
council in 1904.

Superintendent on Stand,

L. B. Macfarlane, general superinten-
dent of the BellZCemdpany, was next
examinéed. He had been in the employ
of the Bell Company &ince 1880. He
-explained the efforts of the Bell Com-~
pany in early days to develop the rural
business and éutlined the work in Nova
Scotia, New Brunswick and Quebec,
and the working of the pural phones in
the Niagara Peninsula.

“What is the object of your explain=~
ing the Niagara district particularly ?”
enquired Mr. Zimmerman. - ‘“To show
we are developing rural sections,” re-
plied Mr. Macfarlane. “We are doing
the same thing thruout the country.”
In 2500 miles of rural line in Quebec
and Ontario they had 2000 rural sub-
seribers. “Yes,” retorted Sir William
Mulack, “out of four millions of peo-
ple.”

Mr. Facfarlane took up the extension
| of rural lines and denied a statement
{in Mr. Dagger's report that the Bell
had taken over any farmers’ line with-
| out proper agreement or recompense.
| He could not recollect such a case.
Several witnesses had sfated that the
Bell was not anxious to develop rural
business. He denied this explicitly
and in toto. Sir William Mulock drew
attention to the evidence of Mr. Sise, a
few days age, in which he had statel
that the company preferred to extend
their system in centres rather than in
rural districts. That seemed at vari-
ance. Figures were produced and it
was shown that in Quebec, Ontario and
Manitoba the average rural telephone
| was one in 1250 people. “Figures are
more expressive than details of policy,”
remarked Sir William.

¥armers’ Phones.

Taking the matter of giving connec-
tion to co-operative and independent
farmers’ lines, Mr. Macfarlane declar-
|ed that as a rule the farmers' lines
| were run in a shiftless manner and
| there was generally no authoritative
| head to such a concern. When these

companies desired to connect with the
Bell they had to conform to a set of
| rules and eonditions.
|  Mr. Chrysler took up the question of
| the disinclination of the Bell to give
connection to independent companies.
The case of Walkerville, Ont,, was men-
tioned, and Mr. Macfarlane said that
while it was quite true that the local
company had at one time more sub-
scribers than the Bell; yet connection
was refused by the Bell because the
local company was competitive.

“But is competition the only draw-
back to connection?”’ persisted Mr.
Chrysler. “It is in the main, but there
are other conditions required by the
If a
company was not competing with the
| Bell in the same territory there was
no difficulty in getting connection with
the Bell, provided the independent line
was up to the standard. Many of
these little independent companies had
| sprung up in a mushroom way, but
| had died after a few years. Mr.
Ghrysler doubted this death statément.
Many of them had been absorbed by
the Bell.

Sir William Mulock: What is the low-
est rate for rural telephones
charge?

Mr. Chrysler: Can't you do better
than that?

“No, sir.”

“But if you could do it and wanted
to do it, why can’'t you give rural sys-
tem for $10, like some of the indepen-
dent companies can?”

COURT OFFIGIALS: GANNOT
GOLLEGT AS A SOLIGIOR

But Judge Winchester Holds That
Wilcox of Whithy is Morally
Indebted Just the Same.

In the county court yesterday Has-
sard Wilcox of Whitby sued Lyman
T. Barclay, registrar of the high court
and county court, for the County of
Ontario, for $340, balance of borrow-
ed money. Mrs. Barclay and John Ball
Dow were co-defendants. The def:n-
dant set up by way of a counter claim
a bill of costs of $250 for services as
counsel and attorney.

BAD FIRE AT BRUSSELS.
