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The Forty-first Annual Meeting of the Society was held in the
Methodist Church, St. James street, on Thursday evening, zgth
January, 1880, Henry Vennor, Esq., in the chair, in the absence
of the Rev. Dr. Wilkes, the President, who was unable to be
present. After devotionalexercises,conducted by the Rev. Calvin E.
Amaron, an abstract of the Annual Report was read by the Rev.
James McCaul. The following resolutions were then adopted :—

That the Report now read be adopted and printed ; that this meeting
expresses its renewed gratitude to God, not only for the successful labors of the
Missionaries, of whose valued services our cordial appreciation is hereby recorded,
but for the pecuniary support afforded the Society, so that it commences another
year free of debl; and appoints the following to be the office-bearers and
members of Committee for the ensuing year, with power to add to their number :

That this meeting cordially recommends the work carried on by this Society
by means of Colportage and Central Mission Schools, as the most suitable means
under the Holy Spirit, for bringing the truths of the Gospel to the not less than a
million of our French Canadian fellow countrymen settled for four hundred miles
on each bank of the St. [awrence, where, outside of the towns and cities,
the power of the Romish Hierarchy is almost uncontrolled, and the Protestant
element insignificant ; and further, that this meeting recognizes the pioneer work
of the Society as eminently useful in paving the way for the different evangelical
Churches—adding to their members, and training those who may become the
future laborers in their mission fields.

Moved by Rev. L. N. Beaubry, seconded by Rev. A. B.
CrucHET, and supported by Rev. J. J. Roy :—

That this meeting would earnestly invite prayer for the outpouring of the
Holy Spirit not only on the Missionaries of the Society in their arduous labors,
and for a blessing on the seed of the Divine Word sown during the past forty
years, but upon all other Agencies for evangelizing the French Canadian
Romanists, so that all may unite and zealously co-operate in advancing the
Kingdom of Christ among these, our benighted fellow-subjects ; who, we rejoice to
know, are increasingly open to receive the simple teaching and preaching of the
Gospel.

During the evening, short addresses in French were delivered
by the Rev. Messrs. Beaudry and Cruchet, and the pupils from
Pointe aux Trembles sang several French hymns. A collection
amounting to $75 was taken up. The proceedings were closed
with the benediction, by the Rev. A. B. Mackay.

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FORTY-FIRST ANNUAL REPORT.

In presenting the Report of another year, the forty-first
of the Society’s existence, the Committee would record its
gratitude to God for the measure of success He has bestowed
on the labors of the Missionaries, and for the pecuniary
support furnished, whereby the year closes, as last did, with a
surplus on hand.

It is also a matter of encouragement that the Society is in-
creasingly recognized as employing the most fitting instrumentality
for the special field it occupies, and as an efficient picneer and
helper in the work of the churches. Conducted on the same un-
denominational basis as the Bible Society, and the Evangelical
Societies of Geneva and France, it is also felt to be entitled to the
confidence and support of all evangelical christians.

The Committee can also claim, apart from the direct fruits of
its Mission work elsewhere shown, that the Society has been in
various ways a benefit to our common Protestantism. For forty
years it has been a rallying point for Protestants to demonstrate
their essential unity in laboring for the common cause, and its
anniversaries have afforded special opportunities for testifying in
the spirit of love against the errors of the Church of Rome and the
aggressions of its hierarchy. It has, further, by these enthusiastic
annual gatherings stopped the sneers of Romanists at the divisions
of Protestants, and strengthened the zeal and faith of those
laboring for the spread of a common Gospel among the French
Canadian people.

As stated in previous reports, the Society now restricts its
operations to Colportage and Mission Schools. It has also
decided to leave the evangelization of the cities to the missions of
the churches, and to withdraw its Colporteurs from any field so
soon as the converts desire connection with an evangelical de-
nomination. '
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It therefore now seeks to labor only among the great mass of
French Canadian Romanists out from the cities and Protestant
nzighborhoods. Of this mission field it is most important to
realize the extent and condition.

It is well known that of the million and a quarter inhabitants
of this Province only about a fifth are Protestants, who chiefly live
in Montreal aud Quebec, and in the townships settled after the
conquest: elsewhere the Protestant element in the Province of
Quebec is insignificant, being, according to the census of 1871,
only one to five per cent. of the population of the French country
parishes, of even some in sight of Montreal.

