many millions of dollars’ worth of pro-
perty in Italy and for Italy the safety
of 30,000 Italian subjects who were still
living in Germany.

termittent artillery activity by both
sides in the region of Jonikoi, on the
left bank of the Struma. The British
artillery has bombarded ceaselessly
enemy positions. In the direction of
Mount Voles there were some en-
gagements by patrols,

“In the centre there was a medium
cannonade in the region of Lake
Doiran, but the cannonade was very
lively west of the River Vardar.

Bulgars Bloodily Repulsed.

“On the Serbian front northwest of
Kukurus, the Bulgarians delivered
six counter-attacks in the region of
Vetrinik. but were repulsed along the
whole line.* They suffered a sanguin-
ary defeat and are falling back, con-
tinuously pressed by Serbian troops,
whom they are stubbornly resisting.
On our left wing desperate actions
continue in the region of Ostrovo.
North of the Ostrovo road the Ser-
bian fire caught Bulgarian attacking
detachments, which had approached
to within 150 metres of our line and
inflicted on them very heavy losses.

“According to statements of pris-
oners, the losses of the Bulgarians
during the recent action in the region
of Ostrovo nave been great, especial-
ly from the Serbian artillery, which
indisputably dominates the hostile
artillery.”

An official statement issued by the
British war office Saturday night
concerning the operations around
Saloniki, says:

The
First Canadian Contingent is a me-
morial of that fact. If, aowever, Sir
Sam aspires to lead troops into
battle he will have atill fess initiative,
The staff plans are so hard and fast,
so interknit and counter-checked in
innumerable ways, with countless
operations all arranged. ‘and pro-
vided for, that no 1leader has any
chance in modern warfare, aé it has .
developed on the western front, of-
doing anything but what hé has been
told to do, 2

The Globe will scarcely ‘deny the
soldierly quality of obedience to Sir
Sam in its lucid Intervals. We need
not speak of courage or daring.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

The sole head of 4 family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a quar-
ter-section of available Dominjon land in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agencyt for
the District. Entry by roOXy may be
made at any Dominion nds Agency
(1but not Sub-Agency) on certain condi.
tions.

Duties.—8ix months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on a
farm of at least 80 acres, on certain con-
ditions. A habitable house is required,
except where residence {s performed in
the vicinity.

Live stock may be substituted for cul-
tivation under certain conditions,

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter.
section alongside his homestead, Price,
$3.00 per acre.

Duties.—8ix months’ residence in each
of three years, after earning homestead
patent; also 50 acres’ extra cultivation.
Pre-emption patent may be obtained as
soon as homestead patent, on certain
conditions. T

A settler who has exhausted hig
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price, $3.00
per acre.
