ALTER THE DRUGS ACT MAY BE RE-ARRESTED CONCENTRATING MENThe high cost of potatoes was the 

lively topic in the legislature yester­
day afternoon. It was brought up • by 
Sergt.-Major McNamara, of River- 
dale, who referred to a newspaper 
story which said that the potato boy­
cott was hurting the farmers without 
lowering the retail cost.

Wellington Hay thought the whole 
question was one that should be dealt 
with by the Dominion government, 
but it was a difficult one for either 
body to handle.

Premier Drury said it was simply a 
commercial business: ^The farmer has 
to sell in the best markets, and he 
recalled the time when producers of 
potatoes could not get rid of them at 
30 cents a bushel. He opined that as 
a result of the high prices now rul­
ing, there would be a trek back to 
the farm, which would remedy the 
depopulation of rural districts, which 
had been proceeding for some years.
He did not think the government had, 
any power to interfere in the situa- cussed.

Ottawa. April 28—(By Canadian 
Press).—The house went today thru 
the remaining clauses ot the bill to 
amend the foods and drugs act, dis­
posed of some minor legislation, dis­
cussed such widely differing topics as 
oleomargarine and. with considerable 

i heckling, debated a bill to amend the 
Canada shipping act. The foods and 
drugs bijl was reported with a fur­
ther amendment—already the bill has 
been much amended—stipulating that 
the bill applies to narcotic drugs.

Debate on the bill to amend the 
Canada shipping act led to some 
warm passages between Hon. C. C. 
Ballantyne, minister of marine and 
fisheries, and Liberal members from 
the maritime provinces. The main 
point was whether the bill was in­
troducing something new in the way 
of steamboat inspection.

Mr. Ballantyne argued that the 
clause in the bill merely provided for 
the imposition of fees for inspection. 
There was no new principle intro­
duced for there had been government 
Inspection of steamboats, in addition 
to inspection by Lloyd’s agents, for 
the last 30 years.

Oleomargarine Resolution.
Eventually, the -bill received third 

reading and the house discussed oleo­
margarine on a resolution by Dr. Tol­
mie, minister of agriculture, to amend 
the oleomargarine act, 1919. Under 
the resolution, which precedes a bill, 
the time limit for importing and man­
ufacturing oleomargarine is extended 
to August 31, 1920; for sale of oleo­
margarine, to May 1, 1921. Progress on 
the oleomargarine resolution was re­
ported after a brief 'discussion. The 
house adjourned at 11:25 p.m.

London, April 28,^One of the 
strongest points of criticism of the 
recent budget was the failure of the 
chancellor of the exchequer, Austen 
Chamberlain, to take stepsxto reduce 
or fund the enormous floatihg debt, 
amounting approximately to £ 1,200,- 
000.000.

Mr. Chamberlain announced today 
his new plan to fund this debt. He 
means to Issue five per cent, treasury 
bonds for 15 years, but carrying addi­
tional interest not exceeding two per 
cent, and regulated according to the 
current rate for treasury bills, which 
is at the present time six and one- 
half per cent. The new bonds will 
carry an option by either the holder 
or the treasury in April, 1924, or after 
that date, of repayment at par on giv­
ing one year's notice.

Thus the public will have an oppor­
tunity of obtaining a government 
bond carrying Interest in the neigh­
borhood of 6% per cent, while money 
remains at the present dear rates.

saving measure. The railways who ; 
are forced to run trains so as to con­
nect with the international and other 
Canadian lines, are not in a position 
to adopt the measure, and will con­
tinue to run on standard time.

“We have no alternative in the mat­
ter,” C. E. Horning, district passenger 
agent of the Grand Trunk, told The 
World. "The only way in which the 
railroads could conform to daylight 
saving is by having that measure made 
national, or rather international. As 
it stands now Toronto, Ottawa, Mont­
real, Kingston and a few other cities 
are virtually the only points in the 
Dominion where it will be observed. 
The farming centres are opposed to it,

\ as are many of the smaller cities.
"Here's one case that will serve as 

an example. A train leaves one of the 
smaller cities in the Georglaii Bay 
district at 5.30 in the morning, 
standard time, and arrives here about 
noon. This district is opposed to day­
light saving, and you can imagine how 
overjoyed they would be to' have iu 
get up an hour earlier to catch a train 
at 4.30 just to accommodate Toronton­
ians.”

