This is parental and mild, although strict and firm. The student 

on joining the Institution is made acquainted with its regulations, 
and is expected to observe both these and the special directions of 
the Faculty, as announced from time to time. Appropriate methods 
of punishing minor delinquencies will be devised, and measures of 
disciplinary severity will be employed only in the case of serious or 
repeated offences, and after the trial of other means has been found 
insufficient to secure good order. At the same time, let it be dis­
tinctly understood that no one will be allowed to continue in the 
Academy whose habits are damaging to good morals, or who per­
sistently disregards its rules. In cases where it appears necessary 
to take steps towards severing the connection of a student with the 
Institution, preliminary notice will be given to parents or guardians, 
if the gravity of the offence does not require instant action, and all 
possible chance will be afforded for the beneficial operation of family 
influence. As it is believed, however, to be of pre-eminent importance 
to preserve in the school a wholesome moral atmosphere, nothing 
shall be permitted to stand in the way of a rigorous discharge of duty 
in the expulsion of unworthy members.