Of the million Roman Catholics apart from those in the cities,
nearlv the whole are settled upon the borders of the River St.
Lawrence, thirty miles more or less on each side, by over four
hundred miles in length. In this large territory French alone is
spoken, and the people, generally poor, have made little progress
in education and agriculture. A great contrast indeed to the
New England States, which began to be settled about the same
period. Here the same thorough ecclesiastical system exists as
before the conquest. This portion of the country is divided into
parishes, each with a priest entitled by law to collect iithes to the
extent of a twenty-sixth of the grain raised, and under certain
restrictions, practically inoperative, his parishioners can be assessed
for church building purposes, which rates become a mortgage on
their farms. In each parish the priest is the centre of its social
life, all more or less feeling dependent on his good will, and hav-
ing the power to persecute, he is not slow to use it towards those
who oppose his authority in spiritual matters.

Connected with this description of the Society’s field of labor
the Committee would earnestly seek to impress upon the Christian
community, that thus at our very doors, in the heart of the
Province, a million of our population are shut out from the Gospel,
living in superstitious ignorance and under the spiritual thraldom
of a powerful hierarchy. It would also call serious attention to
the sad fact that in this large field, not more than a dozen Col-
porteurs, including eight belonging ‘to the Society, are permanently

anently hymns and prayer. The results of these meetings are most encour-
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aging, in enlightening the people as well as in promoting the
circulation of the Scriptures and religious tracts.

Besides spreading the Gospel in these dark and isolated parts,
the Colporteur has often the opportunity to induce parents wishing
a better education for their children than obtained at the schools
controlled by the priests—to send them to Pointe-aux-Trembles,
the superior training at which they had heard of.

In truth the work of Colportage and of Mission Schools should go

hand in hand, and both suffer if either be diminished or separated.

It is impossible to exaggerate the good flowing from the

Mission Schools, when the training up of the scholars in the
Scriptures and bringing them to Christ, are the supreme objects
prayerfully kept in view. They not only afford an education of
the best kind, but the good influence on the scholars is carried to
their families, and the way more fully opened to the Colporteur
and Minister. There the youth become acquainted with the bless-
ing of a Christian home, of which they were wholly ignorant.
They are besides nurseries where the training of the future mis-
sionary commences, as it is a special object of the teachers to
inculcate upon the scholars that to bring their benighted country-
men to Christ should be the great object of their lives.

It is gratifying to remark the hearty interest taken through the
teachers by the scholars at Pointe-aux-Trembles in the Temper-
ance cause, almost all signing the pledge.

The Committee cannot help referring to the importance of
some further effort to obtain a permanent supply of religious tracts
and standard works ; as well as books on useful secular subjects
suitable for the growing French Protestant population, and par-
ticularly for furnishing libraries for the students and ministers at
reduced prices. It is to be regretted the Society was forced by
want of means to give up its Depository, and the Committee would
rejoice if one on the same general basis was re-established. From
the arrangements formerly entered into with Societies in Britain

and the Continent, the Committee believes that for such an object
and for the establiShment of a general reference and circulating
library of standard works, great facilities could be obtained.
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COLPORTAGE.

During the year eight missionaries have been employed regu-
larly, and one (Mr. Marie) labors as his health permits. The
Committee has already stated the great need of additional Col-
porteurs. Will not friends of the cause contribute specially to
this increase? The allowance and travelling expenses of each
averages five hundred dollars a year, and there are few invest-
ments yielding a more blessed return as in the sowing of God’s
Word and the salvation of immortal souls.

Inthe Appendix will be found extracts from the Journals of the
Colporteurs, showing the growing dissatisfaction of the French
Canadian people with the tyranny of the priests, and their wil-
lingness in spite of priestly opposition to listen to the reading of
the Scriptures, and the gratifying results of intercourse with them,
both individually and at the evening cottage meetings.

The circulation by the Colporteurs this year has been: Bibles,
141; Testaments, 1,061; Gospels, 974; together, 2,176 ; and of
tracts and illustrated papers, 40,269 ; sales being about half, both
of Scriptures and tracts. There have been sold besides about
250 volumes of books, religious and educational, of the stock
left over from the Depository.

[t will be interesting to learn that the total circulation by the
Society up to the present date is about 55,000 copies of the Scrip-
tures in whole or in part, and over 600,000 tracts and books.
Who can tell what fruit this seed of the Word through the prayers
of God's people has produced ? Eternity alone will reveal it.