The two temperance organizations 
of the province—the Dominion Al­
liance and the Referendum Committee 
—were naturally very much up in the 
air yesterday over what they term the 
wonderful majority recorded in the 
legislature for a referendum to make 
Ontario bone dry. Both organizations 
desire that the plebiscite should be 
taken at the end of June. This, how­
ever, may be delayed owing to the 
new Dominion franchise act, which 
has not yet passed the house of com­
mons. And, then, again, it is said the 
authorities at Ottawa are not de­
sirous of the vote being taken before 
August or September.

The Rev. Dr. Grant of 
dum Committee explained yesterday 
that his committee wanted the vote 
taken under the new act. This may 
be brought about by June, and the 
committee are working to this end. 
Dr. Grant has no other belief than 
that the vote against the importation 
of intoxicating liquors into 
will be a large one, and the result will 
be a bone dry province.

The Dominion Alliance, who declare 
they will be in it when the fight 
comes, are unaible to forecast what 
may be the result of the vote. They 
point out that the proposed referen­
dum is quite a different matter to 
that initiated by the Hearst govern­
ment, and in addition it1 can hardly 
be expected that as much enthusiasm 
will be shown over the new vote as in 
the last.

An application was made before

petent examiners of It as Mr. Saunders, 
who was The Times' correspondent in 
Berlin for many years, and has re­
cently spent many weeks in the coun­
try, It appears that it is to the allied 
Interest to make the most of the 
democracy which is expressed, how­
ever faintly, in the present govern­
ment, so that the ancient autocratic 
militarism will always be as helpless 
as the Kapp revolution of the hundred 
hours proved it to be.

Mr. Saunders, who was in Berlin 
during the Kapp nightmare, testifies 
that the old militarism is dead, with­
out visible hope of resurrection, un­
less gome vast folly governs the atti­
tude of the allies to the Germans' ef­
fort to find their feet. Economic con­
ditions are very bad. The govern­
ment suffers from Inexperience in 
truly democratic administration. But, 
considering what Germany was, there 
is hope that she will win out as a 
democratic country. ' Patience as well 
as firmness is needed. The Germans 
are down, and they know it, Mr. 
Saunders says. If events should quick­
ly support this view—and they can 
be made to do It by a loyal observ­
ance of the allied conditions—it ought 
not to be possible before very lwng to 
traverse the road to reconciliation, 
which may in due time reach the 
heights of forgiveness.

He sug­
gests that the boosting of the prices of 
overalls by those who do not neeo 
them unnecessarily puts up the price 
for those who must wear them, and 
effects no real improvement. Wealth 
is never so inept as when it makes life 
harder for the poor, under the guise 
of saving something for1 Itself, in the 
name of the community.

There i6 a world of difference be­
tween boosting denim and boycotting 
potatoes that are priced at eight dol­
lars a bag, as they were in Brantford 
last Saturday, before the housewives' 
frown was felt in the market. When

REQUESTS OF CMTO FOUND A NATION
Contrary to i>opular belief on the 

part of the majority of Gentiles, a'l 
the Jewish people resident in Canada 
and the States are not permeditating 
leaving this country in a body, bound 
for Palestine. It would appear that 
the great world-wide Zionist move­
ment is misunderstood by most, and 
its aims anything but clear. Jews on 
the American continent have express­
ed themselves very strongly on this 
point, and ex-Ald. Louis Singer voic­
ed the.r general consensus of opinion 
when, as president of the Toronto 
Zionist movement, he told The World 
last night that virtually all news­
paper reports, which had been pub­
lished recently on this matter, were 
wrong In substance and had led to a 
general misconception of the move­
ment.