MISSION SCHOOLS.

Reference has already been made to the importance of these
Central Mission Schools, where the Roman Catholic youth can be
removed from the influence of the priest, receive the blessing of a
Christian home and education, and have instilled into them the
sacred duty of seeking the conversion to the Gospel of their fellow-
countrymen, The session of 1878-9 closed under favorable cir-
cumstances, although owing to the almost impassaBle state of the
roads only a private, but most satisfactory examination was held.
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During the present session, the number of scholars has been
sixty; forty-four boys and sixteen girls. It is most desirable that
increased funds would enable the Committee to double or treble
this number, which could be done with little further cost than of
the additional food.

The Committee are gratified to render their testimony to the
faithful services of all engaged in this important work, Mr. J.
Bourgoin, Principal, Mr. Watier, Assistantin the Boys' School;
and Miss Cairns, Directress, and Miss
Girls’ School.

The influence exercised by the Missionaries at Pointe-aux-
Trembles over the scholars is most encouraging. In addition to
the work at Pointe-aux-Trembles, a Mission Day School at St. Lin,
under the charge of Miss F. Mathieu, has been aided.

The following is Mr. Bourgoin's report for the year now
ending :—

Bouchard, Assistant,

‘“It is not only by providing the means, but by giving us success and encour-

agement that the Lord has sustained us. During the last year, including both
sessions, 89 boys and 52 girls, coming from many different parts of this Province,
have enjoyed the advantages of the Institute. Of these one-third are Roman
Catholics, the others belonging to converted families, seventeen being the children
of former pupils. Eleven of these young people have been hopefully conve:ted to
Jesus, and many of those who were Roman Catholics when they came, aiv. a
conscientious study of the doctrines of the Bible, have left their religion of supersti-
tion and error, and now profess to follow the Gospel.

““ At our Annual Temperance Meeting, forty-seven pupils signed the pledge.

““ One of our young men was employed colporting during summer, and two
former pupils have entered the Presbyterian College.

““To inspire our pupils with love of the trath, bring them to salvation through
the merits of Jesus, prepare them for a life of independence and usefulness, en-
courage those who are pious and intelligen*t to become the recruits who shall suc-
ceed the veteran pioneers of this vast mission field : such is our object.

““Our programme is about the same as last year. A large part of our time is
devoted to the study of branches which seem to bs most useful to the class of
pupils we have ; but the religious teaching is always kept prominent.

‘“Besides a daily Bible lesson, we have two meetings on Sunday, and a

Sabbath-school, and the pupils have two prayer meetings among themselves,
which have been a great blessing to many of them.

“ We have madg vigorous efforts this year to have every scholar pay all he
could afford for his board and tuition ; but as many of them were not able to pay
even the small sum required, our roll is smaller than usual.
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““ Without encouraging pauperism in any manner, we must remember that, =s
in the days of Jesus, it is the poor and ignorant among us who accept the Gospel.
The men of the higher class of society, who see the errors and exacting spirit of
Rome, seem to be leaning towards free thought rather than towards the Gospel.
Before the Canada of Loyola becomes the Canada of Voltaire, let us make all
possible sacrifices to make it, with the help of God, the country of the Gospel.

““ The staff of teachers is the same as last year, and they continue to pursue
their work with harmony and zeal.

JuLEs BOURGOIN.”

A brief extract from Miss Cairns’ report is also given, showing
the spirit of faith in which the work is carried on : —

“The pupils are studious and attentive, although there is but one pupil
(among the unconverted) who as yet has manifested a change of heart, one who
has been with us for three winters. We are praying earnestly that God may
accord to each one of them the grace to give themseives entirely to Him. We
are relying on His promises, and expecting that e will answer our prayers by
converting them a// to Himself.