"It is a popular misconception that 
all Zionists want to go to Palestine,” 
he said. “That is far from the truth. 
Those among the Jews who do wish 
to settle in Palestine, simply desire 
the right and the opportunity to do 
so. and those who are quite well sat­
isfied with their present homes (and 
this class probably includes most of 
the Jews living In any free and civi­
lized country) want Palestine devel­
oped so that it will again become the 
Jewish homeland and a Jewish spir­
itual centre.

“By a Jewish spiritual centre I 
mean that Palestine will be consider­
ed the homeland of the Jews. The big 
drawback and the thing from which 
our race has suffered the most keenly 
in the past has been the fact that we 
were people without a country. If 
Palestine Is developed, and we can 
look upon it as our country, It Imme­
diately raises us to the status of a 
nation. In this manner the Jews as 
a nation may again contribute their 
share to the civilization of the 
world.”

Ottawa. April 28.—(By Canadian 

Press.p—The tj.W.V.A. pensions reso­
lutions, passed at the recent, annual 
convention of that organization, are 
now before the special committee of 
pensions and re-establishment. This 
stage in the committee's work means 
that the end of the pensions investi­
gation Is nearly over.

The first' seven clauses of the G.W. 
V.A. recommendation have been dealt 
with. The first six were placed before 
the committee without any further 
presentation of evidence than has al­
ready been heard. G. C. MacNell, 
Dominion secretary, said that these, 
referring to increases in pensions to 
totally disabled men and to depend­
ents had already been tovered in 
the evidence heard.

Expenses During Examination. 
Clause seven of his recommenda­

tion. that all expenses Incurred by 
pensioners during attendance at med­
ical boards be paid, and that such ex­
penses Include compensation for loss 
of time from employment, provoked 
some lively passages between mem­
bers of the committee and officials of 
the pensions board. The latter had 
said that a man was paid In all (3.75 
a day, In addition to (1.10 army pay. 
Members of the committee, notably 
r*\ Peter McGlbbon and Col. James 
Arthurs, protested that this allowance 
would not cover a man's expenses.

Say Allowance Too Small.
This allowance was too parsimon­

ious, Mr. Mbrphy declared. Col. J. W. 
Margeson of the pensions board, ad­
mitted that it was too low. Mr. Mor­
phy demanded to know if the pen­
sions board had power to revise It. 
Col. Margeson replied in the affirma­
tive. “Then why don't you do so?” 
asked Mr. Morphy.

Dr. G. W. Brien suggested a flat 
rate of (3 per day In addition to ex­
penses to men attending medical 
boards.

The clause was still under consid­
eration at adjournment.

Free Issue of Clothing. 
Officials of the D.S.C.R. were on. 

the stand during the afternoon. Major 
C. F. Arthurs, chief Inspector, said 
he had drawn up the regulations in 
regard to free issues of clothing. The 
patients had complained that they 
had "to be adjudged paupers and 
scarecrows” before they could secure 
an issue of clothes. They were also 
being charged (23 for overcoats, tut 
this was returned at the rate of one 
dollar per month as long as the man 
was In the hospital. Some members 
of the committee claimed they had 
recommended free clothing and that 
the D.S.C.R. officials had no right to 
charge for any part of It. Others 
thought the issue of hospital clothing 
covered what they had in mind when 
presenting their recommendation. It 
was brought out that the D.S.C.R. 
officials were given a certain latitude 
in interpreting the law.

♦ Tubercular Patients' Needs. 
Re-eatablishment recommendations of 

tubercular patients were .placed before 
the special committee off pensions and 
re-establishment today. Messrs. Pyper 
and Simmonds, recalled, said the lime 
had come when Canada could afford to 
be generous toward her maimed end 
diseased soldiers.

The tubercular patients had heavier 
expenses than had other disability pen­
sioners and should have some considera­
tion. The issue of tree clothing to 
D.S.C.R. patients, as at present carried 
out, was unsatisfactory. The regula­
tion was not being administered by the 
department in the spirit in which it was 
framed. Men claimed they were being 

' humiliated, and wanted the issue of 
clothing on a basts of right rather than 
charity.