The Committee feels much gratified in publishing a letter to
the Treasurer from the Revd. Joseph Cook, who, twenty-six years
ago, spent several months as a student of French at the Pointe-

aux-Trembles Institute :—
BosToN, December 24th, 1879.
DEAR SIR :—My memories of the days I spent at the Protestant Institute at
Pointe-aux-Trembles in learning French are most delightful. I met Massillon,
Boussuet, Fenelon, Racine, Corneille and Moliere on the banks of the St.
Lawrence, for it was there that I began my acquaintance with French literature.
But the Protestant missionary zeal of my teachers interested and impressed me
even more deeply than my studies of the French orators and poets. Lower
Canada was more thoroughly Roman Catholic in 1854, when I travelled through
it, than it isnow. Her future is destined to be » most prosperous one, if only she
can have an open Bible and Protestant schools, and keep all her natural industry,
social warmth and devoutness. 7%e past work done at Pointe-aux-Trembles is the
dawn of a day whick I hope will reform Romanism itself in Canada, and make the
lower banks of the St. Lawrence to rejoice in the full light of a pure Gospel. Yours,

The following paragraph is from the Montreal Wifness of

17th of December, 1879 :—

THE FRENCH PROTESTANT SCHOOLS AT POINTE-AUX-TREMBLES.—The
annual temperance mesting for the pupils of those schools wagheld on Wednesday
evening, and was addressed by Messrs. Abbott and Deville, of Montreal, and Mr.
Bourgoin, the Principal.  The utmost interest prevailed, and no less than forty-
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seven young French-Canadian boys and girls signed the temperance pledge, and
received such impressions of the evil and danger connected with the use of strong

drink as will doubtless prove lasting with many of them. There are at present

forty-two boys and seventeen girls in the schools, a number considerably less than
has usually attended heretofore. There were, however, about two hundred appli-
cations for admission, the greater part of whom had to be refused on account of the
paucity of funds at the disposal of the committee. About one-half of the pupils of

both sexes present this winter are Roman Catholics, and the others are, for the

most part, children of Protestant converts. Mr. Bourgoin is assisted in the Boys’

school by Mr. Watier, and Miss Cairns is assisted in the Girls' school by Miss
Bouchard. The friends of, and contributors to this institution may rest assured that
under the eminently judicious and faithful management of Mr. Bourgoin aad
Miss Cairns, the children committed to their charge are receiving benefits which
will prove a blessing both to themselves and to this province.

IN MEMORIAM.

The Commitiee records, with sorrow, the recent death of Mr. S.
S. Ward, of Hartford, U. S., a sincere and generous friend of the
Society from its commencement. He was a member of the Com-
mittee till 1845, when he left the city, and ever since has con-
tinued a liberal donor.

A consistent and warm supporter of the Society has also been
lost by the decease of Mr. John C. Becket, for many years a
member of the Committee.

FINANCES.

The Committee is thankful to state that the year closes with a
balance on hand of $262.86, after paying all arrears due the
Missionaries. As shown by the Treasurer’s statement, the income
has been $9,857, with $375 balance on hand last year, makes
$10,232. Expenditure :—Education, $3,939; Colportage, $4,042;
Agency (chiefly for Britain, till 1st May), §1,00z ; General Secretary
till st May, and office expenses, $468; printing report and
appeals, 3252; miscellaneous, freight, postage, &c., $131; in-
terest, chiefly on old debt, $135; in all, $9,969, leaving a
balance at credit as above.

There is still due the Treasurer the old debt of $1,457, for

which the real estate of the Society is tesponsible, as shown in last
year’s Report.
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AGENCY.

It was stated in the last Annual Report that the Committee
had reluctantly accepted the resignation of the General Secretary,
the Rev. W, Williams, to take effect from the 1st of May last. He
has, however, consented to represent the Society in Great Britain,
where he now resides, so far as other engagements permit, the
Committee having felt constrained to discontinue the agency of
the Rev. R. T. Thomas for the same pecuniary reasons. In
recording these changes the most cordial testimony is borne to the
zeal and activity with which both these gentlemen discharged
their duties. Collections in this country and the United States
have been made by Mr. J. Bourgoin and the Rev. J. Matthieu,
and also, to a limited extent, by the Rev. S. T, Gibbs.

SCHOLARSHIPS.

The Committee acknowledges with gratitude the contributions
specially received tfrom Sabbath-schools and friends for the sup-
port of pupils at Pointe-aux-Trembles, and would earnestly invite
a continuance of their liberality.

AUXILIARY ASSOCIATIONS, &c.

The Committee thankfully acknowledges a renewed grant to
the Colportage work by the Naticnal Bible Society of Scotland to
the extent of ninety-six pounds sterling. Acknowledgments are
also due to the British and Foreign Bible Society and the
American Bible Society for liberal grants of the Scriptures, and to
the Religious Tract Society of London for a grant of tracts and
books.