Moody warned his audience that a 
panic is inevitable unless strict 
economy Is practised In the victorious 
countries as well as in Germany and 
Austria. “I believe we are going to 
have a tremendous panic provided the 
world goes on in the way the United 
States Is going today. If we go on 
spending money lavishly, if the gov­
ernments of the world go on wasting 
the public’s money the way the Unit­
ed States ’government is wasting it to­
day, it cannot help resulting in a 
panic, and possibly the worst panic 
the world has ever seen. But there Is 
one way to avoid all that, and there 
Is only one way, and that Is for 
everybody to act as they did during 
the years of the war, when everybody 
did his little bit and economized and 
lent the government his spare money.

Washington, April Warsaw, April 28.—A general ad­
vance by Polish forces along a 180-. 
mile front into the Ukraine was an­
nounced in today’s communique by 
the Polish general staff. The move­
ment. it is,set forth. Is for the expul­
sion of the Bolshevik!.

The Poles covered abolit 60 miles 
on the first day of their forward move­
ment, their advanced line taking them 
within 60 miles of Kiev.

The advance was explained In a 
proclamation issued in the name of 
General Pilzudskl, the head of the 
Polish state, and posted in the cities - 
and villages thru which the Polish 
forces marched. The document an­
nounced that after the expulsion ol 
the foreign elements the Poles would 
remain in the Ukraine only until an 
authorized Ukrainian 
should take control.

The proclamation, dated April 26. 
was printed In Warsaw and 
rushed to Uie front. Thousands of 
copies were taken toy the Poles foi 
distribution within the newly occupied 
territory.

One section of the proclamation 
reads:

“Together with the Poles .there are 
returning to the Ukraine its 
soldiers, under Simon Petluva, 
have found refuge within Poland and 
help in the darkest days for the 
Ukrainian::." ,

The document expresses the tjope 
that the Ukrainians will concentrate 
their forces to aid In attaining their " 
freedom, which also will be of aid to 
Poland. Protection is guaranteed to 
all the Inhabitants, who are asked to 
bear patiently the burdens of the war.

The Important towns occupied by 
the Poles on the first day of their 
movement Included Oworucz, Jltomtr 
and Berdltchov and further south 
Wlnnitz and Zmyerynka.

Uprisings by civilian Ukrainian* 
against the Russian Bolshevikl In the 
district west of Kiev are reported In 
despatches reaching here. It is said 
the Ukrainians are organizing because 
of a report that their coutnry and ,“ 
Poland had signed a treaty by which, 
the latter agreed to support Ukralnia 
In her proposed march toward the 
Dnieper River.

ion Washington, April 28.—The supreme 
court was asked today by the govern­
ment
against the United States Steel Corpor­
ation, dismissed on March 1 by a 4-to-3 
decision.

The government’s argument, on the 
motion for a rehearing was based large­
ly on the 4-to-3 decision rendered by the 
court last Monday, ordering the dissolu­
tion of the Reading Company and its 
subsidiaries, the first of the so-called 
anthracite coal cases to be decided.

Counsel for the government declared 
that the steel case would seem to fall 
within the Reading case, and that “the 
holding of the Steel Corporation to be 
a legal corporation under the anti-trust 
act would appear to conflict with the 
conclusions expressed in that and other 
decisions.’’

Chief Justice White and Associate Jus­
tices McKenna, Holmes and Van de Van­
ter rendered the majority opinion in the 
steel case, while Associate Justices Day, 
Pitney and Clarke joined in a minority 
opinion.

Chilef Justces White and Associate 
Justices Holmes and Van de Vanter dis­
sented from the majority in the Reading 
case, and the chief Justice wrote the 
dissenting opinion.
Justice Clarke In the majority opinion 
were Justices Pitney, Day and McKen­
na.

Justice McKenna announced the ma­
jority opinion in the steel case.