The Committee feels that special thanks are due to the
General Committees of Glasgow, through the Secretary, Samuel
Gunn, Esq.; and to the Ladies’ Committees of Edinburgh and
Glasgow, through their respective Secretaries, Mrs. MacNider and
Mrs. J. Reid, for their zealous efforts, as well as to the many warm
friends in Britain who have so long and generously continued
their support of our work.

Grateful acknowledgments are also tendered to the. Belleville
Ladies’ Association, through its Secretary, Mrs. Esson, and to
the Congregations, Sabbath-schools and contributors, in the Domi-
nion as well as in the United States, for the welcome aid afforded the
Society. The Committee, specially acknowledging the good hand
of God in sustaining the Society through a period of such unex-
ampled commercial depression, would urge immediate and zealous
efforts for its support. These may be put forth through individual
subscriptions ; gatherings of Sabbath-school children, to whom the
Scriptural education of the French Romanists should be a special
Missionary object; contributions from country friends, undertaken
by kind collectors, to whom subscription cards can be sent;

the larger donations of wealthy stewards of means entrusted to
them by the Lord; grants from Bible Societies, by whom the
colportage work of the Society should be specially encouraged ;
allocations from the Missionary funds of churches; scholarships
from those who realize the unspeakable importance of the re-
ligious training of the young received at the Mission Schools; or,
lastiy, the support of a Colporteur in whole or part by all who esti-
mate the circulation and teaching of the Scriptures by trained
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and faithful Missionaries as a most precious consecration of their
spare means.

The Committee gratefully recognizing the important aid
hitherto received from auxiliary Committees in Great Britain and
this country, would urge continued liberality on the part of the
contributors through these Associations. This general appeal
for individual and voluntary co-operation becomes more necessary
since, for the sake of retrenchment, the valued services of the
General Secretary and General Agents have been dispensed with,
and as the Society, under God’s blessing, must now depend almost
wholly upon the voluntary efforts of its friends for the requisite
funds. The silver and gold are the Lord’s, and He has the hearts
of all under control, so that believing prayer with the due use of
means can cause what is needful to be consecrated to His service.

Efforts should also be put forth to extend the work of the
Instead of eight Colporteurs at least a hundred should
be permanently employed. And should not the Mission Schools
be filled with young French Canadians, as hitherto, to be taught
the truths of the Bible and converted to Christ, as well as fitted
for usefulness among their benighted countrymen ?

In view of the great and increasing openings for the Gospel
among the French Canadian people, as shown by the Journals of
the Missionaries, should not all feel deep compassion for these
their fellow-subjects, so many of whom are groaning under the
cruel bondage of Romanism, and are groping their way to the
truth, to which they may attain if God’s people are faithful in
their prayers and efforts. .

The Committee are persuaded that the good seed sown care-
fully and prayerfully during these past forty years is taking root
in many hearts, and that if only the Lord's people would awake
to the responsibility of the work being carried on more vigorously,
most glorious results to the Redeemer’s cause would in a few

JOURNALS OF THE COLPORTI'URS.

The Committee earnestly invites a careful perusal of the
extracts here given from the Colporteurs’ Reports, as showing
clearly that the French-Canadian peeple are growing more inde-
pendent of priestly dictation, and more open to receive the
teachings of God’s Word. It is plain that, as in France, a better
day has dawned ; and it is for God’s people, by their prayers for
the outpouring of His Spirit, and by their zeal and liberality, to
hasten the full coming of the Sun of righteousness. The inci-
dents related bear testimony to the divine power of the Bible,
through its simple reading, to remove prejudice and lead to
Christ, the only Mediator; and also to the remarkable results of
the evening cottage meetings, all demonstrating that the work of
the Colporteur is the best means, under God’s blessing, to reach
our rural French-Canadian population.

GROWING INDEPENDENCE OF PRIESTLY DICTATION, AND CLAIM

OF THE PEOPLE TO THE RIGHT OF PRIVATE JUDGMENT.

In my visit to P L——, I asked an old convert what he thought of
th. present feelings of the people. ‘‘I have noticed,” said he, ‘‘that since
some years, especially latterly, great progress has taken place among the
people. The ignorant class, although still subject to the clergy, are less fanat-
ical; and the educated class are more independent than ever. The number
who are disgusted with Romanism is greater than we think, and fear of
persecution alone prevents them from declaring their opinions. The work
of evangelizing the country by means of disseminating the Scriptures has
already given encouraging results. We have only to continue, and, sooner or
later, we will see our brave Canadians throw off the clerical yoke and accept
the full liberty of the Gospel.”

At T C——, I met a young man from Quebec, and turned the con-

versation, without much trouble, on religious subjects. “ Ignorance,” said he,

‘“is the source of all our evils. I do not like the clergy, for it is they who
keep up this state of things. I have read several books about them, among others,
‘ Pascal’s Letters,” which edified me about the tactics of the Jesuits. More than
that, I lately read the Testament, in which I found an entire contradiction to the
teachings of the Church. I am obliged to hide my books from my wife.” Our
conversation, which lasted till midnight, gives me hope that ere long he will
openly renounce the errors of his Church.
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A man said to me, “ I bought a Bible not long ago from a Colporteur, read it
and saw, by the grace of God, the errors of the Chuich of Rome. I went to the
priest with my Bible, and asked him why he taught the people to burn the Bible
—the Holy Word of God. I said to him, at the church door, in the presence of
about thirty persons, ‘ You tell the people it is a bad book, because it does not
teach them to confess to a priest, and to pray to the Saints, &c. Now I find in
that Book, which I firmly believe to be the Word of God, by which you and I
are to be judged, that God alone can forgive sin, and that there is but one Media-
tor, the Son of God—not the Virgin Mary, or any other Saints in Heaven, but
Jesus only. If you will prove to me that this Book is not the Word of God, I
will remain a Roman Catholic ; if not, I tell you before these people that I do
now leave you and the Church to follow the teachings of this Holy Word.” At
this the priest made a rush at me, but I escaped out of his hands. Now, both my
wife and her sister, with myself, have left the Church of Rome, and my delight is
in the Word of God ; and nothing gives me more joy than to read and teach it to
our people. Nothing would please me more than to devote all my time to carry
and read it to them.”

I have met many families in this County who have the Word of God in their
houses in spite of the priests, because they like it, and believe it to be God’s
Word.

In St. M——, I spent the Sunday with a family who have the Bible, and
where I read the Word, sang and prayed. They would leave their Church only
for the fear of man. The doctor of that village has also the Bible, and is
not afraid to go to the priest with it to point out errors. May God the Holy
Spirit teach the people, and may God’s people pray more than ever for the con-
version of our French Roman Catholics.

A man to whom I had lent a Bible said : “‘I have read it through, and if
it is the true Bible our Church is certainly in error, and I and my family shall
leave it. But, before doing so, I will ask my priest for a Bible, and insist upon
his getting one, whatever it may cost. If the two Books are alike, we are done
with the Church.” I could read and expound the Word, as well as pray, with
the family.

At St. H——, where I had spoken and read in a house in presence of twelve
persons, met to hear me, a man said: ‘‘If all you read and say is true, our
Church is certainly in error. I will buy a Bible, and if I see that it is not as ou
priest says, I will leave the Church, for I want to save my soul, and no power on
earth will hinder me from following God’s Word.” He bought a Bible, and
went away very unhappy at the comparison between the doctrines of Scripture
and his Church.

A most interesting fact is that opposition to our work diminishes, and to
numerous families we can at least address words of consolation and exhortation,
if we cannot sell or give the Scriptures, The Church taxes and other money

demands of the clergy are for all, but especially the poor, a continual subject of

murmuring.
“The times are very hard,” said a poor man, burdened with a large family

and living in a wretched house in the woods, “‘ But youv have no land,” said T,
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‘“and, consequently, you have no tithes to pay.” ‘It is true, but I must give a
half-dollar every time I or any of my family take the Communion, and that is a
heavy tax for me. The rich can easily get a place in Paradise, but as
for us, we can never get there unless through our good works.” * The sacrifice
of Christ alone, opens the door of Heaven for us,” said I, ““and neither money
nor good works can do anything towards our salvation, for Jesus Christ came to
die, not for rich or poor, but for all who accept Him as their Redeemer.” He
appeared quite surprised at these words, and said, ‘‘I begin to think you are
right.” T then offered him a Testament, when he said, ‘I cannot read, but my
wife can; I wish much to buy one, but have no money.” Seeing that he was
really poor, I gave him a Testament and some tracts.

I rejoice to be able to show that the French Canadian people are getting more
free from priestly influence. It is still difficult to leave our books in any house,
but if we can once get them to listen, I can prove that if not immediately, in a
short time, we can place Testaments in a large proportion of houses where we
have read three or four times. It is God’s Word, and the reading of it cannot
fail to be the best instrument in bringing the people to understand that they
should have the Holy Book in their homes.

I'HE BIBLE DESIRED BY MANY, AND ENCOURAGING FRUITS OF
ITS READING.

At Quebec I met a young man lately converted from Romanism ; he and
his brother had come from a distance to attend divine service. Another young
Canadian some time ago received a Testament, and, through the grace of God,
the reading of it has been blessed to him, for lately he had begun to attend
Protestant services, I met lately a young man whom I had known at R
L——. “Iam glad to meet you,” he said ; ‘“my father would like to converse
with you on religious subjects.” I promised to visit him soon, and in further
conversation with the young man I found he was far from believing in all the
absurdities of his Church. On parting, [ gave him a Testament, which he
gladly accepted.

A woman said to me, “I have already seen tracts like these, for my
relations sent me some, which I read with pleasure.” She then bought some,
and said that before her marriage she had read a Testament that belonged to
her mother, and now wished very much to get one, only she had no money.
Seeing she was poor, I gave her one, which delighted her.

In another house a young man, after having examined my books, bought over
fifty tracts, in spite of the objections of the other members of the family. He
told me he had spent several years in the United States. In another house, after
having sold a Testament to a young girl, she said to her father, ‘* Oh, the Mass is
not in it ;" but he replied, ‘* Whether it is or not, so long as it is in the Gospel it
is a good book, and we will keep it."”

At R——, a woman told me that, the day before, their barn, which was full of
hay, with a mowing-machine and horse-rake, had been burned. She took a
Testament and tracts from me to comfort her in the loss of her property.
I entered a house, when the woman said, ‘I wish I had money to buy a Bible
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from you, as my husband and I can read, and we do not like to spend the evening
playing cards at the neighbors’, as is the usual way. We stay at home in the
evenings, and on Sunday, but as we have nothing to read we find it very lone-
some. I said, ““As I must walk several miles to get home this evening, if your
husband will drive me part of the distance I will give you a Bible for it.”
Although very busy in the field, he accepted the offer, and I gave them the Bible
and some tracts. I never saw a woman more thankful.

At L , T talked with an old man on religion, and read several passages of
the Bible ahout eternal life. After a time he said, ‘I now understand that we
are smved by faith, and that eternal life is the gift of God. I always thought that
we were saved by our works, but the Gospel says itis by faith in our Lord Jesus

On leaving next morning, I
read a few verses, and some of the men asked me to come back during win-
ter, as they liked to hear the Bible read.

, there are a few families well disposed. Mr. R——, whom I

thought that Jesus had done so much for us.” Inthe evening some twelve persons
came in to listen to the reading of the Bible, and I sold some tracts. May
God bless all those scattered families who have the Scriptures, and may the
time soon come when in every family we shall be able to place a Bible.

At the invitation of a friend, I visited his shanty, sixty miles up the N——
River, calling upon many families on my way up. All received me with pleasure,
and I circulated many tracts as well as read many chapters. When the time for
supper came, thirty-four men were at table. They seemed much interested at
the accounts of the Irish famine and other subjects which I read from the Witness
after tea. After I took my Bible and read, they were still very attentive, and
when I was beginning to read in the Testament,a young man came and asked me
for the place. I was surprised to find a Testament in his hands, and in explanation
he said that a Colporteur had given it to him two years since in V., and that he
had read in it ever since. Many of them wanted to know if it was lawful to read
such a book. One man said he never had it in his hand, as the priest told him
he could not understand it at all. “‘T did though,” he said, ‘‘understand all
you have read to-night, and I want to buy one and read it for my own satisfaction.”
I sang two of our beautiful hymns, and after prayer, all went to bed, very much
satisfied with our soiree.

In the T—— settlement I offered my books in thirty-two houses, but no

After the meeting two men said, *‘ You
called at our houses, but we did not buy your books, for we really believed they
were bad.

At T—— I went to the shanty, and at night passed three hours in reading and
explaining the Bible to some fourteen men. An interesting discussion took place
upon the way of salvation, and four men took Testaments and tracts.
